SMALLPOX AT BERAZIL.

Dr. Harty Diagnoses Five Cases~Diph-
theria in Clark Connty.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.

BRAZIL, Ind., Oct. 12.—Dr. Hurly, secre-
tary of the State Board of Health, arrived
in the city to investigate the :'allvgml small-
pox cases and gave as his opinion that the

patients suffering with a breaking out had
well-developed cases of smallpox. Five
cases were diagnosed by Dr. Hurty and
placed under strict quarantine, Dr. Hurty
wias sent for on account of alleged laxity
shown patients suffering with the disease
by some physicians who were loath to
believe that it was smallpox. Several per-
son3 having the Jisease had been on the
streets and in crowded stores, hence it is
known that a large number of people have
been exposed.

JEFFERSONVILLE, Ind., Oct. 13.-Dr.
D. V. Scott, secretary of the County Board
of Heaith, to-day went to Broom Hill, a
settlement in the western part of the coun-
ty, to investigate the diphtheria situation,
as the disease has become almost epidemic
in the neighborhood, and .urrounding
towns are demanding of the Board of
Health that a quarantine be established
against the infested district. Three chil-
dren in the family of John Money died of
the disease yesterday and another is dan-
gerously sick. Many other cases exist in
the neighborhood.

Veterinarian Will Investigate.

13.—-The state
veterinarian is to be called to investigale
the new disease which wiped out a herd of
thirty-five hogs for Dr. Volney Hunt with-
in a few houre on Sunday, A farmer near
Daleville lost fifty head of hogs the same
way vesterday and several swine have died
in the south part of the county. As yet
no one has been able to diagnose the dis-
ease, It seems to be something new that
has attacked the porkers. Ordinarily, a
hog dies within five hours after being
taken with the disease, but in some cases
does not live that long. One pecullarity
of the disease is that the animals’ left

shoulder swells and becomes as hard as
stone,
