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MONUMENTS AT ANTIETAM

TEN SHAFTS TO OHIO REGI3IENTS
UNVEILED BY GOVERNOR NASH.

Ills Tribute to McKinley Part In the
Great Battle Distinguished llrltlsh

General on the Field.

HAGERSTOWN, Md., Oct. 13. The ten
monuments erected on Antietam battlefield
by the State of Ohio, including one to the
memory of President McKinley, were dedi-
cated to-d- ay with appropriate exercises.
The presence of many distinguished per-
sonages was a prominent feature of the
day. Gen. Ian Hamilton, the famous Brit-
ish general, and his party, including Sir
Kay Mulr, his brother-in-la- w, witnessed the
dedication with great interest. General
Hamilton spent yesterday at Gettysburg,
and went to Antietam last night.

The exercises were held at the old Dunk--
ard Church, beginning at 11 o'clock. The
order of services observed was as follows:
Prayer by the Rev. William R. Parsons, of
Ohio; report of the battlefield commission,
read by Capt. W. W. Miller; introductory
by the president, MaJ. David Cunningham;
presentation of the monument to the War
Department by Governor Nash, of Ohio;
acceptance by acting Secretary of "War
Robert Shaw Oliver. ' Gen. R. P. Kennedy,

the Twenty-thir- d Ohio Regiment, was
the orator of the day. Governor Nash, in
presenting the monument to the govern-
ment, said. In relation to McKinley s part

the battle:
"There was in this battle a young soldier

from Ohio, by name William McKinley. Hewas the commissary sergeant of the Twenty-t-

hird Regiment, Ohio Volunteer Infan-
try. On the afternoon of the close of the
battle, with much personal risk to himself,
he supplied his hungry comrades with
cooked rations upon that part of the field
where they had valiantly contended for
hours with their intrepid foe. For this act
the State of Ohio has erected on the ground
where this service was performed a beau-
tiful monument to his memory. This soldier
was afterwards President of the United
States and became a martyr for his coun-
try, as did Lincoln. Like Lincoln he prayed
that the passions of the civil war might
pass away, and that affection for the Union
might be restored to all the people of this
country. For this reason Ohio has taken
all the more pleasure In erecting this monu-
ment. Fortunately he lived to see the evi-
dence of the cordial feeling, to which he
contributed so much, between the North
and the South, which existed during the
Spanish-America- n war. As the years go
by it is our hope that whoever wanders
over these fields and looks upon the monu-
ment lovingly erected by his State to the
memory of McKinley, will learn to love and
reverence the flag as he loved and rever-
enced it."

George F. McCulloch Snld to Be at the
Head of a. Vnat Xen Project of

Electric Road Extension.

PLANS TOR ANOTHER SYSTEM

PRO.MOTEIl OF APPLEVARD LINES
EXPLAINS THEM AT RICHMOND.

Double-Trac- k Road iTlth Freight
Train. Pnrlor Can and Sleepers

Great Outlay Projected.

SOUTH BEND. Ind., Oct. ll-So- uth Bend

Is to be the hub of a perfect network of
electric railways. A project Is now on 'foot
to bring about euch a condition of affairs
and interurban cars will be running from
South Bend in all directions within the
next few years. The scheme is fostered by
George F. McCulloch, president of Indiana
Union Traction lines. It Includes the merg-
er of the Indiana Railway Company, the
South Bend & Southern Michigan Railway
Company, the Indiana Western Railway
Company and probably the Chicago & In-

diana Air-lin- e Railway Company, with a
line which McCulloch proposes to build
from Peru to South Bend.

Before beginning work on the Peru and
South Bend lino the Indianapolis man wants
to secure control of the electric line's lead-
ing out of the city. As soon as he can ac-

complish his purpose the South Bend &
Southern Michigan Railway Company will
be extended to St. Joseph and Benton Har-
bor, Mich., and the Indiana Western Rail-
way will be built from South Bend to Mich-
igan, via Carlisle and Hudson lake. At
the same time these roads are being ex-
tended and built, work will be pushed on
the proposed line between South Bend and
Peru. The latter line will include a branch
road from Peru to Logansport, Ind. The
distance between Peru, Ind., and St. Jos-
eph, Mich., Is HO miles.

The route selected includes stations at
Rochester, Argoa, Plymouth, Lapaz and
Lakevllle. The Logansport branch will ex-
tend through New Waverley and will be
fifteen miles lon. If the McCulloch scheme
is carried out South Benders will be able
to go to Indianapolis In electric cars, as
an announcement has been made that the
Indianapolis Northern Railway, connecting
Indianapolis and Logansport, will be" in
operation on Jan. 1.

SEEKING A RIGHT OF WAY.

Representative of Appleyard Traction
Line Visits Richmond.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
RICHMOND, Ind.. Oct. 13.- -C. N. Wilson,

who Is promoting the Appleyard traction
line from Columbus. Ind., to Richmond,
was here to-d- ay with other men interested
in the project. Mr. Wilson promises to
have in operation within two years one of
the finest electric lines that can be found
anywhere. The right of way from Con- -
nersville to Columbus has been secured and
Is verbally promised ten miles this side
of Connersville. Tho company asks for
no subsidies, but merely wants a freeright of way.

A conference was held at Centerville this
afternoon with regard to securing the right
of way over the Commons road. It Is not
definitely settled how the road will enter
Richmond, but it is thought the terminals
will bo west of the Whitewater river, thetraffic being transferred to the city lines.
The line will handle freight by the carload,
Mr. Wilson says, and now has orders for
10,000 carloads In black and white. The
system is to be double-tracke- d, ninety
pound steel, stone ballast and metal trol-
ley poles. The equipment will consist of
sixty-to- n electric engines, hauling from ten
to twenty cars at the rate of fifteen milesan hour. The company will ask the gov-
ernment for contracts to carry the mail
to eight Inland towns. It will us one of
the big express companies.

The passenger cars are to be sixty-tw- o

and one-ha- lf feet long and will be speeded
to seventy miles an hour. The service will
be completed by Holland palace, sleeping

This
year a cut-o- ff on the machine was Invented
which does away with one workman to each
machine. The national union tried to set
a scale to cover the improvement, but the
pressers at the Marlon and Muncle fruit
Jar plants were not satisfied with the re-

sult. The pressers considered that their
Interests had not been looked after prop-
erly, and walked out, against the decision
of President Rowe, of the A. F. G. W. U.,
of which organization the pressers are a
branch. It is said that Rowe ordered the
pressers back to work at the same wage
scale, and where they refused he placed
other men. mostly gatherers, In their places
as a penalty.

A few pressers have returned to work
in the Marlon plant, and other vacancies
have been filled with gatherers.

The government's view is that
the country is reconciled to carrying out
the programme under which by 1920 it will
have fifty-flv- o battleships, thirty-eig- ht of
them up to date, with 3,090 oflicers and 55,-fc- 09

men. But the country would not ap-
prove of largely increased burdens to carry
it through in a shortened period.

Tried to Shoot the Chevalier.
PARIS, Oct. 13. Helen Knowles Irish,

the divorced wife of Chevalier Trezza dl
Musella, president of the Italian Chamber
of Commerce here, attempted unsuccess-
fully to shoot the chevalier in front of the
opera house last night as the audience was
leaving, causing considerable excitement.
The cause of the woman's attempt to mur-
der the chevalier was his refusal to divulge
the whereabouts of their child.

Queer Case of Lese Majeste.
BERLIN, Oct. 13. An odd case of lese

majeste is reported from Meiden, Bavaria,
against a priest who refused to administer
communion to a sick person until a portrait
of the Empress was removed, on the ground
that her dress, which was low-cu- t, was an
evil spectacle for the youth. The priest
also ordered out the Emperor's picture, al-
leging that both portraits belonged to-
gether.

She carried a crew
of fifteen men.

Charged by Cossacks.
ST. PETERSBURG, Oct. 13. Further se-

rious disturbances in connection with the
transfer of Armenian church property to
the government occurred at Nakhltchevan,
Transcaucasia. Oct. 12. A mob took posses-
sion of the cathedral there and drove out
the elders. Cossacks charged the crowd
and numbers of persons were injured.

CONDITIONS IN ARCTIC.

Facts that Indicate Zlegler Expedi-
tion May Re Frozen In.

New York Sun.
Those who have studied the difficulties of

navigation in the arctic are not much sur-
prised by the tidings brought by the letter
which William Ziegier has received from
Anthony Fials, In command of his north
polar expedition. The letter was written In
liarenis sea, ueiwtcn uu. emoia anu
Franz Josef Land, and was brought south
by a sealer which Ziegler's steamer Amer-
ica happened to meet.

The expedition had been following the
edge of the ice pack west of Nova Zembia
for many miles vainly looking for a lead
through which to push north. It was about
to turn westward, nearer to Spitzbergen, In
the hope of finding an opening to the north.

When the Ice conditions are difficult in
Barents sea the fact is generally due to
prevailing easterly winds, which bringgreat masses of Ice from the Arctic ocean.
This ice i plied up against the eastern
shores of Spitzbergen, rendering them un-
approachable.

As a rule, the waters between Nova Zem-
bia and Franz Jo3ef Land may be crossed
by a steamer every year. Sometimes, how-
ever, it is impossible to push through the
ice to Franz Josef Land.

Further hews of the Ziegler expedition
may not be received until next summer, but
when it comes it will be read with interest,
for the conditions this year are such that
it will not be surprising If the America Is
frozen in and will be compelled to spend the
coming winter helplessly in the Ice between
Europe and Franz Josef Land.

The Tagetthof. on which Weyprecht and
Prayer, the Austrian explorers, discovered
Franz Josef Land on Aug. 30, 1S73, had ex-
actly this experience. The vessel, steaming
north, succeeded in pushing into the ice, but
was caught fast by the closing fioe while
still within sight of Nova Zembia.

lit r party had a most miserable time as
they drifted slowly north through the dark-
ness of the following wluter with ice blocks
piling up till they towered fathoms high
above the ship, it seemed certain at times

that the vessel would be crushed, so the
explorers built a house on the main floe.

stored.
They drifted north and west all through

the winter of 1872-17- 3 and through the fol-
lowing summer until the last of August,
when they finally saw the outlines of a
bold and rocky land rising before them.
Their toll and suffering had not all been in
vain, for they now knew that they had
added a new land to the known domains of
the world. Then came the great sledge
Journeys of the spring of 1ST4. which re-
vealed a large part of the archipelago they
had discovered. The Tegetthof, however,
was never freed from the ice. She was
abandoned on Mav 20, and the party suc-
ceeded with terrible difficulty in dragging
boats southward to the free sea, where
they fell In with Russian fishermen, who
took them back to civilization.

The Danish Meteorological Institute re-
cently published its report on the ice con-
ditions in the Arctic sea in 1?02. These
conditions were very unfavorable for navi-
gation alike In Barents sea. the region of
Franz Josef and around Spitzbergen, east
of Greenland and Iceland. The European
Arctic has had two successive bad ice
years, which was very unfortunate both for
the Zlegler expedition, under Mr. Baldwin
last 3ear, and for the present expedition,
under Mr. Fiala. It will be good news
indeed If It is learned that by some happy
chance Fiala has reached Franz Josef Land
this season and Is able to do the fall work
preliminary to his proposed sledge Journey
to the. far north next season.

It Prevents n. Resumption of Work In
Ball Brothers Factory.

day and to-d- ay the whiteliners employed
in Ball Brothers' glass factory have been
In session, but no agreement as to return-
ing to work has been reached, When Sec-
retary Dobbins, of the American Flint
Glass Workers' Union, left the city last
week he expressed himself as being much
satisfied with the settlement of the wage
scale for the coming fire. He had signed
a ratification of the scale of last year with
Ball Brothers, but the local unions have
refused to return to work under the old
scale. The installation of machines to do
away with one-ha- lf of the working force
Is the cause of the trouble. The men
claim that, the machines are slower than
hand labor' and that the amount of ware
produced will necessarily be smaller. As
the men are paid by the piece this will re-
duce the total of their wages. A few of
the whiteliners are willing to go to work
but the majority of them will not accept
the scale.

John Denny, ex-presid- ent of the new L.
A. 300, held a conference Monday after-
noon at the KJrby House with a number of
glass workers of this city. It was his
plan to get the men to sign an individual
scale to be in force at the C. P. Cole fac-
tory at Lancaster, O., of which he is
manager. The scale, as proposed by him,
in regard to wages does not agree with the
one that has been entered into between the
Window Glass Workers Association of
America and the manufacturers for this
year's blast. The Muncie men were not
satisfied with the fecale that was presented
and did not sign. It la said to be about
35 per cent, lower than the scale agreed
on by the workingraen and manufacturers.

IN HANDS OF THE JURY

CASE OF NATHAN RANKIN FOR TIIC
MURDER OF KOOXSMAN.

Prosecution Puts m Former Jury on
the Stand Plea of the Defense for

Judicial Clemency.

LAPORTE, Ind., Oct. 13. The Rankin

murder case went to the Jury to-nig- ht, Judg
Richter holding a session of ihe Circuit
Court this evening in order that the trial
might not be carried over until to-morr- ow.

Prosecutor Clarke surprised the defence
this morning. After the evidence of Chief
McWeeney, of the South Bend police force.
Charles Shurmann, Rankin's Hebrew com-
panion, and several others who had
knowledge pertaining to ths crime, he called
the Jurors that convicted Mallory of the
same crime. They testified that Rankin, on
stand in the trial, swore that he held a '

revolver on the clerk during the attempted
robbery, and when Boone shot ICoonmau.
There was no other way to get this evidence
before the Jury, as It was not expected that
Rankin would be placed en the stand.

The State's attorney also caused conster-
nation among the lawyers for the defense
by securing the admission of an affidavit
signed under oath by Rankin on Jan. 2t
last in which he stated that he was with
Melville Boone and Joseph Mallory on ths
night of Dec. 13, 1102, when an attempt was
made to rob John Koonsman's grocery itore
In South Bend, and that Koonsman was
shot and killed by Boone; that he (Knkla
had a weapon in his hand and that Mallory
was directly behind him. He also declared
In the affidavit that the statement was mads
without fear of punishment or reward and
that the statement was enlrely voluntary
and of his own free will.

The defense made every effort to keep this
statement from going before the Jury, but
in vain. The defense called no witnesses
except to place Prosecutor Clarke on tha
stand and by him prove that Rankin had
testified for the prosecution st the thre
previous trials and that he had materially
aided in securing the conviction of Boone
and Mallory. the principals In the murder,
and was therefore entitled to leniency. Ths
attorneys for the defense made a statement
to the Jury in which a strong plea for clem-
ency was made and the claim made that
lrotccutor Clarke had promised Rankin he
would let him off easily, the same plea be-
ing made still stronger to-nig-ht in the argu-
ments of Lawyers; Mclnterney and Wurtcr
In behalf f the accused.

Prosecutor Breece opened for the Stat
and State's Attorney Clarke closed, asklus
for the infliction of the death penalty.

There will be no verdict until to-morr- ow

morning. The expectation is that Rankin
will bo found guilty of manslaughter.
