TESTIMONY OF J. J. RYAN

WHO CLAIMED TO IIAVn COXTnACTS
WITH J. 31. JOIIXS.

A&reeineut Were Written on the Let-

ter Head of the Fllbeek Hotel
at Terre Haute.

CINCINNATI. Oct. 11. Standing room
was In "demand in , the United States Dis-

trict Court room on the second day of the
trial of Daniel Voorhees Miller and Joseph
M. Johns for conspiracy to extort a bribe in
connection with the recently exposed postal
frauds. Nine witnesses were examined to-

day and the jjovernment has four more to
call, so that the defense will not begin un-

til the afternoon of the third day and the
case msy not get to the Jury until the lan
day of the week. Much interest is being
taken in the .anticipated appearance of the
defendants on the witness stand.

Court wa in session to-da- y from 9 a. m.
Until after 6 p. m. The principal witnesses
were Ryan and the officials from Washing-
ton. The defense was not taken by sur-
prise until In the afternoon, when the
tenographlc reports of the private secre-

taries of Fourth Assistant Postmaster
General Bristow and of Mr. Robb of inter-
views with Miller were introduced as evi-
dence.

Joseph T. Watson, secretary and stenog-
rapher to the fourth assistant postmaster
general, testified to being concealed In the
office of his chief while Mr. Robb and
Chief luspector Cochran had their first in-

terview with Miller about the reports of
the postofllce Inspectors regarding the de-
cisions In the Ryan ea?e and the discovery
of hla relations with Johns. He then readfrom his original sternographic notes allthat was said during the two hours and a
half that these officials were thus question-
ing Miller regarding the case. It required
one hour and a half for him to read thenotes, which he went over much more
quickly than the Interview rwras carried on.
The difference of an hour In time was ac-
counted for bv the witness because of the
hesitation of Miller at times during theInterview.

ROBB ON THE STAND.'
The sensational appearance of Watson on

the stand was followed soon afterward by
Charles II. Robb, assistant attorney gen-
eral for the Postofflce Department, being
called, and he produced a copy of the
transcribed stenographic notes of his secre-
tary, Mr. Tullia. of another long interview
with Miller when the same persons were
present. At the first meeting of Miller with
Robb and Cochran, the defendant did not
know that a stenographer was concealed
In the room, as he 'did In the last case
when he made an equally lengthy state-
ment and signed the report made by Mr.
Tullls. The extent of the detective workthat has been done in these cases by thegovernment was never disclosed until dur-
ing the afternoon session, when verbatimreports of these interviews of Miller were
submitted In evidence, notwithstanding theobjection and exception of counsel for the
defense. It is now known that more of thedetective work of the government will be
disclosed to-morr- when postofflce inspec-
tors are to take the stand.

When John J. Ryan was recalled to-d- ay

Judge Thompson ruled so that further ref-erences to Miller were admitted. Ryan
testified that Johns told how favorably
Miller had been impressed with the witness
In Washington; that Miller's salary of only

,'.000 was small there, and that both neededmoney. Ryan claimed to have made twocontracts with Johns at the Fllbeck Hotel
In Terre Haute, one for $2,500 for n favor-
able decision, and the other for fcl.OuO forrevising circulars and other advertising so
It would pass through the mall. Ryan
testified that Johns Insisted that "theamounts would be small when divided."

RYAN UNDER FIRE.
The cross-examinati- on of Ryan by Charles

W. Baker was terrific, the most prominent
question being: "Of how many murders are
you guilty?"

When Ryan replied that he had been ac-
quitted of the only murder for which he
was tried thr followed questions as to
hooting scrapes snd arrests, mostly con-

nected with a saloou formerly conducted by
Ryan In St. Louis. He was examined at
length about his trial for alleged passing of
bad checks. Then he was questional about
different arrest?, one for securing the corpse
of a Chinaman. Baker had Ryan admit he

ave Johns, in his own handwriting, a
complete statement of his bookmaklng, so
the latter, as his attorney; could present thecase to the Postofflce Department. This
document was on the letterheads of the
Filbck Hotel, at Terre Haute, and was sub-
mitted in evidence, as were also the con-
tract for 5u9 and .',000. on the same let-
terheads and in the same handwriting of
Ryan. It was brought out that there was
to be no division of the .0U0 for the revi-
sion of Ryan's advertising literature. Ryan
admitted that he took in over a million dol-
lars through the malls, and had two hun-
dred thousand on hand when the postofflce
Inspectors took charge of his concern.

Hiram Rulison closely . cross-examin- ed

Ryan as to why he had not born Indicted
as well as Miller and Johns. The witness
denied that any bargain had been made or
Immunity promised him. On redirect exam-
ination Ryan testified that Johns dictated
the statements and contracts that were in
his handwriting on the Filbeck Hotel letter-
heads.

RYAN S 'TALK WITH JOHNS.
While Ryan proceeded to repeut In detail

the conversation between Johns and him-
self In the room at the Terre Haute hotel
during which the witness claimed to have
made a contract with Johns for JI.5U0 for
favorable ruling from Miller as assistant
attorney In the office of the assistant at-
torney general for the Postofflce Depart-
ment, counsel for the defendants interposed
frequent objections which were overruled
by Judge Thompson. Ryan proceeded to
testify to all his future transactions with
Johns a the middle man up to the timelt December when Johns came to Cincin-
nati imd they met alone in a room at the
Gibson House, where Ryan gave Johns
Jl.loo lo cash and SO, in two checks. Ryan
continued fits story about subsequent trans-
actions in which he said Johns wanted
more fund right along until the .witness
finally made u statement of the whole mat-
ter to the postofflce Inspectors and made
ro further efforts to get bets on the races
through the malls.

WILL FIGHT THE TRUST

CRUCIBLE STEEL COMPAXY TO I1E
REORGAXIZED AT OXCE.

Flfty-Mllliou-Do- Hnr Concern to lie a
Powerful Competitor of the

Steel Corporation.

PITTSBURG. Oct. 14. Since the United
States Steel Corporation has declined to
take over a half interest in the Clairton
Steel Company, now owned by the Crucible
Steel Company, after a contract had
been . made to do so, the officers of the
Crucible Company have announced that
they will go ahead with the original plans
to make this great property a powerful
competitor of the combine, and will them-
selves raise the necessary funds to do so.
The fact that the company owns its ore
lands, coking- - plants and coal mines, the
officers say, puts it in an Independent posi-
tion for raw material. All it has to do
now' Is to build finishing mills to its already
enormous works at Clairton to have one of
the newest and most modern steel works in
the country.

It has been arranged to have William G.
Park become chairman, in full control, so
that the reorganization will show the fol-
lowing officers: William G. Park, chair-
man; Frank B. Smith, president and gen-
eral manager; Julius Bieler, treasurer, and
Alexander Thomas, secretary.

It Is understood the new plant will turn
out sheet and tin plate bars for the inde-
pendent mills and possibly enter the rail
market. Fnishlng lines will be added to
the works to form an outlet for the heavy
tonnage of billets and blooms that are
available for open market.

The Crucible Steel Company has a capital
of $50,000.000, half preferred and half com-
mon. Its own plants are large consumers
of open hearth billets. It was organized in
1890. and while never paying a common-stoc- k

dividend, has accumulated a surplus
of considerable size.

POSTAL FRAUD INQUIRY

MR. BRISTOW'S REPORT X EARLY
READY FOR PLDLICATIOX.

Will lie Submitted to Postmaster Gen-em- l

Payne on Saturday and Given
Out Xext Week.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
WASHINGTON, Oct. 14. The first draft

of the report of Fourth Assistant Postmas-
ter General Bristow giving results of the
recent postal investigation will be submit-
ted to Postmaster General Payne on Sat-
urday. The two officials were in confer-
ence until late this afternoon and Mr. Bris-
tow notified his superior officer that the re-
port would be completed on Saturday, but
that before it was given publication he de-

sired to edit it carefully. Accordingly Mr.
Brlatow's story, of the investigation will not
be given to the public until next week.
Great interest attaches to the report, al-

though the principal results of the inquiry
have been made known through the arrest
and lndlcement of numerous officials and
contractors. The methods adopted in run-
ning down the Indicted men will not be dis-
closed at this time to do so would be to
give informstion which will be used at thepostal trials. The government will notgive any of its cases away in advance of
their hearing before courts.

There is one feature of the report thatw'll bo rend with a great deal of interest.
It is generally believed that much of thepeculation recently uncovered in the de-
partment originated or grew rapidly during
the administration of Perry Heath, former
first assistant postmaster general. Al-
though Mr. Hath Is in no way Involved In
the postal scandal it is expected his admin-
istration will be severely arraigned by
Fourth Assistant Bristow. While the re-
lations between Messrs. Heath and Bristow
were bitter when they both served together
in the department the latter is a fair man
and it is expected he will be Just in his
treatment of Mr. Heath. Officials in the
department and some ex-offici- als will
doubtless be criticised in the Bristow re-
port.

Postmaster General Payne will soon tt'teup the subject of filling the vaeanc.es
caused by dismissal. A number of India m
men In the department are candidates for
some of the mere imiortant places. These
appointments will be made without regard
to political pressure. The postmaster gen-
eral will appoint only on merit and where-ev- er

possible worthy subordinates will be
piomoted.

AGHEEJIEXT I1ETWEEX THE BRIT-

Difference of a Certain Xature to De
Submitted to The Hague Tribu-

nal for Settlement.

PARIS, Oct. 14. Republican France gave
a royal welcome to-d- ay to King Victor
Emmanuel and Queen Helen of Italy.
From the moment the train bearing the
Italian sovereigns stopped at tlie Bois de
Boulogne station until the nation's guests
were safely conducted to their apartment
at D'Orsay Palace, Paris resounded with
acclamations of welcome, the booming of
guns and the playing of the national an-
thems of Italy and France. It was a wel-
come which both France and Italy can be
proud of, making easier the negotiation of
the arbitration treaty, which is considered
to be one of the important objects of the
King's visit.

The train bearing their majesties crossed
the frontier early this morning, but the
oillcial welcome to French territory was
not extended to the sovereigns until their
arrival at Dijon at 2:C0 o'clock. Only a
short stop was made there and the train
resumed its journey.

During the. morning and early afternoon
Paris completed its preparations to wel-
come the Italian King and Queen. The
final touches were placed on the decora-
tions, which were elaborate, the troops
marched to their positions along the route
over which the royal visitors were to drive,
and the crowds assembled near the station,
upon the sidewalks of the Avenue Du Dois
de Boulogne and the Champs Elysee.

President Loubet, in evening clothes, and
Mme. Loubet reached the station at 3:23
and entered the passage leading to the
platform, upon which was .drawn up the
band of the Republican Guard. The sta-
tion was magnificently decorated with red
velvet. There was a canopy over the en-
trance, and the audience salon was orna-
mented by magnilicent draperies. Howers
and palms, with the headlight of an engine,
a shield and the Mags of France and Italy
Intertwined.

The royal train stopped at the station at
3:3u p. m., and King Victor Emmanuel, in
the uniform of a general of the Italianarmy, descended, the Queen and suite fol-
lowing. M. Ixnibet cordially greeted the
royal visitors as the band played the Ital-
ian national anthem, and while the guard
of honor, presented arms. The party then
walked to the salon, where the President
presented the members of his suite to their
majesties.

M. Loubet and the King afterwards
entered a carriage drawn by four coal-blac- k

horses, with outriders, escorted by
a detachment of cuirassiers. The appear-
ance of the King was the signal for enthu-
siastic cheers for him. Through a double
line of soldiers the Iresident and the King,
followed by Mme. Loubet and the Queen
and their suites, drove down the Avenue
Du Bois do Boulogne and around the Ave-d- e

Triomphe and along the Champs Elysee
to the Place de la Concorde, across the
bridge and through the Quai D'Orsay to
the D'Orsay Palace. At the moment of the
start from the station the sun pierced the
clouds, adding to the spectacle even more
rr.aKnitlent than that which marked the
reception of King Edward by France.

Later the Italian King and Qiuen drove
to the Elysee Palace to formally present
their respects to President and Mme. Lou.
bet.

President Loubet this evening gave a ban-
quet nt the Elysee Palace in honor of the
royal visitors. It was a brilliant function,
ami was un occasion for toasts in which
boat and guest alike expressed their
pleasure at the rapprochement between the

FRAXCO-BRITIS- II TREATY.

Arbitration Agreement Signed by 31.

Cam bon and Lord Lniisilouiie.
LONDON, Oct. 14. The arbitration treaty

between Great Britain and France was
signed here to-d- ay by Foreign Secretary
Lansdowne and the French ambassador, M.
C'ambon. The text of the treaty follows:

"Article I. Differences of a judicial order,
or such as relate to the interpretation of
treaties existing between the two contract-
ing parties, which may arise between them,
and which may not be possible to settle by
means of diplomacy, shall be submitted to
the Permanent Court of Arbitration estab-
lished at The Hague by the convention of
July law, on condition, however, thatthey do not Involve either vital interests
or the independence or honor of the two
contracting states, and that they do not
affect the Interests of a third power.

"Article II. In each particular case thehigh contracting parties, before addressing
themselves to the Permanent Court of Ar-
bitration shall sign a special arbitration
bond, setting forth clearly the subject un-
der dispute, the. extent of the powers of
the arbitrators and the details to be ob-
served as regards the constitution of the
arbitration tribunal and the procedure.

"Article HI. The present arrangement is
concluded for a term of five years from
the date of the signature."

The C'sar nt Wolfssarteii Castle.
BERLIN. Oct. 14. The Czar and Czarina,

their little daughters, the Grand Duke and
Grand Duchess Sergius, Prince and Trincess
Henry of Prussia, and the Grand Duke of
Hesse left the castle at Darmstadt yester-
day in automobiles for Wolfsgarten Castle,
where they will stay together, house-part- y

fashion, for ten days. Wolfsgarten is
scarcely more than a small country house,
and is now greatly overcrowded, but it is
where the Czarina and Princess Henry
spent their girlhood. The doors still show
the flowers painted on them by tha Czarina.

ARMENTIERES. France. Oct. H.-- The

strike riots here continued to-da- y, a crowd
of thousands of people throwing stones.
Gendarmes, supported by cavalry, charged
the rioters.

Charles's Church were assaulted and a
lieutenant of the Fourth Cuirassiers was
wounded. A general panic prevails. The
streets are barricaded anew and a large
military force is assembling.

SUCCESSFUL --MAYORALTY CAXDIDATE
3IAKES A STATEMEXT.

He Tells the Pnblic He Felt All
ThrotiKh the Campaign That He

Would He Elected.

KEACH BECOMES LOGiUACIOUS

DEMOCRATIC CIIA1H3IAX TAKES THE
. BRIDLE OFF HIS TOXGUE.

Manly Expression from Mayor Ilook-wnlte- r,

the Defeated Candidate
Hltx and Ncwlin Able to Talk.

The victorious Democratic candidates and
party leaders were the recipients of con-
gratulations on all sides yesterday. Their
satisfaction at the result naturally knew
no bounds, but as is usually the case with
the winner, "of course, It was Just what
we expected." ;

John AV. Holtzman, mayor-elec- t, gave out
the following statement. In which he re-
news his pledge to carry out the promises
of the Democratic platform:

"The result shows that I was not mis-
taken. I have been confident that 1 would
be elected from the very start. ' I have
always felt that my own party would sup-
port me. and that the better element of
the Republicans would be with me in the
light. I am certainly gratified to find that
1 did not err in my conclusions.

"It phall be my purpose to carry out the
pledges of my party's platform and to keep
faith with the people who have made my
election possible. 1 am, of course, gratified
as to the result, and am thankful to every-
one who helped me to make the fight for
good and clean city government."

KEACH LOQUACIOUS.
Chairman James L. Keach could not be

persuaded to make a statement Tuesday
night, even after the Republicans conceded
the election of Holtzman, but yesterday he
had finally become convinced that it was
up to him to say something, and that he
would make no bad breaks if he took the
newspapers Into his confidence. As might
be expected, Mr. Keach rejoices exceed-
ingly over the result, as it rounds out satis-
factorily a fight he has been making for
tno past ten months, beginning with his
struggle for control of the Democratic
machine. Victory has been with him all
the way through, and he is now riding on
the crest of the tide of political power. His
statement yesterday was:

"My view of the situation is that the
election of Mr. Holtzman places him in a
position where he can be of great service
to the city. My purpose in managing the
campaign was to do so in a manner that
would leave the officers elected under no
obligations to any one but the people, and
it remains for them to show to the people
how well they have chosen.

"It does not seem out of the way to me
to say that without reflecting on any one,
not excepting my friend, Mr. Logsdon, that
I made no deals of any kind to accomplish
the success of the Democratic ticket and
endeavored to conduct the campaign in a
manner where, if successful, the candidates
would owe it only to the people, and if
defeated, would not cause financial embar-
rassment to follow for any or all of them.

"My work is done, and has been done to
the best of my ability. If I have accom-
plished anything for the Democratic party
and for the city I have been well paid."

Dr. Henry W. Ridpath, who as chair-
man of the Independent Republican organ-
ization, left no stone unturned to accom-
plish the defeat of the Republican candi-
date, rejoices unrestrainedly in the victory
of Holtzman:

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WALTER JACKSON, CONVICTED MUR-

DERER 3IAXGED DY A MOB.

Taken from Jail at Hamilton, Mont.,
by Seventy-Fiv- e Masked Men Ills

Crime a Revolting One.

HAMILTON, Mont.. Oct. 14. Walter
Jackson, the convicted murderer of Fonnie
Buck, a six-year-o- ld boy, was taken from
the county jail here last night by a mob
and lynched.

Shortly before midnight seventy-fiv- e

masked men, all armed with rifles or shot-
guns, forced their way through the rear
of the. jail and overpowered Jailer. Ste-
phens, who was able to offer but slight re-

sistance. Jackson was found cringing in the
darkest portion of his cell. He pleaded
plteously for mercy, but was rushed out
into the street, where the mob had already
provided themselves with a rope,. This
was quickly thrown over an electric light
pole 'and the noose placed about Jackson's
neck. He was asked if he had pnythlnj?
to say. but only pleaded 'for mercy. The
mob then pulled him into the air, after
which they quickly dispersed.

The murder of little Fonnie Buck was
a peculiarly atrocious crime. When the
boy's body was fouud it was horribly muti-
lated. Suspicion pointed to Jackson and
when he was arrested a lynching was nar-
rowly averted. His trial quickly followed,
and a verdict was returned within two
hours. He was sentenced to be hanged, but
his attorneys appealed to the Supreme
Court.

MISS WOODS INDIGNANT

SHE WILL XOT SUE SENATOR T. C.

PLATT FOR BREACH OF PR03IISE.

Says the Stories Are Ridiculous and
She May Make Trouble for Those

Who Started Them.

NEW YORK. Oct. 14. Miss Mae C. Wood,
to whom has been attributed the purpose
of instituting a suit for breach of promise
of marriage against Senator T. C. Flatt on
the eve of his marriage with Mrs. Jane-wa- y,

of Washington, arrived at the Man-
hattan Hotel this afternoon from Ontario
county. New York, where she had been at
the bedside of a sick relative. Miss Wood
expressed herself in terms of indignation
regarding the published rumors, and said
that she was not interested in any person's
matrimonial affairs. The only persons who
are apt to get into trouble, she added, are
those who are at the bottom of those silly
rumors.

When asked if she knew Senator Piatt,
she said: "Of course I know him. I have
known him for several years. He has al-

ways been friendly to me, and I esteem
him highly. 1 regret the publication of
these ridiculous stories as very unfortunate
and distressing."

To a reporter Senator Piatt said: "I have
seen the statements about Miss Wood in
the newspapers and regret that anything
should have been published to her discredit.
Of course all the suggestions in regard to
lawsuits are absurd and ridiculous. I have
known Miss Wood for a long time, and
with the senators from her own State, rec-omend- ed

her for a position in the Postoffice
Department. So far as 1 know she has per-
formed her duties satisfactorily. I regard
her as a lady of fine attainments."

Earlier in the day the senator said the
rumor of a breach of promise suit was ab-
surd.

Miss Wood is a clerk in the Postoffice De-
partment. It was said by the gossips that
she had over loo letters from Senator Piatt,
some of an affectionate character. She was
appointed, as coming from Nebraska, but
lived for a time at Elkhart, Ind.
