The annual report of the Cincinnati,

Hamilton & Dayton road, published in
pamphlet form, has been received and goes
into the results from operation of the road
more fully than did the statistics of earn-
ings, etc., published a few mornings since,
showing- - the gross earnings oft the year to
have been $7.997,222.92; operating expenses,
$5,590,534.42; net earningt, $2.401,663.50. The
road was operated during the year on 69.97

per cent, of the gross earnings. Earnings
per passenger trains per mile increased
from a percentage of 75.06 to 85.61; earnings
per. freight train mile increased 5.S4. The
transportation expenses of the past year
have been very largely increased by the high-
er prices paid for labor and material of all
kinds. In the single item of "fuel for loco-
motives" this Increase was $112,095, or near-
ly 22 per cent. The amount of taxes paid
during the year increased $40,387, or 17 per
cenL This increase was largely caused by
the additional excise taxes imposed by the
last Legislature. The year's expenditure
for maintenance of way and structures was
37S4.621, an increase over previous year of
$40,446. Four hundred standard coal cars,
thirty-fiv- e tons capacity, purchased at cost
of $251,066. One hundred and twelve side-dum- p

coal care, fifteen forty-fo- ot flat cars,
seven cabooses and one gravel spreader
were built at Lima shops, costing $76.771.
The condition of the company's locomotive
equipment has been materially improved
during the year. Eight new locomotives,
one parlor car and two coaches are under
contract for delivery during October and
November. The consolidation of the Cin-
cinnati, Hamilton & Indianapolis Railroad
Company with the Indiana, D'.atur &
Western Railway Company, forming the
Cincinnati Indianapolis & Western Rail-
way Company, was consummated as of
Sept. 1, 1902. The Cincinnati, Indianapolis
& Western Railway Company has also cre-
ated a first and refunding mortgage au-
thorizing the issue of $S,200,u00 of 4 per cent,
bonds, of which $4,500,0(10 have been issued
nnd delivered to the Cincinnati, Hamilton
& Dayton Railway Company, which last-nam- ed

company undertook, In considera-
tion therefor, the retirement of the out-
standing $2.500.000 of Cincinnati, Hamilton
& Indianapolis first sevens (maturing Jan.
1. 1903) and the $2,000,000 of Cincinnati,
Hamilton & Indianapolis general fives, thus
making the new Cincinnati, Indianapolis &
Western 4 per cent, bonds an absolute first
and only lien upon the line from Hamilton
to Indianapolis.

In closing the report M. D. Woodford,
president, says:

"During almost the whole twelve months
covered by this report the freight traffic of
the system. has taxed the existing equip
ment and facilities to their utmost ca-
pacity. Under these conditions large addi
tions thereto became indispensable, espe-
cially aa to terminals and points of inter-
change. Further outlays of this character
are now in progress or under consideration
at Cincinnati. Toledo, Indianapolis. Hamil-
ton, Wellston and other points. The com-
pany has suffered a severe loss during the
year in the death of one of the members of
its board of directors, Mr. Robert C.
Schenck, of Dayton, O. He has been for
many years a. member of the board, and as
such has been a tower of strength to thecompany. The thanks of the board are ten-
dered to the officers and employes for their
diligent service."

The annual meeting of the Cincinnati, In-
dianapolis & Western Railway (formerly
the C II. & I. and I., D. & W.) was held
yesterday In the company's office in In-
dianapolis. All of the stock was voted by
George R. Balch and G. W. Lishawa, C,

Causes of the Freight Dloekndes.
The reason for the blockade of the Van-dal- ia

yards at Terre Haute is made evident
by the statement which shows that for the
fiscal year which will close on Oct. 31 the
company will have handled more than a
million cars on all divisions at this point-upw- ard

of ninety thousand a month. It has
been the biggest year's freight business In
the history of the road. The number of
cars handled was 34 per cent, greater than
in 1S96, when the road went into the hands
of a receiver. The increase in the year over
last year was fifty thousand cars. The
road hauled into Indianapolis, in September,
75 per cent! more coal than in September a
year ago, and 600 per cent, more than two
years ago, the big increase being due to the
failure of natural gas. The road Is now
taking to Indianapolis for consumption in
that city and for points beyond from 22a to
250 cars of coal daily. It is not taking all
that is offered to it by the Southern Indiana
and the Evansville & Terre Haute, but the
fact that it is carrying nearly twice as
much as a year ago relieves it of some of
the criticism for the shortage of coal in the
central and northeastern sections of the
State. Some coal is taken over the Michigan
division to points in the gas belt.

Much speculation Is being Indulged in
over the fact that James J. Hill, president
of the Great Northern Railroad Company
and head of the Northern Securities Com
pany, on Wednesday had a conference at
Philadelphia with John G. Johnson, a
prominent corporation lawyer, President
Cassatt and Vice President Prevost lasting
for more than half an hour. Mr. Hill was
closeted alone with Mr. Cassatt. When
questioned by newspaper men he said that
the Pennsylvania was thoroughly able to
care for all the city through trade, and he
could see no need for a new railroad for
Philadelphia. On leaving Mr. Cassatfs
office Mr. Hill went to Baltimore and there
met President Loree, of the Baltimore &
Ohio.

Some of the employes of the Pennsylvania
road at Altoona have for two or three
years been persistently followed by certain
collecting agencies or west Virginia, mis
sourl and Illinois, the peculiar laws of those
States making It possible for persons re
siding there to sue for claims of pennsyi
vania merchants against citizens of those
States and then attach money in the hands
of the railroad company due to the em
ployes who are sued. Over 1,500 employes
have thus had their wages tied up, the
sum total amount being over $30,00o. An
official of the Pennsylvania states that the
pay department has been greatly annoyed
by these proceedings. The officers of the
company took up the matter in court, and
after rjrolonged litigation have succeeded
In securing a general release, discharging
the company from liability as garnishee,
and the money is now being paid over to
the employes.

TOO MUCH OF A LOTTERY.

Mercantile Ventures In the Far East
Are Risky at the Present Time.

NEW YORK, Oct. 15. At the annual
meeting of the American Asiatic Associa-
tion, to-da- y, President Webb called atten
tion to the completion of the Pacific cable
and the signing of the new treaty with
China, both events, he said, of great benefit
to the country. In connection with the
Chinese situation he said that tne attitude
of some of the European powers, Russia
in particular, should be at present a cause
of much solicitude, and he advised an em
phatic expression of views on this subject
to the administration. The commercial situ
ation, he thought, was generally disap
pointing, the political uncertainties in Japan
tending to make merchants and financial
interests cautious, while in China political
confusion, combined with the advance in
silver, had made mercantile ventures too
much of a lottery for the careful investor.

The report of the secretary, John Foord,
also laid emphasis on the Manchurian situ-
ation, stating that. In defiance of agree-
ment, the foreign administration of the
port of New-Chwan- g, with all its injurious
consequences to American trade, and the
ocupation by Russia of the then Eastern
provinces were still in force. "But beyond
and above nil considerations affecting the
present or the future of American trade In
Manchuria and In the eighteen provinces in
China south of the great wall," the report
continued, "is the larger question of the
position of the United States as one of the
great powers of the Pacific, with an Interest
in the development of its commerce closer
and more vital than that of any other indus
trial nation." '

When Butler returned with
the order he called out "Hello. Dude." A
quarrel started between Bottoms and the
waiter and Butler attempted to draw a re-
volver, when Bottoms drew his revolver
and killed Butler. It wn unnn th sug

that at high noon to-d- ay I should again
make a speech to the people of Indian
apolis.

"I am here to redeem that pledge, and
to say to you that the speech I had pre
pared, owing to circumstances over which
I had no control, dees not fit this occa
sion.

"But I am here to repeat now what Itry to impress upon the people always,
that I never quarrel with a man over poli
tics, and that while I am a fair fighter
and always willing to strike hard, I never
wear brass knucks nor hit below the belt.
I am only desirous of one thing and that
is .that my friend Holtzman shall have a
successful . administration. From this
minute for two years he is Just as much
my mayor as he is your mayor.

I wish to thank those of you here who
did your utmost to bring about a differ-
ent result and to those who just as man-
fully and Just as courageously and with
Just as high purpose fought for a different
result. I have nothing in my heart but
kindliness of feeling and that in the years
to come, as I go about the streets labeled

ex-may- or of Indianapolis you will dis
miss all bitterness as I have from my
mind. I want to meet you all on the com-
mon plane of citizenship."

FOGARTY AND HITZ.
Then Mr. Bookwalter Introduced the new

city clerk as "My Friend Billy Fogarty."
Mr. Fogarty did not make a speech. He
simply said he would conduct the affairs
of his office honestly and announced that
he did not know who w-ou-

ld be his deputy.
As soon as Mr. Fogarty had finished Mr.
Hitz was asked to make a speech. Mr.

Then
Mayor Holtzman began to receive congratu
lations.
