CINCINNATI, Oct. 16.—The evidence was |

concluded and arguments were begun to-
day In the trial of Miller and

court adjourned to-night, it Is evident with
five and 2 half hours for arguments to-
morrow and additional time for the charge
of the jury and motions, the case will not
80 to the jury until to-morrow evening.
Jt s thought by some there will be no
verdlet until Monday.

The feature to-day was the testimony of
the two defendants. For the first time dur-
ing the week John J. Ryan was not on the
stand, but Chief Inspector Cochran ap-
peared for the third time. After being on
the witness stand three hours yesterday
Johns was cross-examined for over an
hour to-day. He denied that he had told
Inspectors Vickery and Fulton when they
were Investigating him at Rockville that
he would talk if he thought nothing would
come of It except the dismissal of a clerk

in Washington. Most of his evidence con-
sisted in such denials.

Miller was on the witness stand from
11:30 a. m. until 4 p. m. and was generally
conceded to be an exceptionally strong wit-
negs for himself both In direct and cross-
examination, He
and the court frequently stopped him
from arguing his own case while answering
questions. His examination by Rulison
was considered an exceptiomally strong pro-

while Mlller afterward was con-
front with the mosat severe cross-exami-
nation without being disturbed even in try-
ing to explain contradictions in bhis own
statements.

JOHNS CROSS-EXAMINED.

District Attorney Sherman McPherson, in
resuming the cross-examination of Johns

this morning, closely questioned Johns as
1o how Ryan could make him any troubls,
also as to why he did not give Ryan the

Christiarey decision of Dec. 18, when they
first met on the night of Dec.

Johns denled that Miller was the one who

W. H. Nichols, cashier of the Rockville
National Bank, was examined as to Johns's
business and produced records of the bank.

Fred H. Stark, cashler of (he Parke State
Bank at Rockville, was examined regarding
Johns's business with his bank. At Johns's
request the accounts of Johns were turned
over to Postoffice Inspectors Vickery and
Fulton.

Thomas Aydelottle, sheriff of Parke
county, Indiana. and brother-in-law of
Johns, testified to accompanving Johns to

erre Haute Nov, 23, when Ryan was first
ntroduced to Rose. Ryan asked witness
what kind of a lawyer Johns was. Wit-
pness sald he was a good one. Ryan then
told the witness he had just employed
Johns. Sheriff Avdelatte also accompanied
Johns to Cincinnati Dec. 1.

NEW YORK, Oct. 16 —In a riot to-night,
the result of a strike at a rag factory on
First street, several girls were stabbed, one
of them so seriously she had to be taken
to a hospital,

The employes, about fifty in number, re-
cently organized under the name of Chip-
sorters' 'Union. Demands were made upon
the firm, which were refused, and a strike
was declared, To carry on their business
the firm engaged a number of Itallans. Then
the new union proceeded to station pickets
near the factory. To-night when the Ital-

ians came out of the factory a free fight oc-
curred and the ltallans, it is said, used
knives to defend themselves,

In the affrayv Lena Schwart was stabbed
in the neck. At the hospital it was said
she would recover. Three other girls were
glightly hurt and they were taken to their
homes Two Iralians were arrested and
held on charges of felonious assault.

ALLEGED FORGERY ONTHE C, M. &
ST. P. RAILWAY COMPANY.

Detectives Think They Have [In-

earthed Frauds That May Reach
Thousands of Deollars.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., Oct, 16.—Special de-
tectives of the Chicago, Milwaukee & St.
Paul road have been assigned to investi-
gate what may prove to be a4 most exten-
sive series of forgeries.

Whether the amount invelved is many
thousands of dollars, or the single instance
that has come to light is the sole example
of the work of the forgers, is not known.
The forgery consists of a duplication, ac-
cording to atatements of officials of the
road, of the pay checks of the compauy.
A few days ago, according to the story told
Col. John A. Hinsey, who is at the head
of the detective service of the company,
a check was received at the paymaster's
office in this e¢ity that had been cashed at
an interior point. The check was made
payable to “Jack Dillon” and was for $3.
i1t was on a form similar to that used by
the company, being an exact duplicate of
the railway check, save that it was print-
ed instead of engraved. It bore what pur-
ported to be the signatures of the two of-
ficials of the auditing department that are
necessary to make the check valid and that

of the assistant paymaster. The check
bore the indorsement of the supposed “Jack
Dillon,”" and those of others through whose
hands it had passed,

Special detectives of the company are
now engaged in an effort to trace it back
to the person who originally received it
Up to to-day it is sald that only one of
the forged checks has appeared at the pay-
master's office. It is considered by the de-
tectives, however, to be incredible that
only one check was printed, filled in and
| signed.

E BOSTONIANS PROTEST.

Say the Rald on Chinese Was High-
handed and Outrageous.

BOSTON, Oct. 16.—~The arrest of 350 Chi-
namen In this city last Sunday night was
characterized as “high-handed” and “out-
rageous,” and the United Statesimmigration
officers and the Boston police officials were
severely criticised by various speakers in
Faneull Hall to-day. The meeting was called

in protest against the proceedings of the au-
thorities In an attempt to find Chinamen
who had no registration pers by Col. S,
W. Nickerson, Chinese vice consul in this
city. Willilam Lloyd Garrison presided and
speeches were made by several prominent
speakers,

Resolutions were adopted by the five hun-
dred persons present, coademning the acts
of the officials concerned as dangerous to
personal liberty, and in defiance of constitu-
tional rights and inveking public sentiment

against a peossible repetition of such an
“putrage.”’

Torpedoes Laid in the Ports of the
Mikado's Empire—Russia Build-
ing Forts in Korea.

LONDON, Oct. 17.—8pecial correspondents
continue to send In alarmist reports of the
Russo-Japanese situation., The correspond-
enl at Chee-Foo of the Morning Post has
gone to Wei-Hai-Wei, whence he cables:
“l am informed in trustworthy quarters
that Japan has landed troops at Ping-Yan,
at the outlet of Korea bay, It is currently
reported that the conference of the Rusian
and Japanese authorities has been futile. ™

The correspondent at Hakodat, Japan, of
the Dally Mail announces unusual military
activity there, saying 100,000 men have been
concentrated at Hokodat in readiness for
embarkation in event of hostilities. The
correspondent adds that torpedoes are be-
ing laid in the ports of western Japan.

Other of the Daily Mall's correspondents
report the recall by Japan of her military
commission, which has been examining the
Swiss hospital system, and the uneasiness
of Russian authorities as to the capability
of Port Arthur to resist attack from its
land approaches.

The Daily Mail points out that Hakodat
is the port which would be used in the
event of Japan sending an expedition
against Vladivostock, and says that such
a jarge concentration of troops there shows

that part of the Japanese army has been

| guietly mobilized.

It was rumored on the Cardiff Coal Ex-

Russia and
Japan were seeking large purchases of
Welsh coal.

Cabling from Tien-Tsin, the correspond-
ent of the Standard says a visitor to Yon-
gampho, Korea, reports one Russian fort
already built there and another in course
of construction. The Russians are said to
be extending the boundary of their leased
territory south of Tac-San,

The Morning Post, discussing the rumeors
of the partition of Korea and of the erec-
tion of Russian forts at Yongamopho, etc.,
declares that under no circumstances would
Japan consent to the partition of Korea,
because to permit Russia to absorb a por-
tion would only be a prelude to the annex-
ation of the whole of Korea. The paper
adds that the Anglo-Japanese agreement
provides expressly for the maintenance of
Korean integrity., and it is therefore un-
likely that Russia has erected the forts
referred to.

BORIS SARAFOFF SLAIN

NOTED BANDIT WHO INSTIGATED
MISS STONE'S ABDUCTION,

@

Leader of Nearly 400 Raids Into Turk-
ish Territory and Once Cap-
tured a Town.

SALONICA, European Turkey, OQOct. 16.—
The report of the death of Boris Sarafoff,
the famous Macedonian leader, is con-
firmed.

An imperial irade has been received here
ordering severe punishment to be meted

out to soldiers guilty of brutality, theft
or drunkenness,

A dispatch from Salonica yesterday
stated that it was reported that Boris Sar-
afoff was killed Oct, 12 in a skirmish at
Pruva, near Florina. Boris Sarafoff was
the life and soul of the insurgent opera-
tions in Macedonia. All his life Sarafoff
was an active enemy of the Turk. When
he was a boy of fourteen he saw his father
and grandfather tortured and dragged in
chains to a dungeon. He has been de-
scribed as ‘“the msot romantic figure in
the Balkans." He was popularly beloved
and stated to be the real instigator of the
abduction of Miss Ellen M. Stone, the
American missionary, In September, 191,
in order to procure through her ransom
funds to enable the Macedonian revolution-
ary committee to organize the insurrection.

In 1885 Sarafoff, after serving as an officer
in the Bulgarian army, formed a band of
desperadoes to rald Turkish territory. Since
then he headed nearly 40 daring raids into
Turkey. Once he captured the Turkish
town of Meinik with forty men, putting the
garrison to flight. Throughout the recent
dispatches reporting the revolutionary
movement in Macedonia his name has con-
stantly recurred. He was more than once
previously reported to have been Kkilled. He
was only thirty years old.

IMMIGRATION FRAUDS.

Counterfeit Credentials Sold Cheaply
to Itallans at Naples.

NEW YORK, Oct. 16.—Broughton Braden-
burg and his wife, of this city, who went
to Italy recently and returned in the steerage
1o study the immigration problem from a
personal standpoint, asserts that he discov-
ered ar Naples a band of men through
whom counterfeit credentials could be pur-
chased, which made introduction of disease
into this country aun easy matter. The cou-

ple acompanied an Italian family of twen-
iy-six to the docks at Naples. There all

Shot by J. W. Ayvlor. the Son of a Mis-
souri Millionaire,

JOPLIN, Mo., Oct. 16.—Gordon Allen, thir-
ty-two years old, a well-known mining op-
erator, was shot and killed this afternoon
by Benjamin Avylor, of Webb City, at the
Avlor mire, near Prosperity. Aylor is a
son of J. W. Aylor, the millionaire mine
owner. There were no witnesses of the
gshooting. A loaded revolver was found in
Allen's pocket, and it Is alleged that he had

threatened to kill Aylor. Aylor was ar-
rested, but not placed in jail, pending the
