nUTTER-MAKI- X COURSE.

Chance for Farmers Wives andt

Daughter at Purdue University.
Special to the Indianapolis Journal.

LAFAYETTE, Ind.. Oct. 20. II. E. Van
Norman, associate professor of dairying at
Purdue University, says: "Many farmers
wives and daughteis who regularly make
more butter than is required to supply the
family would take advantage of the op-
portunity to learn more about butter mak-la-g,

but they cannot be spared from home
to take a ten weeks' course at the Purdue
Winter School of Agriculture. It has been
suggested that some of them could be
spared frpm home duties to take one week's
instruction were it offered. If several per-
sons want this instruction and will write
that they will take such a course it will
be provided. The plan of the work would
be to devote a large part of each day to
actual work in ripening cream, preparing
starters, churning, working and printing
butter. Judging and scoring butter as done
at conventions and the larger markets, ex-
amination and use of the leading makes of
hand separators, and use of the Babcock
tester fur the determination of the value of
milk and the loss of butter fat in the skim
milk from the separators and from gravity
methods of skimming milk.

"In addition to the daily practical work
done under the direction of the instructor!
there would be lectures on care and ripen-
ing of cream, influence of. bacteria, meth-
ods of making butter and testing milk, with
opportunity for questions and discussion as
the practical work progresses. As such a
course could only be a week or ten days
in lensth none but those having had prac-
tical experience in farm butter making

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TROUBLE FOR DOWIE

IIIS IJEXUXCIATORV SCREEDS XOT

RELISHED AT XEW YdllK.

Hl Utterance HUsed and Displeas-
ure Further Shown by People

Leavitiff the Garden.

MRS. CAHRIE NATION EJECTED

XOT GIVEN THE PRIVILEGE OF
ASKING QUESTIONS.

Noted Preacher Asnalled by "Elijah
Open Letter from Dr. Park-hur- st

to Don le.

NEW YORK. Oct. 20.-- Dr. John Alexan-
der Dowie, arrayed in evening clothes,
talked for two hours to-nig- ht before a
great throng in Madison-squar- e Garden,
the burden of his talk being denunciation
of the clergy and the press. When he be-

gan the huge garden was crowded, und the
police say G.00O persons who could not gain
entrance were turned away. In half nn
hour, however, the crowd began to surge
out, and then the police refused to admit
any newcomers, saying they feared a riot.
It was with some difficulty that any sem-
blance of order was kept. The speaker
was repeatedly interrupted with hisses and
shouts of disapproval. At one point Dowie
ordered the police to arrest two men in
different parts of the building who had In-

terrupted him.
Carrie Nation, who occupied a seat near

the front, asked "Elijah" to answer some
questions. He refused, and ordered her to
sit down.

Dowie then praised the spirit in which
Mrs. Nation had warred on the saloon, but
said she used strong methods. Mrs. Na-
tion again demanded the privilege of ask-
ing questions. At once the Zion guards
surrounded her, and, with the help of sev-

eral policemen, ejected her.
At this several hundred persons at the

back of the garden made a rush to get out.
The entrance was blocked in a moment,
and Dowie, shouting that the way had
been blocked by the crowd outside, brought
there for the purpose of creating a disturb-
ance, ordered the Zionists to keep their
places. He then requested the audience to
be seated, and, after having the side exits
opened, he directed the audience to rise in
sections nnd go out at the sides. The
meeting was one of continuous disorder.

Dowie had announced that he would re-
ply to an attack by the Rev. Dr. James M.
Buckley, published in ä magazine last year.
But he only referred to this subject casual-
ly. He attacked the Rev. Dr. 1. S. Henson,
the Rev. Dr. Parkhurst, J. 1. Morgan and
others, and announced that hereafier he
intended to keep the newspaper reporters
out of his meetings.

The Rev. Dr. Charles II. Tarkhurst to-
day sent the following open letter to Mr.
Dowie: "I do not want to be presuming,
but doubt if it Is any more presumptive in
me to come and try to clarify you than it
Is for you to come and try to clarify New
York; and I don't know which of us has
taken the heavier contract. I attendedyour service at Madison-squar- e Garden last
evening, and I went determined to enjoy
it if I could and to bo benefited by it and
to go away and refute some of the charges
that I had heard alleged against you. But
it was of no use; your behavior on the plat-
form crushed every throb of sympathy I
had with you. I never heard from a public
speaker such a discharge of effervescent
WTath and coarse invective. I went to hear
you preach gospel and you preached Dowie,
Zion City, 'stink pot.'

"I was ashamed of you and almost
ashamed to be in your audience. It was a
long way below the standard of even the
circuses that I have attended in the famegarden. The only consolation I could de-
rive was that it was so abominable nnd
so far beyond the bounds of the respectable
that even those in your congregation who
did not know what Christianity is would
have no idea that it had anything to do
with what you were saying. Of course the
ridiculousness of the performance was only
enhanced by the Immensity of your pre-
tensions. If you claimed to be only an or-
dinary man there might be some hope for
you, even with what you call the 'Rabble,'
but the rabble is discriminating and can
discriminate as keenly as the keenest be-
tween a prophet and a juggler, between an
Elijah and a mountebank. 1 say this in
no spirit of anger, but either your head is
twisted or your heart infected, or you
have blundered badly In your method. You
cannot bully people into Zionism nor black-
guard them into the Kingdom of Heaven.
I hope you will take this In the kindly spirit
in which it is offered, and that it will be
blessed to you."

Dowie's chU'f aids, his wife and his son,
arc about to leave him for a trip jibroad.
They will start out Thursday from this
city, taking the steamer Saxonian Saturday
from Boston. They will go first to Eng-
land then to Australia, where Mrs. Dowie's
family still lives. They do not expect to
return to the United States until next July.

Truman, the Pennsylvania Railroad en-

gineer whose death resulted last evening
from injuries received in the head-o- n col-
lision on the Chicago division of the Penn-
sylvania at Hebron Sunday, had the re-
markable record of never before having
had a WTeck in all of his twenty-thre-e

years of experience in the employ of the
Pennsylvania company. In the collision in
which he lost his life he was not to blame.
He maintained absolute self-possessi- on

throughout the terrible experience and his
last act was that of a hero in warning his
fireman to Jump for his life while he him-
self remained at his post, applied the air
and reversed the engine before he attempt-
ed to jump. The crash came just as he was
in the act of leaping. He was held fast
while the scalding water poured over him,
but finally he dropped, breaking his left
leg and receiving bad cuts over the head
and face.

Truman came of a family of railroad men.
His father, John Truman, was continuously
employed on the local divisions of thePennsylvania for thirty-fou- r years. He is
now seventy-thre- e years of age and is on
the pension list. He practically grew up
with the Pennsylvania system, having
lielped to build the Altoona & Pittsburg,
one of the Pennsylvania' first holdings.

Charles H. Truman was born at Amboy,
111., March 1. 1M51. and entered the Penn-
sylvania service in 1ST:). He was known .as
one of the most careful and trustworthy
engineers on the road and had been select-
ed to act as engineer on the Pennsylvania
officials'. special inspection train this week.
Lawrence Truman, a brother, entered the
service at the age of thirteen and now holds
the position of assistant road foreman of
engines. L. F. Truman, another brother,
is a passenger engineer on the Erie withheadquarters at Huntington.

STORY TOLD BY ACOUNT

IIOAV AX AUSTRIA XODLEMAX WAS
BLED" BY GERMAN SHARKS.

Syndicate of Money Lender Who Ex-

pected Their Victim to Wed One
of the Countesses Fnber.

SHE DISCOURAGED HIS SUIT

THEX HE CAME TO AMERICA AXD

.MARRIED MISS HATTER FIELD.

Xorf the Syndicate Is Trying to Co-
llect Notes Signed by the Count-Gene- ral

Foreign News.

BERLIN, Oct. 20. Count Von Larlsch
Moennlch, an Austrian nobleman, in certi-
fying to-da- y against the syndicate of
money lenders, who are accused of an at-

tempt at extortion, said that immediately
after his wedding at Buffalo with Miss
Mary Hatterfield, of Titusville, Pa., in June,
1901, a New York bank sent him a draft for
$50,000, forwarded by the syndicate, which
he refused to pay. This, the count con-

tinued, was the beginning of persecution by
the money lenders group, which was com-

posed of four merchants and six mortgage
agents, of which Ernst Rosentlel and Lud-

wig Ziegwig, were directors of a savings
bank. This draft was based on one of the
several notes which the count signed in
1900, aggregating 50,0X. payable on the
condition that he married one of three
young countesses Von Faber, of Nurem-
berg (daughter of Baron Von Frfber, the
famous pencil manufacturer), each reputed
to have a dowry of $20.000,000.

The presiding Judge, in beginning the case
in view, said he hoped the names of the
three counetsses, who were wholly Inno-
cent of any connection with the persons
involved in the proceeding, would not be
used carelessly. The count had dealings
with money lenders for some time. His
father paid them $40,000. and Count Von
Bartsch Moennlch borrowed other sums.
Then, in exchange for a few hundred
marks, he gave the money lenders promis-
sory notes and went to Wiesbaden to court
one of the Faber girls. They discouraged
his advances, and later, at his own ex-
pense, the count went to America and
eventually married Miss Hatterfield.

On motion of counsel for the defense the
case was postponed in order to summon
witnesses from America. The names of
these were not disclosed. The trial prob-
ably will not bo resumed until the new
year.

Count Von Larlsch said to-d- ay that Coun-
tess Von Larlsch Is in Vienna, that she
knew all about the case and that she had
known about it before their marriage. The
count classed as "absurd" some of the
statements published in the United States
that the countess intended to sue for a di-
vorce.

DARS MAY RE RAISED.

American Insurance , Companies May
Enter Germany Again.

BERLIN, Oct. 21. None of the American
Life Insurance companies have yet re-

ceived the government's permission to do
business under the imperial law that went
Into effect on the 1st of July last. The
New York Lifo Insurance Company con-

tinues to do business in several German
States, Including Prussia, under Its former
State concession, because the imperial gov-

ernment has not yet seen fit to raise the
question of its authority against it. The
Mutual Life, of New York, and the New
York Life both have applications pending
to do business under the imperial law and
both may be granted. It Is almost certain
that the application of the New York Life
will be favorably considered.

No American life insurance company will
be allowed to do business in Alsace or Lor-
raine for the reason that if an American
company is admitted' the German govern-
ment cannot forbid the French companies
fron doing business and. it is believed that
the French agents would directly or indi-
rectly contribute to' discontent with Ger-
man rule. Another tender subject is Bava-
ria's attitude. Bavaria resents the law,
which theoretically takes away that king-
dom's Jurisdiction over the subject of in-

surance. The .imperial government seems
indisposed to bring the question to Issue
and hence, for an indefinite period, it is
likely that the insurance companies will
find it more convenient to secure Bavarian
concessions, Bavaria having heretofore
stubbornly refused to admit the American
companies.

KIXG EDWARD SILEXT.

Decline to Express an Opinion on the
Fiscal Controversy.

LONDON, Oct. 20. The Duke of Devon-
shire, until recently lord president of the
council, in a published letter while acknowl-
edging that the fiscal question may require
a reconsideration of the Liberal Unionists
attitude towards the government, advises
the Liberal Unionists at present to remain
loyal to the government "especially as pre-
cautions against home rule proposals in
Parliament are still necessary."

An attempt to draw an expression of
opinion from King Edward on .the fiscal
controversy by a letter asking for the truth
of a statement published to the effect that
the King was a free trader and had paid
that he would regard with great dislike
any proposal for taxing food, has elicited
a curt reply from Buckingham Palace, say-
ing: "The private secretary is commanded
to say that the King never expresses any
opinion on political matters except on the
advice of bis responsible ministers and,
therefore, the statement may be inac-
curate."

Chain of Forts to Re Erected.
LONDON, Oct. 20. Advices from Cabul,

Afghanistan, dated Sept. 19,say the epidem-
ic of cholera which prevailed there has al-
most disappeared. The Ameer has re-

turned to Cabul from the mountains of
Pugman, and is enjoying excellent health.

The governor of Jalalabad has been
ordered by the Ameer to erect forts, six
miles apart, the whole length of the road
from Jalalabad to Little Cabul. The pro-
tection of caravans is the ostensible ob-
ject of this, step, but It is believed the gen-
eral protection of the country is the real
object.

Turkish Recruits Called Out.
SALONICA, Macedonia, Oct. 20. Thirty-seve- n

battalions of recruits, it was an-
nounced yesterday, have been called out
in the vilayets, of Salonica, Monastlr and
Kossovo and another twenty-thre- e bat-
talions have been called out in Anatolia.
The latter are under orders for transpor-
tation to Salonica.
