Thomas's Hermls, second choice in the bet-

ting, win easily by eight lengths. The
time, 3:53 2-- 5, was excellent, and was next
to the best time ever run for the stake.
Ethelbert, in 1900, ran the distance, two
miles and a quarter, in 3:43 1-- 5, a world's
record.

Major Daingerfield, owned by AV. B.
Leeds, the favorite, was second. He was
beaten at the end of one mile and three-quarter- s.

Only once during the race did the
Major display a flash of his speed, when
he went to the front in the first mile, but it
was only temporary, and he soon relin-
quished the lead. A. Featherstone's Igniter
was third.

The field that faced the starter for the
Brighton cup was as follows: Hermls, 124,

Red fern up; Major Daingerfield, 121, Odom
in the saddle; Igniter, 121, Hicks up, and
Allan, the only three-year-ol- d, 103, Ful-

ler up.
Major Daingerfield and Hermls both

opened at 2 to 1, but a steady stream of
money came in on the Leeds horse, forcing
his price down to 6 to 5. Ilermis was also
heavily played, his price dropping to 8 to 6.

Igniter was quoted at 4 to 1, while 60 to 1

was laid against Allan.
As the horses paraded past the grand-

stand they were given a rousing cheer. The
thoroughbreds walked to the sixteenth pole,
where they broke and slowly continued to
the starting post.

YOSE3UTE VALLEY IX AVIATHR.

It Is to De Open to A'lsltorn Daring; the
AA'lnter Months.

San Francisco Bulletin.
The Yosemite valley will be open to trav 1

this winter. The few people who have heen
the beauty of the frozen falls and pnw-covere- d

ciiffs declare it far surpasses th-
wonder of the famous scenery at other sea-
sons. The falls are unusually beautiful.
They are not entirely frozen, though the
rocks on either side of the lj)-foo- t dre;i
are covered with ice to the depth of several
inches. Instead of forming in hanging ici-

cles as it falls the water strikes the rock
beneath, where it gradually builds a ht?g'
cone of ice, which, before the winter breaks,
reaches a height of from 4 to t.) feet.

During the coming winter tourists wü! V?
given the first opportunity to enter the snow-
bound valley. Up to the present time there
have been no means of transportation in
winter owing to the difficulties of the tri;
but the railroads have been considering th
problem, and it has been decided to ir.ak
the trial this year.

Passenger Agent Pillsbury, of the Santa
Fe, has Just returned from Yosemite, where
he has been looking over th ground and
completing arrangements for winter travel.

From Merced, the nearest point to the val-
ley on the Santa Fe, stages are run daily
through the winter to Coultcrille, wher
the snowfall is always slight. From that
point tho mail is carried on horseback Ir.t- -

the valley three times a week la winter
over a trail which, as It climbs the moun-
tains, is generally covered with five or fix
Inches of snow.

The route from Coultervül to the valley
would be over this trail, which branches
considerably from the stage road, by horse-
back, and the intention is to employ a
patrol to keep the path open. From th
entrance to the A'osemite. which is covered
with from four to six feet of snow for sev-
eral months of the year, sleighs will be run
eight miles across the valley to Camp Curry,
where the railroad will provide accommoda-
tions. This was a considerable problem,
since the hotels close their doors on Nov. 1.

but Mr. Pillsbury found a suitable building,
which will be converted Into a comfortable
temporary hostelry. It Is a large frame
building used for a storehouse, about
quarter of a-- mile from Camp Curry, and
the work of turning it into a hotel will S'-o- n

be begun.
The Santa Fe will, retain about twenty

employes In the valley through the winter
to conduct the hotel and run the sleish
It is proposed to take parties in two or three
times a week. The railroad officials Uive
the experiment will result iu a considerable
travel, and should It prove a success the
Yosemite will b open every winter here-
after.
