PHYSICIAN UNDER FIRE

LAFAYETTE HEALTH OFFICER CRIT-
ICISED BY COtXCIL.

Doctors Accused of Failure to Report
Smallpox Cases and Other Seri-

ous Charges Made.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
LA FAYETTE. Ind.. Oct. C7.--Dr. Guy P.

Levering, city health officer, is tinder fire
for his alleged failure to properly enforce
the quarantine ordinance in the present
smallpox epidemic in Lafayette.

At an exciting meeting of tho City Coun-
cil last night Councilman Washburn de-

clared that the health officer would not go
Into a house where there was smallpox in-

fection, that the houses in which the dis-

ease occurred had not been properly fumi-
gated, and that in various other ways the
health officer had failed to perform his
duty.

The discussion In the Council was brought
up by the presentation of a bill of S1S7 for
special rolico service for enforcing tho
quarantine laws. Several councilmen ob-
jected to it. saying that the city should not
be asked to pay for such service. City
Attorney Haywood then said that several
physicians in the city had reflected to re-
port smallpox cases, and that such offenses
could be punished by heavy fine or impris-
onment. He said he would prosecute nil
doctors who violate the law, providing full
information is furnished him. Councilman
Washburn then made the sensational state-
ment that the negligence of physicians
alone had caused the spread of smallpox
In the city. He said that some were actu-
ated a. whim of the family, and others
by the desire to make a few dollars. Some
physicians, he declared, were treating
smallpox as chicken-po- x. Councilman
Washburn, who is himself a doctor, said
that one boy had come to him to be vac-
cinated who at that time was suffering
with smallpox. This boy. the doctor al-
leges, caused several others in the vicinity
of hi home to be taken ill with the malady.
Many houses in tho city, he said, in which
smallpox had existed had not been prop-
erly fumigated, and not then until he and
Dr. Whalen had done the work that the
health officer should have done. Dr. Wash-
burn then asked that a deputy health off-
icer be appointed to serve in the absence of
Dr. levering, who is now in New York.
Dr. Whalen was appointed by the Council.
He said he believed he could check the
spread of smallpox.

MURDERER LAY LONG IN WAIT

FIRED FOUR SHOTS AT HIS VIC-

TIM AXD THEN FLED.

Assassin Supposed to Have Lived in
lulled States, and Was n Member

of the Alfarist Section.

LONDON, Oct. 27.-S.i- satel Sagounl,
president of the Armenian Revolutionary
Society, was murdered at the doorstep of
his lodgings ia Nunhead. an unpretentious
little suburb of London, late yesterday
evening. The murder presumably was
committed by a fellow-Armeni- an recently
from the United States. The assassination
had a political motive and was character-
ized by a boldness to which London has
seldom been treated. It created an unusual
sensation hera since it appears to have been
only an incident a long and bitter ven-

detta between two factions of Armenian rev-
olutionists. The attempted murder of
Kurcgian. In Boston, the recent killing in
Switzerland and the assassination of the
most prominent Armenian in London are
so far achievements credited to the Armen-
ian Radicals here. It is said that two mem-

bers of the opposing party have already
been killed In Russia, though the London
Armenian revolution committee denies both
knowledge and responsibility for the crime.

It is generally expected that Sagouni's
death is only the-prelud- e to the other chap-
ters in the story of a bitter feud. The mur-
derer, who has not yet been apprehended,
left in the hands of the police two clews a
toft felt hat bearing the name of an Amer-
ican clothing firm and an automatic pistol
of a recent American make. Members of
the Armenian committee here expreas them-
selves as certain that the murder is the
work of an Alfarist member of the Radical
minority. The police ore following up all
clews suggested by Sagonl's associates.
What may be a possible coincidence is sug-
gested by the fact that the Alfarist hend-quar'e- rs

In London were recently closed,
the .members scattering to Egypt, Smyrna
and the United States. The Macedonian
committee attempted to co-oper- ate with the
Armenian committee in the anti-Turki- sh

revolution in 1K'5. but subsequently with-
drew because of the Internecine strife of the
Armenians.

HAD BEEN THREATENED.
It is stated that Sagouni's life had

been threatened on account of his partici-
pation in the exposure, by tho editor of a
Boston newspaper. Young Armenia, of the
misappropriation of funds by a faction of
the Armenian revolutionists. These men
are alleged to have collected $20,000 in Amer-
ica In 1W2, and to have put the money in
their own pockets. Instead of pushing the
propaganda for the emancipation of the
Armenians, for which the money was sub-
scribed.

Sagounl, who returned to London only
yesterday after settling up the affairs of
an associate in Switzerland, who was as-
sassinated by stabbing, was entering his
residence, when a man rushed across the
road and fired four shots at Sagouni in
quick succession, the last bullet entering
the region of the heart. The murderer, who
appeared to be a foreigner, fled. The only
clews to the man, in the possession of the
authorities, are a felt hat and a revolver,
both made in New York, which he dropped
In his flight.

The murdered man, who was a mining
engineer, became wealthy in the Caucasus
and devoted his money to the Armenian
cause. Ills society was entirely passive and
opposed to violence and it is thought this
attitude Inspired the advanced section of
the Armenians with the desire for ven-
geance, the latter claiming that Sagouni's
society devoted funds to charity which
would havo been better applied to violent
remedies for the Armenian grievances.
Sagounl is said to have moved to England
from New York early in 1902.

Sagounl had frequently spoken of the de-
termination of the advanced Armenian
revolutionists to exterminate the leaders
of the passive party, and for that reason
ho always carried a revolver and a dagger
in self-defens- e. The murdercrs's shots were
so rapid that Sagounl was only able to
draw his revolver after the murderer had
shot three times, and as he turned to face
hi3 assailant. Sagoünt was phot near the
heart and fell. When at Dieppe, France,
yesterday, on his way to England, Sagounl
thought he was being shadowed by a man
whose description somewhat tallies with
the. appearance of the murderer, who is
described as being five feet three inches
in height, about thirty years of age, having
very long, black hair, and a black mus-
tache, with long drooping ends. A man
has been arrested near King's Cross rail-
road station on suspicion of being the as-
sassin of Sagounl, but he hardly answers
the description.

WAITED FOR HOURS.
A convention of the Armenian passhists

ha3 been in session here and It Is suggested
that the opportunity was chosen by the vio-

lent faction as a favorable one for dispos-
ing of the principal leaders. The murderer
was noticed waiting hours for tho arrival of
Sagouni, and the former was apparently
supplied with Information concerning the
latter's movements by two accomplices. Be-
fore his death Sagouni told a friend that he
did not know his assailant, but he said
enemies had been following him for a long
time.

Sagouni's friends attribute the murder to
the Alfarist section of the Hentchakist So-
ciety. This section, headed by a man named
Alfar, was expelled from the society after
the split in 135, when, it is alleged, the Al-fari- sts

were paid spies of the Sultan of
Turkey. There was some attempt in V.T2
to patch up the differences between the
sections of the Hentchakist Society, but
the majority concluded that the Alfarists
only wanted to get control of the society's
newspaper, the Hentchak, with the object
of suppressing it. The fetid became more
acute and an attack upon the editor of the
Boston edition of the Hentchak followed.
A former editor of the Hentchak, Nazur-bec- k,

was stabbed last week at Lauranne,
Switzerland, by an Alfarist. It Is raid that
Nazarbeck is not dead, though he was re-
ported earlier to have been killed. The lo-

cal Hentchakists say New York Is the
headquarters of the Alfarists.

A man arrested near King's Cross station
on suspicion o being the murderer of Sa-
gouni has been released from custody. The
police are of th opinion that the assailant
of Nazarbeck at Lauzanne and the mur-
derer of Sagounl are identical.

The hat left by Sagouni's assassin is n
black derby with tho name of the venders
stamped inside, showing it to have been
Hold by the "Bell Clothing Company. 1Z2
Columbus avenue and ,M to CS Terry nack
street." The -- name of the town is partly
erased. The murderer's pistol is an auto-
matic wean1". The police say that two
men were with the assassin at the time of
the shooting and that they appeared to
almost force the latter to tire.

No Great Political Significance.
BOSTON. Oct. 27. The murder of Sagatel

Sagouni. president of the Armenian Revolu-
tionary Society in London, is not regarded
as being of great political significance byAr-menla- ns

in this city, but rather as a result
of a bitter feeling which exists between two
factions within the revolutionary party it-re- lf.

In support was cited the recent at-
tempt to assassinate an Armenian editor.
Peter Kurigt-n- in this city, by members of
th revolutionary party said to hold social-
istic views which Kurlgen opposed. At the
trial of the case an officer of thr party tes-
tified that the members of the Socialist
wing had taken an oath to remove "all ob-
structions to spreading their views."

MISTAKE OF A PRELATE

SUPPOSED THE WORD "AMERICAN"
31 EANT THE UNITED STATES.

Gossip Growing Ont of a Report that
New Cardinals Were to He Creuted

for This Country.

ROME, Oct. 27. Some time after the re-

cent conclave tho Vatican was surprised at
a report from the United States that a high
prelate of the church there had spoken, re-

peatedly of the possibility of several Amer-
icans being nominated cardinals. As the
good faith of the prelate in question could
not be doubted, it was supposed that he was
laboring under a misapprehension. His ap-

parent mistake can easily bevxplained. Eu-
ropeans generally, and Italians In particu-
lar, use the term "American" as applying
to Candians, citizens of th" United States
and South Americans equally. According
to this custom, therefore, even If the Pope,
who does not speak English, mentioned his
intention to create several American cardi-
nals he did not mean that they should come
exclusively from the United States,

The argument had been made that the
United States, considering its 12.00t
Catholic inhabitants, has not a sufficient
number of representatives in the Sacred
College; that Canada has been without a
cardinal since the death of Cardinal Tasch-erea- u.

In lbSS. and that the whole of Central
and South America, with a Catholic popula-
tion of over 50,000,000, never had one. Bra-
zil, the largest of the Latin-Americ- an coun-
tries, has repeatedly asked for a cardinal,
not only through its clergy, but directly
through the government. This tho United
States has always refused to do. It Is prob-
able the archbishop of Rio Janeiro will bo
the first South American prelato to be
raised to the purple, but if this 1 done It
will then be difficult to refuse the same
favor to Mexico, which has u Catholic popu-
lation almost equal to Brazil, and even
more difficult not to extend the privilege to
the archbishops of Buenos Ay res. Argen-
tina, and Santiago. Chile. where Archbish-
ops Espinosa and Casanova, respectively.

Archbishop Ryan, of Phila-
delphia, is considered first among these,
but the situation If such that not only the
lersonallty of the man tvbe selected mu?t
be considered, but also the Importance of
the geographical situation of the archdio-
cese. For instance, if a new cardinal were
to be named the relative Importance of
Philadelphia. New York. Chicago and St.
Louis must be taken into consideration, as
owing to their positions in the Catholic
world neither one of them would be wortny
to be the see of the new prince of tho
church.

Miss
Bechtel went driving yesterday morning
with David Wcisenbcrg, and this was the
last time she was seen alive.

Mrs. Bechtcl, mother of the murdered
girl, was aroused early this morning by
the barking of dog. On looking out of
her bedroom window she saw two men
carry an object from a carriage and place
it in the underground alley near tho Bech-
tcl house. She made no investigaton, but
upon arising this morning she found her
daughter's shoes, hat aud coat iu the din-In- sr

room. Later the body of Miss Bechtcl
was found in the alley.

The police are mystified. That it is a case
of homicide is undoubted, but who did it
and when and why are still unsolved ques-
tions. Chief Eastman has his entire police
force at work, assisted by other detectives,
but up to a late hour to-nlp- ht they are baf-lle- d.

Alfred Eckstein, one of the girl's
lovers, to whom she was engaged and
whose engagement ring was found In her
pocket to-da- y, proved that he had not seen
the girl since Sunday evening, and he ac-
counts satisfactorily for all his movements.
Members of the Bechtel household, espe-
cially the girl's four brothers, were aleo
under suspicion, but they havo cleared
themselves to the satisfaction of the au-
thorities.

David Weinsenbergr. of South Bethclehcm,
with whom Miss Bechtel went driving yes-
terday, left for Newark. N. J., this morn-
ing, his parents say, and thither detectives
have gone. WeisenberK was in a theater in
this city until 19:30 o'clock last night and
then left for his home. The girl was not
with him at the time. It was two hours
later that the girl's mother saw her body
being carried from a carriage near the
house.

The post-morte- m examination to-nls- ht re-
vealed that the girl's skull was crushed by
a blunt instrument, probably by a heavy
cane; the nose was broken, the frontal bone
crushed and splintered and the crown bat-
tered in. Mingling with clotted blood in
her hair were ashes and bits of wood, as
though she had fallen in a street or an al-
ley when struck. The contents of the
stomach are being analyzed.

The police have found no trace of the
horses or carriage said by Mrs. Bechtel to
have been used in carrying the girl home.
From the appearance of the body and the
clothing the girl had been assaulted and
had been unclad when the assault was
made. Some of her clothing had then been
placed about her. the. remainder having
been laid in the dining room when the body
was rlaced in the underground alley.

WelscnbruK Says He Is Innocent.
NEW YORK. Oct. 27. A well-dresse- d,

good-looki- ng young man. who said he is
David Welsenberg, asked the police at head-
quarters to-nig-ht if they were looking for
him. The chief of . police of Allentown,
Pa., was communicated with by telephone
and replied asking that Weisenberg be
detained until one of his men who was in
Newark looking for Weisenberg could go to
New York to take charge of him. Weisen-
berg told the police that he was innocent
of th? murder, 'and that he knew nothing
of it until he read the account in tho after-
noon papers. Weisenberg said that he left
Allentown on the 11 o'clock train Jast night.
He did not say when he was last with Miss
Bechtal, but he declared that she was in
perfect health when he did see her last.

WANTS LEVEES BUILT

3IEETING OF THE MISSISSIPPI IM-

PROVEMENT ASSOCIATION.

Convention That Wishes Better Pro.
tcction for Lands Along: River Let-

ter from President Roosevelt.

NEW ORLEANS. Oct. 27. Resolved to
appeal to the federal government for ade-
quate aid to leveo both banks of the Miss-
issippi river, and to construct euch levees
at a minimum grade, thereby making pos-

sible the reclamation and protection of the
alluvial lands and improving navigation,
the largest and mcst influential levee con-

vention yet held lu tho valley, convened
here to-da- y, when President Charles Scott
called ' the Inter-Stat- e Mississippi River
Improvemcut and Levee Association to or-

der. The occasion was otherwise a notable
one for the direct announcement by the
President of the United States of his sym-
pathy with the movement which the conven-
tion proposes to inaugurate.

The delegates represented fifteen States
of the Mississippi and Ohio valleys,
and included governors, senators, members
of Congress, high railroad officials and rep-
resentatives of commercial exchanges and
levee boards. President Fish, of the Illinois
Central Railroad; Vice President Thornc,
of the Texas & Pacific; lesser officials of
tho other trunk lines entering New Orleans;
ex-Secret- of the Treasury Charles S.
Fatrchild, Secretary of Agriculture Wilson,
Judge Robert S. Taylor, of the Mississippi
Kiver Commission; Governor Longiuo, of
Mississippi, aud Governor Heard, of Louis-
iana: Senator Berry, of Arkansas; Senators
McEnery and Foster, of Louisiana: R. H.
Edmond, editor of the Manufacturers' Rec-
ord, and others were present.

In calling the convention to oror Presi-
dent Scott defended the levee system and
urged the constitutionality, the cs,edincy
and tho commercial and military necessity
of government charg- - of the river. Mayor
Capdcvkile and Governor Heard made ad-
dresses of welcome.

Before the convention took a recess. Chair-
man Parker, of the committee on arrauye-ment- s.

read a letter from President Roo.se.
velt which aroused much enthusiasm. The
President wrote:

"My Dear Mr. Parker Permit mo through
you to express my very gr-a- t interest In
the work of the interstate lrvee convention.
Exactly as I have taken Interest in Irriga-
tion ia the arid regions. o I feel that th
movement for thoroughly protecting th
Mississippi lowlauds by Jewes is one of
important e to the whole county, no less
than to the people Immediately adJMnlug
th great river. I wi.h all success to your
convention, and shall follow its proceed-
ings with close attention."

When the letter had been read. Murray F.
Smith, of Vicksburg. oflered the following
resolution which was unanimously adopted;

"Resolved. That th thanks- of the icop!--
of thti Mississippi ValUy are hereby ten-
dered to President Roosevelt through this
convention for his manly and patriot! let-
ter, indonir.g the purpose for which this
couventbn lias been called.

"Resolved further. That the chairman
and secretary of this convention bo re-
quired to wire these resolutions to tho
President."

The convention took a recess until S p. in.
At the opening of tho night session Judge

N. C. Blanchard. of Louisiana, spoke, urg-
ing government control of the levees.

Secretary of Agriculture Wilson arrived
to-d- ay and to-nig-ht addressed tho conven-
tion. The secretary is on his way to Texas.
He will sp.nd Thursday at Crowley, La.,
where he will Inspect the Crowley canal
system and study the production and mar-
keting of rice there.

River Forecasting.
CHATTANOOGA. Tenn.. Oct. 27. Inspec-

tors of the United States weather bureau
state that Congress will be asked to rass
a bill establishing a separate bureau for
river forecasting. It is intended to develop
the work and in a measure separate it from
the weather observing. The Invention of
Observer Fulton at Kr.oxvillc for record-
ing various stages of the river has proven
a perfect success In its experimental trials
here, and it is stated that it will be adopted
for all of the river work. Mr. Fulton has
presented It to the government. The gov-

ernment is perfecting a device for the pur-
pose of measuring with absolute accuracy
and registering the discharge of water at
any point on the rivers and recording it.
The government finally intend.'-- , to place
these apparatuses at various substatious
along the livers so that the rise, fall and
discharge will be registered at the main
offices and the accurate predictions sent
out.

DEPORTATION OF ALIENS.

Judge Criticises Law That Gives In-

spectors Autocratic Power.
PORTLAND. Ore., Oct. 27. In rendering

a decision in the habeas corpus proceedings
in the case of Louise E. Leake, who is being
held by the Immigration ofUccrs on the
charge that she came to this country for
the purpose of pursuing an immoral calling,
United States District Judge Bailinger se-

verely criticised tho law providing for the
deportation of aliens enactM by Congress at
its last Fession. Judge Ballinger remanded
the woman to the custody of the Immigra-
tion officials, but with the " following com-
ment: "There is no presumption against the
good faith of the officers who conducted
these proceedings. Th? methods used, how-
ever, leave the persons attacked at the mer-
cy of the inspector, who is an accuser, ar-
resting officer, prosecutor, judge and Jailor.
And by this method a citizen may be ar-
rested and suddenly committed and kept a
close prisoner while the warrant for his de-
portation is being secured. He has no oppor-
tunity to nppeaL The result of the authority
may rot be restricted to aliens. It may be
applied to any person who the inspector de-
cides is an alien."

UNIFORM DIYORCE LAW

IT IS STRONGLY RECO JIM ENDED BY
THE UNIVERSALISTS.

Action of the Convention on Hasty
3Iarriages and Frequent Sunder-

ing; of Marital Relations.

WASHINGTON. Oct. Strong action
was taken by the Universalist convention
to-d- ay on the divorce question. It unani-
mously passed a resolution recording its
unqualified belief In the eacred relation of
marriage, condemning the evil of hasty and

marriages, and expressing its
grave concern over the multiplication of
divorces and the breaking down of the
home life. The resolution enjoined on the
ministers of the church the utmost care In
performing the marriage ceremony and or-
dered rigid investigation Into the case of
the remarriage of any divorced person, "in
order that none but the Innocent should
have the service of the ministry." It also
frtrongly recommended a uniform national
divorce law.

Those officers cle-cte- d were elected to serve
for two years and are: President Frank P.
Bennett, of Massachusetts; vice president,
David Ingles, of Michigan; secretary. Rev.
Dr. C. Lv Demarest. of New Hampshire;
treasurer, Frank W. Wise, of Massa-
chusetts.

It was decided to push vigorously the
Japanese missionary work. The collection
of the balance due on the twentieth cen-
tury fund of $100,000 was ordered.

To-nig- ht the cession was devoted to the
commemoration of tho oue hundredth anni-
versary of the adoption of the Winchester
profession of faith. Prof. A. W. Pierce, of
Massachusetts, presiding.

saying that h shall not be barred frommembership and adding a note to tho effect
that this shall not be construed to mean
social equality.
