CAPE HAYTIEN, Haytl, Oct. 27.—<The
Domigician government cruiser Independen-
cla appeared oft Puerto Plata, the port on

the north coast of Santo Domingo, which is
in the hands of the Dominician revolution-
ists, to-day, and prevented the Cuban mall
steamer Maria Herrera from entering that
port. The Independencia then left Puerto
Flata, going towards the American mail
steamer Cherokee, coming from Monle
Cristo, in order to prevent her from touch-
Ing at Puerto Plata.

PHILADELPHIA, Oc¢t. 27.—The eleven
collieries of the Philadelphia & Reading
Coal and Iron Company, in the Shamokin
district, emnloying about 7.000 men and
boys, shut down to-night and will remain
closed until the day after election. The re-
maining collieries of the Reading Company,
all the mines of the Lehigh Valley Coal
Company, the - Delaware, Lackawanna &
Western Rallroad Company and some of
the operations of other companies, wiil
close to-morrow for a week. More than
60,000 men and boys are affected by the shut-
down. The action of the companies in sus-
pending operations i3 due to the fact that
two holidays fall within next week,. Thesa
are Mitchell day (Oct. Z) and election day.
Thursday will be the third annlversary of
the ending of the greau strike of 1%, when
the miners were given a 1 ner cent, in-
crease In wages, The day will be generally
celebrated by the men holding parades in
the several large towns of the anthracite
regions,

Employers Wiil Organlize,

CHICAGO, Oct. Zi.—Delegates represent-
ing a score of natlonal trade organizations
will attend a mecting to be held here Oct. 29
mtd 30 for the purpese of forming a national
employers’ association to deal with labor
problems., The organization will be as far-
reaching, it is said, among employers as
the American Federation of Labor is among
the working classes. A committee will meet
to-morrow to draft a constitution and by-
laws for the proposed organization. The pro-
gramme for the (wo days' meeting as at
present out! wed, provides for the discussion
of the labor question, the formatlon of a
bureau of education, the establishment of
an official organ and the formation of plans
for the extension of the organization into
every part of the country where employvers
have to deal with labor unions,

Murdercer Menaced by a Mab.,

KANSAS CITY, Oct, 27.—-Edward Croz-
ger, a bullding contractor, shot and killed
John Nash, a carpenter, aged thirty-eight,
firing from behind in a quarrel in the south-
ern limits of the clty this afterncon. Rela-
tives and neighbors'of Nash made an at-
tempt to mob Grogeer, and the latter was
only saved from violence by the police,

LIVERPOOL, Oct. 27.—Joseph Chamber-
lain addressed another monster meeting in
the Hippodrome here to-night. The meeting
was held under the auspices of the Work-
ingmen’'s Conservative Association, and the
5,000 persons present geve the former
colonial secretary a tremendous reception.
It was organized as an offset to the recent
action of representatives of labor unions
in various places in denouncing Mr. Cham-
berlain’s tariff and perferential proposals.

Mr. Chamberlain devoted the first portion
of his speech to the “dumping” of the
manufactures of the United States aand
Germany in this country, which, he said
must result in depression after the present
prosperity. With regard to the c¢ry of
“Dearer food,” he pledged himeelf that his
proposals would not add anything to the
cost of living; on the contrary, they would
decrease the cost of living to the poorest
families in the country,

The speaker devoted the greater part of
his speech, which lasted for an hour and a
half, to a powerful argument addressed to
the working classes of the United Kingdom,
to whom he appealed against their leaders.
He pointed out the fact hitherto overlooked
by his opponents that when the movement
for free trade was carried the working
classes were neither represented nor con-
sulted, but it was a movement of the manu-
facturers and the middle class people, Now
that the working classes were represented
in Parliament, their support was absolutely
essential Lo the carrying out of his pro-
posals, which, he said, meant more empioy-
ment,

Emphasizing the statement that it was
impossible to reconcile free trade with
tradez unionism, Mr. Chamberlain pointed
out the inconsistency of supporting a policy
which admlitted the product of the cheapest
kind of labor without taxation. He believed
the working classes of the United Kingdom
were more advanced than many of their
ledaders, and sald if this were true he was
confident his proposals would win,

The meeting adopted a resolution eulogiz-
ing Mr. Chamberlain’'s services, indorsing
the government's fiscal policy and declaring
the advisabllity of binding the empire more
closely together.

TO SAVE FATHER'S LIFE.

German Confessed Crime and Served
Twenty-Six Years in Prison.

BERLIN, Oct. 2I.—A bricklayer named
Burmeister, who has sgerved twenty-six
years in the penitentiary though innocent
of the crime for which he was sentenced,
has just been released under unusual cir-
cumstances. In 1877 Burmeister and his
father undertook to commit a burglary at
the house of a farmer at Damsdorf, Schles-
wig-Holstein, and Burmeister's father in
doing so shot and killed the farmer and
his wife. At the trial the son confessed
that he fired the fatal shots. Both men

were sentenced to death, but a petition to
the Emperor secured a change in the sen-
tence to imprisonment for life in the peni-
tentiary. The father died In prison in 1898,
and the son recently gave such a circums-
stantial narrative of his part in the affair
that the authorities were convinced that
he was not gullty. Burmeister claims his
father fired the shots which killed the farm-
er and his wife, but that he, knowing his
father had a black record and would cer-
tainly suffer death, took the guilt on him-
self in order to save his father. Upon the
basis of this statement Burmeister sought
for a pardon, which vras at first refused
him, but he renewed his efforts with suc-
cess. Burmeister has now been liberated
and has rejoined his mother, who is ninety
years of age.

France Buys a Famouns Palace,

ROME, Oct. 27.—~France to-day completed
the purchase of the famous and historie
Farnese palace, which will be used as an
embassy. The cost was $500.000 and this
sum was paid to the heirs of the two
Cicilies branch of the House of Bourbon.
In view of the value of the property, this
price is thought to be very low. The

Farnese palace is one of the finest in the
world., 1t was begun by Fope Paul 11T on
designs by Sangallo and iis construction
was continued under the direction of
Michael Angelo. It was at one time offered
for sale to the United Stategs government
for use as an embassy and consulate, as
well as an American archaeologicul school
and an American schooi for classical
studies.

Cable Notes.

The United States gunboat Machias has
arrived at Naples from Port Said, and is
coaling gmparamr,\' to taking United States
Consul Skinner and his expedition to Jibu-
til, French Samaliland, whence the expedi-
tion will start for Abyssinia,

The sentence of six years penal servitude
imposed by a German courtmartial upon
Lieutenant Rueger in March, 191, for shoot-
ing at Lieutenant Adams with a view of
preventing a duel between his brother and
Adams, has been commuted by Emperor
William and the lieutenant will be released.

Emperor Wiiliam has decided to erect a
bronze monument to the late Herr Krupp,
the gunmaker, before the Imperial Yacht
Club at Kiel. The monument will be over
life-size. The Emperor gave the commis-
sion yesterday for execution to Professor
Haverkamp. The Emperor himself will
make the drawings,

Adolf Friedman, the American who had
recently been conducting a summer garden
at Buda Pest and was arrested in that
city Monday, at the instance of the United
States authorities on the charge of fraud-
ulent bankruptcy in New York, has bheen
released from custody. No evidence was
produced to show that he was gullty of the
charge brought against him.

Once agaln King Edward has shown his
sympathy with vietims of appendicitis.
This time the sufferer was James Kelr
Hardie, M. P., the labor leader, who under-
went a successful ceperation Monday. The
King yesterday sent a letter to Sir Thomas
Barlow, the physician to the King's house-
hold, saying he has a fellow-feeling for all
who have to go through an operation for
appendicitis, asking Sir Thomas to report
the condition of Mr. Hardie, and sending
the latter an expression of sympathy,

THE GERYAN PEOPLE.

They Are Not Lying Awake Nights to
Hate Us.

The people of the United States are prone
to accept every cock and bull story that
sensation mongers circonlate about Ger-
many. We must acknowledge that the
Katser has sadly misunderstood us in the
past, that bis people have been inclined to
envy our commercial supremacy, but that
Emperor Willlam and his advisers are
strengthening the German army and en-
larging the German navy with the idea of
eventually going to war with the United
States we must serfously doubt,

During the past spring the writer spent
several weeks in Cermany. From the time
he landed at Cuxhafen until he sped toward
the south of Europe he never heard a word
or viewed an act which might lead him to
infer that there was any serious prejudice
agalnst Americans. In Hamburg, in Ber-
lin, in Potsdam, in the Black Forest dig-
trict, in Glessen, in Frankfort, in Wies-
baden, and down the Rhine to Cologne, the
writer never heard any remark that
aroused a suspicion that the Kalser was
preparing to turn his guns on the Statue
of Liberty In New York harbor., Tha states-
men of Germany are not all agrarians, and
the agrarians are the people who may have
an idea that the United States Is a danger-
ous commercial rival. Prince Henry's visit
to the United States had an excellent effect
upon the masges of Germany. To-day, If
an American sits down with an intelligent
resident of Hamburg or Berlin, the latter
f= likely to refer in glowing terms to
America’'s hospitable treatment of Ger-
many’'s most popular member of the royal
house.

The Germans may not be disposed to ae-
cept the Monroe doctrine at the present
time, they may even endeavor to secure the
pick of the trade in South America; but
they are not impatiently awailing the time
when they can lock horns with the United
States. We predict that in the veard to
come Germany and the United States will
be fast friends, friends who wi!l mutoally
engage in noble undortakings which must
make the world a betier world for ail
classes.

Here's to Germany—our friend and future
ally.

OfMicinl and Private Architects.

American Architect,

The profession will be interested in the
explanation of the removal of Mr. Henry
Ives Cobb from his position as architect of
the federal building at Chicago, and may,
perhaps, draw from it a moral as to tife
standard of professional service that the
government insists upon. Briefly the dix-
satisfactlon of the government offciala
seems to have been based upon nothing
more serious than the unbusinesslike way
in which the building has been carried on.
Architects cannot be too often reminded
that, in public work, precision and elear-
ness in making contracts, and checking the
accounts connected with them, are abso-
lutely essential, and Mr. Cobb, who 5 a
very busy man, seems to have forgotten
this. The contracts for the Chicago bulld-
ing. we are told, are hopelessiy confused,
and a conference between the supervising
architect of the treasury., the new special
fsuperintendent of the buflding, Mr. Von
Nerta, and the contractor will be necessary
to put them in proper shape for completing
the structure. Meanwhile, it ought to be
noted that any oversight or negligence of
any private architect employed on govern.

All our readers know that this claim
ig a just one, but it has been difficult to get
public officlals to admit it at all, and every
exhibition of incapacity strengthens the op-
ponents of the present system and makes
more precarious the feeble hold which the
profession has already gained on public eme
pioyment.

LIBRARY STAFFS.

The Requisite Qualifications of =a
Librarizcm and His Assistants,

Philadelphia Record.

The rapid multiplication of public librare
jes in the United Siates, and their impor-
tance as a part of the cducational system
of the time, makes the question of their
administration one to be carefully con-
sidered, The trustees or Jirectors of such
libraries have but an indirect voice in their
management, the actual admiaistrative
head being the librarian., while the routine
work is done by his staff of assistants. If
the librarian is fitted for his position, and
the assistants have been carefully selected,
the work of the library will go on smoothlﬁ
and regularly, and no reasonable wi
be likely to find cause for complaint. But
the governing boards of many public librar-
fes seem to have a very shadowy idea of
the qualifications required to make a good
librarian, while in the selection of his as-
sistants, who are usudlly young women, the
curious pseudo-chivalry of America plays
by far too large a part. A young girl may
smile with the studied sweetness of a
soubrette, facing a large and spprovln,
audience, and yet be profoundly ignorant o
books; an elderly malden may wear £pec-
tacles and a perpetual frown, and still share
in the ignorance of her more youthful and
attractive sisters, Probably the directors
and trustees of public libraries have not
vet learned the truth of the gld French
proverb: “Femmen ¢t melon a plerre le‘
connait-en."

Precisely what constitutes a good librar«
ian is a much-disputed question. He lhould'
of course, be a good administrative officer;
he should possess at least a general knowl-
edge of the world's literature; he should
be tactful, considerate, long-suffering, diplo-
matic. A knowledge of at least two forelgn
languages, namely, French and German, s
almost indispensable, and it Is difficult to
carry on the work of arranging an cata-
loguing a large collection of books without
a knowledge of Latin. The llbrarian who
does not understand several languages will
be continually at a loss in his dally work.
If he depends on the learning of others, his
position will be far from agrecable or sat-
isfactory. In the case of assistants, at
least an elementary knowledge of Latin,
French and German should be required.
The staffs of the great !braries of Europe
are sp organized that no question of lan-
guage, efther modern or classic, can possi-
:il.v interfere with the routine work of the

ay.

It need scarcely be said that the man
who has charge of several hundred thou-
sand books should be a man of sytem.
The llbrarian who Is without a system,
who does not kyow how to economize time,
is lost. Each ¥'s business should be =0
organized as to show a distinct advance at
the end. Every assistant should have weli-
defined duties, and should be required to
learn all the methods peculiar to library
economy, including, above all things, the
economy of time. Firmuness, too, shouid
characterize the government of all public
libraries, and there ghould be no discrimina-
tion in favor of any one. All disputed ques-
tions as to the observance of any rule or
regulation should be decided at once, and
in as few words as possible. The decision
should be at ounce courteous and firm, and
it should be made known that It was final,
Of course this means that the librarian
should have an even temper, and the re-
sources of a trained diplomat at his come
mand. Eeccentric and wrong-headed peopls
gseem to drift naturaily through the doors
of public lUbraries, and it i= with these
that the Ybrarian and his assistants must
learn to deal in such a way that the usual
routine of the day’'s work shail not be ine
terrupted, :

A librarian who takes a real Interest ia
the books placed under his charge will seq
that his assistants are neat and orderly ia
thelr habits. Tuls does not mean neatuess
in their own person s0 much as in the
performance of thelr dally duties, A halr-
pin, for instance, is a useful article whea
a young woman is making her tollet; but it
should not ce used to cut the leaves of &
book or magazine. Neither does it make &
good book mark while scarching for gquota-
tione, dates, or historical allusions.
asegistant lbrarians should be taught that
the welfare of the library is largely Ia
their haads, and that auy neglect or care-
lessness will result in confusicn, aad
both to their own labor, and that of others,
Dust and disordered shelves, and a slovenly
alr of neglect, are sure (o excite publie
criticism and bring a library into disre-
pute, On the other hand, a weil-kept, cares
fully arranged collection of books calls
forth favorable comment and makes a di-
rect appeal to all true Jovers of literature,
A famous old Phlladelphia library became
at one time notorious for its uncleanliness,
When a book was taken from the shelves
the dust of unnumbered years arose |In
blinding, suffocating clouds. Stray leaves
from dilapidated volumes drifted about the
unswept floors. Indeed, the rooms of this
ancient foundation Hnally became =0 ubDe-
kempt In appearance that they seemed to
be a fit abiding place for the man all tat-
tered and torn, who kissed the maiden all
forlorn, who milked the cow with the crum=
pled horn, in the immortal nursery rhye
of “The House that Jack Bulit.”

Women Against Child Labor.

The president of the lllincis State Federe
atlon of Women's Clubs, Mrs., Eugenla M.
Bacon, made a strong address on child
labor the other day at a meeting of the
local federation of clubs In Rockford. She
gaid in part:

“Nothing can be o important as saving
the children. Anyvthing which deprives them
of the right to a happy childhood puts &
mortgage on thelr strength to battle with
life, i» enough to arouse every earnesgt
woman Lo use her utmost influence 1o pre-
vent it.” Reviewing the ciub women's work
with the Legislature, Mrs. Bacon added
these significant words: "My experience at
Springfield convinces me (hat even in worke
ing for a purely phlianthrople caua
women are hampered and humiiiated a
made far more conspicoons by having to
influence legislation instead of effecting it
by a direct vote. This is wrung from me
l%ter years of conservatism, both nanllu
to me, and acquired by the (tralning
Southern parents.”
