IXDIAXA HAXKER SUES CHICAGO IX--

STITCTIOX FOR DAMAGES.

Says He Had Fonda to His Credit at
the Time and That He Was Ruined

by the Trust Company Action

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
CHICAGO, Oct. 2S.-- Suit for 5100,0 dam-

ages against the American Trust and Sav-
ings Bank was filed In the Circuit Court to-

day by Jesse J. Fry, a banker of Roselawn,
Ind., who declares he was ruined and
driven out of business by the refusal of
the bank, on two occasions, to honor his
checks and draft3, although he had de-p6sit- ed

sufficient funds to cover his paper.
On behalf of the bank Its attorney. Levy

Mayer, declared that Fry had no funds to
his credit at the time payment was refused.
George W. Plummer, attorney for Banker
Fry, declared to-d- ay that the action of the
Chicago bankjiad never been explained, al-

though It had practically acknowledged its
mistake hy honoring the checks and drafts
after the damage had been done and Fry's
bank account closed. "Fry was hopelessly
ruined." said Attorney Plummer. "When
the action of the American Trust and Sav-
ings Bank became known In other banks in
Chicago and Indianapolis his credit was
ruined and he was compelled to cloec his
doors."

"Tho plaintiff sent drafts In small
amounts to the bank for collection." said
Attorney Mayer, after consultation with his
client?, "and these drafts were rot paid.
The plaintiff then drew checks against the
bank. When they were presented payment
was refused because ho had no funds to his
credit." .

SEVEN SUITS IN CHANCERY FILED
IX THE FEDERAL COURT.

The Complainant Are the Seven Xa- -

tional Banks That Are
lng In the City.

.ALLEGATIONS THAT ARE MADE

FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS SAY THEY
ARE WRONGFULLY TAXED.

Constitutionality of Lesislntlve En
nctment Is Attacked In .Conflict

iTlth Federal Statutes.

Seven suits In chancery, tho complain-
ants of which are the seven national banks
In the city, were filed in tho Federal Court
late yesterday afternoon against Harry B.
Smith, Armin C. Koehne, Anson J. Gar-

diner, Marion Eaton and James Barnett,
comprising the County Board of Review.
Tho suits arc to enjoin the board from en-

forcing the new amendments to Sections
60 and 61, of the Revised Statutes of In-

diana, which pertain to the taxation of
banks and trust companies. The amend-
ments were passed at the hut session of the
General Assembly and provide for the tax-
ation of not only the real estate of the
banks and the trust companies, but the
shares of stock and surplus and undivided
profits as well.

The banks bringing the suits are the In-

diana National, the American National, the
Capital National, the Columbia National,
tho Fletcher National, the Merchants'
National and the Union National. Previous
to the amendment of tho act banks and
trust companies were exempt from taxa-
tion on all property, except their real estate.
Under tho amendments, however, tho banks
arc taxed on their real estate, capital stock,
surplus and undivided profits, thus increas-
ing the taxes to tho extent of several thou-
sand dollars in each case.

THE ALLEGATIONS.
It Is alleged in the bills of complaint that

the action of the Board of Review In tax-

ing the bank and trust companies on their
capital ftock. surplus and undivided profits
will be in violation of Sections 5214 and. 5210

of tho Revised Statutes of the United
States and by reason of such acts the banks
and trust companies will be unlawfully
oppressed, harassed and damaged by being
compelled to resort annually to numerous
expensive and successive suits in equity t
the prevention of such acts or to .iKe
actions of law for the successive recoveries
of the taxes they may be compelled to pay
annually on their capital rtock, surplus and
undivided profits. It is therefore claimed
by the complainants In the suits that as
banking association, under the provisions cf
Sections 521 and 5213 of the. Revised, Stat-
utes of the United States, they are entitled
to Immunity and exemption from taxation
of7every kind and description levied by the
State of Indiana or by any municipal sub-
division of the State, except as to their real
estate.

It is further alleged in the bills of com-
plaint that the rive members of the County
Board of Review met on the first Monday
of June for the assessments review and
equaliZHtlou of taxes and wrongfully and
unlawfully assessed the banks for their
capital stock, surplus and undivided profits
at valuations exceeding by many thousands
of dollars previous valuations.

CARTER'S APPEAL,
James Carter, proceeding under the laws

of the State, appealed this assessment to
the State Board of Tax Commissioners and
the appeal was sustained by the tax board;
and the auditor of state has certified to
Harry B. Smith as auditor of the county,
the assessment. Therefore, in order to re-

strain the auditor of the county from ex-

tending the assessments on the tax dupli-
cates to Armin C. Koehne, treasurer of the
county, who will collect tho assessments,
the banks have tiled the suits to enjoin the
board from acting In the levying, and col-
lecting of the taxes against their capital
Ptock. surplus and undivided profits during
the pendency of the action as to the legal-
ity of the amendment.

AN "ELECTRIC MULE

Test of a w System of Towln Boats
on the Eric Canal.

SCHENECTADY. X. Y.. Oct. SS.- -A test
of the new electric system of canal towing,
commonly known as the "electric mule,"
was made on tho Erie canal here to-d- ay in
the presence of Governor Odell and a num-

ber of the officials of the State Bubllc
Works Department on the towpath of the
canal opposite the General electric works.
Four boats, each loaded with C5 tons of
sand, were used for tho test. First two
boats were started from each end of the
track to demonstrate the speed with this
load and the ease with which the boats
and mules pans. One. two. three and four
boats were drawn against the current. The
electric motor took the four boats for the
distance at a speed of five miles an hour.
The average speed with horses or mules is
one and one-ha- lf miles an hour and about
two miles an hour with steam.

When con-
fronted by a potothce inspector, it is
alleged that Mrs. Boswell admitted having
Font tho letters, saying she knew nothing
derogatory to the persons to whom they
had been addressed, and that her act was
inspired solely by a desire to obtain money.
When Deputy Marshal Baurer called at
the Roswell residence thl. afternoon to
serve the warrant he found the woman
suffering from nervous prostration nnd un-
able to be moved from the house. An
agreement was made by which Mrs. Bos-
well will be arraigned before United States
Commissioner Johnson as soon as she has
sufficiently recovered.

Mrs. Boswell is fifty-fiv- e years of age.
Her husband is a traveling salesman.

Smallpox Is Said to Prevail, but Ofii-cln- ls

Charge Health Doard lth
Attempt at Revensre.

PITTSBURG, Oct. 23. At 1 o'clock this,
morning a telegram was received by the Al-

legheny city officials from Dr. Wilmer R.
Batt, quarantine officer at large of the
Pennsylvania State Board of Health, an-

nouncing that at a conference In Washing-
ton, D. C, between Dr. Batt and Dr." Ben-
jamin Lee, secretary of the State Board of
Health, it was decided to quarantine Alle-
gheny because of the smallpox. The .tele-
gram states that Dr. Batt and other state
officials will arrive about noon to-d- ay

(Thursday) and the quarantine will be es-

tablished.
City Solicitor S. G. Porter, of Allegheny

City, stated this morning that If Dr. Batt
or any other officer tried to quarantine the
city he would immediately order their ar-
rest. A sworn statement hy Dr. Thomas
Scandrett, director of Public Safety of Al-
legheny, alleges that the quarantine is the
result of the city of Allegheny declining
to order a fumigator manufactured by a
concern in which a State Board of Health
official Is Interested. Two-thir- ds of the
residents of Allegheny, which has a popula-
tion of Pi.OOO, have business Interests or
arc employed In Pittsburg.

"All thtfe disgraceful reports concern-
ing the ullegcd quarantine of the city
are put out for political reasons," said
Councilman Robinson yesterday.

"There are not to-da- y twenty cases of
smallpox, and that, too, with a population
of over 150,WO- - Of these about one-ha- lf are
convalescent. All other reports nnd rumors
that ore lc-Iii-g circulated are baseless and
unwarranted," eald City Physican Jamison.

Bechtel, under Vrt bail, supplied by Con-
gressman Kline, and with Thomas Bteht:I.
her brother, and Alfred Eckstein, her ac-
credited lover, locked up In a police station
cell, the Allentown police are resting in
their work on the murder case of yesterday
morning until Coroner Schelrtr's Jury meets
to-morr- evening.

The.murd?r. mystery is still practically
unsolved, except that indications point to
a family row in which Eckstvin may have
figured, as he admits he was at Miss Bech-
tel's home on Monday evening for nn hour
and a half. Because Mrs. Bechtel had Faid
her daughter left for a drive on Monday
at 9 a. m. efforts were made to trace the
girl's movements away from home. Rumors
that she was at a madhouse near this city
were found to be groundless and the police
do not believe the girl was away from home
at all on Monday. Her brothers Thomas.
John and Charles say they did not see her
on that day and so also says her sl3ter
Martha.

BLOOD STAINS FOUND.
Martha usually slept with her widowed

mother in the second floor rear room.
Thomas occupied thoi middle room and John
and Charles the front room. In the latter
the police to-d- ay on thorough search found
blood stains on the carpet and on the wall
paper and It looked as if a vigorous effort
had been made to wipe Hum ouL There
were. 110 blood stains ,1a, Thomas' room.
Hi bloody overalls were found this after-
noon in a neighbor's yard. He acknowl-
edged that they are his. In a drawer of a
closet In the third story was found part of
Charles's hatchet, sueh as slaters use,
late roofing being his trade. The blade and

small part of the handle were found there
with marks on the blade which Coroner
Schelrer says are bloodstains. The re-
mainder of the handle was found in another
drawer some distance away. The break in
the handle looks new and fresh.

A bloody pron was also found in the
house. The police have removed a section
of the wall with bloodstains "to have an
analysis made of the stains. Thomas Fays
the ulleired blood snots on his overalls were.
tobacco -- stains. The coroner thinks oUht- -
wise and will have an analysis made in tby
belief that they ore blood stains.

The police this afttrnoon put the entire
Ueclitcl family, except the mother, underthorough examination. All deny anv
knowledge of how Mabel came to her death
or who placed here body In the area way
umler the home on . Tuesday morning.
Martha. John and Charles were discharged
after they had been examined. Thomas
was held as. a witness before the coroner's
jury because of supposed blood stains found
on his overalls and in his room. Eckstein
was similarly held. Neither could get th
bail of JI.Oko asked for. The mother was
not called because of her hysterical condi-
tion.

ECKSTEIN WAS JEALOUS.
Eckstein' was Miss Bechtel's accepted

lover, though she also received attentions
from Welsenburg. Eckstein. and the girl
were to have been married Nov. 22. but the
date was recently postponed until Christ-
mas. They had frequent quarrels over
Welsenberg's attention. Eckstein being
jealous of him. He had expressed threats
to several persons that he would kill both.
It is said he occasionally beat Mis Bech-
tel severely and as recently ns lart Thurs-
day evening, when they went to Philadel-
phia together, Eckstein wan seen to pum-
mel her on one of the principal street cor-
ners, whence trolley cars leave for Phila-
delphia. Because of this and because. Eck-
stein was at the Bechtel home on Mondoy
evening, ho Is being held as Mated. The
Bechtel family sided with Eckstein, pre-
ferring him to Wcisenberg as a prospective
member of their family. Welsenberg wh
not allowed to enter the Bechtel home, anl
in the year and a half that he courted th
girl he never did so In her home. They met
on the street and went to publli places to-
gether.

Police Sergeant Knauss returned to Allen-tow- n

from New York to-d- ay with YVYlsen-ber- g.

The latter gave a derailed statement
of his movements since Sunday, which art
corroborated fully. He had not seen the
girl since Sunday evening: then he met her
by appointment on one street corner. Sh
hnd Just left Eckstein at the next corner.

the blow was struck In anger, which may
have been more severe than was Jntended,
and the girl's muider was accomplished and
the lody disuosed of, the story being con-
coct by th- - mother. Who struck: th
fatal blows Is only conjecture and may
dtvelop at the Inquctt to-morr- cvenlug.
