The train recorrl shows th.it all the llnrp.
the Bljf Fcur excepted, are moving a

volume of freight. In most canes In
excess of that of previous years No-

vember, and the decrease busin ss
shown by the Big Four is not for lack of
freight to move, but because of a shortngo
in power. The engines leased from the
Lake Shore are not materially Improving
conditions, as the power of the Big Four
is considerably crippled, owing to needed
repairs, their locomotives having been se-

verely taxed by the heavy freight move-
ment of the last three years; especially
are the old engines in bad condition for J

heavy service. The road will, within the j

next ten cays, begin to receive Its new
freight locomotives, thirty-fiv- e In number,
and with tho5-- e in service will soon greatly
relieve the congested condition now pre-
vailing the Big Four on nearly v. ry
division. Grain cars are In large request,
rt.nslderably excess of the supply in
this respect. The Pennsylvania, the Lake
Erie & Western and the Cincinnati, Ham-
ilton & Dayton are in the best shape. The
Hues namd lst week did the heaviest
business years, shipments of grain, flour
and dressed meats being large. With all
lines coal, both hard and soft, is im-
portant feature. With each year the con-

sumption of anthracite increases. West-
bound freights continue to exceed east-boun- d

in volume. Local traffic is very
satisfactory and considerably in excess of
the corresponding period last year, weather
conditions contributing to such a result.
Merchants r.nd manufacturers, almost
without exception, are heavier shippers
than in any NoTOtaber of past rears and
with the strict maintenance of rates the
situation is satisfactory.

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Building of Traction Lines
Has Made Wall Street "Broke."

That the era of traction and interurban
railroad building in Ohio and Indiana the
past several years has had considerable to
do with present financial conditions In Wall
street seems to have been given little con-

sideration by financiers up to this time.
, The trouble with Wall street which
means the seat of all important Eastern
financial operations is that there is not
enough money there at present. There are
a good many causes which have brought
about this condition, and it seems most
reasonable to recognize the assertion of a
local stock broker that among these causes
is the building of interurban and traction
lines in Indiana and Ohio, especially the
last two years.

All of the money with which the Indiana
traction and interurban lines have been
built and equipped has come from the East.
Eastern trust companies and financial insti-
tutions of other kinds have financed all
these projects. Indianapolis banks and
banks in other parts of the State have
been invited to assist in financing various
of the interurban railroads built within the
past two years, but the Indiana banks have
taken little, if any. stock in these concerns.
'I n- - same situation pr. vaiis as to most of
the Ohio Interurbun roads. It is said.

MONEY FLOWED WEST.
The millions of dollars which have been

spent in Indiana to build and equip these
roads have come from Eastern concerns
which, if they had not invested in the West-
ern railroad projects, would have used
most of this capital in operations which
would hav. kept the money at the disposal
ot Wall street.

Bo, argues the local stock broker, who has
been studying this aspect of the financial
situation, Indiana and Ohio's era of inter-
urban road building has had considerable
to do with making Wall street short of
money.

The West in the past ten years has re- -'

versed its position in the financial affairs

the transfer track. The plan is in opposi-
tion to the Toledo Railway terminal.

Orders have been issued by the Pennsyl-
vania reducing the number of hours in its
shop from ten to nine per day. The orders
will be effective at once and will affect
some 15,000 men. Omciais of the road say
the shortening of the hours is not unusual
at this time of the year.

It has leaked out that one of the already
existing trunk lines is behind the project
to build an air-lin- e road from Pittsburg
to New York, either the Pennsylvania or
the Philadelphia & Reading, probably the
former, as the business of the Pennsylvania
continues beyond its capacity.

The Pennsylvania ten days ago purchased
ground in Pittsburg at a cost of $2,5oo.oo0

for a large down-tow- n station, and last
week purchased additional ground near by,
paying $2,000,000, on which to erect ware-
houses, officers of the Pennsylvania will
not fllsriaW the alleged transaction.

Horace Stamp, the oldest employe of the
American Express Company in Chicago, a
few days ago celebrated the forty-fift- h an-

niversary of his service with that company,
he commencing in 1S63 as a truckman. He
was promoted again and again until he is
now master of transportation.

On Saturday train service was renewed
between Ban Antonio and Laredo, south-
bound. The sleeper will go through to
Mexico City, and during the continuance
of quarantine at Laredo sleepers will be
changed at Laredo, north-boun- d, so cars
can be thoroughly fumigated there.

John F. McNamee, who, it is expected,
will be selected grand secretary and treas-
urer of the Brotherhood of Locomotive
Firemen, vice Frank Arnold, resigned,
passed through the city yesterday en route
to Peoria, where a meeting will be held
to-morr- to till the position vacated.

John A. Wertz, for twenty years in the
employ of the Baltimore & Ohio, most of
the time a baggage master, but who com-
menced service as a fireman, has been
offered the position of general yardmaster
of the company at Staten island, the im-
portant Eastern terminal of the B. & O.
lines.

The Lake Erie & Western made several
changes In its time table which became
effective yesterday. Under the change a
passenger can leave on Sunday by the Big
Four s S o CIOCK train anu rwaeii run.
Wayne at 11:30. Heretofore there has been
no train by which a person could go to
Fort Wayne on Sunday morning.

It is stated that both the trunk lines
and Central Passenger Association railroads
have decided to make no change the coming
year in rules governing exchange of passes.
No passes will be exchanged by Eastern
lines, while lines west of Buffalo and Pitts-
burg will continue to issue annuals in ac-

cordance with this year's agreement.
The village of Frayzeburg, O.. which has

begun suits in the Muskingum county court
mftrregatlng $3.S00 against the Panhandle
for running trains through the village fast-
er than eight miles an hour, is having its
troubles. The company has removed all
lights at the station and at crossings, and
threatens to run all trains except a local
each way through the town.

In spite of the efforts to keep it secret
the fact has become known that William
1 1 Bishop, the venerable former president
of the New York. New Haven & Hartford,
is critically ill at his home near Bridge-
port, Conn. Mr. Bishop is one of the old-

est railroad men of the country, having
h, . n the builder, practically, of all the
lines in the consolidated road.

With the selection of Charles S. Mellen
to the presidency of the New York, New
Haven & Hartford the rumor is revived
that there will soon be an absorption of
the Boston & Maine and the New York,
New Haven & Hartford by a community
of interests, which will result in the future
In the two systems being operated under
one management. Both systems are doing
well.

Arrangements have been completed
whereby the Lehigh Valley --je.ll have con-

ned ions with New England. The Delaware
A Hudson will have the privilege of run-
ning its engines and freight trains to be
trnn;ferred over the Erie & Blnghamton
to Oswego, and In turn giving the Lehigh
Valley a run from the West to the large
New England field, from which It has been
heretofore shut out.

The transcontinental lines have decided
to bunch tourist business and do away with
tourist conductors and personally-conducte- d

tours. The plan Is for all lines to
send tourist business out three days in the
week Instead of dally, so it can be concen-
trated at Ogden and El Paso on the same
day and thus handled with greater facili-
ties. This throws about fifty tourist car
conductors out of positions.

Investigation just completed shows that
during the year ending Sept. 1. 1903. no
person was either killed or Injured on a
Pullman car in the State of New York.

of this country. A decade ago. when the
financial stringency enme upon the nation
the East held a mortgage upon the West.
Things have changed about now and this
change will save the country from a possi-
ble repetition of the financial difficulties d
ten years ago. The W . st is out of debt.
Its banks are overflowing with deposits.
Now the East is not coming out here to
collect Its money, but it is coming to the
West as a borrower; and the West has the

WBCV to lend.
No longer does Wall street dominate the

financial operations of this country to such
an extent that a crash "in the Street" would
m aa financial stringency all over the
nation. Wall street, however, does domi-
nate the country's financial situation to a
considerable extent, for trouble In Wall
street, as that of this year, has a tendency'
to lessen confidence in every part of the
country and to drive money to cover.

HARD TIMES NOT PROBABLE.
But the hard times of a decade ago can-

not come again, says Clarence H. Matson,
in the Saturday Evening Post, because the
West is in shape, not only to care for itself,
but also to pull the East through its dif-

ficulties. It is the industrial world which is
calling for money from the West. The en-

couraging feature about the. demand for
money is that it is not needed to cover
business losses, but to conduct increased
legitimate business operations.

When the farming community has money
it creates business in all other lines. The
financial troubles in the East are not near-
ly so bad as some people imagine. They
are really only on the surface. The farms
are the real foundation of the national
wealth of America. The main thing the
West has to do now is to supply the East
with sufficient money to tide over the
stringency and bring about a restoration of
confidence, and this the West can probably
do, unless some unforseen emergencies
arise. At the same time Western bankers
are exceedingly careful in their loans. Hard
times are not so far behind them that they
have forgotten caution. Therefore no
Western money will go East for mere spec-
ulative purposes, but only for those lines
of business that are certain to yield fair

injured and sixty-fou- r slightly, making a
total of seventy-fou- r casualties to passen-
gers out of over 32,000.000 carried.
