Thoaaand Men Have a High! to Do
What One Man Haa a Kiuhi to Do.
NEW YORK, Nov. 24.-J- ohn Mitchell,

president of the United Mine Workers of
America, at a dinner of the Universalist
Club declared, when asked if he considered
the boycott fair: "The boycott ma be cruel
and Inhuman or It may be helpful and of
great good. I believe that a thousand men
have a right to do what one man has a
right to do. I am In favor of closed shops
on the ground that a man has a right to
work for whom he pleases, but not a right
to work under whatever condition he
pleases."

Mr. Mitchell also declared against the In-
corporation of unions. He predicted that
the present era of industrial war would be
succeeded by an era of "peace with honor
to both sides."

REJECTED CITY CHARTER

MCNCIE VOTERS DID NOT FAVOR
THE PROPOSED CHANGE.

Some Features Were Unpopular Ef-

fort Will Be Made to Hare the
Election Declared Invalid.

MUNCIE, Ind., Nov. 24. By a vote of

1.843 against and 211 for the citizens of
Muncie to-d- ay rejected the proposed city
charter drawn up by the last Legislature.
The usual vote of the city is about 5,600.

The closing of the saloons was the only
Indication that an election was being held.
It was conducted very loosely and efforts
to have the result set aside on the ground
that the election was invalid will be made
by those favoring the charter. The prop-
erty holding qualifications for appointive
officers and the proposition to tax church
property were the features which the people
would not accept.

MANY MOROS WERE SLAIN

STRONGHOLD OF THE REBELS NEAR
JOLO TAKEN BY GEN. WOOD.

Their Loaa at Least Seventy-Fl- v

One American Soldier Killed
and Two Wounded.

MANILA, Nov. 21 General Wood cap-
tured the Moro position in the hills of Jolo,
north of Taglibi, on the 20th Inst., and de-

stroyed the earthworks they had thrown up
there. Private Martin Brennan, of the
Fourteenth Cavalry, was killed during the
engagement, and two privates were
wounded, one seriously. The loss on the
Moro side is known to have been seventy-fiv- e,

probably more, as the ground Is cov-

ered with brush and bodies are hard to find.
The expedition returned to Jolo, and, pend-

ing an investigation. General Wood says
that so far as he can see there will be no
more opposition on the part of the Sultan's
men who led the fighting. According to his
understanding this action on the part of the
Moros abrogates the Bates treaty.

THIRTEEN ILL-FATE-
D MEN

ALL MINERS WORKING IN ENTRY K
KILLED IN AN EXPLOSION.

Disaster in Mine No. 20 at Bonansa,
Ark. Narrow Escape of 162 Men

Who Were in Same Colliery.

FORT SMITH. Ark., Nov. 24.-Th- lrteen

miners were killed and great damage was
done by an accidental explosion of gas this
afternoon In coal mine No. 20 at Bonanza,
Ark., twelve miles from this city. At night-
fall only six of the victims had been re-

covered. They are: Rob Reisdale, Ira
Stuckland, Will Kehoe. Mike Walker, W.
D. Moore and "Grandpa" Brown, father
of Pit Boss Brown.

The explosion occurred at 1 o'clock this
afternoon. There were about 175 men in the
various shafts at the time. All escaped
without injury except the thirteen who
were employed in Entry K, the scene of
the explosion. The force or the explosion
was terrific and timbers were torn from
the walls of the passages for several hun-
dred yards at the mouth of Entry K.
The passages were so completely obstructed
that the work of rescuing the entombed
men was tedious In the extreme and sev-
eral hours were consumed before the first
body was found. It is thought the gas was
accidentally ignited by a miner's lamp.

The miners who escaped with the aid of
others summoned from near the shafts im-
mediately set about clearing the passages
In the hope that some of the thirteen en-
tombed men might have survived the ex-
plosion. By nightfall six bodies had been
recovered and the rebcue work was still in
progress. It is now considered certain that
all of the entombed men have perished.

CHICAGO STRIKE ENDS

COMES TO A CLOSE AFTER TWO
WEEKS OF TURBULENCE.

Street Cars Will Begin Running Agniu
To-D- ay Without Molestation

from Rioting; Crowds.

VICTORY FOR THE COMPANY

ONLY ONE IMPORTANT CONCESSION
IS MADE TO EMPLOYES.

Strikers and Sympathisers Canse
Much Trouble by Cutting? Wire

and Plugging; Cable Slots.

CHICAGO. Nov. 25. The strike of the
employes of the Chicago City Street-railwa- y

Company was Fettled at an early hour
this morning at a conference between the
mayor and the councilmanlc peace com-

mittee. President Hamilton and E. R. Bliss,
counsel for the company, and the execu-

tive board of the local union of the strikers.
The basis on which the settlement was
reached is a complete victory for the com-

pany as far as the original demands of the
men are concerned. The agreement reached
will be ratified at a meeting of the men at
9 o'clock this morning, and it is expected
that traffic on all the lines of the company
will be resumed to-da- y.

The only Important concession made by
the company was an agreement to rein-
state all the strikers, including the outside
unions who went out in sympathy with the
trainmen, with the exception of those who
resorted to violence during the trouble.

The arbitration of the wage scale is to
be according to the wages paid outside of
Chicago, and not on the basis of the local
street railways. These are the two points
that have been stumbling blocks to a
peaceable adjustment of the strike for the
past week. The company has insisted that
it pays higher wages than any similar cor-
poration in the country. The men were
tearful that the arbitration on the scale
paid In other cities would decrease their
wages, and they fought stubbornly for their
point. The original demands of the union
were as follows:

First An increase of wages amounting to
4 cents an hour for all men employed on
the electrical lines; before the strike the
men offered to accept 1 cent an hour. Both
sides were at all times willing to arbitrate
the wage scale, the basis of arbitration be-
ing the sole point at issue, and on this the
company wins.

Second The employment of none but
union men. On this point the company
wins.

Third That the officials of the local
union be given the right to say what men
shall be discharged and their discharge
not to stand If It did not meet the approval
of the union. On this point the company
wins.

Fourth The right by the union to regu-
late the routing of cars, it being claimed
by them that a man was compelled to be on
duty for from fifteen to twenty hours in
order to make a full day's day. On this
point the company wins.

Fifth Demanded by the union after
sympathetic strikes had been started by
firemen, engineers, electrical workers and
teamsters within two days after signing
contracts, that all men should be takeu
back and given their former positions. The
agreement is that all men not guilty of
violeuce toward the company during the
strike are to be taken back. Others will
remain out. This is the only advantage ob-
tained by the strikers.

MICH TROIBLE MADE.

Wlrea Cut, Cable Slots Plugged ind
Street Cara Stopped.

CHICAGO. Nov. 24. Cut wires, plugged
cable slots and manholes rilled with debris
caused the City Railway Company all man-
ner of trouble to-da- y In operating Its State-stre- et

car line. There was comparatively
no violence offered to the men handling the
cars, which were as usual guarded by the
police, but as soon as the cars had passed
the crowd would swarm upon the track,
drive spikes in the cable slot and fill the
manholes with stones.

The police on the cars to-da- y were or-
dered by Inspector Hunt that if compelled
to use their revolvers they were to fire into
the mob with the Intention of hitting some-
body. There is to be no more ahooting over
the people's heads, the Inspector declared.
However, this was about the quietest day
of the strike when the police were around.

BOLD DAYLIGHT THEFT

THIEF STEALS $80 IN CASH FROM
BIG KU It TICKET OFFICE.

Caahler Had Money and Checka Be-

fore Him Ready to Make Trip
to the Bank.

MYSTEEY ABOUT THE LOSS

THERE WERE A NUMBER OF PER-SOX- S

IX OFFICE AT THE TIME.

One of the Boldest Daylight Rob- -
beriea Known In Thla City De-

tectives at Work.

One of the boldest daylight robberies in
the annuls of crime in Indianapolis was
committed yesterday afternoon In the city
ticket office of the Big Four Railroad at the
corner of Meridian and Washington streets
and the amount of money secured by the
thief was $680. The cashier of the ticket
office had just finished balancing his cash
account and had counted out over $600 in
bills and silver, which he laid on the counter
In front of him prejaratory to depositing it
In the bank. With the money there were
also several checks.

For an instant only the attention of the
cashier was drawn away from the money
In front of him when he turned his head
to catch the words of a fellow employe,
but In that instant the daring thief secured
the cash. When the cashier again turned
to pick up the money he found It missing,
and thinking that a Joke might have been
played on him by one of his friends in the
office some time was lost in searching the
office for the roll of bills.

The waiting room of the ticket office at
that time was crowded with persons, ex-
cursionists and others, and the thief was
quickly lost in the crowd and he probably
lost no time in leaving the building.

DETECTIVES AT WORK.
The Big Four detectives were at once

notified of the theft and they went to work
without a single clew, trusting to luck
alone to recover the money and capture the
guilty person, but up to the present time
they have failed to make any headway in
their case. The theft was kept very quiet,
as it was not desired that the information
should be given to the public. The theft
stands out as one of the most daring ever
committed here. In broad dayiight, within
full view of many people, either a man or
woman calmly picked up the pile of money
and walked out the door of the ticket office
before the loss was discovered, and once
outside with the whole world free to travel,
it is safe to say that the money is prob-
ably gone for good. The loss will fall on
the shoulders of the cashier, as he is under
bond to make all such losses good to the
railroad company.

CHICAGO CITY RAILWAY ROBBER1

Two Accomplices. Van Dine and
Ncidemier, Alao Implicated In the

Robbery and Murder.

CHICAGO. Nov. 24 The mystery sur-
rounding the hold-u- p of the cashier's office
of the Chicago City Railway last Auguit.
during which two of the employes of the
office were shot and killed without warning,
was cleared up to-d- ay by the confession of
Gustave Marks, who was arrested last Sat
urday night for the murder of Detective
John Quinn, whom Marks shot down wh'le
trying to escape arrest.

Harvey Van Dine and Peter Neidemier
are named by Marks as his accomplices in
the car barn murders. According to Mark: 's
story, the three men went to the offices of
the railroad company for the purpose of
robbery. Marks says that whan he ordered
the men to throw up their hands th-- y

obeyed, but Neidemeier burst in the wind w

of the office and commenced shooting. Van
Dine then broke down the door with a
sledge hammer, Marks says, and went in
the office and took all the money he cocld
find. In all $2,2öO was secured and Marks
says the money wss evenly divided among
the three men. The next day Marks and
his two companions went to Denver, Cel..
where they remained but a short time.
From Denver they went to Cripple Creek
and In a week they came back to Chicago,
since when, according to Marks s eon
sion, they have been implicated in a numlcr
of hold-up- s and shooting affairs.

Both Neidemier and Yandine are under
twenty-OO-e years of age and have

connected with any serious crime be- -
fore. Both men were arrested some months
ago and served a term in the Bridewell
for stealing lead pipe, but this has been
the extent of their criminal record as far
as the police are aware. They had not bevn
arrested at a late hour to-nig- ht, but As-
sistant Chief of Police Schuettler said that
he had strong hopes of capturing them by
morning, as they are known to be in the.
city.

Mr. Mumniert'a Address.

Former Mayor Charles A. Bookwalter ex-

ploded a bombshell at the Commercial
Club last night. In a speech thoroughly
characteristic of the man brilliant and
bellicose he declared that the plowshar
of the organization had been forged luto a
dagger as a weapon for certain members
of the club who had their own ends to
serve, political and personal The instant
denial of President Frank E. Gavin, that
the Commercial Club had ever been used
as a man's tool, added to the sensation of
the evening.

Mr. Bookwalter's address was delivered
before about three hundred members of the
club who attended the first of a series
of harmony smokers that will be given.
Superintendent Muromert, of the local Car
Service Bureau, was the other speaker on
the programme. Last night's was one of
the most successful social affairs ever
gven by the club. The "fireworks" did
not prove permanently discordant so far
as the pleasure of the evening was con-

cerned.
The members were welcomed by Presi-

dent Gavin in the assembly room where the
addresses were given. Afterward a buffet
luncheon was served in the dinlug room.
A vaudeville programme had been pro-

vided, but the length of the speeches forced
the curtadment of this part of the even-
ing's enjoyment.

LOCAL CAR SERVICE.
Mr. Mummert talked about an hejaanand,

a half, explaining in detail the uses and
abuses of local car service. His central
Idea was to convey to merchant? and ship-
pers the idea that selfishness Is the bane
of car service in this city as well as every-
where else. The inability of some merchants
and manufacturers to understand the harm
they do in delaying the unloading of cars
consigned to them results in congestion of
cars and consequently loss to perfectly In-

nocent persons. The necessity for the ruls
of the bureau, charging a dollar a day for
every day's failure to unload after the ex-
piration of forty-eig- ht hours, was pointed
out in detail, and circumstances under
which the per diem would be remitted
were explained. Mr. Mummert's talk waa
heard with intense interest, aa the greater
part of the audience was made up of bus-
iness men to whom the operations of the
car service bureau are matters of dally
importance. Dosens of questions, pertain-
ing to various phases of the matter, were
asked Mr. Mummert, which he answered
as completely as possible.

His advice, emphatically reltated. was
that in ordering oars merchants should al-
ways order from the agent of the road
which acts as the switching line In other
words, the line connecting with the mer-
chant's private awltch. If that be Inex-
pedient, then a copy of the order given
to the commercial agent should always be
furnished the agent of the road which
attends to the delivering of the car at the
point desired. If this is done. Mr. Mum-
mert declared, much trouble will be avoid-
ed, and if the orders given the agent are
not carried out. the merchants will be en-

titled to rebate on the $1 a day charge
made for excess time in unloading.

APPLAUSE FOR BOOK WALTER.
When Mr. Bookwalter arose to speak he

was greeted with a storm of applause.
President Gavin introduced him as one
who had converted a small manufacturing
business into one of large proportions by

i honest and just means. Mr. Bookwalter's
treatment of labor had been such, he said,
that he had never had n day's disagree-
ment with his employes. In beginning his
address Mr. Bookwalter said:

"If only I could have persuaded your
honored president to have delivered those
remarks publl iy " The roar of laughter
that went up prevented the speaker from
finishing the sentence. He took It up: "I
am sure It would have struck a responslva
chord In my breast. If not in your own."
More hearty applause and laughter marked
the conclusion of the happy commence-
ment of the speech.
