T0 SUPPRESS ROWDYISM

POLO OFFICIALS INSTRUCT WEST-
ERN LEAGUE REFEREES,

*

Offending Players Will Be Fined and
Suspended—Henley Declares in
Favor of Clean Polo.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
ANDERSGON, Ind., Nov. 24.—The officlals

and magnates of the Western Roller Polo
League met here to-day and took steps
which wili suppress the playing of rowdy

polo in that league. Those in attendance
were Presldent Norton and J. C. Fisher,

representing Anderson; Secretary Durbin
and James Sebern, representing Elwood;
M. C. Henley, representing Richmond, and
Willlam Page, representing Marion. In-
dianapollis and Muncie were not repreésent-

ed, but notified Secretary Durbin by mall
that they were in favor of strictly clean
polo.

The meeting was called to order at 10
o'clock by President Norton and Vice Presi-
dent Henley tovk the floor. Mr. Henley
spoke very emphatically against rowdy
polo, and gave it as his opinion that clean
polo would win a lasting home in the
hearts of the fans where polo, as it has

been played In several cases so far this
season, will In a great measure lower the

tj1|';:lm:te to the same plane as a Mexican bull

“I want to be put on record as being In
favor of strictly clean polo,” sald Mr. Hen-
ley. "If the players of the Richmond team
use tactics which are not in accordance
with the rules it Is my wish that the ref-
erees use the limit of their authority and
assess fines that they may see fit. Polo
writers acknowledge that my half back
and center are excellent men in their posi-
tions, but do not like to give them the
credit that Is due them for playing a skill-
ful, blocking game.”

A unanimous vote was accorded that the
referees be instructed to enforce the play-
ing rules, and this was done at once. Ref-
erees Moran and Klobedanz were in at-
tendance at the meeting, and will hereafter
expel the offending players from the floor
when foul tactics are used. Under the new
rules adopted by the officials of the West-
ern League it is not a foul for a player
to kick or boot the ball, and the referces
have been censured by the fans= In the gas
belt cities for what they thought was the
non-enforceament of the playlpg rules.

Secretary Durbin made the following
statement at ‘the close of the meeting:
“Messrs. Klobedanz and Moran were in-
s¢tructed at the meeting to fine or suspend
a player according to the gravity of his
offense. There has been a great amount
of talk going over the circult on the style
of polo pfayed by Mansfleld and Doherty
of the Richmond team. I have personally
witnessed a number of games in which
these two players have participated, and
in only one instance did 1 see a really
rowdy exhibition of pdto, and at this time
there was provocation. This meeting was
not called by Presldent Norton for the
purpose of taking action on these two play-
ers, as has been stated in the newspapers
throughout theé circuit. We had business
of importance to the league only to dis-
cuss and the question of dirty polo was a
secondary consideration, although it was
understood that this question would come
before the board.”

Frank Wodtke, the first rush and captain
of the Anderson team, who has been out
of the game since the opening night on
account of a broken finger, will play
against Indianapolis in the latter city on
Thuraday night. The second finger of his
right hand was broken after three minutes
of (rlay on the opening night in Richmond,
aln he has been out of the game ever
since.

PURDUE WILL HAVE A TEAM.

Cutts May Become Member of Faculty
and Athletie Director.

LAFAYETTE, Ind., Nov. #4.—Captain L
8. Osborne, of the Purdue football team,
and L. Murray Grant, president of the Uni-
versity Athletic Association, will go to Chi-
cago Friday to attend the anunual banquet
given by the Chicago Press Club to repre-
sentatives of the big nine athletic assocla-
tions. Manager Leslie, who Is now in the

City Hospital at Indianapolis, was to have

gone to the banquet had not the Purdue
special disaster of Oct. 31 occurred. At the
banguet plans for the coming football sea-
son will be discussed, and in many Iin-
stances preliminary arrangements for foot-
ball contests agreed upon. That Purdue
will have a team next year is practically
certain, despite all rumors to the contrary.
Captain Osborne and other members of this
year's team who are able will come back
next year to assist in getting together a
strong eleven to represent the old gold and
black, and a schedule equally as good as
this year's uncompleted one probably will
be arranged.

It is probable that Manager Leslie will
come back to the university next year and
retain active management of athletic af-

fairs. He would be graduated next June
were he able to résume his work now, but

Leslie has been the best manager ever in
charge of athletics at Purdue, and he will
have no opposition should be decide to take
up the work again next year. Coach Cutts,
who is still at Purdue, will remain here
until to-morrow night, when he will go to
Louisville to be the guest of Irvin S, ng,
the Purdue football player who was in-
jured in the wreck. After Thanksgiving
Cutts will return to Purdue. There is talk
¢f making him athletic director and engage
him for a term of three years, and another
report Is that he has had an offer to be-
come a member of the faculty and at the
same time be athletic director. Cutts has
taken a full course at Harvard and is qual-
ified to teach English or history. It is cer-
tain that no coach ever before at Purdue
was as popular as the famous Harvard
athlete. Cutts admits that he has had
some offer from the Purdue faculty, but

will raake no announcement until he has
reached a decision.

MINOR LEAGUE EXPANSION

TEBEAU HAS IDEAS SIMILAR TO
THOSE OF BAN JOHNSON,

*

Circuit If Formed Would Give the
Magnates 2,500,000 Fans—Indian-
apolis in Organization.

—

George Tebeau, owner of the Louisville
and Kansas City elubs in the American As-

| sociation, is one of the minor league mag-

nates whom the major league men are not
particularly fond of at the present time.
It is known that Mr. Tebeau has ideas of

| expansion similar to those of Ban Johnson

before the American League invaded the
territory of the National League in the
East, and brought about one of the most
costly baseball wars in the history of the
sport. Mr. Tebeau feels contident that
there will be an amalgamation of the two
leagues within the next year or two, and

| that now is the time for the American As-

soclation to set lines out ror a better cir-
He leels confident that by merging
the best cities of the Eastern League aud
American Association into one league that
it would form what would be the strongest
minor league ever organized. He does not
intend to follow exactly in the path of the
American League, inasmuch that he prefers
to organize on a minor league basis and not
after the mivor league caliber.

By hsving one big minor league with
salarieg about 30 per cent., under those of
the National League, Mr. Tabeau figures
that it would be a blg money maker. He
argties that the article of ball that could
be furnished by such a league would not
be far short of National League caliber, and
that with a 25-cent admission the attrac-
tion would be all the greater. He figures
on Milwaukee, Indianapolis, Louisville and
Columbus as the Western circuit, and Buf-
falo, Toronto, Washington and Baltimore in

| the East. That is one combination which has

been suggested, but in the event of consoli-
dation by the American and Natlonal
Leagues, a little different phase would ap-
pear, for instance, Detroit and Cleveland
would be sure to be dropped by the big
leagues and they would be taken in with
Buffalo and Toronto, thus leaving Wash-
ington and Baltimore to form part of the
Eastern League.

A league composed of Milwaukee, Indian-
apolis, Louisville, Columbus, Detroit, Cleve-
land, Buffalo and Toronto would give the
magnates over 2,500,000 persons to draw
from, which would be by long odds the
greatest circult ever organized. The cir-
cuit, as mentioned, is practically the same
as was mapped out by the late Matt Killi-
lea and Ban Johnson before they decided
to invade the National League territory.
Of course, denials will be made from major
league headquarters, but just the same
Jhere Is a growing impression among base-
ball people in general that a consolidation
of the two major leagues will be the ulti-
mate result, and then George Tebeau's idea
would be a good one to follow.

In the event of such a deal going through
it would leave Minneapolis, St. Paui, Kan-
sas City, Omaha, Des Moines, Sloux City,
Denver and Colorado to form a very strong
Western league.
