INCREASE IX FACIE OW STRIKE. 'J

Considerable Eirtmfnt Censed at
the Plant Wka Notice Waa Read

Striata la ot Probable.

At noon yesterdAy Klngan A Co. made
ir lta position regarding the demands of

tha meat cutters employed in Ite plant by
leaning a general notice to their men, re-f- a

sing-- to grant an increase in wages, in
the face of a threatened strike. The
notice waa posted yesterday In all de-

partments of the plant where the men
aould read it as they paaaed out to their
dinners.

The ultimatum states in full the position
of the employers in refusing to grant any
of the demands of the butcnera, saying that
the company haa always endtavored to
treat its employes with fairness and con-

sideration and that the wagea now paid
the men are higher than at any period in
the history of the company. The ultimatum
was reached yesterday morning at a con-

ference of the officials of Klngan & Co.
Considerable excitement was caused

among the men when they left work at
Boon and read the notices. However, noth-
ing further than comment waa made and
the men returned to work again at 1

o'clock. The fact that the company has re-fue- ed

the demands of the butchers does not
Snake a strike inevitable, as the settling of
the differences has been placed in the
bands of international officer. Homer D.
Calu of Syracuse, president of the organi-
sation, It Is said, is very conservative in
bis actions and it is not believed he will
order a strike. It Is thought that the set-
tlement of the strike at Chicago will go a
lon ways toward keeping the local butch-
ers from walking out of the plant.

COMPANY'S ULTIMATUM.
The following is the position of Klngan

ft Co., as set out in the notices posted yes-tar-la- y:

"Being recently watted upon by some of
our men regarding their remuneration,
we have carefully considered their state-
ments, and now in replying think it right
that all our workmen should be informed
at the same time of our position.

"This company, since its beginning, has,
through its management, treated directly
with Its men. That its arrangements of
wages and general treatment of its men
ban been considered fair is evidenced by
almost complete freedom from strikes over
a period of more than twenty-fiv- e years.

"The wages now paid, both skilled and
unskilled labor, are as high or higher than
at any previous time, and at no period
during its existence has there been any gen-
era 1 reduction of wages.

"When times were bad in other Ipdus-trios- L

and a surplus of labor anxiously
seeking employment. this company re-
tained Its old scale, and when its own
trade was bad no attempt was made to
lower its workmen's wages, and further,
no opportunity for extending its depart-
ments had been neglected, thus afford-
ing increased employment to its work-
men and thetr families.

"The management, after due considera-
tion, has decided that It cannot at this
time, conrorm to this request for higher
wages. The great industries of the country
have recently been reducing their output
and their working forces. Many men are
now seeking employment outside their own
lines of Industry. The tendency is cer-
tainly not toward higher wages and prices,
but toward lower wages and prices in all
lines of production, including farm products
and the cost of living must inevitably be-
come less.

"Individual applications regarding either
work or pay will always receive careful
consideration.

'The company would therefore ask its
workmen to consider well, each man for
himself, the ultimate effect of organized
agitation upon hin own employment.

"Will any portion of our old employes
go in for a changed relationship with this
company, thereby forfeiting their right to
Individual recognition of services?"

BUTCHERS TAKE NO ACTION.

Failure of International Officers to
Arrive Delays Settlement.

No action was taken last night at the
meeting of the local union of the Meat
Cntters and Butcher Workers' Union of
America pertaining to the trouble now ex-

isting at the Kingan ft Co. plant. The
meeting was well attended, as it was ex-
pected that two of the international officers
of the organization from Chicago, to whom
has been intrusted the settlement of the
differences, would be present. However,
the officers did not arrive and further than
discussing the situation the union did not
n-t-

. Another meeting of the men will be
hld Sunday afternoon, when the two off-
icials from Chicago have promised to be in
the city. It la expected that the course of
the butchers will be decided upon at that
meeting.

The ultimatum issued by Kingan & Co.
y sterday. to the effect that no increase in
a ages will be granted the men. was dis-
missed In an informal way. The meeting
was not as long as former ones, due to
the fact that it was not in the power of the
nen to act without the orders from inter-
national headquarters. About sixty mem-
bers were obligated last night. Mr. Sulli-- v

in. business agent of the local union, said
that the differences would be adjusted by
the executive officers, two of whom were
s ire to be present at the meeting next Sun-
day.

BILL CUT

KEJfJflJfGTOItS AND ENGINEER
AGREE ON REDUCTION OF S017.85.

Fiaal Action Not Taken by Board of
Works Pendln Further Dlscns-sio- n

In the City Hall.

A report was submitted to the Board of
Public Works yesterday which trimmed the
Kennington sprinkling allowance, made on
Oct. 16. $917.85. This deduction was approved
by both sides in the controversy. The de-

duction for Ashland avenue, from Twenty-fift- h

to Twenty-eight- h street, was reduced
from 116.21 to $9.26, and the first deduction
of $14 was canceled because it had been
taken out of the August allowance. The
Nineteenth-stree- t allowance was cut to
$38.40, and the Thirtieth-stree- t allowance
was cut just one-hal- f, or $37.87. The board
did not take final action on the proposed
settlement, as there are still a number of
important points to be discussed, one of the
most important being the payment for
sprinkling in E. J. Robison's district, which
was ordered by Mayor Holtzman, who had
be told It needed it, but, as it rained sev-
eral days. Controller Dunn refused to pay
all of the bill.

Board of Safety Meeting.
The Board of Public Safety yesterday de-

cided to heat the east market building by
placing four large stoves in it. The resig-
nation of Philip Hord. assistant engineer
at the east market, was accepted because it
was learned that he owned a stand there
and Israel Polloc.c was appointed in his
place. Robert Campbell, patrolman, sta-
tioned at the Park Theater, was granted
leave of absence, together with Patrolman
Sangston, until the 1st of January. Charles
I. Haehl waa appointed Qamewell clerk
at the police station and the petition of the
bank police, asking to be put on the po-
lice furce. was denied.

Board of Works Aetion.
The petition of the East End residents

asking for a bridge over Pogue's run at
Tacoma avenue was denied by the Board
of Public Works, as it would cost too
much. George Kessler was granted a pe-

tition to build a livery stable between
TvMit -- seventh and Twenty-eight- h stn ts
on Northwestern avenue. The petition filed
by Henry Warrum asking for an electric
light to be placed at Twenty-sixt- h and
Meridian streets was recommended to the
board by City Engineer Jeup.

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REMOVAL OF WORKHOUSE

IT 19 STRONGLY RECOMMENDED BY

THE VISITING COMMITTEE.

Condition of the Institution Fonnd to
Be Satisfaetory in the Main Stone-Breakin- ar

a Loss.

The committee, composed of William R.
N. Silvester, Lorenz Schmidt, Alice Run-
nels, Emma Lee Elam, Ella Lathrop Gavin
and William A. Bell, appointed by the
County Board of Charities and Correction
to Inspect the Marion County Workhouse,
filed the following report yesterday with
the Board of County Commissioners:

"We were at the workhouse on Nov. 12
and were shown through the premises by
Mr. Shaw, the superintendent. With the
exception of the guards' room, we found
everything in very good condition. The
guards' room does not present as tidy an
appearance as it should. The carpet Is
badly worn and not as clean as it should
be. We recommend that the carpet be dis-
pensed with and rugs used instead. W.
were very glad to see that Mr. Shaw had
provided a padded cell by his own labor and
the assistance of some of the inmates. We
have repeatedly advised you of the great
need of padded cells for the workhouse,
jail and police station, but this is the flrst
and only one which has been furnished.
They are certainly a great necessity and
should be provided in every correctional
institution.

WORKHOUSE STATISTICS.
"The number of inmates was 154. as fol-

lows: One hundred and thirty-on- e men,
twenty-thre- e women. There were fifty-on- e

colored men and fourteen colored women.
Of the men about 40 per cent, were colored
and of the women about 60 per cent, were
colored. Of the entire number about 42

per cent, were colored. Considering the
difference in the population of the whites
and colored in the city and county, this
shows a very large percentage of colored
people in the institution. We have many
times called your attention to the fact that
this is a workhouse only in name, and
have suggested that employment other
than the stoneplle should be furnished.
Since we have agitated the natter, the
manufacture of mops has been Introduced
and has been a great success. The break-
ing of stone is an actual loss pecuniarily
to the county and the only merit it has Is
the punishment of the inmates by per-
forming the labor. In our report to you of
a visit to the poor farm we advised the
purchase of additional land and the placing
of the workhouse upon it. Our visit to
this institution conforms our opinion that
the time is not far distant when it must be
removed from its present location, and
that the advantages to be derived from a
larger tract of land at a greater distance
from the center of the city in a few years
could make the workhouse nearly, if not
quite, self-sustainin- g.

"While it must of necessity be some time
before the removal of the workhouse can
be accomplished, we wish to call your at-
tention, as we have many Unas before,
to the imperative need of an opening made
in the men's cellhouse to connect by a
passange way across to the dining room
and we further recommend that a passage
way be constructed from the dining room
to the building containing the stone pile.
This will save a long marh from the cell-roo- m,

which must be made under the pres-
ent conditions and will also prevent any
attempt at escape or an uprising which
might lead to bloodshed. This will cause
comparatively a small expense when the
advantages are considered and we con-
fidently urge our prompt attention to it
and its early completion."
