WASHINGTON. Dec. 11 The Republican

national committee meeting- - to-d- ay was lit-

tle short of a Roosevelt ratification meet-
ing and no business was transacted. The
dato and place of the national convention
will te determined to-morr- ow and If the
date ia not the 14th of June it will be the
21st, as there Is a request that the latter
date be selected as an accommodation to
Chicago, to which city the convention will
doubtless go. No business of importance
aside frm this is expected to come before
the meeting to-morr- ow except the selec-
tion of the working force to plan the ar-
rangements of the convention Itself. This
work will be conducted by a special com-

mittee of five, consisting of Chairman
Hanna. Henry C. Payne, chairman of the
executive committee; Harry S. New, of In-

dianapolis, and two others. As stated In
these dispatches last night. Mr. New will
hive active charge of this work. For this
purpose he will go to Chicago early in Jan-
uary anil remain there the better part of
the time until the convention meets in
June.

There is special significance in the state-
ment that the meeting to-d- ay developed
into a Roosevelt ratification meeting. The
effort, no matter how it was prompted, to
make it appear that there is active oppo-
sition to President Roosevelt, signally failed,
and all public men here, including those
from Indiana and committeemen generally
from all sections are outspoken In declaring
that no other name will be presented and
Mr. Roosevelt named by acclamation. There
Is practically no talk about the vice presi-
dential nomination except that it is con-
ceded Indiana can have it if she presents
the name of Senator Fairbanks, or Ohio if
either Governor Taft or Governor Herrlck
Is presented.

NO OPPOSITION.
Few representative men here have not

taken the opportunity within the past few
days to express the opinion that Mr. Roose-
velt will have in opposition. Indiana has
not been conspicuous in the Interviews, for
the reason that Senator Fairbanks and
practically every member of the State dele-
gation expressed themselves In cleancut dec-
larations on the subject several days ago.
The talk about an estrangement between
the President and Senator Hanna is scout-
ed by those who are in position to know the
facts, and It is believed that Mr. Hanna
will not allow the use of his name, but that
lie will be active in the campaign for the
nomination and on of Roosevelt.

The national committee, which was called
to order to-d- ay by Chairman M. A. Hanna,
represented every State and Territory,
either by the regular member or proxy, ex-

cept Hawaii. Senator Hanna was greeted
with a round of applause. He expressed
briefly his thanks to the committee for the
work In the campaign of 1900, saying:

"I desire to improve this opportunity to
thank the members of this committee for
their hearty and loyal ion In the
campaign of 1U00 for which service they
were chosen by the convention held in that
year. From a personal standpoint it is a
pleasure to me to make this acknowledge-
ment of unanimous and able support on the
part of this committee in that campaign.
Those of you who may be unfortunate
enough to be cfcssea again will have that
experience. All of interest to the Republi-
can party that centers in this meeting can
be told in one word, that Is 'success.1 And
all that is necessary to bring about that
result is to stand pat upon the principles
and policies of that party."

This statement was greeted with hearty
applause. Chairman Hanna explained that
all meetings of the committee would be
public except at the meeting
when balloting for a place lo held the next
convention would take place.

A small amount of routine business was
laid before the committee by Secretary
Perry 8. Heath at the session to-da- y. the
most of which, on motion of Senator Scott,
of West Virginia, was referred to the ex-
ecutive session to be held w.

;n. C. R. Brayt.-n- . of Rhode Island,
who had announced that he would present
a resolution for revision on the basis of
membership in the national convention,
stated that n conferring with members
since his arrival in Washington he had
decided not to bring up the question at this
time.

CALLED ON THE PRESIDENT.
At 5:39 o'clock the committee assembled

tt the hotel and proceeded to the White
llous?. After waiting a few minutes in the
green parlor, the President entered and
was heartily greeted by the committee.
Chairman Hanna said, as he took Mr.
Roosevelt's hand:

"Mr. President. I have the honor to pre-
sent en masse the members of the Repub-
lican national committee. In my exieri-nc- e

with this body of men I have found
them all rue. loyal Republicans, ready to
support the principles of the Republican
party at all times."

President Roosevelt replied: "Mr. Chair-
man and gentlemen: It is a peculiar pleas-
ure to me to greet here the men to whom
not merely the party has owed so much,
but the country has owed much in the im-

mediate past, and the men to whom both
tarty and country will owe so much in theJmmediate future."
This sentiment was applauded by the

committee.
You had better pass around the room,

Mr President, and shake hands with each
one." remarked Senator Hanna.

"Ali right." responded the President. "I
was just wondering which was the best
way to get at them."

"You will have no trouble in getting at
these fellows." responded Senator Hanna.
"They are all anxious to see you."

As the laugh subsided the President re-
marked, bowing to Senator Hanna: "I have
tat at the feet of Gamaliel. "

He then passed around the room and
shook the hand of each member, after
which a photograph of the committee was
taken on the portico of the White House,
with the President and Senator Hanns In
the center. Secretary Heath did not ac-
company the committee to the White
House.

The call at the White House concluded
the business of the committee for the day.
St. Ixuis and Chicago, which seem to be
the chief rival cities for the convention,
are maintaining headquarters at the Ar-
lington and will be given an opportunity to
present their claims at the morning session

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Chairman Republican State Central Committee,

DRUGGED ROBBED AND IS

LED INTO A SALOON TO DIE

Charles Duvall, Real-Esta- te Man.
Victim of Foul

Plav.

WHO IS THE STRANGER

Charles G. Duvall. the real-esta- te member
of the law firm of Morgan & Morgan, with
offices In the Lombard building, was
drugged last evening by some unknown
man, evidently for the purpose of robbery,
and was taken into Lux Brothers' saloon,
on West Market street, where he was left
to die. Early last evening a tall, dark-complexion- ed

stranger, half carrying the semi-
conscious form of Mr. Duvall, entered the
saloon and asked permission to allow Du-

vall to remain there until he could call for
him.

The saloon men did not pay much atten-
tion to the pair and supposing Duval to
be under the Influence of liquor arranged
a place on a leather covered couch for
the unconscious man and laid him down
to await the return of his friend.

The Incident was forgotten and when the
proprietor of the saloon was closing his
place of business at 11 o'clock last night he
found the unconscious form of Duvall still
lying on the couch.

He attempted to awaken the man, but
was unable to do so, and, becoming
alarmed, he called for Dr. Jones, of the
City Dispensary. Dr. Jones on his arrival
detected at once the traces of poisoning and
he speedily administered antidotes in hopes
of saving the life of the unconscious man.

Duvall's identity was learned through pa-
pers found In his pockets and his wife
was notified. Prom 11 o'clock last night
until 2 o'clock this morning Dr. Jones
worked with the man, vainly attempting
to bring him back to consciousness, but
the case was most stubborn.

The City Dispensary ambulance was
called and at 2 o'clock this morning Duvall
was removed to his home at 1607 Hoyt ave-
nue and Dr. Knox was called in atendance.
At an early hour this morning the man
was still unconscious and grave fears for
his life were expressed.

Duvall was known as a man of excellent
habits and never drank or dissipated to any
extent. His business affairs are said to
have been in the best of condition and the
suicide theory is not thought of.

It was known that he had in his possession
yesterday a considerable sum of money,
but when he was found In the saloon he
had only a few dollars in his pockets. The
police are Investigating, but they have been
unable to locate the tall, dark stranger.

QUEER CONFESSION OF
A MUCH-MARRIE- D MAN

Admits Committing Bigamy to
Avoid Prosecution for Desertion

Woman Also a Bigamist.

CHICAGO, Dec. ll.-Be- fore Judge Mc-

Ewen to-d- ay John K. Beebe admitted that
he was a bigamist, asserting that Julia
Heine was not his wife and therefore he
could not be guilty of having abandoned
her. With the same breath the witness
said that the woman, too, had committed
bigamy; that she had a husband living
when she married him in Terre Haute, Ind.

This allegation the complainant denied,
saying she had secured a divorce from her
husband at the time she married Beebe.

Beebe formerly lived in Paris. 111., where
he met Julia Heine, a waitress in a restau-
rant. They went to Terre Haute and were
married. Beebe said he joined in the cere-
mony with no intention of ever living with
the woman as her husband, and simply
agreed to marry her to satisfy her plead-ing- n.

His object, he said, was to save her
from disgrace, as it had been already ru-
mored among her friends that she had
married Beebe.

After hearing the evidence Judge Mc-
Ewen decided that inasmuch as Julia
Heine was not the legal wife of Beebe he
could not be held guilty of wife abandon-
ment, it having been shown that he had
not deserted his legal wife. The bigamy
charge is still pending against him.

CHANGE IN EXCESS RULE

Small Counties Given Advantage
by Adoption of New

Clause.

PROMINENT MEN HERE

Precinct Primaries Called for Jan.
8--9 Election of Secretary

Not Considered.

The Republican State committee, in ses-
sion yesterday afternoon at headquarters
in the Stevenson building, decided on Jan.
12 as the date for the various district con-

ventions, chose Dec. 29 as the date for the
big love r'e.ist to be held In this city, and
adopted the report of the subcommittee on
rules, first, however. making several
changes in the rules. The call for the dis-

trict conventions will be issued In about
ten days, after the several district com-

mittees have selected the convention cities.
The precinct primaries for the election

of precinct committeemen wil be held Jan.
8 and 9, and the several county committees
will be otganized Jan. 11.

The session of the committee was longer
than had been anticipated, due to the dis-
cussion of two or three of the proposed
rules. All the members of the committee
except three George A. Cunningham, of
the First, Thomas J. McCoy, of the Tenth,
and Walter Brown, of the Thirteenth-we- re

present, and of the executive commit-
tee. Harry C. Starr, of Richmond, Elmer E.
Crockett, of South Bend, and Sydney W.
Cantwell, of Hartford City, were in at-

tendance.
Of the advisory committee, the following

were present: Fourth district, Edward A.
Remy, of Seymour; Fifth, Elias H. Owen,
of Rockville; Sixth, Owen Carr, of Rush-vill- e;

Eighth, Louis C. Davenport, of
Bluff ton; Ninth, John C. Wingate, of Win-gat- e;

Eleventh, Elam H. Neal, of Jones- -
boro. The committeemen here were: Sec-
ond district, John C. Billheimer, of Wash-
ington; Third. George W. Self, of Corydon;
Fourth, Oscar H. Montgomery, of Sey-
mour; Filth, Julian D. Hogate, of Dan-
ville; Sixth. E. P. Thayer, of Greenfield;
Seventh, Floyd A. Woods, of Indianapolis;
Eighth. George Lilly, of Anderson; Ninth,
Fred A. Sims, of Frankfort; Eleventh.
Adam L. Beck, of Huntington; Twelfth,
Elmer Leonard, of Ft. Wayne. State
Chairman Goodrich called the meeting to
order and presided. Committeeman Sims
acted as secretary.

CHANGE EXCESS RULE.
The first matter taken up was the report

of the subcommittee on rules. The sub-
committee recommended the adoption of six
rules and each rule was considered singly.
The first rule taken up was the excess vote
rule, as follows:

"In any legislative district in which are
one or more counties which have a repre-
sentative of their own, but whioJi are
placed with another county or counties be-
cause of a voting population greuter than
the unit of representation, the excess vote
only In such county or counties shall be
taken into consideration in apportioning the
delegates, and the apportionment of del-
egates shall be made to such county or
counties on such percentage of such excess
vote as the Republican vote In such county
or counties bears to the entire vote cast
at the last preceding election."

This rule was materially changed, so far
as the wording is concerned, but the effect
remains the same. The changes made were
for the purpose of insuring that there might
be no misunderstanding of Its intent and a
clause was added to the effect that the
State committee shall determine the num-
ber of delegates to which each county is
entitled under the rule. The operation of
the rule is best shown by example. Under
the new legislative apportionment Marion
county has four senators and a joint senator
with Hendricks and Boone. To determine
Marion county's representation in the joint
convention, under the rule, the total Repub-
lican vote in the three counties will be
computed. This total vote will be divided
by five the total number of senators to
which the district is entitled and the pro-
portion of Republican votes to each senator
will thus be secured. The proportionate
vote will then be multiplied by four, the
number of separate senators to which
Marion county Is entitled, and the product
w 1 11 be subtracted from the tota I Repu

sextet of belligerent pupils, and from the
facts elicited to-d- ay it is evident that thj
outrage was partly engendered by narrow-

-minded partisanship.
Miss Sinclair's school was composed en-

tirely of the children of Democratic par
rata. A few days ago Miss Sinclair hung
a combination picture of Piesident Roose-
velt. Mrs. Roosevelt and the executive
mansion on the wall of the school. The
picture Lad 1 11 up but a snort time when
it was torn down and destroyed, and for
this offense M'.. Sinclair expelled Pearl
Parks, aged seventeen, and suspended Ina
1 i. 'kati. twelve ftmn old. and Essie Good-
man, sixteen years old. In retaliation for
this and the teacher's refusal to state the
form of her Christmas treat, the outrage
was committed.

Those against whom charges have been
preferred say the whole school was im-
plicated in the attack on Miss Sinclair. To-
day Deputy Sheriff Mills arrested the fol-
lowing scholars on charges of riot and
assault and battery: Pearl Parks, seven-
teen v.. rs old; Katherme Parks, fourteen,
Jessie McClellan. fifteen; (;. rtie .L
thirteen; Ina Deckard. fifteen, and Floyd
D.-ckar- seventeen. They gave bond to
app. ar for trial at the January term of
court. The parents of the children con-
demn the children for their rashness, but
criticise the te.ohtr harshly for placing the
resident's picture in the schoolroom.

Miss Sinclair says she will resume teach-
ing next Monday, and notice to that effect
has been placed on the school door, but
to-da- y she is confined to her bed by sick-
ness, probably Induced by the exposure to
which she was subjected last Tuesday.

Lillian Nordica, as she is so well
known the world over In the realm of
music, but Mrs. Zoltain Dome in private
life, the wife of a young Hungarian tenor,
filed suit for divorce yesterday in New
York.

Mme. Nordica, as will be remembered by
many, was married very suddenly in this
city during a May festival at which she
was the star attraction.

Mr. Dome, who had shortly before arrived
from Europe, came to Indianapolis on Sun-

day night, May 24, and It was Immediately
decided upon the meeting of the two that
they should be married on Tueseday even-
ing.

The wedding rings were purchased at
Herron's Jewelry store, but as the Rev. Dr.
Carstensen, to whom they had been rec-

ommended, was out of the city, the wed-
ding was postponed until such time as he
should return. Wednesday brought several
very intimate friends and relatives to the
city and it was on that day that Mme.
Nordica informed Mr. Dome before a Jour-
nal reporter that May might be an unlucky
month for the wedding, and, as June was
the all-favor- ite month for brides, she sug-
gested that it might be well to postpone
the wedding until later.

This the bridegroom objected to, and to
settle the matter they decided to abandon
all previous plans and get married the next
evening.

BADLY KURT IM CHICAGO

Suffers Fractured Leer and
Crushed Ankle in Ac--

cident.

THROWN FROM A CAR

Charles N. Elliott, former city clerk nnd
chairman of the Marlon county Republican
central committee, lies in St. Luke's Hos-
pital, Chicago, suffering a severe fracture
of one of his legs and a crushed ankle as
the result of being thrown from the rear
of a street car Thursday night.

His condition, although serious, is not
critical. There is a slight probability, how-
ever, that the injuries will leave him per-

manently disabled. Attending physicians
say that Mr. Elliott will not be able to leave
the hospital for four months.

Elliott went to Chicago several days ago.
He was the guest of Fred Campbell, well
known to Indianapolis politicians, who is
Clerk of the I'nited States Circuit Court
in Chicago.

Thursday night Mr. Campbell and Elliott
boarded a car in front of Campbell's hotel,
the Lexiugton, several miles from down-
town. The car had proceeded severalsquares when the motorman stopped lor a
passenger. Campbell was sitting down in-

side the car. but Elliott was standing on
the platform with three other passengers.
The motorman startet! the car at full speed
without warning the passengers. The three
men on the rear platform were thrown vio-
lently to the pavement.

Eliott's leg was badly fractured and his
ankle crushed. Mr. Campbell had him taken
at once to St. Luke's Hospital. Yesterday
the patient was resting easily.

The word of the accident reached the city
yesterday. Last night great regret whs
heard about the Columbia Club, of which
Elliott is a member.

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PRESIDENT ROOSEVELT

BOTH CRITICISED AND

DEFENDED CONGRESS

Spirited Debate in the House on
the Recognition of the Pan-

ama Republic.

SPEECH BY R. R. HITT

W ho Denied the President Had
Acted Precipitately in Isth-

mian Affairs.

DEBATE IN THE SENATE

Cuban Reciprocity Bill Discussed
Investigation of Panama Ques-

tion Demanded.

WASHINGTON, Deo. ll-T- he birth of the
Republic of Panama and its recognition by
this government was Um subject of a spir-
it.id debate in the House to-da- y. Mr. Dins-mor- e,

an Arkausas Democrat, during con-

sideration of the peusions appropriation bill,
severely criticised the administration in con-

nection with the canal, and Mr. Hitt, an
Illinois Republican, chairman of the foreign
affairs committee, replied In a vigorous de-

fense of the President and his Central
American policy. Mr. Williams, of Missis-
sippi, the minority leader, replied to Mr.
Hitt, declaring that the minority did not
condone the part taken by this government
in the Panama affairs. Nearly the whole of
the four hours session was taken up in a
discussion of the isthmian question. No
conclusion was reached on the pension bill.
Mr. Van Voorhis, of Ohio, of the appropria-
tions committee, made a statement con-

cerning the provisions of the bill, when the
debate digressed to Panama.

In the course of his speech Mr. Dinsmore,
referring to the provisions of the Panama
canal bill, said: "Here Is the law. Did the
President obey it? Everybody knows that
he made no pretense of obeying the law.
Has any excuse been offered why he did not
obey It? He has not even vouchsafed to
Congress, whose law he violated, the slight-
est excuse. Is he above the law? Indeed,
Mr. Chairman, if this is true, we have come
upon evil times, wheu the executive power
of the government can usurp authority and
cast aside the express wish of Congress de-

clared in law."
MR. HITT'S REPLY.

When Mr. Hitt arose to reply he said
there was nothing hasty or unique in the
recognition of the new republic, as it oc-

curred five days after the promulgation of
the independence of the republic.

Mr. Williams asked if this was not the
lirst time in South American history "that
the other fellow had been prevented from
shooting back."

Mr. Hitt replied that he had seen It stated
in the press but did not know it to be so,
but said that troops could be sent to Co-

lon ouly to Interfere with traffic on the
isthmus, and that the United States Is
under obligation to prevent interruption of
this traffic.

The President, said Mr. Hitt, had not been
precipitate, but had waited a reasonable
time. "But," he added, "he did not waste
time; he never does." This utterance was
loudly applauded on the Republican side.
"Ordinarily," Mr. Hitt went on, "when
a ship is In port and a disturbance or in-

surrection occurs, we land troops to pro-
tect Americans from being killed or
robbed. We have done that in France and
we would do it anywhere. In case of Pana-
ma our situation was different from that
of any tpot on earth. We had a solemn
and binding engagement which had been
Impressed upon us by all the years. Often
we were called upon by the Colombian gov-
ernment, oftener by event!, to enforce the
obligation to keep that path open from
sea to sea; not to aid 11 or f to suppress re-
bellion but to keep the path open; and
when we landed troops at Colon their duty
under the treaty was plain to let no armed
men or cause of any kind disturb the open,
free course of commerce or of movement
in the pathway across the isthmus.

CRUMPACKER WILL

URGE AK INVESTIGATION

Wants the House to Determine
Status of the Title to the

Isle of Pines.

INDIANIANS INTERESTED

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
WASHINGTON. Dec. 11. The House com-

mittee on judiciary will not take up the
Crumpacker resolution relating to the Isle
of Pines until after the holidays. Repre-
sentative Crumpacker will appear before
the committee to urge that an investigation
be made to determine whether title to the
land is in Cuba or the United States. Mr.
Crumpacker offered the resolution last
Tuesday and made a vigorous speech in
support of it. He thinks an inquiry should
be made to determine whether the Isle of
Pines is properly within the meaning of
the Constitution. The Senate is now con-

sidering a treaty ceding to Cuba sover-
eignty over the Isle of Pines. Judge Crum-
packer believes the House should go on
record in the case of the Isle of Pines in
order that it may not be ernbarrassed by a
question of this character in the future.
He is of opinion the island should go to
Cuba, but believes the facts should go on
record showing that the House acquiesces
intelligently in the negotiations of the
treaty-makin- g power in disposing of the
island in order that no wrong precedent
might be established and the rights of the
House jeopardised. Many Americans, in-
cluding several lndlanians, are interested
in the matter, having purchased lands in
the island.

SAN DOMINGO. Dec. 11. I'nited States
Minister Powell has been officially informed
thät the provisional government is not dis-

Minister
Powell has replied that the government of
the United States considers the cases of the
San Domingo Company, the rights ot the
Clyde Steamship Company under its con-
cessions, and the claims of J. Sala & Co.

While highly
appreciating the value of all reasonable
athletic sports, the board will aim to
sharply check all tendencies toward rowdy-
ism and savagery which characterize the
play of many of the prominent institutions
of the country. The statistics of the game
for the year show a startling list of playeYI
killed and the serious maiming of many
more. No self-resp- et ting school organiza-
tion should tolerate such manslaughter in
the name of athletics and the board will
not fail to take notice of brutality in play,
and. Ii need be, it will stop it to prohibit
the game in the schools."

SLAIN WOMAN'S RELATIVES

NOT WILLING TO TESTIFY

BEF0RETHE6RAND JURY

M. L. Barbour Proves Recalcitrant,
but Is Ordered to Answer

All Questions.

TOWN IS STILL EXCITED

Indictment May Be Returned Soon
at Rising Sun, but No Arrest

Before Sunday.

MANY RUMORS AFLOAT

Public Feeling Influenced by Ac-

tion of W itnesses Funeral of
Victim To-Morro- w.

Fpecial to the Indianapolis Journal.
RISING BI N. Ind.. Der. 11 The grand

jury spent another day iu probing the as-

sassination of Miss Elisabeth Gillespie, but
did not conclude Its examination of wit-

nesses. Therefore the name of the assassin
is not yet officially knowu. It is possible,
however, that an indictment will be re-

turned before ail the wttassses summoned
have been examined, but it was reported
to-nig- ht that no arrest would be made until
after the funeral of the victim on Sunday.

The town is still much excited over the
tragedy, and the leaking from the grand
jury room are not of a nature to quiet pub-

lic feeling. Yesterday James Gillespie. Miss
Gillespie's twin brother, to whom the finger
of suspicion has pointed, proved a recalci-
trant witness. This morning Myron L. Bar-
bour, assistant cashier of the national bank,
the man who went after a physician
when Miss Gillespie was shot, also was re-

calcitrant. He is connected with the Gil-

lespie family by marriage, his wife being a
sister of the wife of Dr. William Gillespie.
Mr. Barbour resides Just across the street
from the Gillespie homestead, and is said
to have been the first one to hear the plUful
call for help from the aged mother of ths
victim. Mr. Barbour was brought before
Judge Downey, of the Ohio Circuit Court,
this morning by the grand Jury and charged
with evading answers to questions aud re-

fusing to answer, aud with arguiug the
matter of questions propounded to him.

ORDERED TO ANSWER.
Judge Downey read the questions as pro-

pounded without making them public and
Informed the witness that they were
proper and right and ordered him to go
before the grand jury and answer them,
refraining from further attempts to evade
and from further argument. This proceed-
ing has added more fuel to the already in-

flamed feeling of the populace and is often
referred to In groups of persons anxiously
waiting further developments. While It Is
not known what were the questions, or even
the nature of them to which Mr. Barbour
refused to give answers at first, it is cur-
rently reported that they pertained to the
scenes about the two houses on opposite
sides of the street at the time of ThT
tragedy. As neither James Gillespie nor
Mrs. Seward crossed the street at the time
of the tragedy or since, it is reported that
the witness was being quesUoned as to
their whereabouts between 5 and 6 o'cloct
last Tuesday evening. After Barbour was
taken before Judge Downey and told by the
court that he must answer the questions or
be sent to Jail for contempt of court, he
went back into the grand Jury room and
answered the questious. Mr. Sarah Bunu,
her daughter Georgie and Early Seward, a
son of Mrs. Seward, sister of the victim,
also testified.

The officials are still working vigorously
and unceasingly in their efforts to secure
positive proof of the criminal. The various
matters of family differences nnd disputes
between Elizabeth Gillespie and her broth-
er James an being gone over time and
again and every statement or action near
the time of the shooting so far as tt can
be ascertained is being inquired into. Many
reports of whispered conversations in dark
places are mentioned and the names of the
persons and their whereabouts on the fatal
evening are being investigated. The grand
jury h.is a task before It and it may be sev-
eral days befor It returns an indictment,
but it is the consensus of opinion that when
it does report the evidence back of the in-

dictment will be amply sufficient to convict.
PROSECUTOR IS FEARLE88.

Deputy Prosecuting Attorney Rodman L-Da-
vis

has sole charge of the prosecution.
Mr. Davis is an able lawyer. He was pros-
ecuting attorney here and in this judicial
circuit for many years and has had much
experience in ferreting out crime. In addi-

tion to this, the father of Miss Glllesplo
was one of the warmest friends Mr. Daria
ever had. Dr. William Gillespie, sr., and
Mr. Davis were inseparable friends and as-
sociates. The people here, therefore, say it
is little wonder that Mr. Davis should now
devote his best efforts and talents in his at-
tempt to fix the murder of the daughter of
his old friend where It belongs, and regard-les- s

of where the blow may fall.
It is evident the mystery must be
ft rreted out by the authorities of
Ohio county alone. The chief of pollct
at Cincinnati, over the long-distan- ce tele-
phone, to-da- y ssld he could not send detec-
tives outside of the State and the same
word came from Louisville. The Gillespie
family is wealthy, but it is said that none
of the members of that family would com-
ply with the request of the local authori-
ties for a reward or the employment of
detectives. It Is also stated that the OUles
pies refused to testify to anything the vic-
tim may have said from the time of the
shooting on Tuesday evening until her
death on Thursday evening. The victim's
twin brother, on advice of his counsel, re-

fused to answer questions before the grand
jury, even after arraignment before Jt.dge
Downey, and still refuses to talk to news-
paper men or others. Members of the fam-
ily openly express their indignation over
James tlillesple being called before the
grand Jury with his slxteen-gaug- e shotgun
and cartridges.

Frank Sebastian, a negro, to-da- y told the
p. dice that he was near the Gillespie resi-
dence when the shot was tired. He says he
saw the flash of the gun but failed to rec-
ognize the person.

RELIEVED OF SUSPICION.
