WATER IS CONTAMINATED

WASHINGTON, Dec. 11. The War De-

partment has determined to withdraw the
artillery compunles now at Havana and
Santiago, and keep them In the United
State until such time as they are needed
at the naval stations. The companies at
Santiago are the Seventeenth and Nine-
teenth and at Havana the Twentieth and
Twenty-secon- d. The reasons assigned by
Lieutenant General Young, chief of staff,
and by Major General CbnrTee, his assist-
ant, for bringing the companies back to
the United States are the conditions of the
water supply at Havana and Santiago and
the lack of appropriations for fortifications
of the two naval stations at Guantanamo
and Bahia Honda. The water at Santiago,
which was supplied to the men In Morro
Castle. It Is stated, had become contam-
inated, and In order for the men to remain
until the two naval stations were ready
f r them it would be necessary to build a
new pumping station. This was not
deemed advisable. General Chaffee, who
was a member of the joint army and navy
board which recently made a visit to
Cuba in the liuffalo. emphatically denied
the suggestion that Cuba might have in-

dicated a wish for the recall of the troops.
cjuartermnster General Humphrey Is

making preparations to bring the troops
back snd will utilize the transport Sumner,
now at New York, for this purpose. It Is
the present intention to have them depart
from Cuba within th-- - next fifteen da 's.

EVILS IN GERMAN ARMY

AIRED IITHE REICHSTAG

Brutality and Immorality of Of-
ficers Discussed by the Min-

ister of War.

BAD PRIVATES BLAMED

BERDIN. Dec. 11. In the Reichstag to-
day War Minister Von Einem entered
earnestly into the charge of brutality and
Immorality brought against German army
officers, without attempting to exculpate
them. He admitted there had been abuses
and declared the army administration was
determined to correct them so far as pos-
sible. Nobody regretted the evils more thanEmperor William, who never lost an op-
portunity to impress the seriousness of
the offenses that had been brought to
light.

Referring to Lieutenant Bllsen's hook,
"A Little Garrison." telling of alleged ac-
tions discreditable to officers, for writing
which the lieutenant was sentenced to sixmonths' imprisonment and to dismissal
from the army, the war minister said it
contained a certain amount of truth, butwas not true that every lieutenant in thesmall garrisons lived as Bilsen had de-
scribed. The minister did not deny the pos-
sibility of corrupt relations between off-
icers and women in a few cases, but the as-
sertion that such were the rule was a
slander against German womanhood. Thespeaker said he recalled with pride and
Joy the friendships he formed as a young
ofllcer with the wives and daughters of his
superiors. They threw home Influences
around the young officers, often earning
the gratitude of distant mothers by af-fordi- ug

the former good counsel and refin-
ing surroundings.

Regarding the brutalities, the minister
declared that such Incidents were notwholly inexplicable. There was the bad
private soldier as well as the bad ser-
geant, and the bad private was largely re-
sponsible for the whole difficulty, "suc-
ceeding by the most devilish Ingenuity to
so embitter the noncommissioned officers
that the latter finally vented their angerupon the weaklings." This type of private
had always existed and was more com-
mon under Social Democratic influence.
The Social Democrats asserted that mili-
tarism enslaved, brutalized and stupefied
the people and suppressed freedom ofthought. If this were true Germany should
be In a sad condition, since Germany was
a universal military service country. Butthis was not true, as Ormnn" had suc- -
querlng a large part of the markets of the

minister continued, fifty officers and 577
noncommissioned officers and good-servic- e

men were punished for mistreatment ofprivate soldiers. Reckoning percentages,

misuse of authority. The convictions were
really fewer during the recent agitation
than in some other years. However, thearmy administration had determined tostop mistreatment altogether. Even 100
cases a year would be intolerable.

Two bills introduced in the Senate open
the way for consideration of the currency
and banking question along new lines, of-

fering a middle ground between the wishes
of the advocates of asset currency and the
views of those who would adhere to the
present policy. One of the bills provides
that national hanks in towns of not more
than 20,000 population may loan money on
real estate security up to the amount of
the capital and surplus of the banks, such
real estate security to be taken at one-thir- d

its real value, and providing for rules and
regulations by the controller of the cur-
rency to govern such transactions.

In the other bill a plan is proposed con-
taining the features of the Aldrich deposit
bill. It provides that banks having on de
posit less than the full possible amounts of
national bonds as security for circulation
may obtain additional circulation up to the
amount of their capital by deposits of
State, municipal and certain approved rail-
way bonds. If such bonds shrink in value
below par, the banks must deposit an
amount of lawful money to make up the
deficiency.

mall, the fees of postmasters on this
amount of mall reached a total of $716,765.

BASIS OF REPRESENTATION.
The basis of representation as decided by

the committee shall be one delegate for each
200 votes, or fraction of 100 or over, cast for
Daniel E. Storms, Republican candidate for
secretary of state, at tho last State elec-

tion.
The second rule, providing that all nomi-

nations of the party shall be either by direct
primary or by delegate convention, was
stricken out. After some discussion it was
decided that mass conventions were desir-
able In some counties, especially those in
which the Republicans are In a minority,
and that the manner of nominations should
be left to the several county committees.

The third rule, providing that if the nomi-
nations are made by direct primary and are
not held under the provisions of the pres-
ent primary election law. such primary
shall be held as nearly as possible in con-
formity with the provisions and regulations
of the existing election laws, was adopted
without amenrimi ut.

The fourth, providing that delegates to all
conventions, State, district, congressional
and legislative, shall be chosen by the Re-
publican voters and that in no case shall
any delegates be selected or appointed by
any candidate or committee, directly or in-

directly, provoked considerable discussion.
in the end it was amended by the addi-

tion of a clause providing that nothing in
the rule should prevent a county from In-

structing Its delegates by a direct vote to
vote for a certain candidate as long as he
was a candidate. The argument for the
adoption of this amendment was that in a
county where there were two candidates for
a nomination one of them might receive an
overwhelming majority of the total Repub-
lican vote of tho county and yet. under the
original rule, It might be possible for the
other candidate to secure one or more of the
delegates fiom that county.

CHAIRMAN MAKES DECISION.
The nfth rule, providing that In the legis-

lative districts embracing two or more
counties, when the county chairman of
such district or the district committee shall
fail to agree either as to the time, place or
the manner of holding and calling the con-

ventions for the purpose of nominating
legislative candidates, the chairman of the
state committee shall make the decision;
and the sixth, providing that in case of the
disability 01 any county cnairman, or a va-
cancy in such position by death, resignation
or otherwise, the duties and power of such
chairman shall vest In and devolve upon
the chairman of the congressional district
until a successor shall have been regularly
elected, were adopted without material
change.

The committee did not give out. officially,
the ruls as adopted, but will issue them
within the next week or ten days, probably
at the same time the call for the district
conventions is sent out.

The committee instructed State Chairman
Goodrich to proceed with the arrangements
for the love feast, to be held during the
holidays, and the chairman will name a
committee to take charge of the affair with-
in a few days.

NO HOTEL NAMED.
The question of selecting a hotel for off-

icial Republican headquarters was not
taken up, the pressure of other business
prolonging the meeting until a late hour.

SHARPLY ARRAIGNED AGAIN

Objections to Judge Cleaveland's
Decision Elaborated by Mrs.

Bennett's Counsel.

THAT SEALED LETTER

NEW HAVEN. Conn.. Dec. ll.-Co- unsel

for Mrs. Bennett, widow of Philo S. Ben-

nett, to-da- y filed a long statement of the
reason for the appeal recently taken from
the decision of Probate Judge Cleaveland
in relation to Mr. Bennett's will. In the
formal notice of appeal it was briefly an-

nounced that objection would be taken to
all the bequests In the will providing for
trust funds for educational purposes to be
administered by Mr. and Mrs. William J.
Bryan, and also to the appointment of Mr.
Bryan as executor and trustee. That state-
ment was elaborated In the document filed
to-da- y, which, after repeating the clauses
of the will to which objection is taken,
says in effect that Mr. and Mrs. Bryan
"Induced and persuaded Mr. Bennett to
sign a paper addressed to William J. Bry-
an, and to copy a considerable portion of
another paper, the said copy to be ad-

dressed to Mrs. Bennett. The papers re-
ferred to are the sealed letter by which
Mr. Bryan and family were to be given
$50,000 by consent of Mrs. Bennett, and a
letter similar in purport which Mr. Bryan
produced In court." ,

The appeal says it was then the inten-
tion of Mr. Bryan and his wife that only
the sealed letter addressed to Mrs. Ben-
nett was to be brought to her knowledge,
"and that was for the purpose of in-
ducing her to permit William JL Bryan to
get the 150,000." It is also declared to have
been the Intention of Mr. and Mrs. Bryan
not to make public the other paper ad-
dressed to Mr. Bryan as "My dear Mr.
Bryan," or to have it brought to the
knowledge of Mrs. Bennett.

"The writing addressed to this appellant,
the wife of Mr. Bennett, did not state the
real and true arrangement which Mr. and
Mrs. Bryan had induced Mr. Bennett to
enter Into with them. The fact that tho
children of Mr. and Mrs. Bryan are to re-
ceive $15,000 of Mr. Bennett's money was
not stated, but, on the contrary, the writ-
ing addressed to the widow expressly stated
that if William J. Bryan for any reason is
unwilling to receive that sum for himself.

Federal Judge Jackson Holds They
Were Justified in Killing a

Lawless Miner.

LABOR LAWYERS APPEAL

CHARLESTON, W. Va., Dec. 11. United
States Judge John Jay Jackson to-da- y de-

cided the habeas corpus case of John Laing
and Stewart Hurt, holding they were fed-

eral officers, acting under process of the
United States Court when they killed John
Harless, and, therefore, were justified, and
are not amenable to State courts. Laing is
an operator and Hurt is in his employ.
They accompanied Deputy Marshal Cun-
ningham last winter to arrest John Har-
less, a leader among the striking miners,
for whom Cunningham had a rule in con-
tempt for violating United States Judge
Keller's "blanket injunction." Harless fled
when Cunningham and others approached
his house. As he went by, Laing and Hurt,
who had been told to look out for him.
fired and killed him, claiming self-defens- e,

as Harless, with revolver in hand, was de-

fying arrest. Laing and Hurt were held In
Raleigh county jail and denied ball. After
their indictment a writ of habeas corpus
w.t.-- sued out of the United States Court.
At first Judge Sanders, of the State court,
refused to obey the writ, but afterwards al-
lowed the marshal to take the men from
the county Jail. Judge Jackson heard the
case last June, reserving decision until to-
day, when he recited the facts about Har-
less repeatedly resisting marshals, being
under several indictments when he was
killed, disregarding injunctions, leading
large armed forces at Stanaford City,
where five men were killed and thirty
wounded, and at Atkinsville, where Cun-
ningham and others narrowly escaped
death, and repeatedly saying "he would
never be taken alive."

The court held that Harless was a fugi-
tive and that Ialng and Hurt, as special
deputies, were clothed with sufficient pow-
ers to justify any necessary means to make
the arrest, and that as Harless was threat-
ening them they were justified in shooting.
It held also that they were under restraint
of the State court in violation of their
rights as citizens of the United States and
ordered their discharge.

Attorneys for the State and the United
Mine Workers of America, who were prose-
cuting Laing and Hurt, gave notice of ap-
peal, and judgment was suspended to give
them time to prepare the proper papers.
This will be done by to-morr- morning
and the case will go to the United States
Circuit Court of Appeals.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Dec. 11. The United
States legation states the advices regard-
ing the Alexandretta affair confirm the re-
ports of the violence of the police and ti
attack on Consul Davis, who had only used
his cane In self-defens- e. It appears that
Attarian, the naturalised American, who
had asked for Consul Davis's assistance to
enable him to embark for Egypt, was ar-
rested by a subterfuge. After he had em-
barked in a consular boat of Mr. Da vie
Mr. Attarian was invited to land to under-
go fumigation, whereupon the man was
suddenly seised by three policemen and
promptly locked up. Mr. Davis, in attempt-
ing to interpose, was assaulted by the po-
lice, and was obliged to defend himself
with his cane. Attarian is still a prisoner.

UNABLE TO AGREE.

Building Contractors at Odds Re-

garding Union Labor Attitude.
CHICAGO, Dec. 11. After a day of ora-

tory and of waiting for the report of the
constitution committee the building con
tractors' conference adjourned until to-
morrow without adopting a constitution or
any part of one.

While the
general trend of opinion seems to favor the
adoption of the open-shop- " Idea as ap-
plied in Chicago, there is a strong senti-
ment in favor of an uncompromising open-sh- op

policy.
It is believed, however, that the policy of

conciliation, as outlined in the proposed
constitution, will be adopted for the new
organization.
