In speaking of the proposed union of all
the Presbyterian churches in the United
States, the Rev, J. Cumming Smith, pastor
of the Tabernacle Presbyterian Chureh, said
that such a union would be heralded by the
members of the Unlted States,

“The Presbyterian churches have beéen
working towards that end for over twenty-
five years,'” sald Mr. Smith, “and there is
no reason why a union should not be con-
summated, as all the Presbyterian churches
have one creed, one teaching and one
people. The Methodist churches have a
union, and we should have one also.”’

WARMER TO-DAY.

Weather Man Promises a Rise in
Temperature.

Time and temperature are indeed keep-
Ing step with one another. As Christmas
and its merry bells draws nearer the mer-
cury with almost a jovial determination, for
the winter days are as bright as one could
ask, drops lower and lower below the freez-
ing point. Yesterday the lowest temper-
ature of the winter was reached. At 7
o'clock yesterday morning the officlal
weather bureau reported that the merecury
had dropped to 10 above zero, a point 4

degrees lower than any yet reached since
freezing weather set in.

However, later in the day, the mercury
climbed slowly upwards until at 3 o'clock
in the afternoon it stood at 38, several de-
Frees above the freesing mark. At 7 o'clock
ast night it had dropped to & above. The
United States weather bureau forecasts for
to-day a rising temperature with probably
rain or snow.

The extreme cold weather Is by no means
general, but is limited almost altogether to
the lake reglons and Minnesota. In the
East and the Southwest there Is a rising
