Boulogne. The occupants of the pony cart
weére thrown out and the groom was slight-
ly and the supposed young man seriously
injured. The latter was removed to a hes-
pital. There he was placed In the male

and the doctors were pregparing for an
operation when they found the injured per-
son to be a woman. Bhe was removed to the
female ward and was identifiled as the
daughter of Count Ogler d'Ivry. A medical
eéxamination disclosed that her skull was
fractured jn three p’aces and she dled soon
aflter.

The countess was twenty years old and
her blonde halr was cut short. It was ex-
plained that she was In the habit of assum-
ing male attire to avold attracting the at-
tention of men. The d'lvry famlly is highly

connected. The count is a retired army offl-
cer and the author of a number of poetical

works Including “Rhymes of Cape and
Bword."

A member of the famlily's entouruge says
the countess was fond of daring feats of
horsemanship and liked to drive tallyho

drags and fours-in-hand. She found that
male dress attracted less attentlon while
driving and when thus attired was one of
the mest daring drivers en the avenues.
The family has a chateau at Nerac, in the
Department of Lot et Garonne, where the
peasants were familiar with the countess’'s
strange costume and daring.

He comsiders him the greatest Catholic
thinker of France. He believes the abbe
writes In good faith and says he should
be heard before he is condemned.

The Pope has expressed his satisfaction to
Cardinal Satolll at the work now ip prog-
ress of restoring the basllica of St. John
Lateran, especlally the roof, which threat-
ened to fall In. The late Pope Leo XIII
had already given a sum of money for the
church’'s restoration, but it being insufii-

cient, he interested the Frauciscans in the
matter and they made a quest throughout
the world. Pope l.eo requested the Fran-
ciscans to engage in this work because of
the legend, painted by Giotto, according to
which St. Francis of Assisi, In one of his
visions, saw the Lateran Church falling,

and the saint, by order of Christ, hastening
to uphold the walls.

JAPAN HAS RECEIVED
A REPLY FROM RUSSIA

Has Not Yet Indicated
Whether the Modifications

Are Acceptable.

ST. PETERSBURG, Dec. 12.-It is said
at the Foreign Office here that no reply has
been recelved by Admiral Alexieff, the Rus-
sian viceroy in the far East, regarding the
modifications of the Japanese proposals

submitted by Admiral Alexieff to Baron
De Rosen, the Russian minister to Japan.
1t Is presumed here that Baron De Rosen

might informally consult the Japanese au-
thorities,” but it is not known if he will
pursue this course. The Foreign Office
denles that China and Russia have reached
an agreement covering the evacuation of
Manchuria,

The Novoe Vremya to-day denies that
Russia is temporizing in the Russo-Japan-
ese negotiations.

According to the Novokrai, of Port Ar-
thur, the Russian troops in the far East are
suffering greatly from extreme cold. Al-
though 10 degrees of frost were registered
at Tallenwan, the soldiers are still in tents,
and the hospital facilities are inadequate.

TOKIO, Dec. 12.—Russia’s reply has been
received. The Russian minister informed
Premlier Kahsura yesterday that Russia
entertains Japan's proposals, probably with
modifications.

The general election has been fixed for
March 1. There Is no excitement here, not-
withstanding the dissolution of the Diet,
which, it is expected, will have little ef-
fect on the diplomatle situation. The gov-
ernment Is calm and confident, and appar-
ently resolved to prosecute the negotia-
tions according to the original plan.

EMBLEM OF LIBERTY
DENOUNCED AS FARCE

W. D. O'Brien Refused to Toast
the American Flag at Con-

tractors’ Banquet.

CHICAGO, Dec. 12.—-William D. O'Brien,
toastmaster at the banquet of contractors
and builders at the Auditorium Hotel has
refused to toast the American flag as an
emblem of liberty.

“Why, the emblem of liberty is a farce,”

he cried, “when men are shot down in the
streets because they are tryving to earn an
honest living; when we are afraid to assert

our rights for fear some labor organization
will oppose us!

“It is ridiculous,” he declared, *“to think

you should be obliged to waste your time

discussing your rights with walking dele-
gates, business agents and labor leaders.

You have your rights and no man should
be abie to step In and dictate to you and
tell you where yvour rights begin and end.
We want to make this national organization
so strong that it will’ never again be nec-
essary for us to confer day after day with
labor leaders to obtain our rights,

“If a man Is not a union member and is
loyal to you, you must be loyal to him. We
must be able to obtain Iiberty in every
sense of the word and not merely privileges.
The conditions are disgraceful which make
it necessary for us to consult with our em-
ployes at every step.”

Contractor William Grace, of Chicago,
declared that he was tired of being told
what to do by Gompers and Mitchell and
other labor leaders. Mr. Grace declared that
the running of the United States mail cars
without police during the recent strike had
made him think that his rights and the
rights of every American citizen were just
as sacred as the mail cars. By other speak-
ers all the troubles of the bullders were
lald at the door of organized labor, The
feeling of the “open shop™ was strong.

NEW YORK, Dec. 12—-The Westminster
Abbey authorities have declined to permit
the ashes of Herbert Spencer to be sepul-
chered in the British Valhalla, aeccording .
to a World dispatch from London. They
were informally approached, but expressed
regret that it was impossible.

“FREE TERRITORY”
AND “OPEN SHOP”

Two Radical Declarations Adopted
by the Convention of Building
Contractors at Chicago.

CHICAGO, Dec. 12.—Contractors in con-
vention here to-day moved for free compe-
tition in every cjty in the United States.
An amendment to their constitution to this
effect was passed. This is a direct blow at
the agreements Retween contractors and
building material manufacturers, which pre-
vented a honresident contractor from se-
curing contracts for bullding except in his
own immediate territory.

After two hours of deadlock on the “open
shop” question, the new associatin to-

day, according to ‘a *“‘closed shop' exponent,
who bolted the meeting, adopted as the
open ghop clause of their constitution a
clause that declares every contractor who
grants the closed shop a violater not only of
the laws of that organization, but of the
laws of the United States. .

This takes the place of the clause drafted

by the by-law committee that made it op-

tional with the members to grant the closed
shop if deemed advisable.

Examinations will be held and before
many months one car in each Eastern Illi-
nois train, both freight and passenger, will
have an emergency box well stocked with
the necessary articles to use In accidents.

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BERLIN, Deec. 12.—Emperor Willlam and
the Empress arrived here to-day. from
Potsdam. They were warmly cheered by
the crowds in the streets. It was the Em-
peror's first appearance outside the park
of the new palace at FPotsdam since the
operation on his throat. He looked per-
fectly strong and healthy, his cheeks hav-
ing a good color, such as he naturally
would have from hours spent every day
in the open alr of the park.

‘The Emperor and Empress came to Ber-
Iin on a special train which arrived at the
Potsdam station here at 3 p. m. The Em-
peror walked briskly, almost jauntily, from
the private entrance of the station to'a
closed court carriage, pausing for an in-
stant to acknowledge by a military salute
the cheers of the accldental crowds at-
tracted by the sight of the court equipage
and unusual details of police, for no one
knew precisely what member of the royal
family was expected.

Spontaneous cheers broke out as the Em-
peror became visible in the doorway. The
inhabitants of Berlin are not much given
to cheering, and the outburst therefore was
remarkable. Similar demonstrations took
place all along the thorsughfare from the
station to the Royal Academy of Arts on
the part of crowds of Christmas shoppers,
most of whom, however, could barely catch
a glimpse of the Emperor's features
through the window of his carriage.

His Majesty was recelved at the academy
by the director and the members of his
gtaff. He went specially to see the mural
decorations for the new cathedral, and com-
mented on them, it i= said, with his usual
animation, not speaking a great deal, but

Rumors of a Conspiracy Revived
by Arrest of Two Portuguese
Game Keepers.

Court Declines to Prevent Boston

Gas Company Merger.

BOSTON, Deec. 12.—The injunction asked

for by Receiver Pepper, of the Bay State
Gas Company of Delaware, in his suit

agalnst the Mercantile Trust Company of
New York and Kidder, Peabody & Co. and

others of Boston, was refused to-day by
Judge Hammond, of the Supreme Court of
Massachusetts.

The application was for an injunction re-
straining the consolidation of the Boston
gas companies. The decision touches mere-
ly one phase of the general gas contro-
versy, the chief feature of which is the at-
tempt of Receiver Pepper to nullify the sale
of varions Boston gas companies and the
Bay State Gas Company to the Massachu-
setts Gas Company on the ground of the
insufficlency of transfer price.

GERMANY DISPLESE

QUEER PHASE OF FGHT
FOR EMIGRANT TRAFFC

Another Hole in the German Drag-
net for Russians and Austrians
Closed by Saxony.

GREEDY STEAMER LINES

BERLIN, Dec. 12—The competition for
the Russian emigrant traffic has assumed
a new phase. The German steamship com-
panies, which have long enjoyed the pre-
dominant share of this traffic, have at last
succeeded in stopping one loop-hole through
which emigrants from the northern half
of the continent reached competing lines.
During the cholera outbreak of 1883 the
Prussian government became concerned on
account of the danger of infection and per-
suaded the North Germd Lloyd and Ham-
burg-American lines to undertake to pass
Russian emigrants through steam baths,
disinfect their belongings and agree to see
the emigrants across the sea or return them
to Russia or Austria as the case might be.
The arrangement proved mutually satis-
factory. The companies expended millions
for so-called “controlling stations,” at
eleven of the principal ports on the eastern
frontier.

The stations now comprise baths, hos-
pitals, steam cleaning and beds, lodging
barracks and administrative offices. All
emigrants, whether arriving by rallroad or
on foot, with or without passports, are com-
pelled by the police to stop at such sta-
tions. The police have acquired rare skill
in recognizing emigrants. Unless the in-
tending emigrants are able to satisfy the
agents of the German lines of their ability
to pay their passage over the sea and, if
going to the United States, to get through
the Ellis emigration station, they must
return whence they come. The companies,
naturally, have recognized the tickets of
other companies reluctantly, If at all, the
arrangement with the government being
designed to secure them a practical monop-
oly in return for their heavy expenditures.
The other companies never undertook to

c.mpete actively by sending agents to Rus-
sia to drum up business, but a considerable

portion of the emigrants were provided with

prepaid tickets from America, which often
read over the non-Geérman lines.

The difficulties on this ground finally led
to contracts with the Red Star, Holland-
American, White Star and American lines,
the German companies agreeing to give the
two former. their overflow business during
the rush season and to recognize the White
Star line and American line prepaid tickets.
Until the present time Russian and Aus-
trian emigrants were¢ able ‘to pass through
Saxony, where no control stations had been

to imitate the P’russian example of sealing
the eastern frontiers, except through the
North German Lloyd and Hamburg-Amer-
fcan Companies’ stations. The closure of
this hole in the German dragnet is occa-
sioning caustic comment on the part of the
competing companies, which demand the
German government administrate the sta-
tions impartially and recognize the tickets
of all companies. This, however, is not
likely to be done, the governments belng
glad to get rid of the expense. Moreover, it
is sald that the present arrangements have
not led to a single complaint on the part
of the Prussian government in years.

ARRESTED FOR MURDER.

Six Kentuckians Killed
Robbed Unknown White Men.

HOPKINSVILLE, Ky., Dec. 12.—-Frank

As the stranger lay sleeping by a fire In
the woods Meriwether, it is sald, crushed

his skull with an ax and Holland cut his
throat. The men then robbed the body of
about $100, They had followed the vietim
from a saloon, where he had displayed
the money, The body was horribly mutilat-
ed and the feet cut off and buried to hide
the erime. The prisoners were brought here
for safe keeping.
