FOUR TAXKS OF OIL
SPILLED OX GROUND

United Oil Company Suffered Con-

siderable Loss Near Montpelicr
Efforts to Find Culprit.

MONTPEL1 BR, Ind., Der. 12. The United

Oil Company, which has leases on the C.
Q. Shull and James West farms, four miles
north of Montpeller. has lost four tanks of
oil since the 17th of November by it being
run out on the graund by some one during
the night In each case the tank was full
when the valvea were opened and the oil
rtm out. At the present price the loss to
the company represents $1.000.

The first tank was tapped on the 17th of
last month on the Shull farm, and a few
hours after two on the West farm were run
out. On "Wednesday night of this week the
Weert farm was again visited and another
tank of the fluid was run out on the
ground.

F. R Buck, the local manager, is at a
loss to know who they are that are doing
the dirty work, but will Investigate the case
thoroughly. A Plnkerton detective from
Chicago is at work on the case. He has se-
cured bloodhounds from Marion, O., and is
using them to trail the guilty.

Tae matter has been kept a secret, but a
report was circulated that the Standard
oil Company's tanks were tapped, which
brought out the facts mentioned in the
2oregolng.

Refused to Attend the Dance

of the Sigma Nu.

GIRLS' MASS MEETING

BLOOMINGTON, Ind., Dec. 12. --The boy-

cott situation has not changed since yester-
day, but an incident connected with the
Sigma Nu dance lust night furnished food
for considerable gossip and speculation.
Two prominent members of the Kappa
sorority, who had declared their Intention
cf keeping "dates" and refusing to obey
the "Big Five," refused to go to the Sigma
Nu function at the last minute. Two mem-
bers of the "Big Five" had a "heart-to-hear- t"

talk with the girls while the Sigma
Nu men waited outside. The result was
that both decided not to go to the dance.

At a mass meeting of the sorority girls
this morning Prof. Mary Breed, dean of
women, spoke on the subject of late hours.
Miss Breed refused absolutely to talk to
reporters, but the facts of the meeting were
learned from reliable sources. The boycott
was not discussed. Theta Kappa and Pi
Phi were well represented and Miss Breed
made a short talk. In which she stated ob-

jections to the late hours at which dances
break up. One o'clock Is about the average
time for "Homo, Sweet Home," but the
dean cited an instance where the last dance
was 5 a. m.

The idea of consulting with the faculty
was voted down by a big majority. It is
reported that the girls were unable to come
to an agreement satisfactory to all, and
that nothing definite was done. All were
pledged to secrecy regarding what was
done.

MARSHAL AFRAID OF
OUTBREAK BY A MOB

Slayer of Dennis McCann, at Ca-seyvil- le,

Surrenders at Brazil
Futile Effort to Secure Him.

BRAZIL, Ind., Dec. 12. Dennis McCann,

who was shot by Marshal Harmon at Uasey-viil- e

Thursday night, died last evening of
his injuries. His death has caused con-

siderable Indignation among his friends
and Mr. Harmon, to avoid trouble, came to
this city last night and surrenlered to
Marshal Schrepferman and was locked up.

Some hours afterwards four men from
Caseyvllle arrived here and demanded the
prisoner, declaring they had been sworn in
as officers to come here and secure Harmon
and take him to the Parke county Jail, as
the crime had been committed In that
county. Their story was not believed and
Harmon was not given up.

Harmon says the shooting of McCann was
accidental; that he drew his revolver on
Patrick Kincade and while scuffling with
him it was discharged, the bullet entering
MoCann's abdomen, he being only a few
feet away watching the arrest. Mr. Har-
mon says he has reasons to believe the
toughs of Caseyvllle had planned to kill
him, as he had frequently arrested them
since he was elected marshal of that town.

HAS W0ÜS HYBRID

Cross of Dog and Goat That Ex-

cites the Interest of Stockmen
All Over the County.

I covered with the silky fleece of an Angora
goat, from which it differs only in color, is
owned by Hosh Mills, a bartender of this
city. The little animal is a most beautiful
creature and has many unusual character-
istics.

The mother of the dog is an Irish setter
and the sire is said to be one of the most
beautiful specimens of the goat family to
be found. A massive head of the St. Ber-
nard adorns a short, thick body not over
eighteen inches long, and its height does
not exceed six inches. Its legs are short
and the feet unusually large, while a stub-
by tall points skyward. The little freak is
one of a litter of ten pups, and the remain-
der possessed no features similar to this
one. It seemed more "pert" from the start
than Its little brothers and sisters, and the
mother seemed to take especial pride in
caressing it in preference to them, espe-
cially when any one is around.

The cross in breeding Is thought to be one
of the most remarkable ever heard of In
this country. The hybrid is covered with
a fleece that is silky in texture and so thick
that one is unable to pull it apart farenough to see the skin.

Mills prizes the animal very highly, and,though numerous offers have been madefor it. he has refused to part with it. Sofar as known this is the only cross of thiskind on record and stockmen all over thecountry have become interested in the mat- -
ter.

WATER SUPPLY CUT
OFF FROM LAPORTE

Directors of the Water Company
Resent Court's Order Prevent-

ing Payment of Rental.

LAPORTE. Ind.. Dec. 1'.-- The city of La-por- te

is to-nig- ht facing a situation that is
considered alarming. At 6 o'clock to-nig- ht

the pumps of the Laporte Water Supply
Company, which supplies water from the.
little Kankakee river to the city pumping
station, were shut down indefinitely on or-

ders of the board of directors of the com-
pany, as the direct result of the Indiana
Supreme Court's order restraining City
Treasurer Frc.es from paying to the water
company $1,600 allowed by the City Council.

The city distribution station is now de-
pendent on the chain of lakes north of thecity for water supply, and in the event
that the Pine lake channel should freeze
solid there would remain but a mud holeat the end of the lake from which to pump
water.

The sudden coming of a cold wave atthis critical moment has causod much ap-
prehension among citizens, for a fire would
mean a calamity, the firemen being handi-
capped by an Insufficient wuter supply.
Fear Is also felt that the tire insurance
companies may withdraw from the city and
cancel all policies.

DESPERATE PRISONER

REMOVED SIX BRICKS'

Escape of Reformatory Convict
from Logansport Jail Barely

Prevented.

SHERIFF ON HIS GUARD

LOG ANS PORT, Ind., Dec. 12. But for

the quick ear of Sheriff Lewis Berkley,
which detected the noise made by a prisoner
in scraping the plastering from between the
bricks in the Cass county jail, there would
have been an Important jail delivery here
last night in which Clyde Musselman. a
notorious prisoner, would have made his
escape, not only from the Logansport
authorities, but also from the authorities of
the Jeffersonville Reformatory.

Musselman was sentenced several months
ago, from Peru, to a term In the southern
prison for horse stealing in Miami county.
and Friday he was brought here in cus-
tody of E. W. Peterson, a prison officer, to
testify against his pal. John Meeks. in-

dicted by the grand jury for highway rob-
bery and housebreaking, who is in jail
awaiting trial next Monday. To keep the
two apart, Musselman was placed in the
woman's department of the jail.

Yesterday afternoon Musselman started to
carry out his plan f escape. Breaking the
haudle from a hand mirror with a celluloid
back he used the small piece of steel which
strengthened the handle, t., scrape the mor-
tar from between the br'cks in the bath-
room at the end of th corridor, where
he had be. n allowed to walk about during
the day, and before his discovery, about 'J

o'clock last night, he had succeeded in re-
moving six bricks and had made a hole
large enough to pass his hand through the
opening. He had pried a piece of iron from
the bedstead and with this he forced the
bricks out of the wall.

The falling plaster and the scraping noiso
attracted the attention of Sheriff Beckley,
who hastened to investigate and found Mus-
selman hard at work. He was immediately
removed from the woman's department and
placed in a steel cage, where he will be held
for safe r jting until he Is returned to
the Reformatory to complete his sentence.
Had he not been Interrupted he would have
been free in less than half an hour. He
would have been able to pass through the
residence portion of the Jail to the street.

BANK OFFICIALS IN
A SERIOUS DILEMMA

Vault of a Connersville Institution
Out of Order for Two Days,

Tying Up the Resources.

CONNERSVILLE. Ind., Dec. 12.-- The

First National Bank officers have been in
desperate straits the past three days but
are now again able to breathe free. The
safety vault in which the funds are placed
every night is governed by a time lock.
Some time during Wednesday night the
clock stopped and the following morning
the vault could not be opened in the reg-
ular way.

Expert workmen have been working day
and night to remove the door and only suc-
ceeded this morning. The vault Is new,
having been placed in the bank within the
past six months.

SULLIVAN NOW FREE.

Attorney Who Was .Charged with
Conspiracy Discharged.

CHICAGO, Dec. 12. The end was reached
to-d- ay in the case of Attorney Alexander
Sullivan, charged with conspiracy, the de-

fendant being ordered discharged forthwith.
The decision was rendered by Judges
Honon . Gibbons and Healy, sitting en banc,
and was the outcome of habeas corpus pro-
ceedings. It was shown that the defend-
ant had four times demanded trial at suc-
cessive terms of court. The decision was
unanimous.

INDIANA NOTES.

RICHMOND. The interest on unloaned
school funds in Wayne county, which must
be paid to the State by the county, amounts
this year to more than $3,800. Under the
law governing the loan of school funds the
counties must pay the interest on the por-
tion that remains unloaned, the purpose of
the State being not to lose the benefit of the
fund, even though unloaned. Wayne
county will settle with the State next week
for the last Installment of taxes. The
amounts to be paid aggregate $47,550.21.

Father J. Baker, of this city, to fill va-
cancies on the city library board by the
