About 4 o'clock afternoon the

Morris-trM- 't and River-avenu- e bridges
were opened t6 all gen-Ta- l traffic except
that of street cars. An examination Is to
be made of the Northwestern-avenu- e

bridge this morning, and if conditions war-
rant it, this bridge will also be opened to
general traffle. Although the street car sit-

uation will be relieved greatly by the run-
ning of cars across the new bridge at
Washington street, probably
morning, it is not known how soon the
other bridges aan be required so as to ad-

mit of the passage of street cars over
them.

The highest point reached by the river as
registered by the gauge at the Washington-s-

treet pumping station of the water-
works, was some time Friday night, when
It stood eleven feet ten inches above low
water mark. It was still at that point at
7 o'clock yesterday morning, but receded
slowly during the day until it was just
eleven feet at 6 o'clock last evening. With
the freezing up of all sources of supply
from small tributaries that had been swol-
len by melting snow, the fall of the river
was expected to become greater than that
registered yesterday. The probability of
the river's freezing over is not regarded
as imminent, because of the swiftness of
the swollen current, unless the weather
should continue for several days at a very
low temperature. If the river and Fall
creek should again freeze over as they
were before the recent thaw, the city might
have to face the unpleasant prospect of a
repetition of last week's experiences, if
that freeze were followed by another sud-
den thaw.

The present cold snap was predicted by
the Weather Bureau yesterday morning,
when it was stated that zero weather could
be exoected by this morning. At 7 a. m..
ycsterdiy, the temperature stood at M
above zero, but it fell steadily from
that time until it registered 14 at 7 p. m.
It was not possible at that time to tell
whether the cold wave would be of long
duration or not. Char weather is predict-
ed with the cold.

WARREN GRIDBR IS
AGAIN AT HIS WORK

Warren Grlder. the man who rescued
Rollo Morrison from the river after he had
been thrown out of the boat in which he
was attempting to save John Schowe. did
not. as first reported, go down the river in
search of the boat which contained
Schowc s body, although It was his inten-
tion to do so. At 1 o'clock in the afternoon
he learned that Schowe s BSdy had been
lodged along the river bank several miles
out of the city, and he supposed that some-
one would rescue It from that point. He hadprepared a rowboat for the journey downthe river, whtn he Beard that a boat had
started down the river to rescue Schowe.and It was then that he abandoned histrip. He did not suffer any from his ee

in the river, and went to his workas a coal shoveler at the Belt Railroadroundhouse as if nothing out of the ordi-nary had happened.
Grlder showed by his action at the rescue

of Morrison that he was a men of great
bravery, and he won manv friends and
admirers by his daring. He had little tosay of what he had don,., and stated ves-terd- ay

that he did not desire any notoriety,as he had done nothing unusual.

BODY OF JOHN SCHOWIi
NOT YET RECOVERED

The body of John Schowe has not been
recovered as yft. and while many people
along the river reported that they saw
the little boat In which he- - was tied, no one
is able to tr II where the boat Is at present.

With the receellng of the
river the water in the basement lowered
proportionately, so that last eve ning it was
about two feet lower than it had been
twenty-fou- r heurs before, and the serious-
ness of the situation was relieved.

Aaothef situation caused by the high
water and ice- - in the river was thought to
threaten the street-ca- r service on the past
side of the river, but at the power house
the information whs given eut that the
seriousness ef the situation was exagger-
ated.
