FOB RAUCH CONTEST MAGNATES CHICAGO

Attell Writes that He Is Down to Committee on Constitutional Revi-

sionIZi Pounds and Exacts to to Submit Percentage Plan
Win Easily. to League To-Da- y.
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RAUCH IS CONFIDENT NO ACTION OX SCHEDULE

"I will leave Chicago at 245 Monday
morning and arrive In Indianapolis at 7:3D.

I am In superb condition, and now weigh
121 pounds. I am in better shape to meet
Morris Rauch Monday night than when I

met Harry Forbes, on Jan. 4, and I txpect
to gain the decision wer Rauch. I have
been training very hard, as I meet Forbes
in St. Iouis next Thursday evening, and
ha.e to weigh in at iJU. ring Fide."

The above is the substance of a letter
received by the sporting editor of the Jour-
nal yesterday from Abe Attell. the San
Francis. boaer. The letter was read to
Morris Kauch, who ha been in Indianapo-
lis since last Friday, and Rauch said he
would give Attell the lardest argument he
has over had. Rauch is also in good shape,
and will give a good account of himself
against the man who claims the 122-pou- nd

championship. The first preliminary will
be called promptly at :30, and the main
bout will be called about 9:45.

Attell will go from here to St. Louis,
where he is matched to fight Harry Forbes
to settie the ten-roun- d draw they boxed in
Indianapolis a short time ago. The St.
Louis Dispatch yesterday said about the
Attell-Fcrbe- s match:

"Once more Abe Attell and Harry Forbes
are announced to fight twenty rounds at
the West Cnd Club. The occasion will be
the opening of the West Fnd Club's new
coliseum provided the affair is not again
Interfered with.

"Fate has so often handed the hot end of
the fight proposition to tue West End Club
that it is no i ven-mon- ey bet that it will
not happen again.

"If trie bout is permitted to take place
St. Louis will see the most scientific affair
that was ever held In any arei. a.

"The bout at Indianapolis, where the men
fought ten rounds Jan. 4, guarantees this.
Both men were lightning fast then, both
clever to almost a miracle, and the wonder-
ful blocking, dodging, leading and counter-
ing that took place in those ten rounds has
probably never been equaled, even in a
Jim Corbett exhibition.

"Theru are no two ways about it Attell
la the most wonderful man with his gloves,
feet and head of any fighter in the ring of
any weight.

"Persona say he is not a fighter, which
may be granted if it is meant a man who
has no other purpose than to beat In the
seat of Intelligence of his opponent."

FLOOD AND GORGE ON
UPPER SUSQUEHANNA

WILKESBAKRE, Pa.. Jan. 24. Telephone
advices received here to-nig- ht state that an
ice gorge has formed in the Susquehanna
river and for a distance of thirty miles the
river is entirely blocked. Nearly the whole
town of Rupert is submerged, and on Water
.street the water comes up to the second
story. The Pennsylvania Railroad depot is
surrounded by water and several houses
have been moved from their foundations.
The great majority of the farms are under
water.

At Bloomsburg the ics is jammed up forty
feet high and the large bridge over theSusquehanna at that place has been moved
five feet and is expected to collapse at any
moment. One-thir- d of the town of Blooms-
burg is submerged by the waters of the Sus-
quehanna and Fishing creek.

The village of Espoy. two miles north ofBloomsburg. is partially submerged. Many-familie-s

have been driven from their homes
by the rush of waters and many had nar-
row escapes.

liver broke early to-da- y. causing a twenty-two-

-foot flood. The Ice has gorged in
Crook's riffles, between here and North um-berltin- d.

0' BRIEN WILL HAVE A

HARD TASK WITH RYAN

Syracuse Tommy Proves to Be in
Grand Shape for a Very Fast

Six-Rou- nd Bout.

CHAMPION OUGHT TO WIN

CHICAGO. Jan. 24.-J- ack O'Brien, of
Philadelphia, will be asked the question of
his life Wednesday night In his own arena.
He will oppose Tommy Ryan, claimant of
the middle-weig- ht championship, in a six-rou- nd

fight, and, as usual in Philadelphia,
there will be no decision if both men are
on their feet at the end of the sixth round.
The spectators will be left to judge of the
merits of the men as they see tit.

This is the one battle of all that might be
arranged that fighting enthusiasts have
been anxious to see consummated. The
men have been matched a half dozen times,
with fair prospects of deciding the ques-
tion, but something always Intervened to
prevent the meeting. O'Brien has time and
again blamed Ryan for dilatory and weak-knee- d

tactics, while Ryan always retorted
that he was ready and willing to box
O'Brien at any time or place where a fair
break could be obtained.

In the present agreement there is little
doubt that the crafty O'Brien outmatched
the foxy Ryan, and it was only by an ap-

peal to the latter's financial instincts that
O'Brien was able to prevail upon Tommy
to sign the articles. A purse of $5,000 was
offered for the meeting by a club In which
O'Brien is understood to have a healthy
working interest. This amount will be
split equally, each getting 2,500. Ryan did
not want to tackle Jack in a short light,
preferring a route of at least fifteen rounds,
but that 12,500 looked pretty good to him,
and when the club made a further offer of
two railroad tickets nnd S50 expense money
TOmm fell and signed the articles.

That Ryan is in grand shape for the fight
there Is little doubt. He gave a private six-rou- nd

exhibition with Hugo Kelly Saturday
afternoon to a few friends In Frank Scott's
gymnasium in Adams street. He showed
unequivocally that he is possessed of all his
old-tim- e speed and hitting power, and while
he did not "cut loose" in any alarming man-
ner with Kelly, he hit the Italian middle-
weight hard enough to show what he could
do if occasion required it. He claims to be
down to 147. or within a fraction of a pound
of that figure. If that is so. and it is a
well-know- n fact that Ryan could make this
weight some time ago. he will have at least
ten pounds the worst of it when he faces
the tall Eastern man.

Ryan has better color and healthier glow
to his skin than he had four months ago.
He is not heavily muscled, but all of his
development is bo placed that It means
much in a boxing sense. His hands are In
perfect condition after his long rest.

Tommy has done nothing In the lighting
line since June 30, on which date he knocked
out John Wille in four rounds out in Butte,
Mont. He claimed after that tight that he
would not think seriously of fighting any
more for some time, and doubted if he
would again be tempted Into a ring. But
when O'Brien came along with that nice
offer in Philadelphia Ryan could not re-
sist It.

Chicago enthusiasts will no doubt to a
man pick Ryan as the winner and not a few
of them will say that Ryan will win with a
knock-ou- t punch. It is doubtful, though,
if Ryan will be able to And the taller man
Jaw in a fight of only six rounds. But
Ryan, it is said, has designs on O'Brien's
ribs and hopes to lay him low with some
well-direct- ed punches just above the belt
line. Ryan has had frequent occasion to
study Jack's style of boxing in the latter's
numerous bouts in this city and did not
lose a single opportunity to occupy a ring-
side seat while Jack was performing. As
RVan is nothing If not a student of the
game, he undoubtedly learned all that is
necessary to know of O'Brien's style.
Therefore It may be presumed that he will
want to waste little time in fiddling around
or trying his man out.

Perhaps O'Brien if the more clever of the
pair, but Ryan certainly has it on the Phil-
adelphia man in punching power. They use
pretty small gloves in Philadelphia, and
this may aid Jack, whose insignificant look-
ing but cutting left-han- d stabs are his
chief stock in trade in the offensive line.
Hymn could do just as much effective work
with large gloves, but sizing the entire
affair up from every point of view, It looks
to be a fairly even thing for six rouuds.

If the recommendation Is adopted it will
entail the assessment on each club of Its
pro rata share of the actual expenses of
conducting the league, including the sal-
aries of umpires and officials, instead of
deducting for that purpose a percentage of
the gate receipts, which may provide a sum
in excess of the league's needs or may re-su- it

in a deficit. In either case the ques-
tion of what to do with the surplus or
deficit proves a source of friction which Is
removed by the assessment plan.

JOHNSON IS AT OUTS

WITH BARNEY DREYFUSS

Baseball Negotiations Between the
Heads of Leagues Are

Called Off.

THE CRISIS IS REACHED

NEW YORK. Jan. 24. President Ban
Johnson, of the American League, has de-

clared off all further negotiations with Bar-
ney Dreyfuss, of the Pittsburg National
League club, relative to the drafting of
playing schedules for the coming season,
and before leaving for the West Saturday
night, he declared that the only men con-

nected with the National League whom he
cared to do business with were August Herr-
mann, of Cincinnati, and James A. Hart, of
Chicago.

"A crisis has been reached in major
league baseball." said a magnate. Saturday
night, "and it will require the most delicate
diplomacy to avert another struggle to a
finish. The American Leaguers, with John-
son at their head, cannot be blamed for the
present tension, as they are only insisting
upon what they believe to be right and
Just."

The crash, long expected by conservative
baseball men, came Saturday. In the news-
papers, the statement was made that
Dreyfuss had set forth the fact that the
National League would open at the Polo
grounds on April 14. In spite of the Ameri-
can League's Intention to open here on the
same day, and that McOraw's men would
also play at Harlem on Memorial day, con-

trary to the general understanding between
the two leagues. When Dreyfu.s saw the
stories he proceeded to deny them with
vehemence. He said he had never talked
about the schedules to anybody except Ban
Johnson and Frank Farrell, and that the
whole business wag a He pure and simple.
Yet, as a matter of fact, Dreyfuss gave the
entire story In an Interview with J. C.
Morse, a Boston newspaper man, who
promptly repeated It to Johnson and local
newspaper men on Friday night.

About noon Saturday Dreyfuss called up
Johnson at the Criterion Hotel on the tele-
phone, and this Is the conversation that took
place, according to the American League
president:

"Are you coming down to National League
headquarters to-da- y to talk over the sched-
ules?" asked Dreyfuss.

"I am still confined to my room," replied
Johnson. "Why can't you come up here?"

"Have you got a schedule drawn?" quer-
ied the Pittsburg man.

No. What is the use of drawing a sched-
ule until we can agree on the big holiday
dates and plums0" was Johnson's retort.

"I have two schedules." snapped Drey-
fuss, "and if you have none I see no reason
for a conference. Besides, you are talking
In this morning's papers."

"See here, Dreyfuss, don't you refer to
newspapers. You have been chattering away
ever since we left the Loughrey Club in
Cincinnati. You have made all sorts of
statements at Pittsburg and New York
about the schedule and also about the
American League. Now, I want to say
that I do not care to see you or your
schedules, and will have nothing more to do
with you In any way. 1 will talk over the
schedule later, perhaps, with some man
from your league who does not do so much
talking."

Johnson hung up the receiver with a bang,
and. turning to several newspaper men.
said:

"It Is ridiculous for me to attempt to do
business with a man who is not inclined to
be fair."

Johnson, after a confab with Farrell. left
for the West to-nig- ht. He will be In San
Francisco on Feb. 2, together with James
A. Hart and Edward Hanlon. to hold a con-feren- ce

with the Pacific Coast League, look-
ing to the iTwlailflll of that body to the
national agreement.

HO IS OPEN

TO NAVIGATION ABOVE

AND BELOW CINCINNATI

Damage Exceeds $200,000 High
Stage of Water Precludes

Another Closing Up.

FLOOD AT OTHER POINTS

W heeling and New Cumberland
Under Water Pittsburg Is

Emerging from the Mud.

CINCINNATI, Jan. 24 --WTith the arrival
here of the steamer Courier last night nav-
igation was opened In part of the Ohio
river after a complete suspension of almost
two months. During that time seven large
packets aud a dozen smaller ones and hun-
dreds of coal barges have been anchored
here.

Two email packets were wrecked by the
breaking of ice gorges and the number
of barges lost will never be known. The
total direct loss is placed at $200,000. The
Indirect loss is much greater. It is stated
that the loss of one of the largest pack-
ets by being laid up is 11.000 per day. The
river is open for navigation now only be-
tween Louisville and Maysville, Ky., so
that none of the through packets up the
river for Pittsburg or down the river for
Mississippi points is yet able to run on ac-
count of the ice.

While freezing weather again prevails
through the Ohio valley, the river is now
too high to be again closed up.

CINCINNATI. Jan. 25. The ice around
Coney Island gave way Sunday night and
sunk the towboat Adelle at Brown's Land-
ing east of the city, together with a barge
of coal. Loss $lf,Of0. Three men employed
on the Adelle whose names could not be
learned are missing and supposed to have
been drowned. The river has been rising
rapidly here since midnight.

Twenty Feet at Kvannvllle.
EVANSVILLE, Ind., Jan. 24.-- The Ohio

river continues to rise here, and to-nig- ht

stood at twenty feet. Over ten more feet
of water is expected on the present rise.
Green river and its tributaries are still ris-
ing, and a great many logs are expected
out. The Wabash is rising, and there Is
nearly a half milliop bushels of corn along
the river that may be lost. Ice has been
passing here to-da- y, and It became heavy
to-nig- ht.

STREETS ARE COVERED
WITH A MUD DEPOSIT

PITTSBURG, Jan. 24.-- The flood of yes-

terday has In a great measure passed this
point, but portions of the two cities are
still submerged and will not be freed from
the water until after midnight.

In Allegheny the gas supply was erratic,
and the distribution of coal by the city au-
thorities in the poorer neighborhoods
brought about a riotous condition. When
the fuel was dumped In the streets men,
women and children fought for its pos-
session, requiring a strong guard of police
to restore order.

Wreckage and huge cakes of ice strew
the streets. A thick settlement of slimy
mud. mingled with ice, makes many dis-
tricts unfit to walk through. Huge timbers,
portions of doors, stairways, barrels, boxes,
cans and other debris washed on the streets
by the flood rest where the water left them.

The big coal companies have been busy
all day preparing their fleets for coal ship-
ments to the South. There are thirty tow-boa- ts

in the harbor, ready to start, and
it is estimated that fully 10.O.J0.OOO bushels
of coal will have started by to-morr-

noon.
Much excitement was caused by a fire

to-da- y which destroyed the packet Eliza-
beth, the towboat Olivette and two boat-house- s.

The Elisabeth was set adrift and.
in passing under the I'uion bridge, set lire
to that structure. This fire, however, was
soon controlled. The burning hulk of the
Elizabeth moved down the Ohio until she
sank a mile or so below. The loss will not
exceed 25.000.

WHEELING IS FULLY
A THIRD INUNDATED

WHKELING. W. Va.. Jan. 24 --The crest
of the Hood swell was reached at 4 o'clock
th's afternoon, when the stage was 44 feet
2 Inches. Fully one-thir- d of the homes In
the city were wholly or partially inun-
dated, and the sharp fall in temperature
ha iu 'l a great deal of suffering. On
the "Island" very few streets are out of
the water, ana many second stories are In-

vaded, but the residents are accustomed to
floods and have made arrangements ac-
cordingly. The weather remains cold, and
many näl! and churches have been thrown
open fr the accommodation of those who
are suffering.

Word reached her this evening that Joe
Cutler and James Reynolds, who cut loose
In a light barge from the steamer Lizzie
Townsend. when that boat burned Saturday
night. w re picked up about Matamoras
The towboat Sam Brown sighted the craft
at Slstersville and heard the cries of the
men for help.
