CLAIMS BIG ENGINES PAY

EXPERIENCE IS DEMONSTRATING
SUCH TO BE THE CASE,

P. & L. E. Miakes Flattering Earning

Exhibit=Clover Leaf Assuming
Considerable Importance.

A superintendent of motive power of the
Pennsylvania lines West, in speaking of
the commernts of W, E. McCullouch, of the
Board of Rallway Commissioners of Mlis-
sourl, to the effect that the big engines were
disappointing, said too much was expected
of the large machines. “We found at first
that some of our engineers and firemen ob-
Jected to the large machines,
aired their grievances,

and sometimes
clalming that it is
dfficult to keep up steam and the engines
were so difficult to fire that often two fire-
men were needed to do the work: These
cemplaints are gradually being heard of
less and less. The big type locomotive was
not perfected at first; any operating man
or manufacturer will say thils. But we
nave found them economical, because with
of them we can haul in one train 2,500
tons or more of frelght, while one of the
old type engines has to go along with only
0 or 1,000 tons. They naturally cost more
to keep up than do the smaller machines,
but since our engine men have learned them
minutely we getting excellent service
on the Pennsylvania lines” West from the
larger locomotives, and the Mogul
are in the railroad world to stay, at least
until something more perfect is invented.
These locomotives have been placed in serv-
ice on almost every road in the country in
the past two years. The tendency has been
B0 natural in this regard that when the
Santa Fe was announced to be ordering
engines weighing 150,000 pounds it was no
surprise. 1t is interesting to note that these
m-:nuun are now belng placed in service
on the Santa Fe as fast as they are turned
out, rllt' Baldwin lu'u]llt,‘ claim that the
engine will haul a 60w-ton train on the
level with ease, but for short and light
hauls the smaller engine has shown itself
more serviceable.

Passenger Oflicials at Work,

The Amerfcan Association of General
Passenger Agents got down to business
early yvesterday at St. Louis with President
F. 1. Whitney, general passenger agent of
the Great Northern, in the chair. A
mittee of representatives of St
submitted in concise form recommendations
as to rates and conditions to prevail dur-
ing the world’'s fair. The recommendations
were agreed on at a meeting held earller in
the week. On the rate question General
Passenger Agent C. 8. Crane, of the Wa-

bash, presented the views of the St. Louis
lines. General Passenger Agent 1. W.
Wakely, of the Buarllngton, submitied the
recommendation as to form of tickst and
ticket regulation. On legislation and pro-
tective measures, Assistant General Pas-
senger Agent D. F. Bow, of the Chicago &
Alton, spoke of the 8t. Louis lines, show-
ing what had been accomplished in that
respect. The St. Louis lines favor a scale
of rates that will attract visitors through-
out the world's falr season. Any rates
adopted will go into effect from the open-
ing of the season.

It was declded this afternoon to
mend to their rospective traflic organiza-
tions reduced rates to the world's falr from
all parts of the United States, Specifically
they agreed to ask for:

“First—A season excursion
L.owis beginning April 235 and continuing
until Nov, 25, =elling tickets during that
period at S0 per cent. of double the one-
way fare.

“Second—=Excursion
turn limit of sixty days,
one-third fare.

*“Third—Excursion tickets of
limit, in territory 200 miles distant

“Fourth—That coach excur=ions be run
not oftencr than one day each week by
each line, at rates and with limits and
other conditions as may be agreed upon by
interested lines.”

These preparations will be formally con-
sidered at the meeting of the representa-
tives of trunk linegs—New England Passon-
gor and Central Passenger Association—
which will convene in New York Feb. 8. It
