HIS REVOLVER COCKED

LONDON. Jan 28 "Suicide" was the ver-
dict passed by the coroner's jury to-d- ay in
the closing chapter of the tragedy of Whit-take- r

Wright. His death was caused by suf-
focation in consequence of poisoning by
cyanide of potassium. The inquiry found
that Mr. Wright was perfectly sane and
that there was not theslightest doubt that
his death w.is due to most deliberate suicide.
From the evident ,.t the Inquest it was
shown that Wright hud determined to take
his own life in the event of an eil verse ver-
dict and th:t he went to cout with a
cyanide laMeed in his possession, while In his
hip npeket was a new revolver, fully loaded
and even cooked. After 11m sentence Wright
wtnt to thi la atoi j . irhile the tipstaff In at- -
t ndance on him remained outside. There
h" swallowed the tabl old. returned to the
consulting room, washed down the poison
with whisky and water and died. One of the

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POLITICS CAUSES RIOT

IN A ClrJFMS CAFE

Four Men Are Seriously Injured
and a Dozen More Slightly

Hurt.

CUBAN CITY IN FERMENT

CIENFUEGOS, Cuba, Jan. 28. A riot In
which four men were seriously injured and
a dozen others slightly hurt took place here
last night as a result of bad feeling engen-
dered by the election campaign. The
trouble began in th.? Central cafe when
Francisco Canellos and Vlotor Segderan,
Republicans, who were entertaining some
Colombian friends, were attacked by sev-

eral Liberal Nationalists. The cafe was
transformed Into a battlefield and a large
and excited crowd surged back and forth
in the street. The principal fight occurred
in front of the city hall. Many revolver
shots were fired but nobody was shot, the
Injuries all resulting from stick aVid fist
encounters. The people of the city were
alarmed and barred their doors and win-

dows and closed all the stores. The, sit-
uation is calmer to-da- y, but political feel-
ing runs high.

HAVANA. Jan. 2S. The official accounts
of the rJoting at Cienfuegos given out at the
paluce here minimize the occurrences. The
mayor of Cienfueg'W has telegraphed thatthe trouble was promoted by detectives
dressed In cltiiens' clothes, and a telegram
has been received from the Governor of the
province saying that Colorel Campillo, of
Santa Clara, was stabbed three times. The
reports issued by the government are mea-
ger, but they relate that some men who
styled themselves police agents ejected sev-
eral Liberals who were copying the lists of
voters from the City Hall. These Liberals
are report-- d to hai torn down and de-
stroyed other voting lists. The official re-
ports say also that one of the Liberal lead-
ers was so badly clubbed at the railroad sta-
tion that he had to be taken to the hospital.

JEWS ALSO ATTACKED

TANGIER. Morocco. Jan. 28. Morocco
City han been the scene of serious disturb-
ances in consequence of the government's
attempt to force the circulation of new and
unpopular copper coins, on which it placed
au artiticial value and which it refused to re-

ceive in payment of taxes. Business was par-
alyzed, provisions became scarce aud starva-
tion was threatened. A mob therefore arose
and first attacked the Christian cemetery,
lately given by the Sultan to the foreign
missions, burned down tne gates, desert
the graves, exhumed the bodies, cut off their
heads and paraded the streets of the town
with the heads stuck on poles. The rioters
proceeded to the Jewish quarter with the
object of destroying it. but they found the
gates closed and strongly guarded. The
Jews were panic-stricke- n until they found
the protection of the authorities was effect-
ive The rabble subsequently looted the
Jowelers' shops, robbing and wounding
many Jews. The governor attempted to
quell the disturbance, but he was stoned,
pursued and obliged to seek refuge in the
palace. The authorities finally Induced the
rioters to withdraw on tie promise of the
temporary withdrawal of the obnoxious
coinage.

PANIC CA 'SEP IN PARIS.

People Feared that Another Train
Horror Had Occurred.

PARIS, Jan. 29. A panic was caused In
the La Chapelle quarter of Paris very
early this morning by the news that a
metropolitan train was burning on the
part of the line on the viaduct. Reports
were spread among excited crowds that
hundreds of persons were perishing, but it
was soon learned th;:t this w a not so.
The train wan meiely an experimental one
to try a new arrangement of motors. No-
body was hurt.

WORKS DESTROYED THAT

CANNOT BE REPLACED

Official Report on Loss from Fire
in University Library,

Turin.

WORK OF RESTORATION

ROME, Jan. 28. An official report has
been made on the loss resulting from the
Are which occurred at the University Li-

brary, Turin, the most famous in Italy, Jan.
26, according to which about 3.700 MSS.. in-

cluding, almost all those of Oriental origin,
were destroyed. The number of volumes
lost has not yet been established. The fire
practically Insted twenty-fou- r hours, and it
seems certain that S.ooi) volumes of Greek,
Latin and other codices were consumed, as
well as the precious Venetian collection of
books from the library of Cardinal Delia
Rovere. The codices from the celebrated
Bobbio Abbey appear to have been saved, as
was the Incunabula collection. Among the
codices saved Is a very ancient code of the
fourth century containing the gospels, as
well as many others of later date. A classic
mediaeval book of the greatest value, called
"Heurs de Turin." by the Duke d Berry,
for which Great Britain once offered almost
any sum of money, now appears to have
been destroyed, as was an ancient French
translation of Dante. Of this latter work,
however, there exists another copy in
France. The Duke of Genoa, brother of
Queen Margherita, has visited the university
in company with the minister of public in-

struction, who offered $10.000 for the imme-
diate expenses of reconstruction of the li-

brary, and promised an especial appropria-
tion "for its future needs. It has been de-
cided to call to Turin Signor Marre, the
famous restorer of ancient books at the Vat-
ican, in whose apartment started the fire
which partially destroyed the Vatican li-

brary recently.

Says He Spent $187,000 of the
Bank's Money Speculating in

Grain to Pay Shortage.

WANTS SPEEDY TRIAL

CLEVELAND, O.. Jan. 28.-Gc- orge A.
Rose, the alleged defaulting cashier of the
Produce Exchange Bank, which closed its
doors Jan. 22, made a confession this even-
ing to the county prosecutor, telling of his
method of using the bank's monty. of which
he Is said to have lost $187,000. The con-

fession, while brief, is ample in explana-
tion. Rose said that he was alone in his
alleged speculation and that his use of
the bank's money began about six years
ago. He said that about three years ago,
when the loss had reached only $20,000, an
auditing committee was appointed to go
over the bank's books. Rose had hoped
that his shortage would be discovered then,
but at the end of a week or so of investi-
gation the committee reported everything
satisfactory with the bank's affairs. Rose
declares that he lived within his salary of
$125 a month and has not got a cent of the
money lost to the bank by his speculation.
When the shortage had reached $2u,00o Rose
said that he knew that he would have to
replace that sum. and seeing no other w.iy
of doing It than by speculation, he con-
tinued to do so until the amount reached
$187.000.

His mental state has been miserable ever
since his speculations began, he said, and
oftentimes he had been tempted to commit
suicide, but did not do so because of his
wif. and family. All of the entire sum of
$lb7,o'. Hose declares, was lost with grain
speculators in Chicago. His willingness lra speedy trial and imprisonment, he sa!l,
was to relieve his mind of the worry that
he had undergone; also his desire to be sen-
tenced and to serve his term and afterward
begin life anew.

CATHOLIC UNIVERSITY

TRUSTEES' MEETING

Decide to Add Department of Ped-

agogy and Bureau of Statistics
to the Institution.

LIBERAL POLICY TO RULE

WASHINGTON, Jan. 28.-- The annual
meeting of the trustees of the Catholic
University was held here to-da- y. Among
those in attendance were Cardinal Gib-

bons, Archbishop Ireland, of St. Paul, and
Archbishop Maes, of Covington. Ky.

A decision was reached to add a depart-
ment of pedagogy and a bureau of statis-
tics In Catholic education to the university.
This announcement was interpreted by
Catholic students and beneficiaries as indi-

cating a liberal and broad policy and
healthy condition of the finances of the
university. To-day- 's action will mean the
addition of a new corps of Instructors. The
work to be done by the bureau of statis-
tics of Catholic education will cover the
entire United States.

It was decided to choose a general secre-
tary to the university at the April meet-
ing. The position of vice rector will not
be filled. Scriptural instruction will be
broadened nnd included under a department
to be organlxed next year to be known as
the department of scriptures.

Announcement was made that the
Knights of Columbus will make a donation
of a chair of American history with an en-

dowment of $80.600. A letter of thanks was
voted to Pope Plus X for his letter in favor
of the university, especially for his call for
funds, which, it is stated, had borne much
more fruit than was expected. An esti-
mate placed upon the recent collection in
the American church for the university is
placed by Archbishop Farley, of New York,
at $100.000.

POPE'S VIEW OF THE
SITUATION IN FRANCE

Concordat Is a Heavy Drag on the
Church and May Cause

Crisis.

PARIS. Jan. 29. The Rome correspondent
of the Figaro says that from certain persons
who recently discussed French affairs with
the Tope he guthers that his Holiness con-

siders the concordat a heavy drag on the
French church an.l unduly favorable to the
state, but he would be willing to make any i

concessions provided the principles of the
ehurrh are not toucnt-u- . in tn event or
abrogation of the concordat, the correspond-
ent continues, which the Pope would not in-

itiate, his Holiness foresees a temporary
crisis from which the church in France
would emerge with increased strength.

The ideal skirt fits the hips
smoothly and falls into Its myriad of folds
and ripples below and all these various
methods of holding the fullness are em-
ployed. Waists are uniformly blouses and
almost uniformly show deep girdle belts,
while the little coats take both blouse,
bolero and Eton form's. An exceedingly
chic Paquin gown, sent over for a bride
of the month, is of the new soft-finish- ed

taffeta in the new shade that is neither
cr.'am nor champagne, but between the
two and known by the familiar name of
ecru. The skirt consists of three flounces
and Is of round length, resting well on the
floor. Each flounce is tucked at its upper
edge to a depth of eight inches, while on
each edge and again three Inches above
are placed two tiny double bias ruffles of
the silk.

DISASTROUS FIRE THAT

CAUSED $2,080,000 LOSS

Business Portion of Progreso, in
Yucatan, Practically Wiped

Out hv the Flames.

PROGRESO, Yucatan. Jan. 28. A disas-
trous fire broke out in the business portion
of this city on Tuesday night last and be-

fore the tiames could be placed under con-

trol damage to the amount of $2.000,000 had
been wrought. The business district, in
which the tire first broke out. is located
about a half mile from the wharves and
fronts on the Alameda, the most beautiful
plaza In the city. The origin of the fire is
unknown, p.s it had gained considerable
headway before the fire department, which
at best is inadequate to cope with a large
lire, had reached the scene.

The square which was entirely wiped out
consisted for the most part of one-stor- y

buildings which wore occupied by business
houses. The merket tmuse. which fur-
nishes the only means of obtaining food
supplies, was completely destroyed. In the

Both skirt and blouse are
a mass of shirrs and as all the latest fea-
tures are Included in the design it suits
my purpose exceptionally well. The sk.tt
is shirred in three cords over the hips, in
three cords with a full heading above the
lent s and again in three cords and the wi
beading to form a deep flounce that is edged
with three wide tucks. The bodice is a
blouse with a round yoke of full white
muslin enriched with lace. Below the yoke
it shows three cord shirrings. then a space,
then three more, with the heading, that
are continued on the sleeves and is gath-
ered at the belt. Finishing the yoke is a
narrow full band of velvet with medallions
of lace set over it about their own width
apart. The sleeves are full below the shir-
rlngs and widen out to form full puffs that
are a;;. an Ii- 1.1 by three cord shirrings be-

low the eibows. are linislvd with full double
lingerie frills with lace and are caught
up a little at the inner arms. At the watet
i a drajHid girdle of Velvet, the entire effect
being one of rare charm, while there is a
notable absence of the over lavlsh-nes- s

for which the season is pe-
culiar. A second gown of a simi-
lar sort, or to meet the similar Made
rather. Is of gray voile with trimming of
self-color- ed Iucj and chiffon, there being
not so much as a touch of white or any
color to mnr the tender loveliness of the
soft tone. The skirt has the narrow frontgore, or panel, that Is so well liked, which
is laid in wide tucks to form a double box
plait, while at sides and back it consists
of three flounces, each tucked at its upper
edge. At the lower edge of each is a two-inc- h

band of gray point de Venise that is
set in. there being no material beneath. The
bodice is a blouse with a deep draped gir-
dle nnd opens over a verv full front of
gray chiffon, while over the shoulders are
epaulets that extend nearly to the el-
bows and are finished with hems and lace
to match the skirt. The sleeves are wide
and full, with narrow flared cuffs, full falls
of fine gray lace that are most graceful and
becoming. Gray, by the way. Is to be a
favorite color for spring. It. with the new
ecru, of which I have already spoken, and
all champagne and tan tones, are counted
smarter than any other colors, although we
may look for variety in that direction as
well as in others.

DROP SKIRTS PLAIN.
As I think I have stated in previous let-

ters the full skirts are quite generally mnde
with this plain front and very wise the
arrangement is, for fullness over the abdo-
men was never yet becoming, and the folds
about the feet are somewhat lessened.
Tucks, plaits, shirrs, or whatever is used
must give good lines and straight lines,
else is the effect one of carelessness rather
than style, and all things combine to make
the dressmaker's task an exacting one.
The gown may have a simple air, as a
few of them have, but it is simplicity ob-

tained by much labor. This correct fall
of the fullness is as essential as the cut
and fit of the drop skirt, which must be
pel fee t to Insure anything like success.
Let me add that this rast Is as unlike the
skirt proper as can be, and Is gored and
shaped to fit over the hips without a fold,
flaring below the knees, where it Is finished
with frills that support the outer skirt.

Bridal gowns for these early days of the
year are really superb, and, oddly enough,
with the general tendency toward fullness,
somewhat more severe in cut than has been
the case for some time. Lovely soft but
heavy brocades made eu princesse are fa-

vorites, and truly exquisite as well as dig-
nified they are. Pearl passementerie and
pearl with steel are much used, and make
an effect brilliant in the extreme. Also,
skirts are rendered full below the knees
by frills and flounces of chiffon and of
lace, and charming garlands of flowers are
seen. As a matter of course, the broad
shoulder is found, and closings are at the
back, and, to obtain the former, yokes cut
to form parts of the sleeves are much used,
with full berthas of lace falling below. A
lovely gown, to be worn within the coming
month, is made iu princess style, with one
of these deep yokes of unllned chiffon edged
with a bertha formed by a frill of point
lace, and shows frills of lace on the skirt,
with puffings of chiffon between that are
headed with wide pearl passementerie, mo-
tifs of the same being applied on the yoke.
Another is made on similar lines, but is
finished with garlands composed of net,
almost covered with single blossoms of the
lily of the valley that is, caught here and
there with bunches of the flowers and their
tender green foliage. The steel and pearl
combinations are brilliantly scintillating
and effective, but to my eye a bit hard un-

less half buried in chiffon. One other gown
that 1 had the fortune to see is also in
princess style, but shows lace headed by
what the French call boulllones of chiffon,
through the centers of which are placed
bands of this new trimming that Is really
beautiful used In this way. but as bands
unveiled I confess It seems to me more
showv thau elegant, more brilliant than
attractive.
