These art schools, be It whispered, are
even dirtier than the average newspaper
offlct picturesquely dirty, of course.

bryonic painters have a way of simplify-
ing matters by wiping their brushes on
the wall; and here and there great
aplotches of varied color give an effect of
impressionist studies of a remarkable sort.

The Chase lecture every Monday morn-
ing h n imp.. runt r ,?,! . f the w k s
programme. The large room is always
filled.

There
never was a more flattering audience, hang-
ing on every word as though it were in
deed the breath of life.

It is impossible to understand Just
what one's dearest and nearest friend
wants us to do. Work to satisfy your
whole being.

Q. What sort of picture is the highest in
art I

artist's owu interpretations of something
ha himself has seen. It used to be thought
that the historic picture was the highest
expression of art in painting. Not so now.

STOKIES ABOI'T MODELS.
The models of the Chase Art School are

not the least interesting feature of that
Institution. They are a varied assortment,
and are clothed, underclothed or partly
clothed. Just as is desired. They regard
themselves as an important part of the
artistic profession, and they are. They
earn from 5u cents to 1 an hour, and
sometimes pose ull day. with an intermis-
sion of ten minutes every hulf hour.

Models usually have little to say to the
students, but somehow bits of personal his-

noticed that at every interval of rest aa
soon as she stepped down from the plat-

There was nothing in Lincoln's favor so
far as appearance went. Vlllard says: "He
had a lean, lank, gawky figure, an odd fea-

tured, wrinkled. and altogether
uncomely fare. He used awk-
ward, almost absurd, up and down and cide-wis- e

movements of his body to give em-
phasis to his arguments. His voice was
naturally good, but he raised it
to an unnatural pitch, yet the
mind felt at once that while there was on
one side a skillful dialectician and debater
arguing a wrong and weak cause, there was
on the other a earnest and
truthful man. Inspired by sound convictions
in consonance with the true spirit of Amer-
ican After Lincoln closed his
speech of an hour and a half, two
young farmers rushed onto the plat-
form, seized him and carried him off on
their shoulders; and Villard says: "It was
really a ludicrous sight to see the grotesque
figure holding to the heads of
his supporters, with his legs dangling from
their shoulders, and his pantaloons pulled
up so as to expose his underwear almost
to his knees." Villard was introduced to
Lincoln at Freeport, saw him
during the senatorial canvass, and did not
like him. Some of the things he says,
though familiar enough years ago will
seem strange to this generation which
knows only an idealized Lincoln: "I must
say frankly that, although I found him
most and full
of wit and humor. I could not take a real
DJ rsonal liking to the man. owing to an in-
born weakness for which he was even
then notorious and so remained during hisgreat public career. He was
fond of Jokes, anecdotes and stories. He
loved to hear them, and still more to tell
them himself out of the sup-
ply provided by his good memory and his
fertile fancy. There would have been no
harm in this but for the fact that, thecoarser the Joke, the lower the anecdote
and the more risky the story, the more ho
enjoyed them, especially when they were
of his own invention. He more-

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COMMENT ON ABRAHAM LINCOLN
IN VILLARD' AUTOBIOGRAPHY

Late Financier, Earlier Days, nable Appreci-
ate War President's Greatness
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i defense against the Importunate in telling
a ior no one caren to tninx or any-
thing else, when he gave the conversation
a turn toward anecdote. A newspaper
wuter. In commenting on the Atlantic arti-
cle, says very Justly: "Evidently the Im-
pression which he made on Villard in thosedays was also a disagreeable one. and no
doubt the account of it which that gentle-
man has left on record is faithfully made.
It is not pleasant reading, but It may be
wholesome reading, as the character of
Lincoln has become altogether too much a
matter of myth In our day. Lincoln was
not the typical gentleman or the conven-
tional statesman; but he was a man of
genius, already great and destined to be
greater, and Villard. as he concedes, was
not qualified to divine either the genius or
the greatness. He saw the roughness of the
outside man. but not the richness of the
nature within, and all his early notions of
the outward seeming of power and rankwere violated." Here is his picture in light
and shade.

"None of his hearers eri joyed the wit and
wit was an unfailing Ingredient of his
stories half as much as he did himself. It
was a Joy indeed to see the effect upon
him. A high-pitche- d laughter lighted up
his otherwise melancholy countenance withthorough merriment. His body shook all
over with gleeful emotion, and when he feltparticularly good over his performance he
followed his habit of drawing his knees,
with his arrr.s around them, up to his very
face, as I had seen him do in 1858. I amsorry to state that he often allowed him-
self altogether too much Hcer.se In the con-
coction of the stories. He seemed to be
bent upon making his hit by fair means or
foul. In other words, he never hesitated to
tell a coarse cr even outright nasty story,
if it served his purpose. All his personal
friends could bear testimony on this point.
It was a notorious fact that this fondness
for low talk clung to him even in the WhiteHouse. More than once I heard him 'with
malice aforethought' get off purposelv some
repulsive fiction in order to rid himself ofan uncomfortable caller. Again and again
I felt disgust and humiliation that such aperson should have been called upon to di-
rect the destlnties of a groat nation in thedirest period of its history. Yet his achieve-
ments during the next few years proved
him to be one r.f the great leaders of man-
kind in adversity, in whom low leanings
only se off more strikingly his better quali-
ties. At the time of which I speak I couldnot have persuaded myself that the manmight possibly possess true greatness ofmind and nobility of heart. I do not wishto convey the idea, however, that he wasmainly given to trivialities and vulgarities
in his conversation; for. in spite of his fre-quent outbreaks of low humor, his wasreally a very sober and serious nature, andeven Inclined to gloominess to such an ex-
tent that all his biographers have attributeda strongly melancholic disposition to him."

THE JOT'RNEY TO WASHINGTON.
Vlllard was a member of the presidential

party on the trip from Springfield to Wash-
ington, and thus describes it:

"The start on the memorable Journey wasmade shortly after 8 o'clock on the morn-ing of Monday. Feb, 11. It was a clear,crisp winter day. Only about one hundredpeople, mostly personal friends, were as-
sembled at the station to shake hands forthe last time with their distinguished towns-man. It was not strange that he viclded tothe sad feelings which must have movedhim at the thought of what lay behind andwhat was before him. and gave them utter-ance In a pathetic formal farewell to thegathering crowd, as follows:" 'My Friends No one not in my positioncan appreciate the sadness I feel at thisparting. To this people I owe all that I am.Here I have lived more than a quarter ofa century, here my children were born andhere one of them lies buried. I know nothow soon I shall see you again. A dutv de-
volves upon me which Is. perhaps greater
than that which has devolved upon anv otherman since the days of Washington. Henever would have Bucceeded except for theaid of divine Providence, upon which he atall times relied. I feel that I cannot suc-
ceed without the same divine aid whlehsustained him. and in the same AlmightyBeing I place my reliance for support: andI hope you. my friends, will all prar thatI may receive that divine assistance, with-out which I cannot succeed, hut with whichsuccess is certain. Again I bid you all anäffe Monate farewell. '

"The party had a special train, composedat first only of an ordinary passenger carthere were no parlor or drawingroom or sleeping cars in those daysa baggage-ca- r and engine. The first daysjourney took us from the capital of Illi-
nois to that of Indiana. Cntil we reachedthe boundary of the latter State, the dem-
onstrations along the route were insig-nificant, except at Lecatur, where a great
crowd, headed by Richard J. Oglesby. thena hotel keeper, but subsequently a general
in the war.

Ills speech was remarkable forthe first public intimation that he should
consider it his duty as President to retaketh, properties of the United States, includ-
ing the forts unlawfully seised by the re-
bellious States, and otherwise
the authority of the Federal government."
It Is plain that Vlllard had not the Judg-
ment or insight at that time to discover the
elements of greatness in the President.Whether he realized and acknowledged thegreatness Inter, subsequent chapters of hisautobiography may show.
