The natural conclusion Is that millions of
dollars of capital which i3 now invested in Eng
lish consols and German and French securities
will be sent to this country to be reinvested.

For a good many weeks the stock market has
been affected to a degree by the possibility of
a war between Russia and Japan. This influence
has not caused weakness, exactly, but it has
tended to keep the market ln a sort of waiting
state.

And one thing: in this connection which must
not be overlooked Is tho fact that though the
market has been dull for some time, it has
had a largo degree of resistance to bearish pres-
sure, and that the net declines in most Issues
have been small, when taken Into comparison
with the extent of the pressure for lower prices.

Thero was no particular feature to the secur
ities market Itself the past wec-k- . Money has
shown indications of getting a little tighter, and
the continued expansion of corporation loans
has caused fcomo apprehension lest this condi
tion will b3 more or less depressing upon the
stock market.

The Pennsylvania Railroad's loan of $30,000,000

came somewhat as a climax to the enormous
expansion of the loan Item of the New York
clearing house banks, and seemed, in a degree,
to verify the statements that the increased loan
expansion was due to corporation borrowing.

Money has really been a little too cheap this
year, ana 11 win do no narm 11 rates stiften a
little. Too cheap money and a too plentiful sup
ply begets ioo much speculation. The bad effects
