“The apathy which characterized the ‘off-
vear' campalgn of two years ago was a
source of constant anxiety and discourage-
ment to the Republican state committee in
1962. No one knew what was going on under
the placid surface of affairs, and it was felt
that something must be done to get things
going. Even speakers of wide repute had
been speaking to benches of a greater or
legs degree of bareness, and there was a
lack of interest in the issues of the cam-
paign, apparently, which called for drastic
ireatment

“It was determined to eall upon the one
man who, it was believed from the experi-
ences of the campaign of 1%¥, was capable
of arousing the old-time enthusiasm in the
Republican rank and file, and after long
and earnest effort a promise was exacted
by Chairman Goodrich from Senator Hanna
to make a two davs tour of the State.
When it was announced that Senator Han-
na was to visit Indiana the committee was
overwhelmed with requests, demands and
appeals for his presence, every county
chalrman in Indiana feeling, apparently,
that a speech from Senator Hanna was es-
gential to the political salvation of his com-
munity.

“An Itinerary was finally arranged,
gtretching from Evausville, in the ‘Pocket,’
to Portland, on the eastern border of the
State, westward to Logansport and north-
ward to South Bend.
