ATMOSPHERE OF THE MINUET.

Stately Dance Wu Most I'opulnr in uu
Age When People Hud Leisure.

Boston Transcript.
Count Morone has spoken in no unmis-

takable language of this serious divcrsiou of
elegant leisure when he says: "The eigh-
teenth century was portrayed in the min-
uet. It was, so to speak, the expression of
that Olympic calm, and that universal lan-
guor which were reflected in evrything of
the age even its social pleasures." It can-
not be denied that the minuet was the effect
of a cause it had a "raison d'etre,'" and in
some sense was the revolt against the out-
rageous license of the seventeenth cen-
tury, when dancing had degenerated into
boisterous romping, and society vied with
dancers on the stage in the execution of
rapid movements and Impossible steps and
poasjsv mere "twinkling of thu legs," as a
quaint writer of that period pronounced
them. Yet this dance, which represent id the
spirit of the revolt, found an atmosphere
so congenial that it soon developed Into an
abundant life, and not to be able to dance
the minuet was quite enough to brand no-
bility itself with social ostracism. That
thre were mere lookers-o- n who had no
part in its performance goes: without say-
ing, but even these became earnest patrons
and promoters of the fascinating amuse-
ment, and every chateau on the continent
und 'State in England fostered its growth.
It is equally true that there is ample rea-
son for a similar revolt against much of
the dancing of the present age, and when
we recall the "racket" and the "attitluniz-ing- "

in the waltz so woefully conspicuous
at some of our fashionable watering-place- s,

both good breeding and common sense might
Justifiably join arms In putting down such
disturbers of decency, but while the pom-
pous affectations and elegant attitudes of
the minuet recalled sjciety to dignity and
morality from the excesses of a corrupt ae,
they consisted with the leisure and habit of
the period which gave them welcome.

But who has time now to dance the
minuet? And a more pertinent question
might be, who now is willing to submit to
the minute ritual of step and deportment
which is exacted by the minuet? Who will
bear in this age of restless a"tlvity and
unfettered liberty the tyranny of a master
like the famous Marcel, who did not hesi-
tate to say to noble ladies and gentlemen
who fell short of his expectations in their
execution of the ceremonious dance, "Sor,
you bow like a ploughboy!" or "Duchess,
you make a curtsey like a fishwoman?"
And still further proof of the popular teach-
er's independence is recorded in his criti-
cism of a prince of the blood royal, who
did not ent r the room with a bearing
which satisfied his demands, "Your high-
ness approaches us with the manner of a
clodhopper!" And again to one who, if not
the heir apparent to the throne, had every
reason to credit the possibility thai he
might be, "Your' highness hands a lady like
a country clown!" Would those speeches,
or like emanations from an arbitrary in
structor be tolerated in Newport? Would
any American duchess, whose ancestry was
of th most recent, submit to such criti-
cism with an eighteenth century grace?
We trow not. The hroic love of liberty
which so characterizes the twentieth
century, would undoubtedly assert Itself,
and that "maitre a. danser" would lose
his position. The axiom uttered by Pope
"Those move best who've learned to
dance" still holds true, but the spirit of the
age rebels against elaboration of ceremony,
or a process of instruction which looks not
to a financial result, and in this country at
least there is no compelling authority, as
in Germany, when the present emperor
who has , observed the awkwardness
of some of the army officers
in a dance at which his Majes-
ty was present, issued a peremptory
command that no officer was to appear at
a court ball until he had learned how to
dance!

ThTr- - is a story which has become tra-
ditional in Europe that a renowned tjacht r
cf the minuet was accustomed to say to
all applicants for instruction, as he assumed
an abstracted and philosophic air, and
sicrhl with hard on heart: "Ah, whit
things there are in a minuet!" Too many
forsooth, for the pu.sh, the hurry and the
Impatience of these days. People of all
sorts and conditions are now content to
run over the floor, and there is little room
for the Pharisaic thanksgiving that one is
not as the oth-- r men are. The debutante in
the dghteenth century was compelled to
undergo a crucial test, for not until she
was a through artist in lancing the min-
uet was she equipped for society, ami too.
In that way lay fame and admiration of
no mean order. Margaret of Valois was
said to have been such a marvel of grace
In the execution of this , dance that Don
John of Austria declared it to be the very
poetry of rnotbjn. and the most beautiful
sight he beheld In Pai ls. Queen 'harlotte
xacted that no lady should be allowed to

dance at court unless she could execute
the minuet without the sUghtsat Imperfec-tion- ,.

and at no period of English history
did England show more graceful anl gra-
cious women than in th days when this
tenet was the fashion. But, nous
ovons change tout eela the hoydenish st p
and m.nlike air may COOStat with the man-
nish last, but not with th languid gnu
of the eighteenth cntury diversion. Th
Amazon of the present, as of the past, is
a dancer; h. yes. but she does not das i

the minuet, it is not pmn si-i-v : Free-
dom, not elegance, is the watchword of so-
ciety, and Newport in all its glory is far
from being averfte to fr- - dorn.

RAILROADS IHK 3!Ivlfi HEADWAY
l It I SHIM.

The Santa IVs Hie Kiiftliie Are Ex-

pected to R olntlonize Freight
and Passenger Irnltic.

The fiht of the roads against the scalp-
ers is spreading and taking on larger pro-
portions every day and interested lines are
determined to put a stop to the practice
of dealing in tickets altogether. For many
years spasmodic efforts have been made
to prevent scalpers from handling trans-
portation contracts and of late the roads
have begun to concentrate their energies
with the result that a number of eases of
forgery, receiving stolen goods and similar
charges have been made against the brokers
and victory is apparently shifting rapidly
to the side of the railroads. It now looks
as if the injunction that has been granted
against ticket scalpers of New Orleans
restraining them from dealing in tickets
sold for the Mardi Gras celebration will be
effective. Under the order of the court It is
unlawful for brokers to handle in any man-
ner certificates of transportation.

aiitu Fe' New l'.tmlnet.
The Baldwin locomotive works has begun

work on the recent order from the Santa
Fe for fifty locomotives. Ten of the num-
ber will be monsters, even larger than those
delivered to the Santa Fe a few months ago,
and it is expocted that these locomotives
will prove the beginning of an epoch in rail-
road freighting which may result in the
abolition of thousands of smaller and
weaker engines. It is claimed that these
locomotives will be able to pull 6o,XK) tons
of dead freight on a level. The weight of
each engine complete will be about 28Ö.OQ0
pounds, the tender weighing 20O.0U0 pounds,
making a total of 480.ÖUU. Their speed will
be much greater thun freight locomotives
now used in pulling the ore trains of the
Santa Fe, anJ their cost will be a third
more thsn the best freight engine yet built.
From the time the first cast was made until
the first shipment shall start for the South-
west, fifty days will have elapsed. The
Baldwin works now has a force of about
1.800 men at work on these engines. Al-
though the same width as the smaller en-
gines and adapted to the same tracks, the
type is much long r and higher. The most
distinguishing feature besides the size are
the tandem cylinders and the immense driv-
ing wheels. There are five pairs of drivers
and at the extreme front of the ngine is
a pair of pony wheels. The other forty lo-
comotives will be of the balanced compound
type, similar in many respects to the
French engine. The drivers of these en-
gines will be seventy-nin- e Inches in diam-
eter, the cylinders fifteen und twenty-fiv- e

inches, with twenty-six-inc- h piston stroke.
They are designed to attain a speed of
eighty miles un hour and to be used exclu-
sively for paasenger trains. The passen-
ger engines, including the tender, will weigh
320.000 pounds. All aro to be delivered in
April.
