ATTORNEYS SUBMIT OPINION,

The opinion submitted by Attorneys
Daniels, Hay and lb-ro- on the question
as to the ward and precinct boundaries, is
as follows:
"Hon. Charles N. Elliott. Indianapolis, Ind.:

"We have had submitted to us by you
a question as to whether the coming elec-
tion of precinct committeemen shall be
held under the precinct i- - indaries estab-
lished by the Board of County Commission-
ers of Marion county or under those lixed
svnd established by the Common Counc il of
the city of Indianapolis. We have gtven
the question careful consideration, and
are of the opinion that the precinct boun-
daries as established by the Hoard of Coun-
ty Commissioners are to govern in the com-
ing election of precinct committeemen.

"By an act ot the Legislature, approval
March 6. 1S99. it is made the duty of County
Commissioners of each county In the State,
at their first session after the taking effect
Of the act, to divide the townships into
election precincts and establish the boun-
daries of the sat e, and by an act of theLegislature, appt ved March 6. UH, the
Board of Commissioners of any county,
may change the boundaries of any pre-
cinct within such county, or divide any
precinct Into two or more precincts, or con-
solidate two or more precincts into one.

"This law seems to give, the County Com-
missioners the exclusive power of making
divisions of counties into precincts for
election purposes, and while the law
elding for the election of city officers places
in the Common Council of the city the
right to establish election precincts, it
must, in nur opinion, be necessarily held
that the Common Council has the power
to district the city for city election pur-
poses only.

this committee is recognized ;s th adjunct
to all elections of county. State and na-
tional officers. No city officers are to be
elected, and it Is clear to us that only Coun-ty Commissioners have the power to es-
tablish precinct boundaries for such an

Of precinct committeemen the boundarieses last eafeMtahed by the County Com
missioners make th. preclnctf from which

MAKES JTRST EXHIBIT

Themes from His Native State
Chosen by E. K. Sickler for

Paintin: 4 r -

NATURE STUDIES SHOW N

An inte r- - sting exhibit, hung this week in
the Lieber gallery, is that of Mr. E. R.
Slckler. a local artist, who has a studio
In the Central Trust building. This is Mr.
Sickler's first exhibit, but his collection
of canvases is well worth viewing. One
of the most notable among them is "A
Morning Mystery." a picture which was
shown in the Flower Mission exhibit of In-

diana art at Tomlinson Hall last spring,
and which then elicited much favorable
comment. The canvas is a study of I.ake
Michigan. The white-cappe- d waves of
translucent green melt into the mist above,
through which the sunlight gleams faintly.
When the picture was shown last year the
only unfavorable comment it aroused was
in regard to the pier which ran from the
foreground out into the lake an unneces-
sary detail. Mr. Sickler has altered his
picture, and the pier has been painted out,
with improvement to the composition.

With the exception of the Lake Michigan
canvas most of ths studies are of Indiana
so-nery- , and in addition there are a num-

ber of portraits and still life studies. Two
of the canvases show the same subject
under differing lights. "In Evening Dress

Green s ' Forks" is a peaceful study of
fields and trees, quiet under the gathering
evening light, which is relieved only by a
faint glow of color in the sky. "In Oala
I r-- ss Green s Forks" shows the- - same
fie lds sparkling with sunshine and light.

"The River Drive," a smaller painting,
is one of the best bits of composition in
Uh exhibit. The road winding between the
arching trees is that between Lafayette
and the historic battleground of Tippe-
canoe, and the effect of sunshine and shade
on the foliage and road Is admirable. "Wa-
ter for the Mills," a poetic study of the
prosaic canal, within city limits; "A
Hoosier Farm. ' exhibited In Chicago and
at the Omaha exposition; "On the Wa-
bash." and "A Passing Storm" are small,
but noteworthy for their fine color and
good treatment.

The most important of Mr. Sickler's fig-
ure studies. "The Spirit of the Grotto," Is
exceedingly good in its flesh tints and at-
tractive in drawing. The still-ilf- e studies
are all interesting and well managed. The
exhibit will continue until the end of the
week.
