bert Stuart, and which will be presented
to the subscribers of the Journal in next
Sunday's issue, lends interest to the fol-

lowing account of the author of the por-

trait and the under which
it came to be painted.

Gilbert Stuart is the only American art-
ist deemed worthy of the high honor of
being included in the list of great Ameri-
cans whose names have been inscribed in
the "Hall of Fame."

Gilbert Stuart was born Dec. 22, 1755. In
the records of St. Paul's Church,

R. I., there is the following entry:
"April 11, 1756, being Palm Sunday, Dr.

read prayers, preached and
baptized a child named Gilbert Stuart, son
of Gilbert Stuart,

Gilbert Stuart, the elder, according to
family tradition, was a political refugee
of Scotch descent, son of a
clergyman and a native of Perth. On ac-
count of his politics he fled to the colonies,
wheie, after various he set-
tled in Ithode Island and established a
snuffmill. He married a beautiful girl by
the name of Elizabeth Anthony. The snuff-mi- ll

not proving a success, and Mrs. Stuart
coming into possession of a small amount
of property, the family removed to New-
port, wnere the son could have proper
schooling, for up to this time Mrs. Stuarthad been the lad's only instructor.

At Newport young Stuart, under proper
made rapid progress in Latin,

a language his mother had created a great
destre in his mind to learn. But it was
hard work for him to study. His spirits
were buoyant and he was too fond of
pranks, in fact, all sorts of mischief that
boys are prone to. Moreover, he had an-
other love which claimed more than its
share of his attention. His fondness for
drawing he could nut suppress, nor did he
attempt it. No portfolio of Stuart's early
drawings has been preserved, for he had
no portfolio, and no record has been made
of his early efforts. A fence, a slab, or
the tailboard of a cart received his first
impressions and in these early drawings
there was no attempt at anything more
than the merest outline; but from these
crude beginnings did he at least commence
to feel he must be a painter.

The difficulty of learning anything of art
in those early colonial days can hardly
be at the present time. The
few passable pictures in the colonies were
beyond his reach; the means to secure the
Influence that could command the services
of proper teachers were not in his posses-
sion. Rut when his parents removed to
Newport his prospects in this direction be-
gan to brighten. On many walls he could
see fairly good prints, curious old Dutch
tiles and wares of China,
but portraits and portrait painters were
few and far between. Still Stuart perse-
vered. At last he obtained colors, a palette
and when he could find them, sitters. A
picture owned by Thomas R. Hunter. Esq.,
of Newport, R. I., so far as is known,
is the earliest product of his brush and
represents a couple of Spanish dogs. At
the age of thirteen he received an order for
two portraits. Mr. aud Mrs. John Bannis-
ter, of Newport. These portraits are now
in the Redwood library. They are not
remarkable as pictures, but the facts con-
nected with them make them interesting.

A LOST
At the cge of sixteen Stuart painted the

portrait of his father, but what became of
it is not known. It was exhibited in Bos-

ton soon after the artist's death, but since
then all record of it has been lost. In 1770

Stuart met a foreign artist by the name of
Cosmo Alexander, though little is known
of him beyond the fact that he was a
gentleman and fond of art.

While spending a time in Newport Stuart
was brought to Alexander's notice and see-
ing evidence of talent in him, gave him all
the instruction of which he was capable.
He found Stuart an apt pupil; in fact he
made such rapid progress that Alexander
took him to England when he returned, but

could not be of much as-
sistance to him, for he died soon after
leaching In his last moments
he commended Stuart to a friend. But this
friend soon after died and Stuart was
thrown upon his own resources while his
skill was not as yet sufficient to enable him
to win his own way. For two years he
struggled along, barely obtaining bread and
lodging by his brush, and thinking only of
returning to his native land, which he did
in a coal vessel as soon as his means would
permit of his the voyage even
in this fashion. But his so-
journ had been of great benefit to him in
that he acquired u great deal of valuable in-

formation. He had seen better pictures
than he could see at home and had been
brought into contact with men of estab-
lished He felt better equipped
to appear before his countrymen as a por-
trait painter and he was soon called upon
to paint some wealthy Jews in Rhode
Island. From these came other

so that for one so young and consid-
ering his time his success was rather re-
markable. But he felt how necessary the
study of the figure was and, with a friend,
hired a brawny blacksmith to pose at 50
cents an evening. All this, though pleasant
and was not destined to continue
long; the rupture between the mother coun-
try and the colonies was drawing to a head
and Stuart having tasted of the fountain
of was anxious to return to Eng-
land and felt that If hostilities broke out
the might be lacking. Every
day his touch was growing stronger and he
had an Intense desire to study under west,
his countryman, and so, with but one let-
ter of he sailed on the l ist
vessel which escaped attention from Boston
harbor In the spring of 1775. Where he land-
ed Is not known, but it was probably in
Iondon.

Having obtained cheap lodgings he cast
about to secure the object of his ambition,
to be the pupil of West, but for a long time
was unable to obtain the proper means of
meeting; the great painter, until at last.
stern necessity in the shape of actual want
compelled him to summon up his courage
to call upon West without a letter of in-
troduction.

West received him kindly, listened to his
wishes, requested him to bring some of his
work and as a result Stuart found him-
self in 1777 domiciled with the family of
West. At that time he was tweniy-tw- o

years of age.
Stuart possessed a great love for music,

had learned to play upon various instru-
ments and had also composed a little. While
studying with W st he was obliged to add
to his resources, therefore his love for mu-
sic proved a fortunate thing for him. since
through his knowledge of the art he was
able to secure position as organist at a
salary of 30 a year.

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repaid his master by "painting in" certain
parts of his pictures. West he had
remarkable success in portraiture, and he
often called upou him for assistance In
this direction. Stuart attended lectures by
Sir Joshua Reynolds, studied anatomy un-
der a celebrated doctor, drawing during the
evening in the life school, and painting with
West, who was so fuly employed that he
could nt complete the works he had un-
dertaken, so fast were they required.

ET CI FOR HIMSELF.
Upon the advice of a Mr. Danse, one of

the founders of the Royal Academy, and
a noted man in art matters of the time.
Stuart took rooms on his own account, but
before having West's roof painted a num-

ber of portraits which brought him fame.
Stuart began his career as a portrait paint-
er in setting up a studio of his own in 17,
paying JL150 a year for its rent.

West and Sir Joshua, Reynolds had sat
to Stuart, and this fact had brought him
into great notice. At this time his prices
were but second to Reynolds and Gains-
borough. For a time money rolled In plenti-
fully, which Stuart spent lavishly, never
giving heed to the morrow and living in lux-
urious style. Sitters were waiting their
turn and ready to pay whatever he de-

manded. Surrounded by his friends, given
the opportunity to display his remarkable
conversational powers, there existed every-
thing to conduce to his comfort.

'In conversation and confabulation he
was the equal of any man among us," said
a contemporary, and he made a point oi
keeping those talking who sat to him In
order to make them free and easy. This
called up his resources of judgment. To a
military man he spoke of battles; to a
statesman, of history; with lawyers, on
Jurisprudence; with every man in his way,
and with ladies in all ways.

Stuart taxed himself to six sitters a day,
and these done he took a walk, went home
to dinner where he was surrounded by
friends of talent and all varieties of pro-
fessional life. He had not been long estab-
lished, when he married Miss Charlotte
Coats, daughter of Doctor Coats, of Berk-
shire, England. They were married May
IS, 17ti. She was very attractive, but her j

chief charm m Stuart's eyes was her sing-
ing, for she possessed a remarkable voice.
In 176 Stuart being financially embarassed.
went to Ireland, where he had many orders
for portraits from distinguished people, and
where he was most hospitably entertained.
The cordiality of the people suited his con- -
vlvial tastes, which, however, were a,

serious drain upon his finances. He located
himself at a small place In the vicinity of
Dublin where the gentlemen of the Ljr-- I

rounding neighborhood constituted his prin-
cipal society. But in spite of the fact that
he was well employed, Stuart became un-
easy and dissatisfied, for the fact of the
matter was that he longed for his native
land, and, moreover, he had an intense de-
sire to paint the portrait of Washington.
This last wish absorbed all his thoughts,
and taking a sudden determination he
threw over all his numerous engagerents
in Ireland and sailed direct from Dublin,
though he had promised to return to Eng-
land to till a number of orders awaiting
him. Stuart landed in New York in 17y2,
and received a most cordial welcome from
his countrymen. He had gone abroad a
poor youth to win his way in the world,
and had come back a painter without an
equal in America. He first located in Stono
street. New York, and soon it was known
that he was ready to receive sitters. His
commissions were numerous, plenty of
money was at his command, and as long
as the day was provided for he cared little
for the future. Only in his old age did he
see the folly of his prime.

A COMMISSION DECLINED.
i Soon after his arrival he received a re

quest from Halifax to paint a portrait of
the Duke of Kent, father of Queen Victoria,
and a ship of war was placed at his serv-
ice, but the sole wish that Stuart possessed
was to paint the portrait of Washington,
and. fortunately for us, he declined the nat-
tering request.

"While Congress was in session In Phil-
adelphia, in 1794, Stuart went thither with
a letter of introduction to Washington
from John Jay. He first met his illustrious
subject on a reception evening and was
spontaneously greeted by Washington with
dignified urbanity. Familiar as was the
painter with eminent men, he afterward
declared that no human being ever awak-
ened In him the sentiment of reverence to
such a degree. For a moment he lost his
self-possessi- on with him a most unusual
experience and it was not until after sev-
eral interviews that he felt himself enough
at home with his sitter to give the requisite
concentration of mind to his work. This
was owing not loss to the personal Impres-slvene- ss

of Washington, which all who
came In contact with him felt and acknowl-
edged, than to the profound respect and
deep interest which the long anticipations
of the artist had fostered in his own
mind."

Stuart painted his portrait of Washington
in Philadelphia, and the home where he
had his painting room Is still standing at
the corner of Fifth and Chestnut streets.
The tirst attempt was not successful, but
the second trial gave us what is called the
Athenaeum portrait and proved entirely
satisfactory to the. artist, to Washington
himself and to all who were familiar with
hi features. So pleased was Washington
with the likeness that he said to Stuart

i he would sit to him again at
any time. im must oc icguueu
as the highest praise, from a man
whose natural modesty made sitting a task.
Stuart made many replicas of this por-

trait, usually finishing the background
and coat, which, however, were never fin-
ished in the original. There have been sev-
eral explanations given of why the portrait
was left unfinished, of which the most prob-
able is the following: Stuart was making
replicas of this portrait while it was yet
on his easel, and in this way It was a
source of considerable income to him.
Wushington, on finding this to be the case,
and knowing of Stuart's desire to retain

: the original, consented to accept a replica
I in its place.

Stuart then had no reason for finishing
the picture, as he Intended never to sell
it. believing it would be the most valuable
legacy he could leave to his family. Fur-
thermore, he was never interested in paint-
ing more than the face itself. The paint-
ing of everything else in a portrait was u
task to him.

On Stuart's death the picture was in-

herited by his widow and was sold by her
to a number of gentlemen who subscribed
ft r the purchase of It, and was presented
by them to the Boston Athenaeum, and it
is from Its present owner the picture takes
its name. It is deposited for safe keeping
in th Boston Museum of Fine Arts.

Gilbert Stuart removed to Boston In 1S05,
and lied there June 27, 182S, in the seventy-eecon- d

year of his age. He was buried in
the old ntral Burying Ground on Boston
Common, and until very recently his last
resting place was unmarked. A few years
ago th Paint and Clay Club caused a
bronse palette suitably inscribed to be
Disced upm the iron railing above his tomb.

ACCOUNTANT ON STANO IN

TICKETJROKERS' CASE

Evidence Is Submitted to Support
Charge of Forgery Made

by State.

BARRETT LAW ARGUED

Frank M. Brine, ticket accountant for
the Big Four Railway Company, was the
principnl witness yesterday in the Messing-Glic- k

forgery case, now being tried in
Criminal Court. The State offered as evi-

dence a number of plugged tickets which
were found in the possession of the defend-nnt- s

June 6. and tried to prove that the de-

fendants were carrying on systematic for-
gery operations. The defense objected to
the admission of such evidence, but the ob-

jection was overruled by the court and
nearly all of yesterday afternoon was taken
up with the examination of Brine.

After the State had overruled the objec-
tion of the defense, evidence was offered
showing that the defendants had raised the
date of a ticket from Feb. 3 to July 30.

Brine's evidence will be continued to-la- y.

M. A. Morland. ticket agent at New
Castle, Ind., testified that the return part
of an excursion ticket sold from New-Castl-e

to Indianapolis Feb. 23,- - 1903. had
been made to read from St. Louis to In-
dianapolis.

John T. Skelly, agent of the Railway Pro-
tective Bureau, said that he went to the
office of the defendants to buy a ticket to
Cincinnati and was soia a ticket marked to
Middletown, O., via Cincinnati, with in-
structions from Gliok to return the ticket
after he had reached Cincinnati. Hi
turned the ticket over to detectives and it
was used as evidence in the case yesterday.

Man and Wife Fined
on a Cruelty Charge
