SAN FRANCISCO, Feb. 21. -- Longer games
of baseball sre likely to be the rule this
season. Not more innings, of course, but a
longer duration of each individual contest
than was the case ln3t year. The plays will
go through somewhat less rapidly and the
average length of time consumed by each
game will be increased a considerable num-
ber of mlrutes possibly to an hour and
forty minutes or even two hours. That this
is the sentiment held by a number of mag-
nates in each organization developed at the
baseball conference here recently. It is felt
by them that it lowers the class of baseball
to rush the game along and that, more-
over, the public does not like short games.

EaMfl year it was something of a feature
to hurry games through as quickly as pos-
sible. This was especially true In the Amer-
ican League, any number of games being
played in an hour and twenty minutes and
less.

The ideal length of a game of baseball
was the subject of an interesting discussion
between Ned Hanlon. manager of the
Brooklyn team, and President Kilfoyl, of
the Cleveland Club, during the baseball con-
ference. It is worthy of note that these
men, representatives of clubs in two major
leagues, agreed perfectly that the tendency
last season to rush games through was
wrong.

"I do not believe in these short games."
said Hanlon. "To begin with, if the pitcher
and catcher work too fast they overlook
many of the finer points of the game. They
don't have a full grasp on the situation all
the time, and are apt to make mistakes
which at critical times may lose games.
They don't play heady baseball.

"The people don't like these short games,
either. They pay for an afternoon's enter-
tainment, and they are apt to feel that they
don't get their money's worth when they
see a game rushed through in an hour and
fifteen or twenty minutes. A game lasting
nearer two hours suits them much better."

Kilfoyl in general agrteed with this opin-
ion.

"I know." he said, "that In Cleveland a
lot. of the fans thought some of our games
were too short. But we had one crack bat-
tery that used to work like lightning. The
ball went back and forth so fast you could
hardly tell which was the pitcher."

'That very quickness may have cost you
several games." remarked Hanlon.

"But it didn't.'" was the reply. "The
pitcher in the battery I refer to did the best
work of the season. He won something like
eighteen out of twenty-thre- e games."

"Well, he's an exception to the rule," said
Hanlon. "I always have my catchers hold
the pitchers down If the latter get to work-
ing too fast. I want everyone on the team
to fully realize Just what the situation is
before every ball is pitched. If the battery
works too fast they don't do this. Then the
first thing you know some inexcusable play
Is made and It may cost you the game.

"Two hours may be a bit long for a game,
though It did not use to be so considered,
but I don't want my team to play a game
in much less time than that."

"Well," said Kilfoyl, "I think we have
perhaps been playing a lot of our games
too quickly, but it strikes me that two
hours Is going to the other extreme. About
an hour and forty minutes hits me as the
ideal time for a game."

"At least that." added Hanlon. "From
an hour and forty to at hour and fifty min-
utes is just about right for the average
game. This gives the players plenty of
time to use their heads as well as their
hands. Also, it Just about suits the crowd.
They see enough bast-bal- l and get away
from the game in time for their dinners
wiihout having to kill half an hour or so
In between."

condition and prepared to cope with the
Boa! trying circumstances;" thus spoke Jim
Jeffries to-da- y.

"The one thing that will put a boxer In
good condition, and, in fact, the only thing,
is conscientious training. When I first took
up the boxing game I realized that a boxer
must be in condition to be able to go any
distance. With me training is the whole
thing. I know that If I enter the ring in
good condition I have nothing to fear. It
is simply a question of time when I will
put my man out.

"While many boxers have an idea about
training they either overdo it or don't do
enough. The most important feature of
training for a battle is to know when you
have got enough. There are many things
to be taken into consideration. As to my
own training schedule I arrange it to suit
myself, and, strange to say, I never follow
the same system twice. What may be good
at one time may not be beneficial at an-
other time No matter how long you train
there are always a few things to learn.

"My light training now will harden me
up for the routine work which is to follow
when I go into active training for the win-
ner of the Munroe-Sharke- y bout.

"For Instance, I don't think it is neces-
sary to cut out water when you are thirst-
ing for it. I have tortured myself at times
by not drinking when I am sure it wouia
have done me good. Water naturally makes
one heavier, but continuous training will
offset what little effect the water will
have."

TWO MEN ASPHYXIATED;

EXPLOSION KILLS ONE

Open Valve in Gas Reservoir at
Buffalo Causes Three Fatalities

Several Men Hurt.

BUFFALO. N. V., Feb. 21.-- Two men
were asphyxiated, one was burned to death,
and several were seriously injured In an
explosion of blast furnace gas at the plant
of the Lackawanna Steel Company to-da- y.

The dead:
GEORG K REYNOLDS, a mason.
MICHAEL S. SMITH, a mason.
FRANK PRENATT, employed in the

power house.
The explosion occurred near power house

No. 2. where a large reservoir is situated.
The reservoir is a tube one hundred feet
long and about ten feet in diameter, and
was stored with gas to be used as motive
power for a large blower engine.

Smith and Reynolds were working in the
reservoir behind a bulkhead to-da- y. A
piece of the bulkhead was removed in the
course of the operations. A valve, which
the men thought had been closed, allowed
gas to flow into the tank. They tried to
escape, but were overcome before they
could reach the exit. A torch used by the
men was left behind, and when the gas
reached it a terrific explosion occurred.
Frank Prenatt and three other men were
trying to remove one of the unconscious
men when the explosion occurred. All of
them were hurled into the air. Prenatt
died In a few minutes. Alexander Sanders
was terribly burned and may die.
