Postmaster General Payne. Directly,
postmaster general’'s admonition applies to
employes in the postal service, but Indirect-
Iy and to all intents and purposes, it ap-
plirs as well to all employes of the classi-
, In line with
In the matter. It
however, that, infer-
entially, a distinction is made between em-
ployes of the government in the classified
service and those who are drawing govern-
ment salaries and are not In the classifled
service, That means, of course, that post-
masters, United States marshals, district
attorneys, internal revenue collectors and
customs collectors are not debarred from
engaging in politics, although it s well un-
derstood that such officlals are not to use
their offices for political purposes. To pre-
vent tho=e not in the classified service from
engaging in politics would to Impalr
the effectiveness of party machinery in
many Instances. The President, however,
has made it known heretofore that he is
not especially desirous of having post-
masters conspicuous in Republican conven-
tions as delegates. He does not want his
urnrr:mntlnr‘. brought about by federal office-
holders, and hence will discourage them
from participation as delegates,

Every effort wil be made by the Repub-
lican leaders in Congress to bring about an
adjournment by May 1. That is the pro-
gramme mapped out, and all indications
point to its being carried through. The
leaders are all time possible to
getting through the appropriation bills, but
some weeks will be required to get these
measures out of this way. There is very
little of importance pressing for consider-
ation, except the necessary legislation relat-
Ing to the Panama canal. It will require
some days to perfect the measures Intended
to provide a system of government for
the canal zone. This Is a new field for
the legislators in Congress,. We have all
kinds of outlying territory now: Hawall,
with a practical form of territorial gov-
ernmnent, a Governor and a delegate with
full powers in Congress; Porto Rico, with
a territorial form of government of an-
other kind, and instead- of a delegate in
Congress, a resident commissloner; Alaska,
with little In the way of territorial gev-
ernment and no representation at all in
Congress. Then there is the question of
citizenship of the resldents of all these
outlying possessions. And the Philippines,
with nothing settled as to citizenship, and
a commission form of government, with
no territorial organization nor representa-
tion In Congress. Truly it is a peculiar
mix-up, and one very puzzling to the Amer-
fcan legislators, to say nothing of the
people generally. Now comes a proposition
for a government under American author-
ity in a zone of territory in a sovereign
country foreign to the United States. This
government will exercise soverelgnty over
the strip of canal territory, but the kind of
government to be provided for it will be
materially different from any other we
have known.

PHILADELPHIA, Feb., 28.—A score or
more of prominent physiclans have been
holding informal meetings for the purpose
of asking the County Medical Boclety to co-
operate with the coroner and the police in
an effort to check infanticide in this city.
Ways and means to check this epidemic of
have been discussed, but without
definite result. Coroner Dugan and all
those to whom the alarming increase of

infant murder has been brought home, have
no hesitancy in declaring that the malprac-
tice syndicates and the baby farm syndi-
cates have made this condition of affairs the
most alarming in the country. At present
arrests cannot be made because concluslve
evidence to convict cannot be secured, OfMl-
cials claim that laxity in issuing death cer-
tificates is primarily responsible for the
success of the syndicate members, and also
for the increase in thelr crimes,

The faect that no lesa than twenty-one
young women have recently dled under
suspicious circumstances in the northwest-
érn part of the city, and that all of the
sixteen infant corpses found by the police
were picked up In the same neighborhood,
has directed the attention of the authori-
ties to one establishment, from which the
body of a young married woman was
taken very recently, and whose death from
peritonitis was certified to by one of the
syndicate doctors. In this case the hus-
band of the young woman s willing to tell
all he knows. He claims that the young
woman was taken to the place by her
mother, who told him that she was tak-
ing her dsughter to Atlantie City. He
never saw his wife alive after he bid her
good-by at the ferry.

The men and women who appear as the
managers of these retreats for women are
not physicians, but this fact, it seems, Jdoes
not deter them from undertaking the op-
erations complalned of. One of these men
has been identified as a stonemason, an-
other sold books for years, and still an-
other failed In the insurance business. It
is not known that any of the women are
trained graduate nurses, even. The re-
treats are merely furnished-room houses,
in the parlor of which the ‘“‘doctor’* has
his office.

YOUNG SOLDIERS NOT
GUILTY OF MURDER

Close of the Court-Martial of
Fourteen Men for Killing
Comrade.

CAIRO, Feb. 28.—-The court-martial
which has been sitting at Cairo for the in-
vestigation of charges of manslaughter in
respect of Bugler Gilbert brought against
fourteen voung soldlers of tkhe KRifle Bri-
gade has ended. The result was an ac-
quittal and immediate release in the case
of one of the prisoners named Phillips.

The decision with regard to the other
thirteen will not be promulgated until after
it has been confirmed by the general officer
commanding.

Brigadier General Murray was the presi-
dent of the court., Bugler Gllbert, a boy
of fifteen, was found half dead on a veranda
on Jan. 10, suffering from severe bruises
and cuts on the head. He died in the hospi-
tal without recovering consciousness five
days later, "The suggestion was that there
was a combination among the prisoners to
“rag'” the boy because his conduct had
led to punishment being Inflicted on them
colleetively. At the Inquest all the prison-
ers but one confessed to having done vio-
lenece 1o Gllbert,

Captain Nickerson, A. M. C., told the
court that the postmortem revealed exten-
sive hemorrhage of the brain, which
caused death, and was produced by blows
from a firtm but yielding substance. [Lieu-
tenant Colonel Wilson, commanding the
Rifles, Captain Maitland, the adjutant, the
bandmaster and the band sergeant all said
they were unaware of any collective pun-
fshment given by the officers to boys owing
to one boy's behavior, or of any hint that
boys should punish one another. The pris-
oners were all glven good characters.

How the Company Tax May Be

Hemmed In.

LONDON, Feb, 28.—~The government bill

The companies act of 1% would have
done a great deal to safeguard the inter-
ests of investors had it not left open one
wide avenue of escape for the man who
had unsound companies to unload upon the
public. This means of egress was by way
of floating companies without prospectuses
at all, the shares of which, being operated
in upon the Stock Exchange at fictitious
preminms, proved bait of the most tempt-
ing deseription for many misguided people.
The new government bill will seek to close
thiz last earth of the company fox.

The better class city opinion is allfin fa-
vor of =uch legislation. It was only the
other day that Major Evans Gordon, M. P.,
incidentally ealled attentlon in the Daily
Mall to the prospectusless company mon-
gers, and both the committee of the Lon-
don Stock Exchange and the Board of
Trade's Inspector general in companies'
liguidation have condemned the system
vigorously.

BILLS WHICH MUST BE
CAREFULLY CONSIDERED

Measures in Congressional Com-
mittees Which Contain Much
Political Dynamite

THE GAME OF POLITICS

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 25 -“"Every com-
mittee room in Congress contains a politi-
cal skeleton at this time which ought not
to be brought out into the open if the Re-
publican party is to have smooth salling
in the coming campaign, which all present
indications are it will have,” sald a Repub-
lican leader the House. “The Demo-
cratic party is abesolutely without an Issue
as matters now stand. J«t us hope that
of the pending legislation will not
=ee the light of day in either house. That
is the reason for an early adjournment, and
it Is the best reason that need be advanced
at this time.”

The leader was talking about a number
of measures now sleeping in the committee
rooms—measures which have been given
more or less consideration by the commit-

tees, but which are belleved to contain
dynamite which would explode in the cam-
paign. He was speaking of the anti-in-
junction bill, the shipping subsidy bill, the
lowa liquor bill, the service pension bill
and others of llke character. All these
bille are important, and deserve the fullest
consideration and explanation before they
are given the force of public law. They are
measures about which there are the widest
differences of opinion among the people,
and some of them, if brought out in the
open, thereby disclosing the attitude of the
party leaders and the rank and file respect-
ing them, would produce issues enough for
one campaligr.

That is to say that many
real merit are stifled in the face of the
presidential campaign. These are times in
which it is not regarded as wise for partles
to play around the outer edges of dangerous
political issues which may contain powder,
while recklessly handling the heat engen-
dered by public speech. Politics Is played
in every move by the party leaders on both
sides at this time. It is interesting to watch
the current of events in either house these
days. Everything has a political coloring
Democrats will urge the adoption of meas-
ures in which they do not believe, simply
because they fondly imagine that the pre-
sentation of the subje will embarrass
the dominant party. Republicans will hesi-
tate about bringing forward valuable legis-
lation for fear some turn of events will
give the opposition an advantage,

PREACHER AT 102 YEARS
DIES IN ALMSHOUSE

Spread Methodism for More than
80 Years—Refused Admission
to Home for Aged.

BALTIMORE, Feb. 22 —James Warden,
aged 102 years, supposed to be the oldest
expounder of Methodism in the world, is
dead in the Baltimore county almshouse.
He was born in England and was licensed
to preach in 1824, He traveled afoot over
Baltimore county and even into Pennsyl-
vania for his faith. A few weeks ago he
lost his nursery business, he said, through
the treachery of a friend.

He went to a Methodist home for the
aged but they told him that he could not
enter unless he had $50. He did not have
a cent, and made his way to the county
almshouse and asked for shelter, This
was two weeks ago.

When the facts became known there was
a great protest from Methodists that a
man who had labored for eighty years for
the church had no home In his old age.
Some e¢ndeavored to explain away the ap-
parent reflection by stating that Mr. War-
den was only a licensed preacher and not
a minister of the church, but this did not
allay the indignation. A minister was sent
to invite him to a home for the aged, but
Mr. Warden refused to leave the alms-
nouse,

RURAL CARRIERS MUST
STOP SOLICITING TRADE

If Salaries Are Raised It Will Be
Expressly on the Foregoing
Condition,

MAY GET S$70 A MONTH

WASHINGTON, Feb. 28.—There is every
reason to believe that Congress will fix the
salaries of rural carriers at 340 or at
Jeast §%0 a year.

This increase will be accompanied, of
course, by a provision that the carriers
shall not solicit or act as agents for hire.

The sentiment in Congress that the rural
carriers should all thelr time while

on duty to the work of the government is

rapldly growing. in
favor of a greater increase in salary than
that proposed by the House committee on
postoffices, Representative Hemenway,
chairman of the committee on appropria-
tions. indorses the amendment in the postal
bill relative to the rural carriers with the
exception of the provision fixing the salary
at $720 a year. “The carriers are entitied %o
more compensation,” sald Mr, Hemenway
to the Journal correspondent. ““They should
receive at least $0 a month, and I am
the opinion that Congress will authorize
such a pavment.”

The Indiana delegation {s almost a
in support of the proposition that
carriers shall be prohibited from soliciting
for firms and corporations. *“Such a
practice ig bad in principle,” said Represent-
ative Crumpacker., I am of the opinion,
however, that the carriers should be per-
mitted to do errands for indiviauals on the
routes, and 1 shall probably offer an amend-
ment to that effect,”

as pogcsible, regardless of all other legisla-
tion, and to give the supply
bills right of way to the exclusion of all
other matters. The army
biil has been under censideration
subcommittee of the milltary committee for
gome time, and will be taken up early in
the week., The prospect, however, is that
the naval blil will be the 1o secure
consideration by the Senate. Both measures
will meet opposition, and probably will be
debated at length.

The bill authorizing the erection of a joint
building for the use of the State Depart-
ment, the Department of Justice and the
Department of Commerce will be called up
on Monday by Mr. Falirbanks. It is under-

Tuesday will be devoted to the bill regu-
lating the shipment of government sup-
plies, and in accordance with the agree-
ment reached yesterday a vote will be
taken on that before adjournment that day.

It is not expected that the confirmation
of General Wood will be considered during
the week, owing to the absence of Senators
Foraker and Blackburn, both of the com-
mittee on military affairs and both inter-
ested in the case, though on oppostite sides,
It is the general expectation that the case
will recelve attention next week.

At the request of Mr. Beveridge next
Thursday has been set aside for consldera-
tion of legislation in the interest of Alaska.
There are several bllls pertaining to that
Territory on the calendar. Mr. Beveridge,
however, will not press these bills if there
are appropriation bills ready.

The committee on privileges and elections
will begin its Investigation into the Smoot
case on Tuesday, and It is also expected
that the special committee appointed to
inquire into the charges against Senator
Dietrich will proceed with its work during
the week.

HOUSE IS NEARLY UP
WITH ITS BUSINESS

WASHINGTON, Feb. 28—The first week
in March finds the House with a very small
proportion of the big supply
awalting its action. The naval was the
cighth of the general appropriation bills
that have been disposed of at this session.
The remaining supply bills will be given
precedence over other measures, as it is
the desire of the leaders to clear up all the
regular business of the House as early as
possible. The District of Columbia ap-
propriation bill will be taken up next, and

then will follow the Indian appropriation
bill. The time allotted for general debate
on these bills will give ample opportunity
for parliamentary discussion.

With these two bills out of the way the
postoffice appropriation bill will be placed
before the House, the consideration of
which will consume some time. In the
meantime the appropriations committes will
perfect the sundry civil bill, now in an ad-
vanced state of preparedness for this time
of the session, In order that it may be
taken up at the earliest practicable mo-
ment.

DUKE OF SOMERSET’S
FINANCIAL SCHEME
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International Company, with S10,-
000,000, to Be Formed by
European Capitalists,

GENEVA, Feb. 38.—An international as-
soclation with a capital of two milllons
sterling—all of which is to be paid up and
which will be ralsed later to five millions—
has been formed in Geneva under the pres-
idency of the Duke of Somerset.

The association, which has for its object

the undertaking of commercial enterprises
of every kind, will be carried on on the
lines of the Credit Lyonnals, and will have
branches in every capital of Europe and
in America. Seven of the chief countries
are repre~ented on the committee,

Mr. F. W. Pixley, who with the Duke of
Somerset forms the English committee,
stated on Saturday that the company had
been registered under the laws of Switzer-
land, a neutral country, because of {ts in-
ternational character.

“The corporation,” he said, “will under-
take general flnanefal business and bank-
ing, as the term is understood in America,
but it will have nothing to do with cam-
pany promotion or with the placing of ordi-
nary shares. Assigtance, however, will be
given In sultable cases towards the issuing
of debentures, the collection of coupons,
ele.

“There vill be no offer to the public, and
no fees will be pald to the directors, thetr
remuneration depending upon the divi-
dend.”

Pay of Rural Mail Carriers.

To the Editor of the Indlanapells Journal:

The question before the people in regard
to rural free delivery service for the future
is much talked of, and the opinions of the
masses of the people as to the propriety of
cutting off the privilege which the rural
carrier has of acting as agent and doing a
package business are based on the welfare
of the people in the rural districts, and not
the profit the carrler is supposed 1o gain,
For one, 1 am not in favor of any law
that gives an employe of the Postoffice De-
partment the privilege of doing busine=s
ontside of his position as a servant of this
department. I have been a rural carrier for
two years, and by past experience know
that such a privilege s a nuisance to the
regularity of the service. I have done an
extensive business handling packages, from
which in all, 1 recelve 10 cents for my
trouble. I would like to ask any member of
the National Rural Letter Carriers’ Asso-
ciation what my gain was In this transace
tion.

If carriers are to be burdened by doing
errand: of this kind, why not enact a law
compelling carriers to pass a good sgechan-
ical examination and carry a compieie sup-
ply of tools and do repairing on their route.
I know this might delay them in making
good time, but if the patrons are the only
ones to be ('ur.m«l--rv-{, and the f‘-‘lI'l"li'.f'
gshould be an hour late on his return trip,
the postmaster could make a statement 1o
this effect: *“Carrier one hour late: Bill
Jones had his harrow teeth sharpened,” or
“Sam Doolittle had to have a plows=hare
sharpened,” which would correct anv ir-
regularity thht might take place under such
circumstances,
