As
illustrating the intense feeling existing
among the Mormons in some parts of the
State as a result of the investigation of
Senator Smoot's eligibility now being con-

ducted by the I'nited States Senate, the
Telegram to-nig- ht prints a dispatch from
Logan. Ctah. describing the regular month-
ly fast meeting hoM in the temple at that
place. The meeting- - was addressed among
others by J. M. Blair, who made a strong
defense of polygamy. Heber Carlisle suc-- (

eeded Mr. Blair. He declared with grtat
emphasis that Congress and the entire
country were the persecutors of the Mor-
mon Church ami then defended polygamy,
declaring it is the "doctrine of God and
the revelation that had been given to the
prophet. Joseph Smith. Hi- - approved of the
Conduct of Mr. Smith in Washington, de-
claring: "If it ever comes to a difficulty
I will be ready to die for President Josephr. Smith. "

W. H. Lamon aux then arose and, amid
much excitement, declared that he believed
in loyalty to the United States govern-
ment. It was dangerous, he said, to say
such things as the preceeding speakers had
given utterance to. The Mormon Church,
he said, is not now teaching polygamy;
that the church had given up such teach-
ings, and that there was no occasion for
such remarks.

AN EDITOR'S EVIDENCE

J. S. Williams Asserts the Senator
Was a Money-Make- r in More

Ways than One.

WASHINGTON. March 11. The Senato-
rial inquiry into the charges against Sen-

ator Dietrich, of Nebraska, began to-da- y

before the special committee in Senator
Hoar's commitb'e room. The inquiry which
was instituted upon the demand of Senator
Dietrich is for the purpose of probing the
charges on which the senator was indicted
last fall in Nebraska, and which were dis-

missed on demurrer. The committee con-

sists of Senators Hoar. Piatt, of Connecti-
cut. Spooner. Coekivll and FettUS.

All of the members of the committee ex-

cept Mr. Spooner were present when the
inquiry began. Senator Dietrich was In at-

tendance with his attorney. R. A. Battey.
of Hastings. A number of witnesses also
were present.

Leopold Hahn, postmaster at Hastings
from 1897 to MM, was the tirst witness. He
was succeeded in that office by Mr. Fisher.
In reply to questions by Senator H'ar Mr.
Hahn related a conversation with Mr. Fish-
er on April 23, 1901, relating to his (Fisher's)
appointment as postmaster. "He asked
me." said the witness, "what the office paid.
I told him 12.500. He said that was what
Dietrich wanted him to pay for the office.
He al?o told me that Adam Breed had said
that Dietrich had asked him $2,800, or $700

a year, for the four years.
"He asked me," the witness continued,

"what I had paid Senator Thurston for
my appointment, and I said not one cent."
The witness also said that Fisher had ques-
tioned him as to whether he (Fisher) would
have to pay a note for the $2.500. if he
should give one, and the witness said he
had volunteered to investigate that point
for him, and had done so, getting legal ad-
vice that such a note would not be nego-
tiable. At a later date Fisher had come to
his store with a William Dutton, ami they
had announced that they were called for
th purpose of "fixing up the postoffice
business," and he retired. He was told
afterward that the matter had been ar-
ranged.

ONE OF DIETRICH'S EXKMIES.
Mr. Hahn admitted his feeling toward Mr.

Dietrich was not friendly. "I was a can-
didate for the position of postmaster before
the senatorial fight began," said the wit-
ness, "but Mr. Dietrich said to everybody
that I could not have the place. He had
always fought me before when I ran for
orhce, while I had loyally supported him."
He admitted that h1 had frequently said
"that it was a long road that had no turn,
and that he would see that when Dietrich's
term was out he did not get another elec-
tion " He would not admit, however, that
he had said that he would spend $10.000 to
beat Dietrich. He had given Mr. Fisher his
word of honor that he would not repeat the
conversation, but admitted that he had
shown the memorandum to his deputy half
an hour after it was written. "After I had
written it 1 thought I'd better show it to
him, so that some one would know, In case
of my death," he said.

Following is the memorandum alluded to:
"Conversation held between Leopold Hahn
and Jacob Fisher in regard to the postmas-
ter which Mr. Dietrich will cause to ap-
point, or for sale, as you might call it. to
the highest bidder. Here is Dietrich's pro-
posal to Fisher: 'First, to pay for the new
furniture in the new room called the Diet-
rich building which will cost about $2,0iV to
$2.500. Second, to pay for all coal during the
four years for heating such a room, also
pay for the janitor's work, which will
amount to about . Take this off the
salary of the postmaster and give it to Diet-
rich. Beside this the government will pay
Dietrich $1.800 per year rent for furnishing
and heating the said Dietrich building.
What kind of a senator have the people got
in Nebraska? Mr. Adam Breed is willing to
sacrifice himself as postmaster and take the
office for $1.800 per year and pay $700 per
year out of his salary of $2,!W) for the term
of four years.'

"This is what took place at Fisher's ba-
kery in the hall leading to the baker shop
at the hour between 9:20 a. m. and 9:30
a. m. This is what Jacob Fisher told me,
so help me God. Every word of this is the
truth, the whole truth, so help me God.
This 23d day of April. UM.

PRIEST ORDERS THE FLAG

FROM II SOLDIERS

Unusual Incident at the Funeral of
a Spanish War Soldier at

Fort Wayne.

GRAND ARMY MAX AXGRY

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
FORT WAYNE. Ind., March 11. The

Rev Father Roche and Funeral Director
J. C. Peltier figured in an unusual scene at
the Cathedral this morning, when the body
of John Furste reached the door of the
Cathedral. Furste had been a Spanish war
soldier and his former comrades had
adorned the casket with an American flag.
When Father Roche saw the flag he ordered
it removed in tones which nettled Peltier,
who Is a Grand Army veteran, causing him
to exclaim: "You are not afraid of that
flag, are you?"

The priest's answer was another order
to remove it, and Peltier directed his as-

sistant to obey.
After the mas? Father Roche made a

short address, saying he wanted to explain
words spoken thoughtlessly. He said the
Catholic Church held the flag in reverence
and would always do so. but it was against
the church rules for either flag or flowers
to rest on the casket Inside the church.

When he had finished Peltier rose and
asked if h might say a word.

DILI L GARRISON CHOSEN

HEAD OF BUTLER COLLEGE

St. Louis Man, One of Country's
Youngest Presidents, Well

Known Here.

FORMERLY A PROFESSOR

Dr. YV K. Garrison, of St. Louis, editor of
the Christian Evangelist, will be the new
president of Butler College, to suceeed Or.
Scot Butler, who tendered his resignation to
the Board of Trustees last summer. At a
meeting of the board yesterday Dr. Garri-
son was chosen by a unanimous vote on the
motion of Joseph L Irwin, of Columbus.

Although President Butler tendered his
resignation to take effect the last of the
present collegiate year, he has asked the
board to release him from executive office
at the close of the present term, which
ends the last of this month. For this rea-
son. Dr. Garrison will assume the dilti s of
president at the beginning of the spring
term next month.

Lr. Garrison is widely known in educa-
tional circles and especially so throughout
Indiana, having been several years ago
professor of history at Butler College. Dur-
ing his term of two years he took an active
part in college affairs of the State and
became well acquainted with leading educa-
tors. He held a position of popularity
among the students.

Dr. Garrison is a graduate of Yale, where
he completed an academic course in 18J4.
being one of the university's honor men. He
later took a post-gradua- te and theological
course at the Tnlverslty of Chicago, ob-
taining the degree of Ph. D. For one year
following the completion of his work he
taught history in the university.

Later he came to Butler College and held
the chair Of history for two years, leaving
it to accept the editorship of the Christian
Evangelist. He has since held this position.

Dr. Garrison has traveled extensively and
written several interesting volumes of his
travels, one of which is "Wheeling Through
Europa," The book was written at the close
of a summer 5pent in traveling through Eu-
rope on a bicycle. Dr. Garrison has also
written a theological work entitled "Alex-
ander Carmells's Theology."

Sptd-t- l efforts are being made by the
directors of the college to increase the en-

dowment fund of the institution in order to
broaden its scope. I'nder th1 administra-
tion of Dr. Garrison. wh is probably one
of the youngest college presidents of the
country, being only twenty-nin- e years old,
the dir-- t . rs hope to enlarge the inter-
ests and held of activity of the institution.

Although Dr. Garrison has not formally
accepted The presidency of the college, it is
said by the board that there is no doubt
of his acceptance.

Representative MrOall. of Massachusetts,
who presented the resolution for the investi-
gation of the cases of members whose
names are mentioned in the report of tha
d j artment probably will be chairman of
the special investigation committee. 'This
is just as it should be." said an Indiana
member to-nig- ht. "Mr. McCall is an able
man und a good lawyer. He was elected
as a Republican and generally acta with
the Democrats. He should be satisfactory
to both sides."

Speaker Cannon intends to make the
special committee one of high class and it
is probable he will name some of the
strongest men in the House to serve upon
it.

The demand of tha
minority for a sweeping investigation of
ev.ry branch of the Postoffice Department
was not granted. The tesst on this question
came on a vote which roulted 144 to 125. a
strict party vote.

The climax of the day was reached when
Representative William Alden Smith, of
Michigan, condemned every executive de-

partment of th government for its arro-
gant treatment of the only branch of the
government in direct touch with the peo-

ple of the country the House at Repr-
esentativesand shouted out the name of
Speaker Cannon for Preaident of the I'nited
States. The Houae thundered its acqui-
escence, members rose to their feet and
fairly shrieked their assent. Democrats
waved whatever was in their hand. Re-

publicans pounded their desks and the
packed galleries too up the enthusiasm and
ech"ed the applause.

When the speaker bent low over his desa;
and wielded his gavel vigorously for order,
his raps only served as an impetus for a
fresh outbreak of enthusiasm. Meanwhile
Mr Smith . time ran out, and when he en-
deavored to continue, in opposition to the
ruling of the speaker, he was urged on by
the cries of members on both aides, but
without avail.
