Robin Is here, all right, and on time,
writes Erasmus Wilson in the Pittsburg
Gazette, although he has been more in evi-
dence in the month of March in times past,
which shows that he knows what's what,
or nearly so.

Whether the robin stands in with the
weather man, or is its own weather proph-

et, does not matter, but somehow it knows
whether =pring is going to be early or late.

The probabilities are that it keeps on the
borders of spring as the season advances
northward from the regions of perpetual
spring and summer, From Florida and the
warmer portionsg of the Carolinas it drifts
into Georgia, Alabama, Tennessce. Ken-
tucky and across the Ohio, keeping steady
pace with the tide of warm air as it flows
northward,

Now and again this tide is met by a tide
of cold air from the snow lands, and for a
time there may be a sharp contest for the
mastery, but the robin never turns back.
It hops around in the snow and on frozen
ground, standing first on one foot and then
the other, or hiding in sheltered nooks. It
knows the cold snap will not be long, and re-
maling falthfully by its good friend spring
in spite of frost mxl snow and cold winds,
as one good friend should stand by an-
other through trying times.

Robins may not be as plentiful hereafter
on account of the bird shooters and trap-
pers in the South.

It appears that some one discovered that
robins fattened on rice or smeeds found so
abundautly in the swamps of the Southern

States, make good pies. Soon the word
had passed along the line of big men who
shoot little birds under any trivial pretext,
or for no other reason than to gratify their
desires to kill something. And these are
very careful not to attack anything that can
fight back. Nor do they give birds an even
chance for thelr lives, but take hundred-to-
one shots at them with double-barreled
shotguns loaded with birdshot cartridges.

According to reports, thousands of nice fat
robins have been killed and baked into pies.

"Taint fair, do you think? ’

The robin is a harmless bird, and very
useful, too. In this it differs from the black-
bird in a great measure. Nor does. it multi-
ply like a blackbird, or any of the depreda-
tory species,

Wonder if they have killed our robins,
for whose return to the same old nest we
so anxiously wait and watch at the first
sign of spring?

The national committee of the Audubon

Society sends out educational leaflets, giv-

few interesting Ints, taken from the
Robin leaflet, are herewith appended:

“Wherever the robin breeds within the
confines of civillzation, man is its friend
and a mutual attachment has grown up
that borders on sentiment. The man ex-
tenda his protection and the bird rewards
by making his home almost under the same
rooftree, displaying a confidence in his hu-
;nan brother that is begotten by lack of
ear,

“In the robin's winter home in the South-
land all Is different, for there no sentiment
but that of gastronomles is displayed; the
bird is simply a tender morsel to be made
an Integral part of a stew or a pie. In cen-
tral Tennessee are large tracts of cedars,
the berries of which serve to attract my-
riads of robins in the winter. One small
hamlet in this district sends to market
annually enough robins to return $00 at 5
cents per dozen, equal to 120,000 birds,

“My informant naively says: ‘They are
easily caught at night in the roost in yvoung
cedars; we go to the roost with a torch and
kill them with sticks; others climb the
trees and catch the robins as they fly in.’

dubon Soeclety furnishes the following in-
formation regarding robin slaughter in his
own State: 'They are commonly killed for
home consumption and for marketing, a
conservative estimate of the number killed
annually being from a quarter of a million
in ordinary years to a million when they
are unusually plenty. During the past win-
ter one gunner killed over 3% robins in one
day, and In one village in the State the bovs
and young men are vieing with each other
for a record in robin killing, the present
high score being 200 birds in one day.

“That the robin i3 a very beneficial bird
there i3 no doubt, although it is claimed by
gsome persons, especially small fruit grow-
ers, that it eats cultivated fruit to an in-
jurious extent. This charge, the evidence
shows, is confined to special localities and
to a very limited period and is not at all
general.

“The table of food for the year shows
that cultivated fruit is only eaten to any
serious extent during the months of June
and Juiy, when it amounts to 30 per cent.;
however, during the same months the in-
gect food amounts to over 46 per cent., thus
showing the benefit to largely exceed the
damage. The cultivated fruit eaten in the
month of December was necessarily waste
fruit that was left on trees or vines as
worthless.

“In the Southern country where the robin
receives no protection whatever, it eannot
be claimed that it eats cultivated fruit, as
the bird is not resident there except in the
winter, when fruit Is not in season.

“The horticulturist can protect his small
fruit crops by growing a few wild fruits for
the robins and the cultivated kinds will not
be disturbed; but thousands of injurious
insects will be eaten tyat would otherwise
be a pest."”

THE COTTON MARKET.

The final tone was s=teady, with a net advance
of 31 to 49 points, Sales were estimated at 300,900
bales.

TRUST COMPANY CONSOLIDATION,

Negotiations under way for the amalgama-
tion of various trust companies has given rise
to many inquiries concerning the advantages of
such consclidations, and whether or not the
movement was actuated by the same considera-
tions as prompted the merger of banks. Although
it is possible to operate a large trust company
at less relative cost than a small one, just as it
is possible to effect economies through the mer-

ger of important banks, the president of one
trust company poiited out this week that the
problem was somewhat ditfferent with trust com-
panies, since they could not be sure of retain‘ng
charge of estates or trust funds If they sur-
rendered their corporate fdentity. This in itself
is thought to be a copsiderable drawback, al-
though =uch obstacles are often surmounted, as
waas demonsirated In & recent merger where the
surviving corporation was continued as the cus-
todlan of practically all the funds that the con-
cern merged with it held.

The question, however, has many Interesting
aspects. The president of a recently merged trust
company admitted frankly that the chief (n-
centive Influencing the concentration of trust
company deposits was to give a few capitalists
control of vast funds. Such control enabled them
to finance Rreat projects In which they were in-
terested, just as members of a clique that owned
a great bank were accorded speclal privileges,
Such alliances were also profitable for the {nsti-
tution, bringing it a2 great deal of valuable busji-
ness, especially In corporation and raflroad lines,
One banker who has made a success of trost
company management, intimated that no such
institution could meake much money nowadays
unless it was tled fast to some life insurance
company, and received from It the volume of de-
posits and lucrative business that such a con-
nection could bestow,

This statement is confirmed for the most part
by the experience of the strongest trust compa-
nies, nearly all of whom have bullt up a large
business through the ““insurance end.'' The three
largest life insurance companies—the Mutual
Life, New York Life and the Equitable Life—
maintain powerful trust company afliatlons, two
of the companles named controlling absolutely
several trust compenies, and all maintaining
connections with numerous others. The trust
company movement, afr administered from the
insurance standpoint, has pepetrated outlying
districts, reaching nelghboring centers in New
Jersey and other territory. i

In discussing this movement one of the keenest
trust company experts in the United States
made the point that New York was fast out-
growing the limitations of the small trust com-

pany, just as it bad the bank modern »

OUn Monday the market was bc lower, on Tues-
day It was steady at the decline, on Wednesday
and Thursday there was a galn of about 15c, on
Friday a decline of 5¢c and on Saturday, with an-
other rally in wvalues, they were put up to the
highest point of the week and represented on
advance of from 156@20c over the low time in t.e
week, but only about 10c, compared with the
aveyage at the close of last week.

There has been rather a scarcity of prime
heavy hogs all week but also a smaller propor-
ticn of ordinary light grades so that in the aver-
age the quality and condition of the arrivals has
not chauged much compared with that repre-
sented last week. It was obs=erved that the de-
mand vas strongest for the cholce hogs averag-
ing arcund 180 to 20 Ibs, but, of course, the
good heavies continue to sell at a premium over
all other grades. The principal factor contribut-
ing to a higher market this week has been the
reduced supplies and several reasons have been
given for this.

There are not a few who believe the market-
able supply in the country is very small at
present but the generally accepted cause of the
light recelpts this week Is that it has been im-
possible to get thz hogs to shipping points on
account of bad roads. . The highest price this
week, $5.72%, is 12%c lower than the top hercto-

U. S. STEEL EARNINGS:
EFFECT ON ITS STOCK.

Commenting upon the condlition of the United
States Steel Corporation anda things shown by its
recent pubiished report the New York Times
says:

Nothing could more clearly demonstrate the

fact that the company was heaylly overcapital-
ized than the course of the stock quotation as
compared with the earnings of the company. The
course of the stock from the very first was
downward. Of course, there were Nuctuations,
but the general trend was to a lowsr level If
the stock had approximately represented the
value of the propert;, then the heavy increase in
earnings In the second year of the company’s ex-
Istence should have carrled the price of the
ghares to a level above their first quotations.

A stlll more remargable deduction 8 to be
found in the fact that whatever Influence the
earnings did have was shown by the movement
of the stock in advance of the earnings. The
earnings, it must be remembered, are not made
public every month, but only every quarter. The
only people who know what the earnings are
each month are the insiders. But not only do
they know what the monthly earnings will show
ehead of the publie, they also have means to In-
form themselves as to what the earnings dur-
ing the coming quarter will probably be, as they
can be guessed at approximately from the orders
on hand. In other words the coming events in the
way of earnings did cast their shadows before
in the course of the stock market. The only ex-
planation i= that some of the insiders took lib-
eral advantage of thelr advance knowledge to
speculats in the market. This speculation must
have been mostly on the sgelling side. otherwise
the general course of the stock could not have
been downward.

8o, for Instance, it appears that although the
earnings declined from Oectober, 1901, to January,
132, as usual during the winter season the stock
began to rise during the winter in anticlpation
of the big rise of the spring, 1902, which cul-
minated in the toom of the summer of that year,
But while the earnings kept up steadily all
through the seven months ending October of that
year the stock began to decline gradually, fore-
telling a decline. ITn December, 192, and In Jan-
uary, 1903, the stock rose, anticipating an im-
provement in earr.inrn. but in April, 1903, the
stock sold off again. It had evidently become ap-
parent that the remarkable performance of the
summer of 1502 could not be reghated and the
conviction was growing among the Insiders that
the fall would see a serious drop In earnings.

In explaining the rapild rise in earnings shown
by the chart for the mouths ¢f September to
October, 1301, 1t should be sald that this was
due to the settlement of the big strike of the
Amalgamated Assoclation of Steel Workers,
which had broken out the previous July, The
only period in the history of the company when
the samings remained steadily at a high level
ocourred In the boom times of 1%2 when. for
seven monthe, they fluctuated within 81,000 900
of the high mark. During the drop of the first
winter the decline of earnlngs had no very
marked effect on the market, and during the sec-
ond winter the effect was comparatively slight,
due tc the knowledge that the summer months
would bring an improvement. Remembering,
then, that the pries of the stock has for short
periods Indicated the course whioch the sarnings
would take later, It may be not golng too far to
expect & slight Improvement over present condi-
tions In the steel trade, provided the rise in the
price of the shares should not give way at once
to a dacline.

It
will aifo require a long time to gather together
a sufficient force of electrical engineers 1o make
successfil the Invasion of the electrieal fisld It
is pointed out that the General Electric and
Westinghouse companies have been able 1o save
immense sums of money by reason of thelr alli
ance in respect 1o patents and that litigatien on
patents might form a costly {tem In any new
venture Iin the field now held beétween thess two
companies.
