Hetter Weather Im n St Imiilniit to Ile
tail Distribution mid Dun's Agency

Sees Good Tiling Ah end,

NEW YORK. April l.-- R. G. Dun & Co.'s
weekly review of trade will say:

Much deferred Kastern business was transacted
during the last few days and some sections report
satisfactory results, but at many points the
weathtr is not jet normal, and, on the whole,
the season's trade thu3 far compares unfavor-
ably with latt year's volume.

Manufacturing returns continue conflicting,
iron and steel plants gaining ground, footwear
exhibiting the natural reaction from an un-

precedented production in I'j03, while textile
mills have much idle machinery and little for-

ward business to encourage deration.
Lumber and building materials are In better

demand, although floods at the West and labor
troubles at the Käst retarded structural work
to some extent. At Baltimore the general situa-
tion 13 satisfactory, despite the fact that re-

building of the devastated district is hampered
by efforts to secure legislative enactments re-
garding the arrangement of streets.

Transportation .is fctill interrupted by scarcity
of cars, although in the coke region there is
less congestion, and railway earning thus far
reported for March are about 1.2 per cent, smaller
than last year.

Agricultural prospects are unchanged, better
weather conditions at some points being offset by
less favorable news IrOin other regions, and
the pric situation is extremely irregular.
PROORIISo NOTED IN IRON AND STEEL.

Furth r progress in the right direction is re-

ported In the Iron and steel industry. Pig Iron
Is in better demand, quotatkns for Bessemer
advancing slightly, and the outlook for suf-

ficient supplies cf coke has Improved, due to
less trailic congestion and more prompt trans-
portation from the ovens to the furnaces. The
most oisturblng factor at present is the attitude
ot tin plate workers, thc.e wno have been idle
apparently favoring the acceptance of the pro-
posed wage reduction, while others recently em-
ployed are favoring resistance.

Large contracts for castings and pipe are under
consideration and work on the Pennsylvania tun-
nel will do much to restore normal conditions
at many plant. Westtrn in'iuiiies fur cast iron
pipe i romiae much activity in that line, and
implement manufacturers are busier than at
any recent date. Agricultural neds are ex-
pected to be very heavy, including wagons, tools
and all kinds of modern machinery, while there
la evidence of increased business for car sho;s
and locomotive works after a long season of in-
difference on the part of railroads.

lnereiiSl activity and somewhat firmer quo-
tations in Western hide markets resulted from
more interest on the part of tanrs, one con-
cern slone taking 75.ovo hides, on the other
hand, leather ia dull and Is neglected, with nota-
ble ease in belting butts, while the recent ac-
tivity in harness leather has subsided.

Wholesale trade in boots and shoes has ex-
panded and New Kngland shops are receiving
urgent calls for quick delivery.

RETAIL DISTRIBUTION STIMULATED.
Detter weather stimulates retail distribution

and inspires confidence in the future.
Manufacturers are extremely conservative,

however, despite larger orders, fcr the labor out-

look Is by no means settled. Sellers of cotton
have counted on a liberal supplementary busi-
ness, owing to small Initial purchases, but thu.s
far buyers have been able to confine operations
within narrow limits. In so far as any change
is perceptible, in the market the tone is slightly
weaker and little forward business Is reported.
Trade In woolens continues dull.

Commercial failures this week in the Fnlted
States are 20S. against 2l'6 last week. 223 the
preceding week and 173 the corresponding week
last year. Failures in Canada number 16, against
15 last week, Zl the preceding week and 13 last
year.

WEATHER MAN'S REVIEW
OF CROP CONDITIONS

Season ueiierully Iluekunril nnl Hnln
Hum Retarded Farm Work Corn

l'lunted in the Sonth.

WASHINGTON, April 1. The Weather Bu-
reau's summary of crop conditions for March
is as follows: From the upiht Mississippi val
ley to the middle Atlantic coast the season Is
generally reported backward, although the aver-
age temperature for the month in these dis
tricts was generally in excess of the normal.
In the Southern States the month has been mild
and favorable for farming operations. The
northern portion of the Central Oulf States,
however, the central valleys and the greaterpart of the lake region suffered from excessiverains, and western Texas and the southern
plateau region from drought. From northern
Wisconsin westward to the Rocky mountains
the ground is still froren deeply and no farmwork has been done. On the Pacific coast the
month has been cold and wet. wholly prevent-
ing farm work In Washington and Oregon.
The highest water known In nianv years. Hood-
ing thousands of acres of valuable grain lands,
occurred in northern California during the first
and second decades.

Over the western portion of the principal win-
ter area the reports iiflicatc an Improvement in
the condition of winter wheat, and In wme of
the more easterly sections a slight improvement
Is also Indicated. As at the close of the pre-
vious month, the least favorable reports are re-
ceived from the central and eastern districts.
In Indiana the crop has iK-e- badly washed on
high lands and much injured by flood n low-
lands, but. whether or not thus damagJl. it Is
healthy and growing. In the western portions
of the wheat area of Nebraska and Kansas thecrop has suffered Irom drought.

Good progress has been made with oat seeding
in the Southern States, with the exception of
western Texas, where it has been too dry. and
the general outlook for this crop Is promising.
Seeding is in progress so far north as southern
Missouri and Kansas, but no seeding has been
done farther north.

Jn the gulf States much corn has been planted
and good stands are reported. Some planting
has been done in the southern portions of Kan-
sas and Missouri. Preparations for corn plant-
ing in the central Mississippi and Ohio valleys
and middle Atlantic States have progressed
slowly.

In the central and western portions of the
cotton belt cotton planting was progressing rap-
idly at the close of the month, and some plant-
ing has been done In all the eastern districts.
In southern-Texa- about half the crop has been
planted, and the early planted Is coming up
nicely.

In the central valleys, lower lake region and
New England peaches are reported to have been
Injured, but thus far escaped injury In the mid-
dle and south Atlantic States.

Despite the unfavorable weafher for rail-

road construction the IMg Four and the St.
Louis & San Francisco are pushing the
double track line between St. Louis and
Chicago. The total length of the line will
be 2S3 ml'es and will represent an expendi-
ture of $3.C00,O3 by the Big Four, including
improvements, new work and grade on its
present line, and a much larger sum ex-
pended by the St. Louis & San Francisco.

s Time to Arbitrate.
Further reductions in ex-gra- in rates from

Buffalo to Philadelphia and Kew, York are
not likely to be made,-n- s the railroads are
carrying all classes of up-la- ke grain for less
than half the actual cost. So long as lake
navigation remains closed it is of little
actual importance whether the railroads
make any charge for transportation of ex-la- ke

grain, as practically no ex-la- ke grain
is moving. Tempted by the reductions here-
tofore made the elevators were stripped long
ago, and grain that had been stored there
was hurried to the seaboard. "What trattlc
men now fear Is the opening of navigation,
which would bring serious loss to the rail-
roads. In anticipation of the harvest to
be reaped on the opening of navigation,
which will probably take place within a few
days, all the boats on the lakes have been
leased and prepared for commission at the
earliest possible moment.

there seems to be no method of adjusting
the matter except by arbitration by the
Interstate-commerc- e Commission.
