This, however, is no
longer the case In the metropolis and the
largrr towns of the empire, but it is still
literally true in the villages and rural com-rrunltl- es,

where no one is refused admit-
tance.

So onerous have officials private Easter
visits become that the Red Cross Society
this year evolved an ingenius means of
relief und benefit to Its treasury by which a
subscription of p) secures the publication
of the donor's name in the Official Mes-
senger, carrying with it immunity from of-
ficial calls. Many eagerly took, advantage
of the scheme.

Th messages from'rort Arthur repre-
sent every warship of importance, except
the flagship Askold and the cruiser Pallada.
The telegrams are signed by the captains
and other officers. The telegrams from
Vladivostok were sent by the officers of
the cruisers Rurik and Bogatyr.

12. The Spanish court will go into mourn-
ing for one year.

LAVYER PUTS MASONIC

OATH AB0VE THE LAW

New York Attorneys Say a Glens
Falls Alan's Contention Has

No Means of Support.

FINED FOR HIS TEMERITY

NEW YORK, April 10.-Me- mbers of the
Masonic order In this city have been sur-
prised and not a little amused by the ac-

tion of Eugene I. Ashley, of Glens Falls,
N. Y., who, according to a dispatch pub-
lished in the newspapers, has defied the
court by refusing to reveal what he has
taken a Masonic oath to keep secret. Mr.
Ashley, who is president of the Hudson
River Water Power Company, a lawyer of
prominence up the State and also a Ma-
son, was one of several attorneys for Wil-
liam Moore, now dead.

In his last will, made two days before he
died, last November, Mr. Moore left an es-
tate of about $200,000, divided practically be-
tween three members of his family. In
addition he left to his grandson his inter-
est in the "William Van Rensselaer es-
tate," which he believed to be worth about
J3UO.O0O. Mr. Ashley was one of the ex-
ecutors under Mr. Moore's first will. H.
P. King, the executor named in the new
will, has been unable to get the slightest
trace of the Van Rensselaer estate, even
as to its location.

When Mr. Ashley before Surrogate Jen-
kins refused to divulge any of the infor-
mation given to hint by Mr. Moore, on the
ground that he would be violating the con-
fidential relationship existing-- between
counsel and client, and thai he had taken
the Masonic oath not to divulge any of the
facts concerning the Van Rensselaer mat-
ter, the surrogate fined him Jluo.

The fact that Mr. Ashley has placed-th- e

Masonic oath above the law has brought
him much criticism among members of
the Masonic order, who do not hesitate tosay he is overstepping any law or priv-
ilege existing in the order. It is an inter-
esting fact in this connection that Surro-
gate Jenkins is a Mason and Mr. King isa past district deputy grand master in the
order.

Lawyers who have read of the remarka-
ble stand taken by Mr. Ashley brand it as
ridiculous, and say that the man will surely
go to jail, despite his Masonic oath, unless
he answers, the surrogate's questions. If
there were such an oath., they declare, it
would not be recognized by any court, and
no sensible person would think otherwise.

A well-know- n corporation lawyer, when
questioned on the matter, said that Mr.
Ashley did not have a leg to stand upon.

There is no oath, religious. or fraternal,
recognized In law as binding." ne said.
"The fact that a man gives a Masonic oath
does not give him the shadow of a right to
refuse to give information about a will.
Such an oath is no more recognized in law
than a rabbinical divorce. Mr. Ashley has
no lepal ground to refuse the information
desired on the ground that it was privi-
leged, being a matter between counsel and
client, for it is a misdemeanor to concealanything about a will."

offered and had accepted the command of
the Baltic squadron, adding that he was
not certain whether the squadron would
go to the far East.

The Emperor, the admiral said, desired
tho squadron to be ready to sail by July
15 noxt. but this is considered too hasty a
movement in official circles, where it is af-
firmed that on the departure of the squad-
ron a certain complication might arise in
Europe.

Moreover there will not be work for the
seamen in the far East in September. "For
by then," said the admiral, "the Japanese
will have conveyed to Korea sufficient can-
non, ammunition and provisions to enable
them to carry on the campaign for many
months. The Japanese will not hesitate
to spend enormous sums for apparently
inadequate results, and this proves that
they can renew their supplies and am-
munition and that they have safe friends
who will furnish all they need."

Questioned concerning the Japanese tac-
tics the admiral said: "Vice Admiral Togo
is quite right to remain faithful to his plan,
although appearances are against him. We
know from a sure source that he is certain
he can repair hi3 vessels and renew his
supplies, even of heavy artillery, if need-
ful."

Admiral Rojestvensky expressed regret
that Russia did not take the initiative in
attacking, even In sacrificing her fieet, if
thereby she crippled the Japanese army.

ANCIENT ENGINES OF WAR

ABE .UNEARTHED AN METZ

Relics of Days of Julius Cccsar
Dug Up in German

Lorraine.

RUDE ARTILLERY OF WOOD

METZ, German Lorraine, April 10. Sev-

eral catapults, ancient engines of war, such
as were used at the siege of Troy and In
the campaigns of Julius Caesar, have been
dug up here from ground where Roman
legions, German warriors, Gaelic tribes,
vandal hordes and invading Huns in turn
fought great battles. 'Though much has
been written about catapults, few have
ever been found to give an accurate notion
of that primitive artillery. These examples
are rude and ridiculous in modern eyes,
though they were formidable indeed in their
day.

They consist of wooden frames or scaf-
folds in the fashion of a monster crossbow,
with a sort of trigger to hold the leather
"string" until the proper moment to let it
loose to drive at the enemy an arrow, a
spear or a piece of rock. The catapults
are a striking object lesson on the progress
made in the art of war, especially in ord-
nance. Projectiles used in the experiments
made by the Lorraine Society of Metz were
hurled 000 feet. One of these pieces of
artillery of the great Caesar's pride would
cut an Insignificant figure beside the 130-t- on

gun on Sandy Hook, which throws a
2,400-pou- nd slxteen-inc- h projectile twenty-on- e

miles more than 100 times as fast as
the catapult sends a bit of wood or stone.

YAQUI COMMANDER IS
CAPTURED AND SHOT

He Had Led Many Uprisings of
the Indians Against Mexican

Authority in Sonora.

HERMOSILLO, Mexico, April 10. Manuel
Guavesi, who had been for five years at
the head of the Yaqui rebels in Sonora, and
who in that time has instigated many up-
risings, first in one section and then in
another, is dead. Guavesi was discovered
among the prisoners taken by Captain
Barron in an engagement with a band of
sivages near liatomole and was immedi-
ately taken out and shot.

Guavesi met death bravely. He ha.d ex-
pected to be executed when his identity
was discovered. It was Guavesi who was
in command of the Yaqui force which am-
bushed and almost annihilated a whole
company of the twentieth battalion near
Zamorata In the rebellion of two years
ago. lioth Captain Celso Gomez and Lieu-
tenant Jose Vallejo were killed in the am-
bush, and their death was avenged in the
execution of Guavesi.

GuavcM was in practical' command of all
the. hostile Yaquis in Sonora and exercised
a great influence over those Indians who
worked on the ranches, many of them la-
boring Just long enoush so that they could
buy arms and ammunition to be used when
they joined the uprising. Guavcsi's cai- -
ture and execution will be the death of
their cause.

MINING FOR MASTODONS

NOVEL SIGHT III YUKON

First-Han- d Description of Prehis-

toric Monster Recently Un-

earthed on Ouartz Creek.

DEEP IN FROZEN GRAVEL

MONTREAL, April 10. A letter from
Dawson, just received, says one of the
most novel and interesting sights to be
seen In the Yukon is the mining for
mastodons on Quartz creok, which at pres-
ent is being done on claim No. 5 below
Amack's discovery on the creek claim. Wil-

son Foster, a quartz miner, is just back
from a sixty-mil- e Jaunt to see the famous
bones, and describes the find as follows:

"We climbed down a ladder in the shaft
thirty-eig- ht feet deep and groped our way
through the drifts with lighted candles
for about 150 feet, when we came upon his
royal highness at the end of this drift. He
was facing with his head in a horizontal
position at about three feet above the
floor of the tunnel and looked to me as if he
might have kneeled down on his front legs,
when he had, some thousands of years ago,
given up the ghost.

"One of his tusks was still frozen fast in
tho roof of the tunnel, and the other
tusks and the fore part of tne head were
suspended in the open space from which
the gravel had been removed after thaw-
ing it out with ordinary steam points. The
tusks Nare about six feet long and seven
inches in diameter where they are firmly
embedded In the sockets of the skull.
They are curvedupwards and taper gradu-
ally to their upper" ends, which are about
two inohes thick.

'.'The sensation of meeting this silent mon-
ster of prehistoric origin in such a place,
associated with gold In the frozen gravel,
is something novel, interesting and awe in-

spiring.
"The skull is about five feet long, the im-

mense eye sockets are perfect, and a large
cavity in the top of the skull marks the
former resting place of his gigantic brain.
This cavity was also filled with frozen
gravel, which Charley Swanson dug out
with the end of his candlo stick and h'.o
fingers. Samples of this gravel will bo
panned and the gold washed from the brain
of the mastedon will be exhibited to hun-
dreds of thousands of people from all parts
of the world who will visit the world's fair
at St. Louis.
"In addition to this fine specimen. Swan-so- n,

Pearson & Vochelle, who are working
this claim for gold as well as mastodons,
have found parts of four gigantic ribs,
which were taken from the face of a drift
near the skull. Mr. Swanson and myself
were in the drift nearly all day, while wo
were thawing out the gravel so as to re-
move the skull from Its suspended position
on the lloor of the tunnel, while Vochelle
took care of the boiler near the shaft. The
steam, laden with foul odors from the
phosphates of lime, permeated the entire
atmosphere, and we were compelled to in-

hale this stench while removing the thawed
gravel.

"Bowlders, muck and gravel rained down
from the ceiling upon our heads and bodies
continually, while our candles, which were
almost useless, were frequently ex-
tinguished thereby, and even knocked out
of our hands. The feeble glimmer of a
single candle would hardly pentetrate the
steam-lade- n air for a distance of a foot,
so we were continually groping about in
the steam looking for one another to get
a new light to enable the driving in of
the steam points in the gravel.

"We employed seven steam points at
the same time, and used the greatest care
in removing the thawed gravel to prevent
damaging this wonderful skeleton.

"Mr. Pearson, one of the owners of the
claim, met with a serious accident in this
same drift, which laid him up for repairs
the day before my arrival, having been
struck by a falling bowlder on the left
ankle while working on the floor of the
drift in removing gravel from about the
skull of the riastodon.- -

"It is no wondr-- - that Fred Levy, who
first reported this discovery, imagined
that Swanson had found a complete mas-
todon. It Is said he looks twenty years
older since facing suddenly this monster
skull in the underground drift, from which
he fled in horror. It seemed to Levy as if
the mastodon was coming into the drift
to impale him on his monster tusks, and
so he stood not upon the manner of his
departure.

VThe ghastly, sunken eyes seemed to
glisten in the uncertain candle light, and
the gravel bed surrounding the gigantic
skull took the appearance of hair and wav-
ing mane of a complete mitstodon to his
perverted vision. This accounts for his
fairy tale related in Dawson .before re-
covering from the terrible shock.

"The peculiar odor escaping from this
skeleton passed through the tunnel and
out of the shaft, a distance of 150 feet, and
is even observed in the open air a long dis-
tance from the mine, and led many to
think that by removing enough gravel the
entire skeleton will be found where the
monster is supposed to have fallen down
and died.

"The under jaw is missing, and but two
teeth remain in the upper jaw of the skull,
and these are in a splendid state of preser-
vation."

Police School in IltiNsln.
LONDON, April 10. There is a police

man's college in St. Petersburg, to train
applicants for the force. There is a mu-
seum combined with the school, where the
pupils make themselves familiar with the
tools of criminals Jimmies, drills, chisels
and contrivances for robbing collection
boxes, a special field of Russian thieves.
The Russian passport system is studied
in detail. The duties of the dvorniks. a
sort of asslstant'pollce, are taught. They

'keep watch on the residences, report on
the habits or the tenants, their visitors,
examine the papers of newcomers and di-

rect themselves at the police station.

High Bear Urges Graduate of
Carlisle to "Be an Indian

Once More."

SCENE IN A HOSPITAL

CHICAGO, April 10. "Come back to your
tribe, oh, John White Hawk! Come back
and be an Indian again. Your brother went
away and went to the white man's school,
but he has returned to his tribe. The white
man may steal your heart, your long hair,
your clothes, and your land, but he can-

not steal the earring holes your old Indian
mother put in your ears."

Standing in the middle of his council cir-

cle in the ward of the Phoenix Hospital,
Maywood, yesterday. Big Chief High Bear,
dressed in the trappings of his rank, ad-

dressed this impassioned speech to John B.
White Hawk, Carlisle graduate and gov-

ernment secret-servic- e mart from Colum-
bus, O.

White Hawk, who" had hastened from Co-

lumbus on hearing of the accident which
took the life of his half-brothe- r, Thomas
Comes Last, has been acting as Interpreter
as well as seeing to the wants of h's
tribesmen from the Tine Ridge reservation.
Civilization has agreed with White Hawk.
He dresses well, wears good diamonds in
his tie and ring, and would pass readily
for a white man.

He bowed silently to the call of the wild
which High Bear cried to him, and prom-

ised to return to visit his tribe next sum-

mer. The sick and bandaged red men
grunted approval of High Bear's words.
All the seriously injured men are coming
on well, Blue Cloud, whose leg was am-

putated, passing a quiet night.
The three dead Sioux were sent to Pine

Ridge, S. D., yesterday, old Chief Little
Iron requesting that all be buried at the
Catholic mission there. He said:

"You know I cannot leave the bodies here,
because the priests were the first to come
among my tribe to teach of the Great
Spirit, and I want them to rest under Black
Blanket's cross to show that we bury our
dead under the same religion in which they
were born."

The Indians passed the day at the hos-
pital writing letters in Sioux to the folks
at home, telling of the "bad medicine" that
had overtaken them. Messages were ex-

changed between Iron Tail and Buffalo
Bill, the Indian's telegram reaching the
showman as he was boardrng the liner for
England. John White Hawk and High Bear
moved among the patients, seeing that their
every want was attended to, and the best
of attention was given by the sisters in
charge.

RISES IN DEFENSE OF A

CHURCH FOR UNCHURCHED

"We Are Dissenters," Says Uni-

tarian Minister, and Praises
Spirit of Free Thought.

NEED OF FREE WORSHIP

' A statement of the position of the Uni-

tarian Church as "a dissenting church,"
a "free church for free souls," was made
in the course of his sermon yesterday by
the Rev. E. E. Newbert, at All Souls'
Church. The title of the sermon was "Re-
ligious Agreements and Disagreements,"
and the speaker began his sermon with the
text, "Agree with thine adversary quickly."

"Humanity is a whole," said the Rev. Mr.
Newbert. " 'Together is the social and re-

ligious watchword of the hour, nor would
we have it otherwise Uniformity in
thought and action, however, may mean
stagnation. Death lurks in the stagnant
pool; life calls from the running brook.
Agreement makes for peace, but there is a
disagreement, a difference of opinion, a
clash of attitudes which means virility.

"It is easier to go with the mob than to
withstand it; there is danger on the firing
Hue, and the pathfinder hazards much, but
woe unto the age that has no pathfinders,
no men who dare, no fearless spirits. How
easy it is to drift with the current, how
hard to stem it! Or how comfortable we
are when we allow ourselves to go in the
way of least resistance.

"There are thoze who will not keep them-
selves physically erect. Here Is the type
of the physical slouch. But no less com-
mon is the moral slouch.

"He lives the commonplace life; he keeps
the commandments, but his virtue is nega-
tive. Likewise do we 'see the Intellectual
slouch. He keeps to the beaten track of
tradition and custom because it requires
effort to change. In politics or religion he
has no opinion that runs counter to pre-
vailing opinion. But progress does not come
this way. The slouch is not a great figure
in history.

"Without boasting or apology it may be
said that the Unitarian Church is a dissent-
ing church. It has had part in the large
historic disagreements. Its great leaders
have been in very truth pathfinders, men
who have taken the lonely way. To-da- y

it is far easier to agree In matters religious
than to disagree, but disagreement still
means life and progress.

"Did we come to build a church just like
fifty other churches in this city we could
not justify the outlay of time and energy
and money. But without fear of offend-
ing, I make free to say that the church
we shall build here shall, in many essen-
tial features, be unlike the fifty others.
These have their work to do. We must do
ours. And though the fifty others keep to
the line of custom and tradition, we will
take the way where bolder and searching
spirits have blazed apath.

"In this city of 200.000 people there is
need of one free church for free souls. Its
constituency must be found among the
thousands of unchurched liberal men and
women. Its appeal must be made to intel-
ligence and common sense, its thought must
be rational, its foundation broad, its pray-
er in harmony with experience. Its love of
truth strong, its word fearless.

"To do nil this means to leave the beaten
track. It means disagreement, but it
means life and hope and the larger fellow-
ship of souls."

VILLAGES IN CANADA
THREATENED BY FLOOD

Ice Gorges Cause Water to Rise
Far Over a Dyke Near

Montreal.

MONTREAL, April 10. Three thousand
people in the village of Verdum, adjoining
the wrestern limits of the city of Montreal,
are to-nig- ht living In the upper stories of
their houses, while several thousand more,
who live In that section of the city known
as Point St. Charles, are in danger. Early
to-d- ay a large quantity of ice came down
from Lake St. Louis and jammed up
against the Victoria bridge.

In a few minutes the water bean to rise
and in a short time had reached the top
of the dyke built after the last great flood,
and which had been up to the present time
a sufficient protection. In a short time it
became possible to navigate all that por-
tion of Verdum in the neighborhood of the
Queen's Park with boats. All the teams
that could be pressed into service 'were
engaged in strengthening and raising the
dyke. At t o'clock the water had reached
a depth of six feet on the streets. It then
began to fall and at 9 o'clock had gone
down a foot. The danger is by no means
over yet for there Is more ice to come
down.

La Prairie, which is situated opposite
Verdum. was flooded at an early hour to-
day and four houses situated on the river
front were carried off their foundations by
the Ice.

AIM-ITALIA- N PEACE

SAID TO BE IN DANGER

OF EARLY SHATTE RING

Italy's Foreign Minister Says All
Is Serene, but the Italian Peo-

ple Arc Much Exercised.

INCIDENT AT CATTARO

Austrian Gendarmes Forced Their
Way Aboard Italian Ship A

Sensational Dispatch.

ROME. April 10.-Si- gnor Tittoni. Ihft
Italian foreign minister, in an Interview to-

day, said that he and Count Golouchowskl.
the Austrian foreign minister, were en-
tirely satisfied with their meeting at Abaz-zi- a

yesterday, the result of which he would
communicate to Parliament.

The following, telegraphed from Vienna
to the Newspaper Independente, caused a
sensation here:

"The resurrection of the 'Agin in Italy,
in which the agitators asserted the Italianprovinces still under Austria were on t.iepoint of revolt, so strained were the rela-
tions of the two countries, that they were
several times on the point of declaringwar. Austria was indignant when Italyprotested to the Emperor of Germany who,
according to the terms of the triple al-
liance, is the arbiter of Austro-Italia- n dis-putes. The Emperor decided that Italy
was wrong in not . repressing the anti-Austri- an

movement and that Austria wouldbe wrong if she tried to occupy Albaniaand thus conflict with Italian Interests,
There being no appeal from this oecision,Italy and Austria decided to complete the
accord obtained through the meeting atNaples of Emperor William and King Vic-
tor Emmanuel, in whose toasts, contrary
to other similar manifestations, Emperor

rancis Joseph was cordial! v alluded to.Besides this meeting at Abbazzla, which
occurred in one of the Italian provincessubject to Austria, is to be understood asJtaly s formal renunciation of those prov-
inces."

Bad Austro-Italia- n feeling, with a riskof checking the work of diplomacy, hasbeen aroused by an incident which oc-
curred while the meeting between the min-
isters at Abbazzia was taking place. TlvItalian steamer Molfetta, on arriving atCattaro (a fortified seaport in the Austrianprovince of Dalmatia). was approached by
Austrian gendarmes who said they wished
iu nspeci tne vessel. The captain of theMolfetta refused to allow the gendarmesto come on board if they carried armsand the soldiers threatened to attack thship. The captain displayed the Italianflag over the gangway, when the gen-
darmes were ordered to fire. Before theorder could be carried into effect the cap-n!- n

'ie,dtd in order to avoid bloodshed.The Italian government will bring the mat-ter to the attention of the Austrian gov-
ernment and ask for an explanation.

CHRISTIAN BORN NOT MADE

SAYS DR. ALBERTHURLSTOHE

Pastor of Roberts Park Discusses
the "Evolution-o- f Chris-

tian Life."

WHAT REGENERATION IS

"Evolution of Christian Life" was the
theme of Dr. Albert Hurlstone's sermon at
Roberts Park M. E. Church yesterday
morning. The text was from II Peter,
I, 1. The sermon was followed by the
administration of the holy communion. Dr.
Hurlstone said:
,,"A IHan Jannot row Jnto the Christiannte. The Christian is born, not made. Theonly way to become a Christian, accordingto the teaching of Jesus, is to be 'bornagain. To be born from above. He thathath the Son of God hath life. The ex-ceeding great and precious promises areg ven 'that we might be partakers of thedivine nature.' Science and revelation areat one in teaching that life can only springfrom antecedent life. Revelation introducesus to God as the origin of all life. Thegulf between the nonliving and the livinghas never been bridged by an evolutionwhich leaves God out of the question. Theorigin of life is divine in the physical,
mental and spiritual realms. To as'many
as receive Christ, to them gives He power
to become the children ef God. We areborn again by the word of God. 'I am
come. said Jesus, 'that ye might have life,
and that ye might have it more abundantly.'
As In Adam all die. so in Christ shall all be
made alive. 'If any man be in Christ, he
is a new creature, old things are passedaway, behold all things are become new.'We begin to live by breathing. We begin
to live spiritually by believing on Christ.

"The new life In Christ can only reachperfection by earnest self-cultivatio- n. The
lack of certain works and certain Christiangraces may make a wreck of the life. 'Inthe Christian world there are wasted feeds,
stunted growths, blighted blossoms, as in
the natural world.' The spiritual life is not
complete at conversion. High Chrlstlau
qualities must be attained by earnest, pa-
tient continuance in well-doin- g. They arean evolution. The teaching of the text Is,
'Add to your faith virtue; and to virtue
knowledge; and to knowledge temperance;
and to temperance patience; and to pa-
tience godliness; and to godliness brotherly
kindness; and to brotherly kindness charity.
For if these things be in you and abound,
they make you that ye shall neither be
barren nor unfruitful In the knowledge ofour Lord Jesus Christ. But he that lacketh
these things Is blind, and cannot see afar
off, and hath forgotten that he was purged
from his old sins.' If the Christ-lif- e exists
in the soul it will be manifest in the char-
acter. There will be unfolding and growth.
The evolution will proceed as grace h? addedto grace. Not in extravagance or eccen-
tricities, not In a life partial and uneven,
or conduct One-sid- ed and extreme, butcomplete and well balanced.

"The universe holds matter and mind con-
ditioned into a six-fol- d life: life vegetable,
that grows; life animal, that feels; life in-
tellectual, that thinks; life emotional, that
thrills; life moral, that oscillates between
right and wrong; life spiritual, that as-
cends to God. Any attempt to ignore either
manifestation of life results in disaster.
Christ in the very act of the incarnation
has dignified the body. By His truth He
emancipates the intellect, by His atoning
death He purifies the heart. He piants
within the expulsive power of a new affec-
tion. By His law He shows the rule of ac-
tion for the moral nature, by His quicken-
ing and energizing spirit He imparts new
life, so that a man not only sees the way
of righteousness, but has power to walk
therein. The great call of God to man is
to become a partaker of the divine nature.
Regeneration only originates Christian life.
The new life implanted must be evolved
into the likeness 01 our Givine model,
Christ."

BOSTON. April 10. Announcement was
made to-nig- ht that the next general con-

vention of the Episcopal Church will be
held in this city Oct. 3. The sessions
will be held in Emmanuel Church and it is
estimated that 7,000 people will attend. The
woman's auxiliary alsov will hold its tri-
ennial convention here Oct. 5-1- 0.

One of the early features of the conven-
tion will be a reception to the delegates
and their wives In the fine arts museum In
Coply square. On the second day Bishop
Lawrence will give a reception to tho
ninety-on- e bishops. It Is possible that thearchbiship of Canterbury will attend the
convention as a visitor and as a guest of
the citizens or noston.

Creed of Christendom."
He holds that the authorship of the creed

is as yet unestablished, but thinks that
facts are not sufficient to substantiate tha
claims of the Roman Church.

The theology of Dr. Stansficld on the sub
ject of creed is that it is not a summary- -
of faith, but a statement of some points
which are fundamental and that a creed
has a two-fol- d purpose first, to distinguish
the church from the world, the believer
from the unbeliever, and to show in th
church those who. are in the true faltli
and those who are not. Faith faculty, h
insists, is the sixth sense which forms tho
large part of the human life.

"Man never rises to power and achieve-
ment upon mere negations br denials. To
lift much he needs firm standing ground.
Faith Is the declaration of conscious moral
certitude, and one of the sublimest mo-
ments in a human consciousness is when
one can truly sav, 'I believe in God, tha
Father Almighty. "

CHARGES OVERZEALOUS BELIEF.
The series of sermons, the first of which

was delivered yesterday, will continue for
four Sundays, concluding May 1. In part
the Rev. Dr. Stansficld said:

"In presenting these sermons on 'Tho
Apostles' Creed' my principal purpose shall
be to emphasize the cardinal doctrines of
our holy Christianity as therein o suc-
cinctly outlined. I shall not he at all anx-
ious to establish the authorship of this
creed of Christendom or tell exactly of its
origin and rise. Sufhce it to say that tho
pretentious claim of the Church of Rom
that it was composed by the apostles them-
selves during the forty days that Christ
was with them after His resurrection and ,
was given piece by piece under the inspira-
tion of the Holy Ghost by the lips of the
several disciples. Is utterly without founda-
tion, except in the mind of some over-zealo- us

believer in the divine origin of this
remarkable document.

"The origin of this cread is lost In an-
tiquity, though there is historic reason for
the statement that it probably had its .
beginning In the third century of tha
church.

"Why or under what circumstances we
do not know. It is mentioned and quotej
from by such writers as Ambrose and Ru-fin- us

in the third and fourth centutie?,
though it only became a part of the publio
worship in the Greek and Roman churches
in the eleventh century, and was later
taken up also by the Protestant churches
at the Reformation.

"It should be remembered that a creed it
not necessarily a complete summary of
faith, but a statement of some points
which are fundamental but which have
been disputed. As. for Instance, the doc-
trine of atonement is not mentioned at all
in the Apostles' Creed, some inferring
therefrom that it was not taught in the
early church, the proper inference, how-
ever, would be that that doctrine was never
questioned at all.

DOES SIXTH SENSE EXIST?
"As for the authority of creeds, the

Protestant teaching is that the creed may
be a standard of doctrine, but that the
Bible alone is the rule of faith. y

"The two-fol- d purpose of a creed Is,
first, to distinguish the church from the
world, the believer from the unbeliever,
and, second, to show In the church those
who are in the true faith and those who
are not. In the first sense Is the Apostles
Creed; in the second sense Is the Atha-nasl- an

creed, with its amplifications and
explanations.

"The Apostles Creed is the only creed thatv
Is used in baptism in all of Christendom,
or at least by Green. Roman. English. Re-

form!, Lutheran, M-tho- dist Episcopal and
Protestant Episcopal churches.

"The larp.vr part of human life Is not to
be known by the live snyes of man. There
is a sixth sense, the faith faculty, a sub-- Z

lime power whereby he discerns love, and
truth, and Justice, and righteousness, and
God. By none of the so-call- ed physical
senses may man know or sense the best of
his life. The largest parts of life's phe-
nomena are to be known only by this
higher faculty or power. Faith Is an evi-
dence of strength. Doubt. uncertainty,
hesitancy, are enervating. Man never rlsea
to power and achievement upon, mere nega-
tions or denials.

"To lift much he needs firm standinf
ground. Faith is the declaration of con-scio- us

moral certitude. .By faith we may
have Abraham and Jacob and Moses and
David and Daniel and the prophets.

"There U comfort In the reflection that
when w-- are parted in death we are not
parted forever; that our love for those
whom we have cherished on earth Is not
a temporary tond which Is to b broken
ere long in bitterness and despair, but a
pnhscsslon never to be lost again a union
of soul interrupted for u little while W
the separation of the body, only to b
again renewed In a far greater perfection.
Candor compels us to admit that In giving
it up, with the other illusions of our yours,
er days, we are resigning a balm for tne
wounded spirit for which It would be hard
to find an equivalent In all the repertories
of sclenco and la all the treasures of
philosophy.
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
