Under his care the congregation has built
a splendid church edifice and is in a highly
prosperous condition.

Mailed at Petersburg on Aug. 5,
1888, It Reached the Addressee

in Princeton on Tuesday.

card that was written on Aug. 5, 1SSS; and
addressed to him from Petersburg, Irid.
Mr. McReynolds, was at that time living
at Union, near Petersburg, and the card
was from his niece. Miss Laura Hlllman,
who was teaching school at Petersbuig and
asked her uncle to meet her the following
day. Needless to say, the appointment
was not kept. The lady who was then
Miss Tillman is now married, lives near
Terre Haute, and has a son thirteen years
old.

Where the card has been all these six-
teen years is a myetery. The Petersburg
postmark indicates" that it was mailed
April 12, 190, and the supposition Is that
the card was lost somewhere in the Peters-
burg Dostoffice at the time it was mailed
and was not found until the other day.

STATE MAKES A STROBG

CASE HIST SEWARD

Important Deduction Drawn from
Three Stories Alxmt the Mur-

dered Woman's Ring.

DEMEANOR OF SUSPECT

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
DANVILLE. Ind.. April 15. The, State is

making a strong presentation of evidence
in the Seward murder case, and public in-

terest in the trial Is largely increased with
the unfolding of the State's plans.

James Lane, who talked last with Seward
before the murder, again went on the stand
to-da- y. He testified that after the mur-
der Seward seemed fearful lest he was be-
ing watched. Mrs. Nellie Baysinger, a cous-
in of Mrs. Seward, who straightened up
the Seward home after the crime, testified
that she saw nothing of Mrs. Seward's
ring in the china closet, but Miss Emma
Thomas testified that at the sale of the
family effects, three weeks later, the ring
was found in a broken dish in the same
closet, from which the State deduced that
Seward had placed it there after Mrs. Bay-singe- r's

examinition. Seward testified be-

fore the coroner that the ring was stolen
from his wife's finger by the murderer.

The Rev. W. H. Williams, pastor of the
Christian Church at Lena, testified that
Seward, in his conversations with him.
had expressed great anxiety to know if
the people thought him guilty, and espe-
cially what was the belief of the officers.

Isaac Bratton, a Vlnal storekeeper, said
that in a conversation with Seward at
Greencastle, after the murder, the latter
had resented the fact that the officers were
"hounding" him and declared they would
"get no confession" from him.

Several witnesses testified as to the usual
unhappiness of the Seward household and
that Seward often quarreled with his wife.
Much of his grief after being informed of
the killing seemed to be assumed. 'Other-
wise their testimony was of little- - im-
portance.

EFFORT TO PROVE THAT

TERRELL IS HOT INSANE

i

Alleged Marion Detective Spends
a Season in Bluffton Jail and

Tells What He Observed.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
BLUFFTON. Ind., April 15.-- The question

as to the sanity of John W. Terrell, mur-
derer of his son-in-la- w, Melvin Wolfe, de-
cided once by the leading doctors of this
city and again by a Jury of twelve men,
called by Judge Smith after TerreH'3 con-
viction, has been raised again, and some
doubt seems to be cast on the correctness
of the decisions cited.

Harry Llnnville, reputed to be a Marion
detective, who came here at the behest
of Deputy Prosecutor Matlack to secure
evidence tending to show that Terrell is
not insane, says he secured his arrest as
a tramp, and that while incarcerated in
jail had ample opportunities to observe the
demeanor of Terrell. The latter appeared
sane in every particular. Linnville says
he was not allowed to talk with Terrell, but
that he overheard him talking with mem-
bers of his family, and that he talked ra-
tionally and coherently. Terrell ate with
good appetite, he says, and he avers that
when Terrell paces his cell or thj corridor
he walks like a man in full possession of
mental and physical faculties Instead of
dragging one Ug along, as was testified
at the insanity trial before the Jury.
