Frank Daniels in "The Ofllcenoy."
In a rollicking, frolicking musical piece,

made over from the French, Frank Daniels
and a bis company of singers and funmak-cr- s

kept one of the largest audiences of tho
season in a state of laughter and delight
last night at English's. "The Offlcc Boy"
may not be a work of genius, but it affords
the inimitable Daniels the best of oppor-
tunities for showing that peculiar drollery
which is irresistible to the average Ameri-
can play-go- er and which has placed him in
the foremost rank of operatic comedians.

In its original form, as presented in Paris,
the piece which Daniels is now playing was
called "Ie Jockey Malgre Lui," and was
written-b- y Maurice Ordonneau and Faul
Gavault. It is doubtful if there was much
left of the original work when Harry II.
Smith, the American librettist, got through
with it. for there is little in "The Office
Boy" that suggests a French farce, so
thoroughly Americanized is the production.
While there is nothing exceptionally orig-
inal about the book of the piece, it answers
the purpose of providing strong enough
framework to support a great deal of very
amusing nonsense and beautiful pictorial
display. The music of Ludwig Englander
is tuneful without being especially striking,
except in a few instances, and the inter-
polated numbers by other composers, a3 is
very often the case nowadays, form the
chief song hits of the performance. The big
audience last night was immensely pleased
with several of the bright musical portions
of the entertainment and lQudly redemanded
them. The management seemed prepared
for this, however, and the performance was
not allowed to be dragged out to an unrea-
sonable length by the encore enthusiasts.

The scene of the first act is laid in a
law office In which are employed an ex-

traordinary number of pretty typewriting
girls and clerks. The law office belongs to
Ketcham & Cheatam (names that have
been used before In a certain popular farce,
if .memory serves aright), who devote their
legal efforts to obtaining divorces for mis-mat- ed

counlts. All of the employes threaten,
to go on a strike, but as the money for their
wages is all locked up in a safe, they are
forced to wait until two bank burglars ar-
rive and obligingly blow the safe open. From
the ruins of the vault the olhce boy steps
forth, having been awakened out of a com-
fortable nap. The scene makes an unusu-
ally effective entrance for a comedy tar
and the audience goes wild over the fun
of the thing.

Then the plot or what there is of a
plot begins to develop. It appears that the
ollice boy has met and fallen in love with
a girl named Euphemia and has passed
himself off as u member of the law firm.
Under great difficulties he keeps up his bluff
until the end of the piece, when, in spito
of the girl's discovery that he is only a
four-dollar-a-we- ek ollice boy he realizes his
heart's desire and wins the hand of his
auored one. The scene of the second act
is at the country home of Euphemia'
father, who owns a private race track.
The office boy comes here as a messenger
and is mistaken for a Jockey. He is forced
to don a jockey's costume and ride a hcry
steed and comes out of the ordeal in a
battered condition. There are other misad-
ventures that aid in ' furnishing the fun
during the three hours that the piece
runs.

Frank Daniel3 is a born funmakcr if
there ever was one, being gifted by nature
with a most amusing- - personality, which he
knows how to employ to the very best
advantage. He is tha most artistic low.
comedian on the American stage and can
get a laugh out of even the most common-
place joke or song. Ills wonderful mobile
countenance and his comical eyebrows are
enough to keep an audience chuckling
even when he hasn't a word to say. Those
Daniels eyebrows what a remarkable
pair of clowns they are! The right one
never knows what the left one is doing.
Each eyebrow has its own peculiar method
of comedy work and gots right ahead in
its own original way, regardless of its twin.
Every new contortion of his expressive
face caused Daniels's auditors to go into
roars of laughter last night. The comedian
scored a great hit uith the interpolated
ditty, "I'm on the Water Wagon Now,"
but was even more amusing in the trio,

Signs" (the best musical number of the
score), which he rendered with Sallie
Fisher and Snyder Toler. In response to
the continuous applause at the end of the
first act he made a speech that was the
funniest thing of the kind ever heard in
Indianapolis.

Sallio Fisher, a newcomer to the local
tage, appears in the part of Euphemia,

the principal feminine character, and dis-
closes a soprano voice of much natural
beauty in rendering her share of the score.
She acts her part well enough, but it is her
singing that counts. The melody fairly rip-
ples from her throat. It is a pleasure to
hear her voice, despite her round Western
enunciation, because of the fact that it
seems to be no elTort at all tor her to sing,
ller two leading numbers. "Ilecause He
Told Me So," and "A Maiden's Heart." arc
given with fine effect. Ucnnle Ma goon is
seen in the part originally played by Eve
Tanguay, and to those who are familiar

ith the latter s eccentricities it is quite
plain that Miss Maginn has chosen to fol-l- of

her predecessor s interpretation of the
part. Miss Magoon imitates the-othe-r sou-bret- t's

mannerisms throughout the per-
formance. But she is as pretty and grace-
ful as when she whisked her way through
"Mr. Blue Beard." und her songs and
dances are given in delightful fashion.

Alfred Hickman, as a Jocqey. is capital in
what little he has to do. and with Mr.
Daniels, creates much merriment in several
ridiculous struggles for the possesison of a
watch. It hardly seems possible, however,
that Hickman once played the serious part
of Little Billee in "Trilby" and played it
well, too. Snyder Toler. Gilbert Clayton,
James C. Beany, David Bennett, Iuirence
Wheat anil Susanne Halpren are all good
in their respective parts, both dramatically
and vocally, and the large chorus, contain-
ing many tomely girls, is very attractive.
The beautiful costumes und handsomestage settings show that Manager Dülin-ha- m

has spared no expvnse in staging the
production. But is is a one-ma- n perform-
ance for the most part, depending upon
Daniels for its success, and as Daniels is
fully equal to all demands, "The Oiilce
Boy" must be set down as one of thebrightest and funniest musical hr.wg of the
season. It will be given again this after-
noon and for the last time here to-nig- ht.
