In the wards on the lower floors, where
some of the sickest patients lay, the scene
was touching beyond description, Women,
wild eyed and frightened, clutched the bed
¢lothing and sat up clamoring to know |if
they were golng to be left there to burn
up and then sinking helplessly back upon
the bed Through the whole bullding
echoed the uncanny screams of the women
and the deep roar of terror-stricken, but
helpless men.

The top floor was the first to be reached
by the rescuers. It was utterly dark amd
stiffiing with smoke, from which came a
din of moans and pleas for help. The first
two men to reach the top of the stalrway
found patients massed and fighting at the
tep. When they heard the steps upon the
stalrs those nearest the edge plunged
headlong down into the arms of the men.
All was darkness and the rescuers had
trouble in fighting their way out of the
mass. Aflter a few minutes lanterns were
brought and the patients were gathered up
and carried below.
