STEWARDS OF MEMPHIS
TRACK HEAR EVIDENCE

Squabble Between Turfmen Cor--

rigan and Murray Is Not
Vet Settled.

MEMPHIS, Tenn.. April 17. The execu-
tive committee of the new Memphis Jockey
Club met lu formal session yesterday to
take action on the complaint registered by
Starter William Murray, in which Murray
has asked the Jockey Club for complete in-

vestigation of allegations he says have
been made by Turfmen M. J. Daly and Ed-

ward Corrigan, which, he complains, re-

flected on his honesty and standiug in the
turf world.

Corrigan was the first person summoned.
Major E. E. Wright, attorney for the Jock-
ey Club, had charge of the proceedings, and
Corrigan was represented by Attorney
Ewing, Starter Murray and Attorney Flip-pe- n.

On account of the array of legal tal-
ent present, some of whom were entirely
unfamiliar with the racing laws, there was
much delay experienced in submitting tes-
timony, and after a four-ho- ur session the
committee adjourned until Monday morn-
ing, without announcing a decision.

Bookmaker Johnny Coleman and a
"clocker." II. Miller, furnished the only sen-

sation of the trial. Both are said to have
testified that W. M. Scheftel. owner of the
Eastern colt Highball and other horses,
also Alexander Johnson, of the Eastern
turf firm of Clark & Johnson. h?d re-
marked to them that they had furnished
Starter Murray with money and tickets on
horse races at Eastern tracks when Mur-
ray was acting as assistant starter to C. J.

EIRST SUNDAY GAME

Foot Races and Football Helped
to Unify the Nation-

alities.

Oriental people are very averse to phys-
ical exercise of any kind. Their Idea of en-
joyment is to sit under an awning and play
backgammon. That a man should go out
and run around a track in shameless naked-
ness, and this with no hope of gain, only
confirms them in the belief that all Ameri-
cans are mad But they are imitative peo-
ple, and some years ago the influence and
example of the younger teachers got a few
of the preparatory boys out for footraces.
That day, for Beirut at least, the death-
blow was stiuck to the picturesque dress ofme Orient. You can't run a hundred-yar- d

dash with long, baggy drawers and a si.k
gumbez that flops around your ankles.
Even if you "'gird up the loins," by tucking
your skirts into the sash, the effect is more
startling than speedy, bo, one by one, the
students ordered trousers from the city
tailors. At first they were poony cut and
viewed with suspicion: but to-da- y there are
not three men in the collegiate department
who wear the old costume, and many of the
students civess with taste and an elegance
that their professors cannot afford to emu-
late.

Tennis and basketball soon won their
place in the students' favor; and now we
nave gymnastic apparatus and a regularly
graduated athletic director, who has learned
physical culture and boy nature through a
long experience in the gymnasiums of
America. But it was football that did the
most toward unification. The value of
team work is a new idea to Eastern college
men. The old idea was that of "every man
for himself." It has been so since the time
of Alclbiades and Absalom. If It had not
been so. the history of the world might
have been different. It was comparatively
easy to see the joy of winning a footrace
or a tennis match: but to play an untheatri-ca- lpart in a football game, obeying a cap-
tain and working for the good of the side;
that was a very different thing. We always
play the "Association" game, and it used to
be the Ideal of every player to get the ball
and carry it down the tteld all by himself,
while the audience cheered "Bravo Jurjy!"
So we arranged matches with the crews of
visiting British frigates, and from sad ex-
perience our boys learned the value of back
plays and frequent passes, and began to
see dimly the truth that good football is
played, not with the legs or the mouth, but
with the head, and that hard team work is
far better than grandstand plays. That les-
son may change the map of Asia someday.

Rightfully Resented by Patrons

of the Game.

BUT ONE RECENT DEAL

ST. LOUIS. April 17. Not since 1SD5, when
Chris Von der Ahe sold Theodore Breiten-stie- n

to Clncinnnati for $7.500. has the brok-
erage business in the baseball world been
at all lively until the recent sale of "Red
John" Fowell by the St. Louis Americans
to Tammany for $8,000, with a second-grad- e

player thrown in to complete the bar-
gain.

There have been dozens of sales each cam-

paign ever since baseball was professionally
organized, but this is the first really im-

portant brokerage stunt in ten years.
The sale of players is always resented by

patrons, not only on account of the loss of
favorites, but as evidence of the predomin-
ance of commercialism over the sporting
spirit in the club owner.

A good baseball player should be price-
less. That is what the fans think, and
if it were not for them there wouldn't be
any baseball. Hence their wishes should
be respected.

From a dollar-and-cen- ts standpoint,
Hedges and Adkins made a "smart" sale'
in realizing $S.0O0 for Powell, a $3,000 pitcher.
In addition they got New York to toss in a
player who doesn't rank many notches re-

moved from "Red John;" in fact, one who
went better than the big fellow in 1303.

However, for all that, the team's last
chance to run one, two, three, four in the
coming race, unless, of course, the unex-
pected is registered, went
with the sale of the buxom Powell to New
York.

The Wagners, J. Earl and George, the
wealthy Philadelphia butchers who bobbed
