developed considerable weakness, and local
packers, having very little opposition from

outside sources, the trading was necessarily
rather quiet at the decline. For the most
part prices were quoted 15 cents lower than
Saturday, and a good many dealers made
thelr comparison with Friddy, claiming
that sales to-day were 5 cents lower than
4t that time. In isolated cases light hogs
appeared to be almost 20 cents lower than
éxtreme prices Saturday, but in either ecase
there were not enough sales to affect the
general average. Although the trading was
sluggish and it required a good part of the
day to transfer the supply, a good clearance
was fnally made at the decline. Hogs aver-
aging 21 and 239 pounds that sold at §.55
were probably equal to the $5.40 hogs Sat-
urday. Other sales of loads averaging a
little less than 20 pounds, at $5.20, were
probably $.3 hogs Saturday and loads
more on the mixe! order that sold at $5.15
no doubt would have sold as high as £5.30 at
the close of the week.

SUIT AGAINST,WHISKY TRUST.

NEW YORK, April 18—~The action
brought by certain stockholders of the
American Spirits Manufacturing Company,
known as the whisky trust, to compel an
accounting for the profits of that concern,
came to trial to-day befor: Justice Davis,
in the Supreme Court.

Over $135,000,000 of authorized capital is
represented by the main defendant and its
allied and subsidiary companies. The plaint-
iffs and Frederiek G. Reeves, of New Jer-
sey, invested 500,00 in the concern at the
time of the formation of the original com-
pany, in August, 1865

The plaintiffs ask for an accounting, for
the return of property and assets alleged
to have been wrongfully diverted, for an
explanation by the directors concerning
their management of the concern, and to
set aside the transfers of more than a dog-
en of the largest whisky plants in the coun-
try. It is alleged that distilleries with plants
worth several hundred thousand dollars
were transferred to the trust for a consid-
eration of §.

The case now on trial has been long pend-
ing. Demurrers, amended bills, answers and
supplementary answers have been inter-
pozed from time to time, so that the real
points at issue bave never yet been passed
upon and the main question to be decided
now comes before the court.
