His Decision.

A former decision of Judge A. B. Parker
in the New York courts was taken as a
precedent by Judge Leathers, of the Su
preme Court, yesterda'y, in the case of Mr.
and Jlrs. Frank Barnes, colored, against
the Castor Brothers Printing Company for
dairfages for the use of the Barnes twin
babies' pictures on blotters used for adver
tising purpose. The picture used on the
blotters, which were widely distributed over
the city, were taken from a photograph
of the negro babies. The parents brought
eut for damages, claiming that they had
been greatly riumlllated and distressed and
that the pictures were ma.de without their
consent.

Judge Leathers held that there could be.
no damages rendered for a sentimental

The case referred to in the ruling of
Judge Parker was the case of the Frank
lin Milling company, who used the pic-
ture of a very beautiful and prominent
woman ln advertising the "Flour of the
Family." The owner of the picture sued
the company for damages. Judge Parker,
as chief justice of the State Supreme
Court, In a lengthy decision, held that there
could be no damages rendered where the
injuries were of a sentimental nature.

lsSl, to April 1, 1900, reported for taxation
personal property to the amount of $141.570.

Auditor Clark Is seeking now to have the
taxable properties alleged to have been
withheld placed on the tax duplicate.

COURT'S DECISION TO
FIX LAW'S VALIDITY

A case reached the Supreme Couit which,
when decided, will fix the validity of the
act passed by the Indiana Legislature on
March 9, 1903. This act provides for the
buying of goods in the bulk, and also pro-
vides that the seller must make an in-

ventory showing his creditors and his in
debtedness. The case is that of Edward L.
McKinster, of Chicago, against William D.
Saeger, of Chicago, who is a dealer in gen-
eral furnishings. In 103 Saeger sold a bill
of goods to Townsend Hand, who was then
in business In Columbun. Hand later re
fused to pay for the good3. and in the
meantime sold his store to McKinster with
out making any provision for his debt to
baeger. baeger then sued both McKinster
and Hand, and the Circuit Court of Bar-
tholomew rendered a verdict of 1167.30 in his
favor. McKinster alone appeals the case.

Saloon Cnse Before Appellate Court.
Papers were filed ln one of the Eli Rit

ter saloon cases before the Appellate
Court yesterday. It is that of Moses
Sapire and others against Thomas F. Hens- -
ley and others, Sapire Is the agent for the
American Brewing Company and keeps a
saloon at b'Si Indiana avenue. The prop-
erty owners, through Eli Ritter, brought
proceedings against him In an effort- - to
make him close his place. The case was
first tried in the Hancock Circuit Court,
where it had been taken on a change of
venue. It has been appealed, and yesterday
Sapire filed a record of assignment of er-
rors, as did the American Brewing Com-

ROAD FROM FUTURE FLOOD

County Commissioners Will Con-

sider Whether Sea Wall
Protect Road.

Another was made of the
wash-o- ut along the Michigan road, west of
the Pleasant run bridge, by the .County
Commissioners and County Surveyor
Klausman yesterday, and a personal sur-
vey of the damage done at this place was
taken. As a result two plans of repair
have been suggested. County Commission-
er McGregor favors the contruction of a
sea wall, to extend from the bridge to the
point where the stream recedes from the
road, built in such a manner that the origi-
nal width of the road may not be lessened
in any way. Mr. Klausman estimates that
the cost of such a wall would be about
$H,000.

Another plan Is to abandon the old road-
bed altogether, and to build a new highway
through the country from the west end of
the bridge to the line of English avenue.
It is believed, however, that this plan will
be met with some opposition from the
owners of adjoining farms that will have
to be condemned If the new road is built.

The two plans will be considered by the
County at their regular
meeting: next Tuesday.
