HOW DIVINITY HAS STOOPED.

Remarkable Diminution of Royal
Prerogative by Japanese Rale.

Kansas City Star.
Throughout the last generation Europe

and America have been blind witnesses of
one of the most remarkable episodes in his-
tory. They have seen a descendant of the
gods, revered by the mass of' his people
as a being too holy for mortal eyes to be-
hold, voluntarily Invite his subjects to a
share in the government. Within their
view a divinity has deliberately divested
himself of his prerogatives and has fairly
forced the protection of written laws upon
a reluctant nation. But they have thought
no more of his transformation in Japan
than they have of the Institution of repre-
sentative government in Bulgaria or Cuba.
The troubles has been In their failure to
appreciate the Oriental standpoint.

The Mikado in Japan is more than thePope in Italy. His person is sacred so
holy in fact that the emperors lived in
seclusion for centuries and the present
ruler, Mutsuhlto, was the first to profane
his name by using it on a public document.
The divinity that doth hedge a king in
Europe is nothing compared to the sanc-
tity that surrounded' Mutsuhlto when he
ascended the throne of the god3. For the
oldest house in Europe is of yesterday by
the side of the dynasty of the Mikado.
According to the Japanese chronology the
royal line was founded soon after the ten
tribes of Israel were carried into captivity,
a few decades before Draco and while
Rome was still a kingdom. Even the most
skeptical foreign historians admit that it
was in full flower when the Saxons were
setting in England and while the empire of
the Caesars was still governing Europe. "

Mutsuhlto, then, can trace an unbroken
line of ancestors back through twenty-dv- e

centuries to the time when the forefathers
of Hapsburgs, Bourbons and Hohenzollerns
were savages of the wilderness, offering hu-
man sacrifice?. Hi3 house was old when
Pericles ruled Athens and when Socrates
went about asking questions. It has sur-
vived the rise and fall of Alexander's1 em-
pire, the conquest of Rome, the foundation
of the Papacy. Through all. these ages the
reigning divinity has had, nominally, at.
least, the power of life and death over his
subjects. The shoguns, for several centu-
ries the real rulers of Japan: alwaj-- s shel-
tered themselves behind the Emperor's ab-
solutism.

The passionate obedience of the Oriental
to his divine sovereign can hardly be im-
agined by the practical Occidental mind. To
his subjects the ruler's death is a real ca-
lamity, far outweighing any personal sor-
row, such as the loss of wife or child.
Their grie"f is expressed by passionate
mourning, whose sincerity Is undoubted.
The men who know the most about Japan
assert that to-d- ay nine out of ten Japanese
would declare that their dearest desire was
to be allowed to die for the Mikado.

It is a sovereign of this type, unknown to
Western civilization, worshiped and adored
as more than human by his people, pos-
sessing absolute power over their lives,
their persons, their property, his preroga-
tive sanctified by tens of centuries of un-
broken lint age, who "in consideration of
the progressive tendency of the course of
human affairs, and in parallel with the ad-
vance of civilization," has le.-towe- con-
stitutional freedom upon Japan. What
monarch in European history ever made a
similar concession? The reforms of the
first Edward, founder of the British con-
stitution, were the natural fruit of years of
struggle. Alexander, the Cznr Liberator,
contemplated giving a constitution, but the
hand of compulsion was. evident. From
the point of view of A?i an overwhelming
and bewildering movement has been going
on in Japan for a generation r.nd the
Western world has iool by stolidly, not
comprehending its --'significance.

PASSING OF THE HEARTH

Where the Family Gathered for
Festival and Prayer.

Philadelphia Telegraph.
An elderly woman in Wisconsin, who

was a young wife in the young West, is
telling in a local newspaper a few of the
things that the young wife of the older
West does not have to do. And in telling
of this she recalls vividly her home as it
was sixty years ago. There were no wood,
coal or gas ranges in those days, but
there was a wide, deep hearth and a
chimney that would draw, built large
enough for the sweep to pas3 through.

The fireplace would take a log lour or
five feet long and a foot and half
through. This was piled on andirons, andas there were no matches in those days
one of the greatest anxieties of Hie care-
ful housewife was to prevent the fire fromgoing out. If it did go out she had to go up
to one of the neighbors, perhaps a quarter
of a mile away, for a shovelful of live
coals.

One of the signs of neatness In a house-
keeper in those old days was the way shekept the hearth cleaned, using the broom
and wing, and a few of her many duties
were to dip candles, put down pork and
beef by the barrel, make sausage for theyear, put down lard by the jar, preserved
fruit by the gallon, apple sauce by thequantity, boiled cider by he keg; to
provide dried beef and smoked ham, to
spin all the yarn for the men's clothes,
to weave It into cloth, and to send it to
the dyers to be dyed, fulled and pressed.

The coming of the cooking stove markedthe beginning of a new epoch in the lives'
of our grandmothers. "Oh!" exclaims this
survivor, "the good cheer the fireplace
brought to the children! No corn was quite
so good as the ears roasted before the fire.
No potatoes so good as those roasted in
the ashes in the winter. No apple equal
to frozen apples boiled: then we would
melt maple sugar and sugar off again on
the snow." And she says in conclusion:

"With the passing of the fireplace has
passed the word 'fireside' and the word
hearth. It was around the fireside wegathered for family prayer, around the

fireside we gathered to read, to chat, to
visit. Gone with the fireside and the hearth
are most of my dear ones with whom I
knelt every day."
