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HERR BEBEL TAKES THE
GERMAN EMPEROR TO TASK

Says William’s Message to the
Czar Does Not Reflect the
Country’s Sentiments.

SPEECH REICHSTAG

BERLIN, May 9%—During the discussion
following the third hearing of the budget
bill In the Reichstag to-day Herr Bebel, the
Boclalist leader, referred to Emperor Wil-
liam's speeches at Carlsruhe and Mayence,
remarking that the pointed allusions to
France had caused great surprise, coming
#0 soon after the Emperor's return from
Italy, where President Loubet had been re-
celved with hearty ovations. The Emper-
or's words, the speaker added, were en-
hanced in importance through the fact
that he telegraphed to Emperor Nicholas
from Sicily on the occasion of the battle-
ship Petropaviovsk disaster as follows:
“Russia’s mourning Is Germany’'s mourn-
ing."

Herr Bebel, continuing, sald: "1 deny
most emphatically that the Emperor's tel-

egram reflects the sentiments of the Ger-
man people. In my opinion German sym-

pathies are far more on the side of Japan

than on that of Russia.”
This statement caused murmurs of dis-

sent on the Right.

*“The land in which such things can hap-
pen as recently occurred In Russia,”” con-
tinued Herr Bebel, “stands on such a low
level In elvilization that the rest of Europe
hatz the most lively interest in seeing the
sun of civilization rise upon it.”

Herr Bebel then alluded to the splendid
reforms inaugurated in Prussia after the
defeats of 1860 and Austria’'s defeat of 1366
had brought her into the ranks of consti-
tutional states. The overihrow of Napoleon
made France a republic, hence it is as-
sumed that the defeat of Russia will have
similar results. The Socialist leader next
referred to Chancellor Von Buelow's state-
ment that Germany has only the slightest
commercial interasts in Manchuria.

Herr Bebel clalmed that western Europe
has special reasons to rejoice if Russia
loses the war, for *“‘the more Russia Is
weakéned by the struggle the less likely it
becomes that Russia will mix in the affairs
of westerta Europe '’

The speaker referred to the far-reaching
antipathy of all civilized nations against
Germany, alluding to the Emperor Fred-
erick monument unpacked in some corner
of Washington and the Goethe monument
in Rome, but not yet set up.

Herr Bebel did not deny Chancellor Von
Bueiow’'s explanation that the dislike of
Germany was “partly commercial jealousy
and envy.” The chief cause, however, said
Herr Bébel, of the dislike of Germany was
her growing military equipment on sea and
Jand. Germany had been moving fast in the
international race for military and naval
armament, especially since 1888, The civil-
ized nationg had grown heartily tired of
this eternal struggle and rivalry. Herr
Bebel alluded to his former prediction that
the Herreros' rising would cost Germany
$15.000,000, which, he added, the members of
the Right party then hooted. *“*Now,” he
gaid, “you would be quite contented if we
stnpped with $12,500,000,"

Chancellor Von Buelow, in his reply, be-
gan by deprecating the idea that he in-
tended to enter into a lengthy discussion
of international politics: with Herr Bebel,
He pointed out that the quotation qf the
Emperor's words was incorrect. The Em-
prror’'s telegram, he sald, expressed warm
gympathy on account of great calamity by
which g0 many brave men had met death
in the discharge of their duty. The chan-
cellor added: 1 am convinced that this
expression of human sympathy corre-
sponded with the sentiments of the major-

¢f the majority of the people of Germany."

Applause from the " Right party followed
this statement, after which the chancellor
expressed his regreat at the manner in
which many of the German newspapers,
especially the comic publications, had ridi-
culed the recent calamities of a neighbor-
ing and friendly power.

ISTHMIAN CANAL IONE
BULES AND REGULATIONS

Conditions Under Which the Com-
missioners Shall Conduct Work
and Government.

TAFT TO BE SUPERVISOR

War Department Will Have Di-
rection of Construction of the
Great \Waterway.

WASHINGTON, May 5. —President Roose-
velt held a Jong conference to-day with Sec-
Attorney Gen-
eral Knox, at which the regulations to gov-
ern the isthmian canal commission were
determined on finally. They are embodled
After

teciting the steps taken under legislative

authority as a preliminary to the work of
actual construction and directing that the
work vested in the commission b« carried
or or exercised umder the supervision and
direction of thi
gives the following instructions, subject to
the limitations law and the conditions
herein contained, the jsthmian canal com-
mission being awuhorized and directed:

“First—To make all needful rules and reg-
ulations for the government of the zone
and for the correet administration of mili-
tary, civil and judicial affairs of its pos-
sessions, until the close of the Fifty-eighth
session of Congress,

“Becond—To establish a civil service for
the government of the strip and construe-
tion of the canal, appointments to which
shall be secured, as nearly as practicable,
by a merit system.

“Third—To make, or cause to be made,
all needful surveys, borings, designs, plans
and specifications of the engineering, hy-
draulic and sanitary works required, and
Lo supervise the execution of the same,

“Fourth—To make and cause to be exe-
cuted, after due advertisement, all neces-
gsary contracts for any and all kinds of
engineering and construction works,

“Fifth—To acquire, by purchase or
through proper and uniform expropria-
tion proceedings to be prescribed by the
commission, any private lands or other
real property whose ownership by the
United States is essential to the excavation
and completion of thercanail.

“Sixth—To make all needfu! rules and
regulations respecting an economical and

uf

correct disbursement and an accounting for !

all funds that may be appropriated by Con-
gress for the construction of the canal, its
auxiliary works and the government of the
canal zone; and to establish a proper and
comprehensive system of bookkeeping,
showing the state of the work, the expendi-
tures Dby classes and the amounts still
avallable, ‘
“Seventh—To make requisition on
secretary of war for funds needed from
time to time in the proper prosecution of
the work and to designate the disbursing
officers authorized to receipt ‘or the same.”

ENTITLED TO SECUCR'TY.

The regulations say: *“The ijahabitants
of the isthmian canal zone are entitled to
security in their persons, property and re-
ligion and In all their private rights and

relations. They should be =0 informed
by public announcement. The people should

be disturbed as little as possible in their
customs and avocatlons that are in har-
mony with priociples of well ordered and
decent living.

“The municipal laws of the canal zone
are to be administered by the ordinary tri-
bunals substantially as they were before

the change. Police magistrates and jus-
tices of the peace and other officers dis-
charging duties usually devolving upon
these oflicers of the law will be continued
in office if they are sitable persons. The
governor of the zone, subject to the ap-
proval of the commission, is authorized to
appoint temporarily a judge for the canal
zone, who shall have the authority equiv-
alent to that usually exercised in Latin
countries by a judge of a court of first
instance, but the Isthmilan Canal Commis-
slon shall fix his salary and moy legislate
regpecting his powers and authority, in-
creagsing or diminishing them in their dis-
cretion, and also making provision for ad-
ditional or appellate judges, should tae
public interests require.

“The Inws of the land, =ith which the
inhahitants are familiar, a1 * which were
in forece on Feb, 36, 194, wi.l continue in
force in the canal zone and in other places
on the isthmus over which the United
States has jurisdiction until altered or an-
nulled by f(he committee, but there are
certain great principles of government that
has been made the basis of an existence
as a nation which we deem essential to
the rule of law and the maintenance of
order, and which shall have force in said

zone,
ESSENTIAL PRINCIPLES.
“The principles referred to may be gen-
erally stated as follows:

“That no person shall be deprived of 1ile,
liberty or property without due process of
law; that private property shall. not be
tnken for public use without, just compen-
sation; that in all criminal ?ou-cutions the
accused shall enjoy the right of a speedy
and public trial, to be informed the nature
and cause of the accusatiom, to be con-
fronted with the witnesses agalnst him, to
have compulsory process for obtain-
ing witness In his favor, and to
have the assistance of counsel for his de-
fense; that excessivs bail shall not be re-
quired, nor excessive fines Imposed, nor
cruel or unusual punishments intlicted;
that no person shall be put twice in jeop-
ardy for the same offense or be compelled
in any eriminal case to be a witness against
himself; that the right to be secured
against unreasonable searches and seizures
shall not be violated; that neither slavery
nor involuntary servitude shall exist ex-
cept as a punishment for crime; that no
bill of attender or ex-post facto law shall
be passed: that no law shall be passed
abridging the freedom of speech or of the
press, or of the rights- of the people to
peaceably assemble and petition the gov-
ernment for a redress of grievances; that
no laws shall be made respecting the es-
tablishment of religion or prohibiting the
free exercise thereof.

“Provided, however, that the commission
shall have power to exclude from time to
time from the canal zone and other places
on the isthmus over which the United
States has jurisdiction persons of the fol-

surrection, and others whose presence it is
belleved by the commission would tend to
create public disorder, endanger the public
F‘N‘.’l“h. or in any manner impede the prose-
cution of the work of opening the canal;
and may cause any and all such newly ar-
rived persons or those alien to the zone to
be expelled and deported.
POWER OF THE COMMISSION.

“The commission may legislate on all

States so far as they apply td sald zone

and other places; and the said power shall
include the enactment of sanitary ordi-
nances of a prevemive or curative charac-
ter to be enforced in the cities of Colon and
Panama. Such legislative power shall al=o
include the power to railse and appropriate
revenues, All taxes, judicial fines, customs
duties and other revenues leyied and col-

lected in said zone by or under the au-
thority of the commission shall be retained,
i accounted for and disbursed by the com-
| mission for its proper purposes. All laws,
rules and regulations of a governmental
character enacted by the commission are
to be submitted to the secretary of war
for approval.”

Major General Davis, whoo is to be the
Governor for the canal zone, is directed to
see that the laws are faithfully executed,
He is vested with power to grant reprieves
and pardons. If there arises at any time
L. necessity for military or naval assistance,
the Governor is promptly to notify the War
Department, and in a sudden exigency he
may call on any available military or naval
forces of the United States for assistance.

The President urges the adoption of ap-
proved and effective methods for the im-
provemeént of health conditions on the
jsthmus as was done in Cuba and Porto
Rico. ;

The President directs that every pos-
sible effort be made to protect our officers
and workmen from the dangers of tropical
and other diseases which in the past have
been so prevalent and destructive in
Panama.

Rear Admiral Walker and Colonel Heck-
er of the commission are designated as
members of the judicial commission pro-
vided by Articles 6 and 15 of the canal con-
vention.

THE PANAMA RAILWAY,

The commission is required to report
vearly to Congress,

The letter to the secretary concludes as
follows: *“By virtue of the ownership by
the United States of about sixty-nine-sev-
entieths of the shares of the capital stock
of the Panama Railroad the general policy
of the managers of said road will be con-
trolled by the United States. As soon as
practical I desire that all the members of
the Isthmiun Canal Commission be elected
to the board of directors of the road, and

that the policy of the road be completely
harmonized with the policy of the govern-
ment of making it an adjunct to the con-
struction of the canal, at the same time
fulfiling the purpose for which it was con-
structed, as a route for commercial move-
ment across the Isthmus of Panama. If
any contracts or other obligations now ex-
ist between the railroad company and other
transportation companies that are not in
accord with public policy, then such con-
tracts must be terminated as soon as it is
possible to effect that object. No salary
or per diem allowance of compensation in
addition to the stated salary and per diem
allowance of the members of the Isthmian
Canal Commission will be allowed to any
member of the commfssion by rcason of
hig services in connection with the civil
government on the canal zone, or his mem-
bership of any board or commission con-
cerned in or connected with the construc-
tion of the canal, or by reason of his serv-
fces as an officer or director of the Panama
Rallroad.

“If there now be in force within the canal
zone any franchise granting to any per-
son or persons a privilege to maintain lot-
teries or hold lottery drawings or other
gambling methods and devices of a charac-
ter forbidden by the law of the United
States, or If the grantee of any such privi-
lege has now the right to =ell lottery tickols
or similar devices to facilitate the business
of the concessionaire, the committee ghall
enact laws annulling the privileges or con-
cesslons and punishing future exercise of
the same by imprisonment or fine or both.

“These instructions may be modified and
supplemented as ocecasion shall arise.”

N0 DECIDES O STARVE

New York Woman Abstains from

Food for a Week and Is Dying
in Hospital.

;\'E’W YORK, May 9% —Having become
convineced through months of poring over
literature on the subject of atteining per-
fect health, through abstaining from food
and ignoring all things material, Mrs, Bes-
sie Nunzinsky, of this city, resolved a week
ago to eat no more. She I8 now in the
Bellevue Hospital and the doctors fear she
will dle unless they can prevall upon her to

take food. After fasting seven days the
woman declared that her husband and
three chiluren should have nothing more
to eat, she having satisfied herself that
food was a fallacy. Convinced that his
wife had lost her mind, Nunzinsky had her
removed to the hospital where she still
refuses to eat.

PRICELESS RELIC OF OLD
CHINESE DYNASTY SAVED

Massive Gold Seal Found in San

Francisco Redeemed by the
Consul General.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., May 9—A mas-
sive gold seal, worth intrinsically $5.000,
and one of the priceless treasures of an
ancient Chinese dynasty, has been offered
for sale in this city to a local smelting com-
pany. Word was sent from there to the
Chinese consul general. He deciphered the
worn inscripiions upon it and declared that
it was one of the most valuable relics of
an anclent Chinese dynastyv. He said that
the gold came from the great range of
the Khinga mountains and the sands of
the Gobi desert and was gathered by hand
from the rocks and channels more than
four thousand years ago. Melted and re-
fined into a solid mass the artisans of those

ages carved the inscriptions upon the gold
that have formed the official seal of the
dynasty for thousands of years until more
modern times and an imperinl seal was
developed. Then the seal was delated to
the ncarest nephew of the Emperor as his
official signature. The seal was subse-
quently withdrawn from sale by its pres-
ent owner, who claims to have plcked |t
up in China. It iz said the Chinese con-
sul general has guaranteed the payvment of
$10.000 forfeit, which is twice (ts intrinsic
value, if melted up.

THE M'KINLEY MEMORIAL

Four Architects Chosen by Board
of Trustees to Be Included in

List of Ten.
TRIBUTE TO M. A. HANNA

NEW YORK, May 9.—The board of trus-
tees of the McKinley National Memorial
Association at a meeting <here to-day ac-
cepted the report of the advisory com-
mittee of experts appointed some time ago
in which the recommendation was made
that a limited and paid competition should
be instituted for the selection of an archi-
tect. From those who had already sub-
mitted designs, the committee chose the
following names: E. Case Wlison, E. 8.
McGonegal, A. R. Ross and Guy Lowell,
Six other names will be added by the com-
mittee and from the ten an architect will
be chosen. The members of the advisory
committee are: Walter Cook, New York;
R. S. Peabody, Boston, architects, and
Daniel Chestef French, New York. sculptor.
Memorial resolutions relative to the death
of Senator Marcus A. Hanna, who was the
vice president of the committee, were

adopted. It is proposed to continue his
name on the list as vice presldent, no one

being selected to fill the place.

The memorial, which pays a warm
tribute to- the dead senator, and especially
to the part he had in the work of the as-
sociation, concludes as follows:

“The name of Senator Hanna will not
lack lustre because of inevitable associa-
tion in history with that of McKinley. The
beautiful friendship that existed between
these exceptional men maintained through-
out their years of maturity without inter-
misgion, has been an example of inestima-
ble value to those so fortunate as to have
particiupated in the affairs to which they
devoted their ever-harmonious and upited
energies, It will present to a great people
and {ts posterity forever the picture of two
master minds, schooled in widely different
classes, each dominant and aggressive to
the last degree in their separate pursuits,
and, nevertheless, one in a bond of friend-
ship that could only endure when honor
was predominant.””

The board voted to present a copy of the
memorial properly =~ engrossed to Mrs.
Hanna. It was announce® at the conclu-
sion of the meeting th the sum so far
obtained for the McKinley memorial ex-
ceeds §550,000 and that subscriptions are
constantly coming in.

BATTLE FOUGHT AMONG
THE HAIL-LADEN CLOUDS

Details of the Fight Between the
British and Thibetans at
Gyang-Tse.

STEEP PRECIPICE SCALED

LONDON, May 9.—Details of the battle
of May 6 between the British expedition
and natives of Thibet, recounted in a dis-
patch from the Times's correspondent at
Karo Pass, Thibet, show that the action
took place 16000 feet above sea level. It
was the outcome of an attack on Colonel
Younghusband and his escort at early

dawn on Thursday by 800 men from Dong-
Tse. '

The attacking force arrived at Gyvang-
Ts=e at midnight, the approach being with
the utmost secrecy. The garrison under

command “of Major Murry behaved with
great gallantry and beat off the attack
successfully, although the pick of the men
and nearly allpthe senior officers had been
taken for an expedition to Karota. It is

noteworthy that the attack was delivered
shortly after the Karota force had moved

out, proving that the Thibetans had good
information,

When Colonel Brandes with his Rifles

camped on the pass Thursday night 1.600
Thibetans were holding a wall three miles

ahead. Their position was well flanked and
elaborate preparations had been made for

the hurling down of rocks from both sides
of the gorge. Seven hundred of the men
were from Kame and the remainder from
Lhassa and this locality. The enemy, after
obstinate resistance, were cleared from the
wall. Two Sanfars, well defended, held
back the advance two and a half hours
during most -of which time a pelting hail-
storm WwW&s in progress,

The general plan of attack was an out-
flanking movement by one company of
Ghurkhas and a direct attack by Ploneers.
Ultimately it was found necessary to de-
tach a small force of Pioneers to seale a
precipice 1,200 feet high. The gallantry of
both the Sikhs and the Pioneers on both
flanks was conspicuous, as the resistance
was stubborn until the flanks were turned.
When that occurred the entire Thibetan
force fled from the wall.

The casualties of the Thibetan foree dur-
ing the- actual fight were about seventy-
five and probably as many agaln were lost
during the pursuit by the mounted in-
fantry, who have not returned. Captain
Bethune, who was among the five -British
killed, fell while leading his men to the at-
tack on the wall.

The construction of the wall and the
choice of the gpot where it was built re-
fieet credit on the Thibetans, so much so
that its abandonment must have been due
to sheer cowardice, as it would have been
almost impossible to take it by frontal at-
tack, the encmy largely using Lhassa-made
rifles and cartridges instead of match-
locks.
