Effective on June 1 a new fast freight
line organization will be established be-

tween the Lackawanna and its Eastern
connections and the Lake Shore and the
Michigan Central. The organizations will
be known as the Lake Shore-Lackawan- na

Fast Freight Line and the Michigan
Fast Freight Line. While

there has been a considerable exchange
of trafüc and cordial between
the Lackawanna and the Lake Shore and
Michigan Central, up to the present time
there has been no Lackawanna fast freight
line operated over these road3. The result
has been to place the through line thus
formed by the Lackawanna at a material
disadvantage with its trunk line competi-
tors who has such organizations in opera-
tion, and it was for the purpose of over-
coming these disadvantages and for
strengthening the relations of these com-

panies that the new line is to be formed.
It is expected that the result will be par-
ticularly beneficial in view of the estab-
lishment by the Lackawanna of its own
commercial agencies at several points in
the Northwest by which its scope and indi-
viduality in the Central West and North-
west have been extended; The intention
is to defer, for the present, at least, put-
ting in the expensive machinery usually
attached to fast freight line organizations,
the expectation being that under plans pro-
posed the business can be handled just as
satisfactorily and more economically.
