FIERCE COSSACKS
DRIVE BACK ENEMY

ST. PETERSBURG, May 2.—Following
on the heels of the news of the disaster to
the Japanese fleet, the general staff received
officlal advices of the defeat of the Japa-
nese force which was marching north from

Feng-Wang-Cheng for the purposa of ex-
ecuting a flank movement on Mukden. De-
talls of the dispatch will not be made pub-
liec until it has been passed by the war
commission, but It has been left to the

Associated Press to make it clear that in
order to save themselves from destruction

the Japanese were caompelled to retreat.

Since General Kuroki sent a column north-
ward to gain the road leading directly west
from Mukden, General Kuropatkin has kept
it under the closest surveillance awalting
the moment when It should be so distant
from the main Japanese army as to pre-
vent its easy reinforcement. In observing
this plan the Russians withdrew and the
Japanese, not finding a strong force of
the enemy before them, continued to ad-
vance. When the time for action came
General Kuropatkin let General Rennen-
kampfl lose from leash. General Rennen-
kampff had under his command only a
few regiments, but they were the flower of

Cossack cavalry. On May 18 he fell on

e enemy, whose number has not yet been
revealed, with such vigor as to compel the
Japanese retirement twelve miles toward
the base, near enough, it is presumed, to
have received reinforcments from General
Kuroki, who must immediately have been
advised of the awkward predicament.

The operation is described by the general
Staff as fust such a move as it was ex-
pected Generai Kuropatkin would make
and for which General Rennekampff was
fitted and chosen. The latter's appear-
ance on the stage was somewhat late.

WITTSOEFT REPORTS
ON JAPANESE DISASTER

ST. PETERSBURG, May 2.—High Ad-
miral Grand Duke Alexis has received the
following dispatch, bearing to-day’'s date,
froia Viceroy Alexleff, who received it by
mail from Rear Admiral Wittsoeft, in com=-
mand of the naval forces at Port Arthur,
on the night of May 19-20:

JAPANESE DID NOT
CARE TO RISK BATTLE

May 20, 7T a. m.—The
reports of the Japanese retreat to Feng-
Wang-Cheng are officially confirmed. The
Japanese, numbering 20,00 men, came up
with 32,000 Russians in a strong position on
Monday sixty miles west of Feng-Wang-
Cheng. It being unwise to risk a battle,
the Japanese retreated in good order and
with great rapidity.

An unofficial Russian authority says a
pitched battle was not fought, but rumor
gays there was considerable loss on both
sides during the clashes with the Cossacks,
harassing the flanks of the Japanese. This
division presumably was executing a

reconnoissance. The pursuit was checked
when the main body of the Japanese was
rejoined,

This news apparently accounts for the
withdrawal to an unknown destination of
warships and transports from Tower hill,
ten miles north of Kai-Chou, Liao-Tung
peninsula, and on account of renewed de-
fensive activity at Nieu-Chwang.

JAPANESE LAND AN
ARMY AT TAKU-SHAN

TOKIO, May 20.—The following official
statement has just been issued here: “A
gection of infantry of the Liao-Tung forces
went in the direction of Shan-Chusan to
reconnoiter and met two sections of Rus-
sian infantry. The Russians were repulsed
in thirty minutes. Our casualties were one
officer and four men killed and one officer
end eight men wounded. The Russian cas-
ualties were one officer and forty to fifty
men killed. The landing of Japanese troops

at Taku-Shan began vesterday.”

Admiral Hosovo, commanding the third

KUROPATKIN RéPORTS
RETREAT BY JAPANESE

ST. PETERSBURG, May 20.—The follow-
ing dispatch from General Kuropatkin to
the Emperor, dated at Liao-Yang, May 19,
has been received here: “A detachment of
Coasacks_engaged a detachment of the Jap-
anese advance guard on May 18, north of

Feng-Wang-Chang in a mountainous dis-

trict. The fight began in the morning and
lasted until 2:30 o'clock in the afternoon.

The Japanese were successivly dislodged

from four positions,extending more than fif-
teen miles. The pursuit of the Japanese was
stopped at Datiantsy, thirteen miles north

of Feng-Wang-Cheng. Our casualties were
six Cossacks wounded, two horses killed
and eight horses injured. There is no trace
of the enemy in the valley of Tsan-Hoka
as far as the road leading to the Tchan-
Goulin pass, eighteen miles north of Feng-

Wans-Lhqu."

VLADIVOSTOK QUIET;
NO CRUISER WRECKED

VLADIVOSTOK, May 20.—All is quiet
here, Japanese warships appear from time
to time in Peter the Great bay, but do not
approach Viadivostok.

ST. PETERSBURG, May 20, 4:36 p. m.—
The Admliralty states that there is not the
slightest foundation for the report that the
cruiser Bogatyr has been destroyed. The

Later advices say the towns of Liver-
more, Belleview, Laporte, Wellington and
a portion of Fort Colllus are under from
three to four feet of water and in =ome
cases the water reaches to the eaves of
the houses. Five ifron wagon bridges and
two railroad bridzes in the vicinity of Fort
Collins have been swept away and two
miles of the Colorado & Southern tracks
washed out. Several thousand acres of
vegetables have been destroyed and hun-
dreds of heads of live stock drowned. The
water system of the clty of Fort Collins
has been seriously damaged and all of the
irrigation canals and ditches badly washed.
Twelve big reservoirs along the Cache la
Poudre are threatened with destruction. A
foot of water covers the floor of the sugar
factory.

About half of
them succeeded in getting out of their
houses before the flood was on them. The
remainder to-night are in a perilous po-
gition. Their houses can be plainly seen
floating about among the trees and shouts
and other signals of distregs seen and
heard. A few of the houses have entered
the current of (he river and been swept
down stream, and, perhaps shattered or
sunk and their occupants drowned. It is
definitely known that two lives have been
lost, one a man at Laporte and a Russian
child at Fort Collins. Fears are entertained
for the safety of Chris Mason, his wife
2nd five children, who live in the bottoms
half a mile above Fort Collins. Thelr place
must be surrounded by water and is prob-
ably submerged. Rescue parties are in
readiness to leave for Fort Collins with the
first break of day. The flood in the Cache
la Poudre and other streams is due to
heavy rains to-day.

The Chinese are not allowed to look upon
the face of royalty, which explains Mrs.
Moy's keeping her fan before her eyes up
to the moment of her presentation.

The volume containing tHe year books of
the fifty-one societies afliliated with the
Local Council, which was presented to the
prince, was compiled by Mrs, Willlam E.
English. It was handsomely bound in white
kid, the title was in gold, and the book was
tied with purple ribbons, the vallow, white
and purple carryifig out the colors of the
council.

PRINCE PU LUN HEARS
GERMAN PRIMA DONNA

Member of Royal Chinese Family
Evinces No Surprise at Ameri-
can Entertainment.

A Chinese prince at a song recital by a
German prima donna in an American mid-

Western city—this was the novelty which
Indianapolis had to offer last night. The
very incongruity of the occasion lent at-
traction to it. It is doubtful if any of
Priwce Pu Lun's experiences, during his

present tour in a land far away from his
flowery kingdom, will prove more extraor-
dinary to him than the alﬂ;ir of last even-
ing at Enrglish's Opera House. In China
a woman performer in a public amusement

place is unheard of; the feminine roles in
the Chinese plays are taken by men or
boys, and the theater-goers of the Celestial
empire would hold up their hands in horror
at the very thought of women giving a
performance on their own account. And so
last night's event, in which two women—

Mme, Schumann-Helnk and her planist,
Miss Hartmann—acted as the sole enter-
tainers, must have imnpressed the royal lit-
tle Mongolian as a most astonishing thing,
though one is bound to admit (and, secret-
Iy, somewhat to one's disappointment), that
never an expression oI surprise was al-
lowed to flit for even the flash of a sec-
ond over the calm, serene features of his
Royal Highness,

The prince and his suite, accompanied by
the members of the executive committee
having his entertainment in Indianapolis in
charge, arrived at English's Opera House
at about 10 o'clock. The first half of the
recital had just been concluded and a hum
of expectancy filled the theater as the semi-
circles of electric globes on the ceiling of
the theater suddenly blazed forth brilliant-
ly as if to herald the coming of the guests
of honor, A moment or two later Prince
Pu Lun, attired in his handsome gown of
blue and wearing his little black skull cap,
stepped out of a carriage that had just
arrived in Monument place, and surrounded
by his Chinese attendants and the Amer-
ican hosts, made his way to the box on the
left side of the theater, that had been pre-
pared to receive him. He took a seat in the
corner of the box close to the stage and
surveyed his surroundings, after bowing
in a dignified manner to the audiencg,
which had burst forth in a vociferous round
of applause. Mayor Holtzman, William
Fortune and Wong Kai Kah, the interpret-
er, occupivd seats in the same box with
him, and the other membaers of the party
tpok possession of the two boxes adjoin-
ing. In the three boxes on the opposite
side of the auditorium were Captain and
Mrs. English and their guests, Mrs. May
Wright Sewall and a party of beautifuliy
gowned young women, who carried im-
mense floral bouquets, and Mr. and Mrs.
Ferdinand Mayer and their guests,

The “royal boxes” were handsomely dec-
orated with the Chinese and American
flage and on the stage beside the prince
was an Oriental vase containing cherry
blossoms. The stage was tastefully ar-
ranged, the setting being a woodland
scene with many ferns, palms and orange
trees to enhance the beauty of the picture,
The audience was interested in observing
the prince as Mme. Schumann-Heink came
forth from the wings to begin the second
half of the programme. He gave his-earn-
est attention to the singer, and at the con-
clusion of her first number applauded gent-
ly* with his small, well-shaped hands, while
a smile, ever so slight, hovered about the
corners of his mouth. And as for the
prima donna, she gave one of those de-
lHcious German chuckles of hers, swept the
prince a courtesy that was at once respect-
ful and companionable—and then went on
with her programme.
