The Movement of Gold.
Gold goes out from New York to Paris

and arrives at San Francisco from Japan,
yet the actual cause of this movement is
largely the settlement of Japanese indebt-
edness in London. It is 'an unusually com
plicated position for international exchange,
and results from several peculiar condi-
tions. It Is obviously much cheaper for
Japan to send the specie to our Pacillc
coast, the time ot gold in transit meaning
much because of Interest lost and heavy
marine insurance. Our subtreasury system
makes this gold immediately available at
New York by telegraphic transfer. Owing
to smaller merchandise exports and liber-
al imports, this nation has certain adverse
balances at London, aud as that center
is being drawn on by Paris, rates of sterliug
at the latter point having fallen as low
as 25 fraucs and 12i centimes during thepast week, gold is sent out from here.

Low rates for money at New .York alsoencourage --payment of debts abroad or thelending of money where the International
balance is already favorable. These are
the numerous factors contributing to makepossible the present apparently puzzling
movement of gold, and there is good cause
for believing that the transfers will con-
tinue as Japan must purchase more sup-
plies here and in Eugland and the outgo
oi fcoid r.as neither hardened moncv rates
nor depressed sterling thus far. The futurehas in store for the exchange market an

Excellent growing weather and large
shipments had a depressing Influence on
the whrat market at the opening, but the
uncertainty of the May delivery held the
bears In check and prevented any con-

siderable selling. Initial sales on July
showed a loss of a shade to He to Uc to
SCJic to SG'hC. May was unchanged at 39c.

In the absence of any great demand for
the May option the price of that delivery
eased off a trifle, declining to 0S?ic.

As the session advanced a number of
bullish factors came into prominence. A
foreign statistician In an estimate of the
world's shipments for the week showed a
large falling off, while, at the same time,
claiming a heavy decrease in the visible
supply. Later there was considerable pur-
chasing on a belief that the local stocks of
contract wheat would show quite a de-
crease on Monday.

The predominating influence, . however,
was the reported sale of l.OuC.OOO bushels of
cash wheat at Minneapolis to country
millers. There was an active demand here
from Northwest houses. The market
closed almost at the top prices, final figures
on July being at s7Tc, after the price had
touched 5Sc May closed at bic, a net
gain of ic.

when the developments in the trade are con
sidered. From the beginning of tho week
there was evidently a stronger undertone
to the trade, and this gradually grew strong
er as the requirements of buyers Increased,
At first salesmen were having considerable
difficulty in obtaining any quotable ad-
vance, in value, but about the middle of the
week tho afceiuiou in prices began and a
good average gain was Anally made.

The demand this week has been larKest,
and therefore strongest, for the better clasa

of steers, and at the close of the week there
was an easy outlet for this class of cattle
at an average advance of 25c in prices
compared with those prevailing at the be--
girning of the week. In this department
values now In a general way are the high
est they have been since last September.
There was not quite as much Improvement in
the market for steers that were a nine
below the requirements in quality or con
dition, but they. too. finally sold higher than
they have for some time past.

The market for feeding cattle this weeK
has been generally disappointing. Early in
the week there was a very fair request from
professional buyers, but country orders did
not come forward as liberally as expected,
and there was soon a very limited request
from all sources. About the middle of tne
week this branch of the market was prac-
tically at a standstill, but at the close of
the week there was again a very fair de
mand at prices probably 10il5c lower than
the same class of cattle sold :ast weeK or
perhaps earlv in this week. The fact that
female butcher cattle have been selling com- -
laratively high for some time past prob-
ably accounts for less Improvement in this
branch of the trade this weeK tnan mere
was for steers. There has been a good
active and strong demand at all times, how-
ever, and the best clasü of stock is now
selling lOlcc higher than the early part
of the week.

THE SHEEP MARKET.
While there has been a very fair Increase

in the marketing of sheep and lambs this
week compared with recent supplies, there
has not been an excessive number at any
time, and, in fact, no more at any time
than was required to accommodate the
most urgent orders. Therefore there has
been a reasonably active market all week,
and, with supplies most of the time large
enouch to invite competition from all buy
ers, strong to higher prices have been real
ized. In a general way tnere nas not oeen
any considerable advance In values, but in
extreme cases soring lambs have sold
around 50c higher, yearlings 23c higher and
sheep about 25c higher, than prices prevail
ing at the close of last week, occasionally
the comDCtltion in the market was not im
portant, but at no time were me condi
tions reallv unfavorable to sellers. The
range in prices of spring lambs this week
has been from $5&7.75. with most of the
sales around $7; wool lambs have sold as
high as $6.50. clipped lambs at Jon5.i5, wool
Eheep as high as $4.75 and clipped sheep at
$3.5014.25.

As usual at the close of the week, tne re
ceipts to-d- ay were quite small, and. In fact.
not large enough to effect prices in any
war. - e was a steady demand irom
local butcners and a good clearance was
made early at steady prices compared with
yesterday.
