New Liquor License Law,. Aimed
at Druggists and Grocers, Will

Be Enforced by Controller.

The new Davis liquor license ordinance,
which was passed by the City Council sev-

Controller Dunn, beginning May 30. The
ordinance requires that any persons who
sell liquor in quantities of less than five
gallons must pay an annual feo to the
city controller of $250, unless it 13 sold in
quantities not less than a quart, in which
case the fee is to be $100.

The ordinance is aimed at the druggists
and grocers of the city who carry on a
business of selling liquor in bottled quan-
tities and do not have a city license. Ac-
cording to a list which City Controller
Dunn has had made there are aout 1.000
of these stores which will be affected by the
ordinance.

Trnlllc Alliance Lake Ship,
per Are Dissatisfied.

The engine built at the Schenectady
plant of the American Locomotive Com-

pany for the Baltimore & Ohio was on
Saturday tested on the New York Central
tracks. Several officials of the Baltimore
t Ohio inspected the locomotive, which is
the most powerful and heaviest ever built.
It will be exhibited at the world"s fair.
The design follows that of the Mallat com-

pound used for heavy hauling. There are
six pairs of driving wheels; three are un-
der the forward end of the boiler, and
three beneath the firebox. The driving
wheels are fifty-si- x inches in diameter. It
is estimated that this locomotive will be
one and one-hal- f, times more powerful than
any other locomotive ever constructed.

Trouble Between Southern Lines.
Notice has been given to the roads in

what is cailed the Airtight Alliance, which
includes the Illinois Central, the Louis-
ville t Nashville and the Louisville, Hen-
derson & St. Loui. to keep out of the lower
Ohio territory and not undertake to carry
tobacco therefrom for export .shipment.
For fear that this notice may be disre-
garded, and to shut competitors out effectu-
ally and prevent competition for the traffic,
the close alliance has recently been re-
newed. A further object is to insure
the exportation of tobacco through New
Orleans and Pensacola. It is understood
that the Interstate Commission will have
its attention called to this proposition, and
it may be worthy of notice as attempted
discrimination against the north Atlantic
ports, esiecially fn view of the attitude of
Louisville interests on the question of port
differentials that is one to be arbitrated
by the commission. The amount of ton-
nage involved in this controversy is fully
twenty thousand hogsheads, which is ex-
torted during May, June, July and August,
and there has always been lively competi-
tion for the business. The only explana-
tion offered for the alliance of the three
railroads is the accusation that agents of
the fast freight lines are in the habit of
going into the territories of tobacco grow-
ers and cutting rates in a way that demor-
alizes export shipments.

Lake and Rail Hates.
The action of the railroads as to naviga-

tion rail and lake rates, . is not ijneeting
with the approval of the business men of
the cities along the great lakes, says a
Buffalo paper. Especially in the cities
along Lake Erie are complaints made on
the ground that the railroads have taken
advantage of the situation in order to en-
rich themselves, and that they have been
unnecessarily arbitrary in reference to the

"trouble between lake carriers and their
masters and pilots. The only attempt,
however, to proceed formally has been
made by the Detroit .Board of Commerce,
which has sent a protest and appeal for
relief to the Interstate Commission, the ef-
fect of which on the part of the rail lines,
they allege, is a hardship on the water
lines, and especially upon interested ship-
pers, who are deprived of the advantage
of lake and rail dispatch and rates afforded
them by established navigation lines.

David Van Alstyne, for several years
superintendent of motive power of the
Chicago Great Western, has decided to
accept the same position with the North-
ern Pacific. He is thirty-nin- e years old,
and graduated from the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology as a mechanical
engineer in 1SM5. He served as master,
mechanic on the Louisvillo & Nashville
for some years.

Commissioner Donald, of the Central
Passenger Association, and Chairman Mc- -
Ieod, of the Western Passenger Associa
tion, have held a conference with Assist
ant General Passenger Aeent Vaux. of the
Grand Trunk, endeavoring to Induce him
to agree to a charge of $1 for validation of
world's fair tickets in Chicago. Mr. Vaux
has consented to lay the matter before
General Passenger Agent Bell.

Judge Brook, of the Wayne Circuit Court,
Michigan, on Saturday handed down an
opinion in the suit of the Pere Marquette
road and Detroit Union Railroad Depot and
Station Company, holding that the Pere
Marquette and the Wabash have equal
rights in the Union Depot terminals and
tracks. The Wabash had contended that
it had the right to exclusive use of certain
tracks and portions of the terminal.

Three trainmen, three conductors, three
engineers and three telegraph operators
of the Erie have been sent to. Chicago,
where they will thoroughly study con-
ditions and report on their return as to the
method and pracitce In the local passenger
service on leading Western roads. The
party will be recalled at the expiration
of ten days, and during, its absence all
expenses are paid by the Erie Companj.

Representatives of the commercial inter-
est of the North Pacific coast cities hope
that the conference with the leading trafiio
officials of the Great Northern, the North-
ern Pacific, the Union Pacific and the Bur-
lington roads, regarding a reduction of
rates from the coast to points between the
coast and the Missouri river, will be of
some avail. The railroad authorities have
consented to take the matter under ad-
visement.

At
this meeting business of importance will
be discussed and will be ratified at the
legal meeting, Monday, June 6S The an-
nual picnic is planned mainly for the pur-
pose of bringing the employes of the
company into closer touch socially and to
promote good fellowship.

The Pennsylvania, in connection with the
Grand 'Rapids & Indiana, will put on its
Northland Express, running between St.
Louis. Louisville, Indianapolis and1 Michi-
gan summer resorts about June 19, on the
same schedule as last year, the sleepers
leaving Indianapolis on Train 24 and com-
ing in on Train 25. This year the rate is
reduced and the limit extended from ten to
fifteen days, and the fare is reduced to one
regular fare for the round trip.
