WILL GUARD AGAINST
ACCIDENTS AT RACES

No One Will Be Allowed On or
Near the Track During

the Auto Events.

Notwithstanding the fact that the drivers
who will compete in the big event of the
Decoration day auto race programme will
be asked to take their lives between their
thumbs and fore lingers, every precaution
will be taken to protect the', spectators.
During last season most of. the fatalities
in connection with automobile' races oc-

curred among the "innocent bystanders.'
AH three of the drivers who. will ride in

the live-mi- le professional event on Decora-
tion Day have participated in races that
resulted fatally. Fisher and Klser. who
will each drive Mohawk cars, were contest-
ants in the race at Zanesville last year, in
which Kistr's car refused to make the turn
and crushed through the railing about the
track, plunging into the crowd and killing
one man and injuring several more. Ac-
cording to the plans of the promoters of
the mft next Monday, no accidents will
be possible.

The course will be carefully patroled, and
absolutely no person will be allowed to
stand along the railing at either side of
the track. The iniield will be thrown open
to auto parties, and the machines will be
lined up a safe distance from the inside
rail to guard against any mishap, and no
pedestrains will be allowed to congregate
In front of the machines.

The outside rail of the track will be roped
off. and no person will be allowed wphin
several feet of the fence. Patrolmen will
be stationed at all the gates and entrances
to the track, and once the machines go to
the post, no person, not even the officials
or newspaper men, will be allowed to cross
the track until the race then being started
has finished.
