Judge Anderson Acquits Harvey
D. Hatfield of Charge of Rob-
bing the Mails.

LETTER IN COAT POCKET

The government vesterday failed to pro-
duce evidence enough to convict Harvey D.
Hatfleld, the young postal clerk of Hunt-
ington, who was tried yesterday on the
charge of stealing letters from the mail
Evidence was introduced through the day,
and when the case was rested shortly be-
fore 5 o'clock last night Judge Anderson
held that the prosecution had made no
case, and instructed the jury to return a
verdiet of not guilty.

Hatfield was evidently the victim of a
conspiracy, as the letters alleged to have
been stolen by him were found in his over-
coat pocket at the time he was arrested.
His attorneys held that the letters had been
placed there by someone who =sought
to Incriminate Hatfield. The fact that the
overcoat was left in the postoffice, with the
letter sticking out in plain view, substan-
tiated the theory in Judge Anderson’s opir-
jon.
