Should auch a conciliatory step meet with no
better resjonse than a desire by America to insult
and wrong Enghmd, all the powers of Europe
would forthwith be ranged on England's side.

Mr. Cobdcn says that the cry for peace is hard-
ly enough at the present time. What Is required
is peace on principles of impartial justice and thii
can be obtained through nn impartial arbitrator.

The London Times editorially disputes the
argument of Mr. CoWen nnd says the course he
nd vocal cd would by no means tend to the preser-
vation of peace either iu the present instance or
for the future.

The Thru 8 snys we in?it upon knowing clearly
whether we are in a reign of war or jace. If
the seizure of Mason and SiiJcll was nn act of
the American Government originally, or if it te
adopted by thern now, it is an act of war which is
to be encountered by war. If they disown they
muit prove ti.eir sincerity by repairing it. It is
impossible to negotiate in the former ease, and
the latter has not yet arisen. There is therefore,
no room for arbitration.

The Daily iS'eits, while asserting that England
will be satisfied w ith nothing short of full satis-
faction for her violated rights, says it would ob-
viously be harsh, violent and unjust to deny the
American Government all right of replying, and
positively to refuse to hear what she has to urge
on the legal points at issue. Should there be any
dilficulty at Washington in at once meeting Eng-
land's demauds, a little frank intercourse and ex
planation between the two Governments would in
nil probability remove it, and thii would be by far
the best, most dignified and honorable way of
settling the dispute.

Failing in this, it is for America to propose
arbitration, and England would not be justified
in refusing such invitation.

The article concludes by denouncing tho tone
of menace and insult adopted by some of the
journals.

The Daily Nrtr, in another article, defends
the North from the charges of the 7'imea that
war was brutalizing the northern Stutes.

It also justifies the projected blockade of
Charleston and Savannah by tbe stone shi; as a
bona fide operation of warfare.

The London Herald bitterly criticises Mr. Sew
ard's foreign correspondence, charging him with
insolence, folly and wickedness as wantou and
mischievous any that history records.

The Titnrg also has an article on Mr. Seward's
dispatches, ami treats them with ridicule and
says Mr. Seward assumes to instruct the entire
human race as to the origin of tho rights and
prospects of the war in America, and has coi.fi
dent assurances as to the dimensions and duration
of the war. '
